someness of decay. Grave is the respon-
sibility of the Christion man, who pursues ,
such a course, solamentable an evidence |
of declension. We would press upon all ,
the duty of labour—not only labour in |
their vocation—that is right and proper— ,
but labour in their Master’s Vineyard.
Christians may not pass through life eating ,
and drinking and labouring only for the
things of this life, for time is very short, and |
“ behold, the Judge standeth at the doar” |
All may exert an influence for good; all
have responsibilities, duties they may not ,
ncglect.  Mind is ever acting and re-acling
on mind, and nonc can measurc the extent ;

DEATH OF MR. JAMES MATTHIE, RUL-
ING ELDER OF 8T.JUHN'S CHURCH,
BROCKVILLE.

It is our painful duty to record the
death of one of the most useful .ad esteem-
ed elders of our Church, which took
place on the 9th inst. in the 79th year of
his age.

The following sketch of bis cLaracter is
taken from a sermon preached on the occa-
! sion of his decease by the Rev. John
Whyte.

Gen. v. 24. And Enoch walked with Cod ; and
ke wus not, for God took kim. Hcb. xi. 5. Be-
fore his translation he hud this testemony, that he
pleased God.

A man has just gone from us whose character
and happiness were mainly formed oa this simplo
but lofty principle,—the desire of pleasing God.
But a few days ago one, whom we all loved and
revered, departed from us; and we arc leit to
mourn his loss,—a loss, I fear, to us which will
nuet be soon repaired.  Itis true it may be said
of hiwm that he came to the grave at a full =ge,
‘like ss & shock of corn cometh in his scason.’
And it is true also that the ovent to him is un-
speakable gain, for he nas ane who walked with
God. Yet we, as a congregation, cannot bat feel
this day that a father has fallen in Isracl. His
sterling picty, his meek and upright doportment,
his gentle and persuasive counsel, his decision at
once for tho right without reference as to how it
might affect man's pleasure,—wero all noble fea-
tures in his chamcter, and impzarted a leaven of
wholesomo principle intv any society in which he
moved.

It ix true that the day of his vigour had gone
by before he came ta resido in the neighbourhuad,
and consequently ere this congrezation was priv-

ileged with his ges vices in the Eldership , but yen |

have only to refer to the evidences of his former
history to learn bow highly he cstimated the of-
fice, and how faithfully he discharged its duties ,
ar.d you had only to become personally acquaint-
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whale I thus speak. Tt cannot be that you shall | man of God unto me."  So happily were all the

qualities of that offce blenled in his character
that, if I were asked to write on epitaph over the
grave of the deceased James Matthie, it would
bo .—~Here lies the type of tho Church of Scot-
land’s Eldors.

His removal leaves a sad blank in our congro-
gation, and o sadder in our Kirk-Session. If
Christianity is the salt of the cnrth, und Christi-
an congregations aro tho salt of socicty, so also
there are indisiduals who are the salt of a con-
gregation. That father, who hath just gone from
us, wasone of such. And I do not think it would be
doing vielence to the language of the great poet
to say, * We shall not look vpon his like sgain.”
I dare hardly trust myself to speak of him. I
feel us if & prop were taken away from under me.
I will not dieguise it,—tho sound and deep theol-
ogy of that man’s mind hed a great influenco on
my own, For I felt that, when I grappled with
any of the more profound and difficult doctrines
of our Holy Faith, there wus present, so to speak,
something to mceet the cffort ; and I also felt that
theru was no danger of misapprehension or mis-
construction. ILvery une, who has been in the
habit of addressing an sudience, must have felt
tho neeeseity of having ap intell. _nee before him
that could grasp the utmast cfforts of his thought,
or olse he must have felt as ons that beateth the
air. Such an intelligence was he of whom I
speak. Thus his mind served st onco as a goal
and a gage for my own.

Baut this was not the only aspect in which his
usefulness was felt.  Tho total absence of all as-
sumption ond at the same time of all nffectation
gave his picty & palpable reality, and hisviews o
force, which neither authority nor profession
conld do.  And, if any ono had n right to asstme,
it was ho. He possessed no ordinary gift ic
pruyer, he szed 0o scanty acquaintance with
the Sacred Scriptures and their doctrines.

His years, bis character, his long and high
starding in the Eldership,—all would bave enti-
tled him to give his counsels as ons who, to sey
tho least of it, had a right to counsel. But not
so. He gave them with & meekness, a modesty,
and gertlencss that bore the aspect of tho upris-
ings—the sportancous uprisings of your own
breast rather than of another's counsel. This
both bespoke his own decp knowledge of the hu-
man heart, und his carnest and disinterested
desire that tho right course might be followed.
If T were to trace his history from his seventeenth

rear when he first sat down at the Tuble of tho
rd and svowed himself a member of His Visi-
ble Church on ecarth, gou would well behevo that
he is now a memober ot tho General Assembly and
Church of the first-born, whose names are writ-
ten in Heaven.

If I were to trace it since ho camo to this coun-
try, if I were to narrato how he established Sab-
bath-Schools in the district in which ke formerly
rvesided, haw he established prayer-raectiugs, how
he lnid hold of the Temperance movement as an
instraraent for the sucial smelioration end moral
reformation of his fellow-men, how he maintain-
ed public worship in o congregation for years
when it was left without a minister—were I fully
to bring out these soveral points in his long aad
useful csreer, you would find that therc 1s not a
jot of colouriog sn what I have spoken, but that

¢ was one of whom it may be truly snd, as it
was of Enoch, * He walked with God®  And,
therefore, thoogh hois no longer with us, we be-
lievo that Gogd hes taken him,—taken him to a
better and happier world.

cuuld you hase scen the paticnce and resygna-

SABBATH SCHOOL, MONTREAL
From the Statement, submitted at the
! Anniversary on the 13th of April last, it
' appearcd that our School numbered
‘ 50 girls under 7 Teachers, and
l 36 boysunder 5 Do.

_Total 86 i2  Do.
i The Roll-book shows the numbers at
this date to be 68 girls under 8 Teachers,
46 boys under7  Do.
Total 114 scholars under 15 Do.
One female Teacher removed to Threo
Rivers in May last, whose place was
promptly supplied. It secems proper to
mention that, shortly after our Anniver-
aary, it was found necessary to discon-
tinue the Male Bivle Closs, then number-
" ing 10 scholurs and under the superintes.-
dence of Mr. Bruce, in con-equence of his
" appointment to an inspectorship of schools.
The Female Bible Class, then numbering
10 scholars and under my superintendence,
"1l away by remoxal from the city, sick-
nuss, and otherwise during the full; and
. in January last it was decmed expedient
1 transfer the remaining 4 scholars to
the two advanced classes.  From the S.
S. proper there has been a diminution of
about & dozen, partly by removsl and
partly by discontinuance This discon-
tinuance arises in a greater or less degree
nccording as the school assembles in the
forenoon during summer or in the after-
noon during winter. The diminution
has been more than made up by an acces-
sion of upwards of 30 new comers.
From inspecting the marks in the Roll-
book, with the view of ascertaining tle




relative attendance or non-attendance
during the last year, I find 20, whose
marks show that they have not been ab-
sent above twice or thrice,  Among these
appears the name of Ellea Scott, who fell
a victim to small-pox in December last
after about a fortnight’s illness,  Her last
days were marked by severl circumstan-
ces well fitted to encourage 8. S. ‘I'eachers
in the affectionate and faithful divcharze
of their duties. We trust that the sur-
vivors, in reflecting on the blank that has
thus been niade in their number, not only
feel hearty gratitude to the Supreme Dis-
penser of Life and Death for their per-
sonal preservation, but are animated by
those holy and hopeful feelings 0 which
they huve given expression in the words
of the Hymn, *On the Death of a Pupil.”
The inspection of the Roll-book seems to
warrant us in drawing the conclusion that
the cases are very few in which the non-
“attendance isattributable to other grounds
than ianclemency of weather and indis-
position, personal or selative. Parents
and guardians would contribute greatly
towards the regulsr attendance of the
scholars by geeing to it that their oc-
casionnal absence may be accounted for by
such valid reasons as the above.

Qur Library contains rather above 350
volumes, comprising chicfly the Libraries
issued by the London Tract Society and
the American Sunday S. Union, and a
selection of the publications of the Lon-
don Society for promoting Christian knowl-
edge. The books are in good order, and
seem to be cared for by their readers. We
continue to receive 70 Nos. of “The
Missionary and S. S. Record,” a monthly
publication of the Canada S. S. Union.
These numbers cost £3 10. In August
last we began to take ©The Child's
Paper,”” 2 monthiy publication by the
Amer ean Tract Society, It costs £1 153,
A number of each of these periadicals, that
can be confidently recommiended to the
young for their careful perusal, thus finds
its way each month into every family con-
nected with our School. The columns of
both not oniy convey a large amount of
recent Missionary intelligence, well eulcu-
lated to interest and instruct their readers,
but by means of neatly excecuted wood-
cuts and of geographical and historical
narrative illustrate many poriions of the
Sacred Volume.

In February twelve months ago, in-
stead of a2 monthly collection towards de-
fraying the expenses of the Scheo!, we
were induced to adopt the suggestion.of a
friend and try a weekly collection.  The
result has shown that a toeekly collection
now fulls litle short of 2 montily one
before, as for the past yeat the collections
amonnt to £6 8s, 9d.

Our Pastor, as usual, has statedly ad-
dressed and cxamined the scholars on
their exercises in the Bible and Cate- |
chisms. He has recently coramenced a |
monthly Address, to occupy a quartor of |
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an hour, in which he propeses to engage
the attention of theschiolars by illustrating
thy points of his Address with anecdotes
and fucts adopted to their period of life.

Before crawing this STATEMENT fto a
close it may not be irrelevant to advert
very shortly to the system of instruction
generally pursued.  With regard to the
Female Bible Class during the 18 months,
the entive Book of the Acts of the
Apastles was carefully read and examined.
In following the travels of St. Paul and
fus co-missionaries, those cities, in which
churches were organized, were particular-
ly pointed out on the map, and their
previous history and existing circumstun-
ces alluded to. In connection with these
the Epistler to the Gal, Eph., Phil,
Col, and Thess., were examined. In
like manner were the Epistles to Tie- "y
and Titus, according as these bishops or
overseers were brought under notice in
the Acts.  Occasionally passages, involv-
ing more important doctrines o precepts,
were prescribed for recitation. I was
wishfui to have continued this Class ; but
its charge was found to interfers some-
what with iny duties as Superintendent,
as, when a Teacher was absent, which
must occasionally happen, the class gener-
ally devolved upon me.

With regard to the S. S. proper, the two
more advanced classes of Girls are at pres-
ent engaged with a text-book, issued by
the American 8. S. Union, embracing in
the course of 52 Jessons a revisal of the
Books of the entire Bible by & series of
suitable guestions with references to the
chapters and verses from which the ap-
propriate answers may be gathered. The
three more advanced classes of Boys,
numbering between 20 and 23, have been
engaged for about 2 years on each alter-
nate Sabbath with the “Life of Christ.”
By means of this publication our
Saviour’s principal discourses, miracles,
parables, and leading events of FHis life
bave been brought under their attention.
Three months ago a similir work with a
series of questions on the Acts of the
Apostles was put into their hands. In
these § classes each pupil is furniched
with & copy of the text-book, so that he
or she may know exactly the exer-
cise prescribed for examination. On
the other alternate Sabbath their atteation
is directed to two or more questions of
the Shorter Catechismn with the proofs.
In addition the Teachers prescribe for rec-
itation by heart such portions of the
Biolc, of the Psalms in metre, and of the
Piraphrases, a3 may impress the truths
conveyed in iie Catechism.

In the junior Classes, besides reading
and commstting to memory select portions
of Scripture, the pupils are examined
upon and recite catechisms and bymns
adapteqd to their tender years.

The hopo is therefore umbly enter-
tained that, throuzh the Diving blessing
upon such 2 course of instruction during
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the years of boyhood and girlhool, Szrip-

tural knowledge may be so brought to
bear on the hearts and minds of our
scholars as toinfluence their conduct now
and throughout lite.—In conclusion, I beg
to tender my thanks to the "Teachers and
Librarinn for their uniform punctuality
and diligence in the discharge of their
duties, and to express the hape that in
the same spirit of hearty co-operation wo
will continue to prosecute our labours.

The following letter from the Rev. Mr. Hunter
as to his Missionary operations in New Brunswick
to onc of hus brethren 1n the Muustry has been
sent to us by the Secretary of the Culontal Com-
mittee, to whom 1t was_enclosed, and, we have
no doubt, will be perused with interest by our
readers :— -

“Rev. pEAR Sin,—I was requested by the
Presbytery to render you a siatemient of my la-
bours during the past year, and would have done
so sooner, had I not been 1ll.

¢ I have long doubted the propricty of applying
agsin to the Colonial Cemmuttee. They have
most generously and hrberaliy sustained us 1n time
past; but we cannot expect this to continue for
ever. [t thesefore became a question with me
whether 1 ought not in a great measure to aban-
don my nussicnary labours, and confine my ex-
ertions to this neighbourhood ; for in that case T
would be better supported, and might do without
assistance from the Church at Home. Thedesign,
however, I cannot casily accomplish, withiout
some one to occupy the ground thus abandoned.
‘The people plead with me not to forsake t!.>m.
They say, ¢ For twenty or thaty years we have
hved 1o forgetfulness of God, and destitute of the
ordinances of Religion. If you leave us, we will
fall back to where you found us.” And Ihaveno
doubt the day 1s not distant when Williamstown,
Greenfield, and Buttermlk Creck, united, (they
Lie in the viamty of one another,) will form o
prosperous congregation.  They affirm that, if
they could obtain the services of a mumister of
therr own Church on the Lord’s Day, even cnce
a month, they would do considerable for his sup-
port. Bemng so long destitute of the meauns of
grace, many have grown careless, and refuse to
attend on a week-day. Nay some contend thatit
is wrong to do 50. INevertheless our mectings at
these stauons during the past year have always
been large, and the most marked autention paid.
During our sacramental occaston last summer an
tnstance ozcurred of the reaction and the revival of
convictions amongst the people.  Many from dis-
tant stations assembled, and cheeks of some, that
seldom weep, were wet with tears.  One poor
woman, who had come from 2 distance, present-
ol to me her certificate. which, forty years ago,
she had obtained from her pansh minister before
leaving home, and asked, * Sir, will you give me
my sacrament ¥ The paper was brown with age,
seamed and tattered, but preserved as a sacred
memorial of days of Gospel privileges nsver by
her forgotten. It wasto her a treasure gold could
not purchase, and was returned with a neivous
grasp 10 her bosom.  Over such people an carnes:
and faithful man has great power torecal them to
the path of duty. His words awaken feclings
long dormant, and he labours in hope that the
banished will be brought bome.  With the chiil-
dren of these peaple, however, it is diffarent
They have no such recollections toattach themto
us. 'They have beea taught to despise the sects
around, and they grow up nabsolute indifference
to all religion. "1, theretore, the Presbyteriaus of
the Province arc to be gathered together, it must
be now before the old stock pats away.

THE CHURCH OF SCOTLAND.

Exztract Letter—Rev. Mr. Hamiton fo the Con~
vener, dated Madres, Y0tk December, 1852,

1 regret that a pressure of correspondence leaves
me only & very short tune to write to you;
but I cannot let the mail go without informing
you, however briefly, of the addition Jately made
to the number of our Christian converts. On Sab-
bath, the 14th ult., my colleague and I had the
pleasure of baptizing in St. Andrew’s Church
thirteen converts from heathenism. They con-
sisted of two families of six members each, and
the unmarried man tne brother of one of the mar-
ried converts. They are natives of the Indian
caste, and all more or less engaged in occupations
by which they support themselves. One of them.
notw named Cornelius, was the first brought under
the power of the Truth, and it has been chiefly
owing to his nfluence that the others have been
1cd 1o their renunciation of Hindwism, and this
adoption of the Chrnistian profession.  This man
had formerly—many years ago—received some
rehigics instruction, and some months since was
found ot. by our native catechist, jacob David, to
~shose zealous labours the present happy resuit
has under God been chiefly nwing.  For the last
seven or eight months all the converts had been
under constant Christian instruction ; those, who
undesstand English, from my collecague and my-
self, and the others through the instrumentahity
of the catechist.  They had frequcntl{ reqnested
to be baptized, but we delayed complying with
their desites till we felt we hod every rcason to
be satisfied both wwith ther sincenty and ther
acquaintance with the Truth. So faras man can
Judge, 1 have no cause to doubt the reahty and
truthfulness of their professions. They gain
nothing by the step they bhave taken; but have
on the contrary been exposed to a considerable
degree of annoyance and opprol ium from thar
relations, and the other heathen neighbours.  The
male heads of the famihes have shown much
inteligence 1n their apprchension of Chnsuan
truth ; the two clder females sull require some
further instruction, and the younger members of
the famikhics are as single-minded and intellizent,
so far as their knewledge socs, as any Christian
children 1o the same position.  The two cider
girls, Rachel and Abigmil, are peculiarly interest-
ing, and are continuing since their baplism to
take most sausfactory progress undst the lessons
of one of our mative Chnstan teschers, David
Obadiah. The other children are still young, but
showed every willingness to follow their parents’
example. ¢ Chnstizn names assigned to all,
and of which I add 2 hist, are entirely of their own
sclection.  With regand to two of these names,
an interesting  circumstance may be mentioned,
and which s almost the only particular to which

ed by choleru. ‘I'hiree of the children were very
b, one i great danger. The mother Bew for refuge
1o her priests, her pagods, and her gods and
offered the customary preyois and sacrfices ; but
all was in vam, the sick «tuld died !

From that hour her convic .ons began to change.
She said she felt she had neglected and disowned
the True God, and that she could place no more
confidence 1n her false deities. The other two
chaldren gmdually reeovered, and one of them,
the gir), waz particularly earnest in her solicita-
tions with her mother to becomne a Christian,
This led, under God, to the latter’s final decinion.
And heuce the natmes which the parents them-
selves chose for these two chuldren; the boy,
Lazarus ; the gurl, Talitha-cum:. both as com-
memorative of the raising of these two hittle
sufferers from the bed of death, and the latter,
especially on uccount of the daughter having been
the chief'means in the hand of God of quickhen‘ng
the mother’s soul, as she herselt states aud be-
lieves, from the death of sin into newness of” life.
And it was at their own earnest desire that these
names were bestowed in baptism. Ths hitle
incident, though not perhaps ummingled with
some degree o(gsupcrs!ilious fecling, may serveto
evince the simple-imnded carnestness of these
poor people’s convictions. I enclase two brief
notices of the baptism from the heneum news-
paper, and the Christian Instructor. Had we been
desirous, we could easily have published more
particular accounts ; but we deemed st better and
more becoming to say nothing ourselves. Both
of these notices have emanated from other sour-
ces, and have been ahike unsolicited on our part.
We can only now hope and pray that those,
whom, as [ trust, the Lord has called by His
grace, He may continue to preserve and perfect
even unto the end. To His holy name be all
thanksgiving and praise !

DATTISM OF THIRTEEN NATIVES IN CONNEXION
WITH THE EsTABLISUED CHURCH OF SCOTLAND.

A very debightful and impressive scene was
witnessed in St. Andrew’s Church, Madras, on
Sabhath, the 14th ult. At the close of the morn-
ing service the Rev. R. K. Hamilton announced
that the members of two native familics hitherto
heatbens, who had becns for some mionths under
the instiuction of the zealous naiive Catechist
connected with the Chaurch, Jacob David, and
who had become convinced of the truth of the
Gospel, and consequently of the wickedness and
folly of idolatry, were to be received by baplism
into the Redeemer's Church.  Accordingly the
Rev. J. R. Macfarfane, the Junior Chaplan, ap-
proacited and commenced this pleasing supple-
mentary service.  la a few remarks, as we after-
wands lcarned, [ for, though present, we were un-
able to hear distinclly that part of the service,]}
he stated bricﬂi' the measures which had been

extending its renown.  While God is pleased to
spare him, the University enjoys the presidency
ot oue who loves it as his Alma Mater, who was
trained in it from carly hfe, whose tastes may be
satd to have been furmed by it, who koows what
is essential to its uscfulness, and who holds the
sdvancement of its fume as ono of t! e dearest
ohjects of his life.  View him as o member of the
great community in Glsagow ; and how shall I
recount the serviceshe hus rendered toits citizens ?
(Henewed chicers.) ‘They have availed themselies
of his practical wisdom. They know his ap-
titude for business, and his readiness to devoto
his timc and his talents whorover he can be use-
ful. Is there a society in Glasgow, is there any
rsscmblage of respectable men 1 Glasgow where
the name of Principal Macfarlan will not be ren-
tionedd with the highest respect, and his opinion
will not be reckonrd of peculiar value?  View
him in a more private capacity, view him asa
friend, and bow well may we apply to him the
words of Cicero when deseribing an illustrious
Ramrn :—* Nee vero ille in luce modo, nut in
oculis civium magnus ; sed intus, domiquo prees-
tantior. Quisormo! quia prcepta; quanta noti-
tia cntigaitatis!............ {ultd etiam ltterm ;
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omnin in memorin tencbat.” It is for those who
aro best acquainted with the Rev. Principal to say
if the description of Cicero does not bring him at
ouce into their view, if it does not recal to them
his converantional powers, his stores of informa-
tion, his acquaintance with literaiure zud science,
and that extranrdinary retentiveness of memory
which onables himn so readily to exhibit whatever
be has once acquired. Other parts of Cicero’s
description are equally striking in their applica.
tion to our venvrable guest--“ Nee senectus,”
says Cicero, * mores mutavernt.” Ago has not
altered his habits, or tastes, or dispositions.  ‘Tho
same cnergy of character remains, thesamo desice
for information, the same detormination to be
useful. (Chcers.) Instead of lagging behind,
he kecps abreast of the times in which he lives,
And, though hiving in what may be cailed a new
race to him, with %ow of tho friends who began
their carcer along with lum, thercis in Principal
Macfarlan none of the querulousnessof age.  Ho
is not the luudator tempors acts, ho1s not disposed
to exclude himself from society, or to look down
upon thuse who are but children in comparison
with him. “Erat in illo viro,” says Cicero,
“comitas gravitate condite.” And need I spesk
in such o company as this of tho urbanity of
manners, the courtesy, the kindness of the Rer.
Principal to all? How many of us can tell of his
treatingus, as great asmay be thodispantybetween
our years und his, as compantons and friends, of
the readiness with which he attends to all our
spplications to be benefited by his experience and
aS\wcc. of the interest which he tukes in our wel-
fure, and tho aid which he has given us in the

were not bound to seek their Master’s
presence in company, and as if Christ had
used wards of trivial imperiance when He
said * Where two or three are gathered
together in My name, there am Iin the
midst of them.” Is there not much of
this spirit in those who enlist under the
banners of what they call the « Volun-
tary prnciple 1 What mean such sayings
as these 1 Let those, who desire to have
the services of Ministers, pay for them;
or ogain, if a Minister does his duty faith-

fully among a people, they will support
him. The first evidently means on tho
port of him who uses it, it 13 no business
of mine to provide any body with a Minis-
ter, but only nysclff T wish for one ; and
let eveey one clse act on the same princi-
ple.  The other raying is most frequently
used by those who Iny claim to a rebgious
character, and does not therefore declare
its real meaning quite so promptly. It is
the language of one who would and who
would not, who would that all men
would each for lumself perform s part as
a Christian, and who would not that he
should be burdened throngh other people’s
neglect.  But then the whole question
about supplying the World witlhi Cliristian
instruction iy one about supplying a defi-
ciency which the World is prone to ne-
alect and little solicitous to have supplied.
To say, then, that it 1 no business of ours
to provide religious instructors for these
who will not pay for them, is just to say thas
it is no husiness of ours to see that any
one be instructed in Religion. For it is
certainly no business of ours to provide
religious teachens for those who are both
able and willing to support them, Such
will both seck and find them for them-
selves.

Again 10 say of a Minister cngaged in
the work, and not adequately supported,
*t that 18 no affair of mine, heis not my
Minister, st must be lns own fault,” 18 to
say in cffect that it is tho part of the reh-
givus teacher to secure his own support,
and, if he fals, no vne is to be blamed but
himself. Whether a Voluntary principle,
which is undersioud to bind a man to pay
only for religious services rendered to lim-
sclf, and for these only in such amount as
shall scem meetin lus own eyes, can do
anything else than what it is doing—drive
Ministers oui of the Church, we leave the

reflecting to consider.  Instead of having
any thing to hoast of in the way of pro-
moting the cause of Church extension, the
principle is doing much to incrcase the
demand for it. When the statistics of
Dr. Baird to show what 1t has done in the
States, got up in honour of this principle,
shall be confronted with counter statistics
of what it has not donc but ought to have
done, and has not cven serionsly attempted
to dp, it will turn to its shame. This state-
ment will show how many there were
who professed themselvesto be Christians,
including within their congregations by far
the largest amount of the wealth and in-
fluence of the nation ; and the other state-
ment will show a shameful amount of
their fellow-citizens without religious in-
structors, and another shameful amount
cf religious instructors shamefully sup-
ported.
