Nothing can be finer, moie imposing or dignified in
the way of aress, than the ordinary costume ot the men.
in the Holy Laud. Their heads swathed in shawls or
scarfs three yards long give them the majestic aspect
of profound personages, when not one in nve thousaud
can either read or whte their vernacular. In looking
at one of them while quaffing coffe or drawing lei
surely at a chebsuu, vne might be led to suppose they
were pachss, or mufti from Constantindple, just as
children from the United States in taking the cars for
the first time in England or France, imagine the ser-
vants of tue corporation are lords and dukes, they are
so heavily laden with gold lace, cockades and muhitary
buttons, = For labor, their long gowns, silk belts seve-
1al times round the body, red morocco shoes and dang-
ling sleeves, interfere with every movement. They
sit sull better thar any other people in the world, ha-
ving no reotive whatever for moving an inch. They
have stout budies without sonls—theie being no evi-
dence that they ever think or dreama. Al they know
is tne meaning of the word buckshies—(give me some-
thing,) which is the first words they utter after being
weaned, and it is the last as they bid adieu to things
below the sun, instepping from any partof the Turkish
domuin into eternity.

- \Women of the upper circles appearlike ghosts in the
streets, enveloped 1n white cotton sheets from head to
foot.

HAMILTON.

Worthy JArchon cnd Brethren, Ladies and Gentlemen,

The subject I will endeavour to bring before
you this evening is Industry ; it is 2 principle that
should be ever uppermost in our thoughts ; a prin-
cinle without which no man can ever e~
spected by his fellow beings ; and 1 might safely
say a principle without which no man can get
honestly through this world.

§= CAN THE SONS OF TEMPERANCE USE

An esteerned correspondent has asked us this ques-
tion and desires an answer. Such guestions should
be answered in al} sincerity. We can see the ques-
tiou resolves itself into two shapes. First. Is it
against the Constitutios. of the Sans of Temperance ?
Second. Is it 2 proper practice, and one innocentin
itsel, to use alcohol in domestic cookery, as a medi-
cine, or in manufactures? In discussing such ques-
tions cither in Temperance Newspapers or in Divi-
sion rooms, great care must be taken that extreme
theories are not broached and entertained. 'What
we bave to gnard against in our division rooms is teo
great a laxity on the one hand and too nice or bigoted
views as to duty on the other. It is pussible in 1em~
perance as in ail things to be too siringent i our
rules. There is equal danger in overlooking paipa-
ble error or insnbordination. Tostecr clear of eitker
extreme is our common duty; dictated as well by
common sense as the interesis of the good cause in
which we ate all eogaged. Alcohol in itsell all
| know 10 be a very indestructible substance extracted
i by a chemical process from various vegelables. Itis
a violent stimulant, destruntice to the digestive or-
gans and seriously injurioas in its pure state 10 ani-
mate and inanimate life. Itis in effect a poison like
tobacco, only less deadly than the more violent ones.
Were we 1o consnlt the diclates of nature and com-
mon sense we would use this substance in the sarme
way that we usc opium, laudanum, prassic acid,
arsenic o7 vitriol.  We would use it only as 2 medi-
{cine su certain cases. Men have been prone ia all
ages of 1he world to indulge, 10 their great physical
injury, in stimulants or narcotics. The Saxon race
scem of all others mast adidicied to the use of alcohol-

wars of modern times have done, This substance,
aleohol, until within thirty years was to be found in
ihe shape of wine, gin, rum, ale or beer, in the hous-
es of all classes in England and America. Amongst
other uses to which it was put was domestic coolery.
1t is uvsed also in manulactures and chewmical pro-
cesses, It igused in place of water {man’s natural
drink] chiefly to excite the feelings, not as necessary
food or drink. Every man is better without it, as
he is also without tobacco or opium.

Temperancg men and Sons of Temperance are
banded together not only toprevent its use as a bever-
age but also to cause its disuse in every shape and its
manufacture as far as possible. They are moved to
this frum seeing that their fellow men have run mad
by the use of it and a morbid custom; and that it is
anost powerful destroyer of humaan life. Is it not
then the duty of all to discourage the traffic in and
sanufacture of this article?  1f we use it in covkery
merely for the purpose ot pleasing the palate are we
not encouraging the mannfacture? So long as it is
manulactured so long will it be used. If we intro-
duce itinto oar families for any purpose but under
the advice of a sober and careful physician as a
medicine we are doing what may lead tv error and
abuse. A son, a daughier, or a wile, may imbibe a
taste for it that will prove fatal. We have heard of
such cases. Why then use a substance that can be
dispensed with? We wish to see the smoke of every
distillery in Canada ccase. We wish to see the im-
portation of rum brandy and wine cease. To
effect this no one most use them. OQur rye and our
. <orn can be sold to others than distillers. 1t must be
a horrid thought to an honest farmer to think that his
toil has been spent to raise grain for the distillery—to
manufacture a substance to cause widows tears and
sighs, paupers and crimes. ] [ Throw it into
the cold waves of Ontario first. 82} Grind it into
food for caule and hegs, or we will mix it with our
wheat and eat 2 coarser bread sooner than sell it to
the misery begeing distillety. &3 §~ Whiskey
the curse of Treland and Irishinen everywhere.

‘We do not ourselves use alcohol in cookerr and
advise ail others to do the same: but when we say
this we also say that strictly speaking it may not
be a breach of cur pledge; any more than if uscd
i manufactores <r 2> a medicine, ahihoagh cer-
wioly less excuseabie. A brother who owas an
Inn leased at the time he becomes a Son cannot help
it; but a brother who has a hoase t lease as an Inn
can kelp leasing it and is therefore inexcuscable if
he leases his hoose 10 sell rum in. We do not say
that strictly it isagainst our consiitution any more

han it is for a Son’s Newspaper to adveruze other !

men’s liquors for sale; bur we say the practice is to
be dreply regreit-d.

‘We know that theories may be carried too far. A
Fgrcat deal must be left 1o the good sense of man.
The selling of property 1o or doirg of work for Inn-
keepers no one has a right to imerfere with. The

leasing ot property is different frow selling. Inns
must be used as society is in Canada and we must
be~r with many things disagreeable to us.  But there
are things more immediately within our power to
avoid. We need pot lease our houses for lnns. We
need not sell our grain to distilferies—we need not
use aleohol in couliery and we need not lend the
columus of vur papers to liquor sellers.  Finally we
advise all Sons and Divisions with theoretical ques-
tions of this kind o meddle as little as pussible; and
to confive themselves 10 moral snasion to change
public vpinion. The calm aund svber thuughts of all
will lead them to see how necessary it is to put down
the sale and traffic and wanufacture of alcoho! in
every way; even although it may clash with their
interests to a trifling extent.

PROGRESS OF U.\"ION;S OF DAUGHTERS.

‘We had intended to have published the report of the
National Union of Daughters, but find it is now too late
and the report too long.

From it we find that the organization now exists in
24 States of tte Union. The report also says that
Unions of Daughters have been opened in Liverpool,
Manchester, and Yorkshire, England. There are
12 Grand Usiions, and 63 Subordinate Unions, number-
ing upwards of 20,000 members. The organization
exists in New Brunswick aml Canada. The Report
attributes much of the year’s success to the act of last
Session, authorizing Sons of Temperance to institute

Unions. This has worked admirably in all the States,
and in England, so says the Report.

We suppose that the number of Daughters under
the jurisdiction of the Gratd Union of New York State,
the oldest in the United States is not included in the
above. The Grand Cnion of Canada West is in friend-
ly connection with that of New York, and was orga=
nized in May last, by Miss Lucy Graves, G. S. S. of
the Grand Uniongf New York. ~What the number of
Subordinate Divisions and members attached to the
Grand Union of New York may be, we do not know.

Thnions of Daughters are being opened every weelk
in Canada, _Since our last we have accounts of appli-
cations for Unions at Guelph and Palermo.

FREE SCHOOLS QF LONDON.

The following letter fuilly bears us out in our esti-
mate of the schools in this beautiful town, The
ground attached is no doabt either laid out or intend-
el 10 be laid ont into beantiful walks and gardens.

London, August 8, 1851.

C. Doraxp Esq., Toronto.
DEear Sig,

In replv to your letter handed to me respecting the
Free Schools in ourtown, [ beg to state that the num-
ber of children upon the Rolls is 862; in the Union
School 792, and i the St. George School 70; the
average atiendance daily is about 670. This arises
from the irregular attendance of children between
the ages of five and ten years; being frequently kept
away by their parents. The quantity of land used
with thtse schools is six acres. The trusiees intend
making some improvements this fall upon it; which
will add much to the appearance of the School.
There are at present empioyed five male and four
fanale teachers, and I have no doubt but that the
trustees will be compelled 10 employ others, as the
number of children is constantly iucreasing. It is
only a few months since there schools have been free
to all children; so that I am unable 0 say what
number will attend when they are fully established.
About four months since there were vnly five teach-
ers employed ; the others the trusiees have emplioyed
since, as the numnber ot children have increased. 1
