The "I'rade and Commerce Department, London, in drawing

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GROCERY TRADE.

--A private London, Eng., cireular date 26th Oct., treat-
ing of the dairy trade, says: Butter—During the early part
of the week colder weather prevailed in the South of Eng-
land, but mueh milder conditions, with a damp atmosphere,
have followed. Tn Denmark and the Seandinavian countries
cold weather cxists, which is diminishing the milk supply,
and in Finland similar conditions prevail.—The demand for
Australian and New Zealand butier this week has shown no
marked improvement, nor is there any advance in prices.
Some of the brands of butter from New South Wales are al-
ready showing signs of fishiness, which is very disappoint-
ing. Other brands, however, are excellent quality. “Choicest”
Australian renlises 110s to 112s, and occasionnlly 114s for a
fancy lot.  “Tinest” makes 100s to 106s, and “Tine” 94s to
058, The arrivals this week consist of 11,374 boxes from
Aunstralia and 4,014 hoxes from New Zealand, The total ar-
rivals to date this season from Australin are 54,524 boxes
against 58,396 boxes last season. and from New Zealand this
season 13,524 boxes aganst 9,040 boxes last season.  Cana-
dinn butter continues to decrease in quantity, and “Choicest”
qu‘llity in London makes 1048 to 106s. The shortage from
Canada this season is 4,400 tons, and from recent advices it
appears that Canada will require nearly all the future malke
for home consumption. The Copenhagen Official Quotation
was yesterday raised three kroner, and mow stands at 1035

"Tut work Tre must and work un-
ciesingly if Tie is to make his place of business as attractive
a3 his line drserves.: The idea that a good trade was done

unmecessary preparations will.mot do. The world changes
every year and it is the original thoughts of iuntelligent
wen that ehange it, consequently no merchant can tell what
Tig competitor may hring forth in extra attractions to draw
a vortion of the trade from its former channels.

To be ready. early in the holiday campaign is fo doubly
suceeed. ‘The public will' always best remember the first
acod _Christmas window display, no matter how surpassing
spbsequent attractions may be.  The early display, if a re-
wresentative one, will make an impression on the minds of
tmvers as the first top or pair of skates did in their carlv
days. Tt does not Temain for the stationer or faney goods’
dealer to monopolise the holiday trade in the way of -popu-
Iar small presents, or make the principal window displays
for the season. There is searecly a line of merchandise
that does not offer a good field for Christmas purchases, so
l:at all to he required is taste and decision in order to make
a line of attractive holiday presents from the average stock
of goods. “How can T display my stock to win the most
haliday trade?” should be a question with every retail mer-
chant in the Dominion. and one which shonld be acted on
with early judgment and enforeed while yet #he time is
ample.  Many goods that have lain untonched throughout
ihe summer can he made attractive sellers before the New

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THE GOVERNMEN'T! VICTORIOUS.

All general elections end in: a sul'pl'ise; motre or less, as
both parties work themselves up to a piteh of exaggerat-
ed confidence which is very rarely justified. Dame Tor-
{une scems fo cnjoy the fun of seeing these cvtmv'want
anticipations collapse. In the States Mr. Bryan’s last
message to the people, hefore election day, 1ead, “The bat-
tle is over and won.” The Conservative leaders and or-
gans were equally boast ful of coming victory, as the Lib-
erals also were in 1878,

Outside the party camps there are bodies of voters in
every constituency who are an uncertain clement.” Tn
{he recant: contest they were generally, we believe, favor-.
ably disposed towards the Government owing to the pros-
“Good times” always votes Con-
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servative in the seuse of making no change of government
while business is booming.  Whatever may be said about
the irrationality of attrlbutmg prosperous trade to a gov-
ernment, .as Mr. Charlton did, who is a very able, old-
time Liberal, it is on]y fair to credit our rulers for causing
good times while “we are so ready to blame them for a
time of trade depression. = The Mackenzie Liberal Ad-
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ministration fell in 1878 as a victim. to hard time; it is

therefore common justice for the Laurier Administration
to be sustained because its regime has synchronized with
gtod times. - '

Among the influences favouring the Government were
the preferential tariff, which, however doubtful may be
its immediate effects, was a distinct step made by Canada
tewards closer unions with Great Britain. The “Penny
Pestage” reform was dlso a strong card played by the
Gevernment, as were the efforts made to correct a vari-
ety of irregularities and abuses in post office manage-
ment. ‘ .

"The Government having very largely increased the
public expenditure seems to have made no such unfavour-
able impression on the electorate as it did in 18%8. But
then the country was comparatively poor and was, conse-
quently in. a penurious mood. Now that money is more
plentiful, employment casier to secure, wages steadier,
the general income of the people better, the revenue very
much larger than ever before, the electors are less critical
of the public expenditures being expanded. Should hard
times return the people will look at this matter from a
dillerent standpoint and in a different light.

The Government and its friends will be wiseif they
look ahead and cease driving up the public expenditures
higher and higher, as has been done in the last four years,
indeed, we might say, the last twenty yedrs, for the love
of spending public money lavishly is a taste and g fault
shared by, both parties. :

The Government has been attaekeil bec'mse it has
maintained the protective policy which, when in Oppo-
sition, its members condemned. The lack of consisten-
cy is glaring enough, but it is more than amply condoned
by the wisdom shown by the Government in abandoning
a position which experience and the responsibilities of
office taught them was impracticable and a danger to the
((mltry

1t would have heen wiser to have utilised a consu]-
erable part of the public revenue when it became so large-
ly in excess of the ordinary expenditures of previous
years, in reducing the debt. Such gpportunities for saving
are rare, and should not be wasted.  If the revenue falls
back to the smaller figures of the years before 1897, as
it will do in all probability, the Government will find it
embarrasing to be committted to such heavy expenditures
as have been incurred in the last three years,
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- The contrast between the vote of Quebec and that of On-

tario ought not to be a gratifying featire to either party.
1t has too much the appearance of a racial division: to
give promise of national unity. It is impossible to sup-
nuse that the people of the two great provinces of Can-
ada, whose business interests are so identified, are so
sharply divided on the issues which were before the coun-
try as the vote of Quebec and the vote of Ontario 1nd1mtc,
when superficially viewed.

No more friendly service could be rendered to M.
Laurier’s Cabinet than bringing such pressure to bear
upon them as would result in greater economy heing
practised in spending the revenue of the country.

The Govenmnent’s majority is about 45. The Province
of Quebec gave ita majority of 48, the Maritime Prov-
inces 17, Ontario gave the Opposition a majority of 16.
Manitoba, the Territories and British Columbin ave
about even, but the estimate is about four for the Gov-
ernment.

THE PREFE ERENTIAL TARIFE.

‘[here are those who seem to imagine that a current ol
trade can be turned from one direction to an-
other as quickly as a Dbicycle.  Or, they may be
likened to children, who .one day having sown
seed are disappointed if, next day, there is mo
sign of growth. The discussions Ie]nting to the pre-
ferential tariff in favonr of Great Britain are all tinged
with this belief in the mobility of trade, or its capacity for

- being suddenly called into existence, or rapidly developed ‘

like Jonah’s gourd.”
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The preference given to British goods on entering Can-
ady, has, as it now exisls, only been in foree a year. This
is an unrensonably short peviod Lo judge ol its capabilities
ol extending trade hefween Gread Britain and Canada.
During the year in which ihe preference has existed the
trade of Lhe old coundry has heen execedingly prosperous,
So far from wanufacturers generally having been on the
lcok oul for new or enlarged markets they have heen vn
the strain Lo keep up the supply ealled for by their home
and cntside customers.  Inonambers of frades in Bng-
land the orders ave given at least six months ahead of the
date when deliveries are expeeled. "Twelvemonth con-
fracts are nol unconmmon,

Judging by whal we read in tha press many writers sup-
pese, thatl foreign trade is conducted like the business in a
departwental store. The propeictor of sueh an establish-
menb putz out an advertisement one day offering spocial
hargaing next merning.  The huying public, seeing this
tempting announcement, flock fo secure cheap goods at a
day’s notice. Those whe have writlen an the prefevential
taritl labour under the impression that the manufactur-
ers of  Great  Britain wre abways equally on  the
qui - vive Tor chances to o sell goods as are the
customers  who  floek  to  departmental  stores  for
bargains, and as ready to scize amy proffered op-
portunity,  When Canada offered Lo adinit British goods
al o reduclion of one-thivd on the regular duty, that is, Lo
admit English imperts at 20 per cenl. when all others
were elinrged 30 per ecent., the anticipation seems to have
lieen quite general that British manulacturers and mee-
chants would instanily jump at the chanee, tike a trout ut
a fty.  That such a sudden movement was not made has
heen inferpreted as proof, that the oller of Canada wasnot
appreciated, hat il was losked upon with indifference by
old country exporlers, or our home importers.

Such a conclusion helvays a non-acquaintance wilh the
setiled conditions of foreign brade. Tt also assumes that,
not only were Drilish  manufactovers and merchants
standing like a evowd at a theatre door waiting to rush
in, but that threnghout Great Britain they were fully ac-
guainted wilth the concession made in their favour by the
preferentinl tazifl.

This assumplion is quile groundless.  'We have ample
prool indeed that even to-day the offer made by Canada
is cither not known at all to a Iarge scetion of British
manufaclturers and merchants; or is misanderstood. But
for this Journal, indeed, there wonld have been even a
mere general ignorance in longland of the profevential
tarifl of Canada. We are apt to suppose that the affairs
of this country are watehed with as much eare in Bngland
as Lhey are by Canadians, It is well Lo have a good con-
ceit of ourselves, bul, in this instance, it has led to a very
general misundersianding here as to-the knowledge pos-
sessed hy Old Country traders, of our fiscal poliey. It is
knowin to us, Lhat many British manulacturers never
heard of our preferential tadilt until quite reeently. We
know also that there are others in the Iarge industrinl
centres of Great Brilain who are under a misapprehension
ns o ils precise conditions,

What they have la learn is, that on their and all British
goods entering Canada, there is allowed a. rebate of 33 1-3
per cent. oft the ordinary duty.  If for instanee, any ar-

- ticle made in the United States, Germany, Franee, or any

other forcign country is subject to a duty at a Canadian
Custom House of 30 per cent., the same article coming

{rom and made in Great Britain, is charged only 20 per
¢ent. American, German, or French goods, or those
from any foreign country, amounting in value to, say,
$1,000 would pass into Canada weighted with $300 duty,
whaereas il these goods eaise Trom Great Britain the duty
wenld only be $200.  Whatever the ovdinary duty on,
goods broughl inte Camada the Dritish exporter, or ome
importer of Britizh goods, has a vebate of one third of the
amount,

This allowanee is suflicient te offset the extra freight as
compared with Ameriean goods, German, French, Bel-
gian goods, or those from any other part ol lurope, cost
as much in carringe as those from Greab Britain, so that,
in their ease, the lower duty paid on British goods is a
clear gain fo the British exporter, or to the Canadian im-
porfer of such British goods, {o the extent of one-third
ithe duly.  The average of {his gain is 10 per cent.
| :

I is altogether premature to judge the effect of the
'preferendial taviff,  T'o proncunce it a failure hecause the
imports [rom the Siates, sinee it was established, inereas-
ed by a higher ratio than the inerease of British imports,
borders on the absurd.  The increase of American im-
ports has been chielly in the raw matertals required for
Canadian manufactures.  As our home industries have
been eapidly developing under the policy of protection
threre has eonsequently been a rapid imercase in the im-
prrts from the States of vaw materials.  Those raw ma-
terinls are not grown, or produced in Great Britain, she
could not supply them to Canada even it she allowed o
hounty on their exportation.  The increased imports in-
{o Canada from Ameriea, of which so much is being said
by enemies of the prefential lavill, have no more hearing
on the cffect of that tariff on British trade than the
clianges of the moon. '

Is it not palpably absurd to declare that, hecause Can-
ada ndmits British goods at 20 per cent. duty, while charg-
ing American goods of the same kind, 30 per cent., there-
Torg such preference given to British goods increases the
imports of American goods? Yetthis kind of “clotted
ncnsense” is being served up to Canadians by the Cobden
Club, and by many writers and speakers in Canada who
discuss this question not on its merits, but wholly on party
greunds,

We regard it as a question well worth the serious con-
sideration of Parliament, whether it would not be well for
Canada lo give the United States a taste of its own fiscal
sauce by raising our duties on American imports of manu-
laclured goods to the same height as the American duty on
Canadian manwfactures. Reciprocity is a favorite ery with
scme politicians.  Suppose Canada tries reciprocity with
the States in tariffs?  Giving a “Roland for an Oliver,”
is reciprocity.  Were this done the preferential tarift
cenld be made much more effectual in developing British
trade with Canada, and the States could not complain at
our following their examyple.

Let our friends in Great Britain, whose good will to-
wards Canada has become very pronounced by their real-
izing since the war began how intimate are our relations
with them as members of the same Empire, et them be
fully assured that this relationship is so very deeply prized
by Canadians that we are most anxious to give material
evidence of reciprocating their affection by making every
possible effort to-develop commerce between the mother
Iand and this Domingon.

THE BRITISH MARKET FOR BOOTS AND SITOES.

From recent enquiries and observations in England we-

are satislied of ihere being a wide market in the old land
for foot-wear, such as is made in Canada,

although the sales of such goods made onthis side were
small, those who hought a Canadian-made boot invariably
preferred  them  to  the lome made.  For many
years there has been a scensible decline in the art of mak-
ing hoots and shaes from individual measurements, or as
the plnme is, “lo order.” 1t sounds almost paradoxical,
but it is true, that machine-made foot-wear fits better, is
more comforfable, than what is made wholly by hand on
measutements. As to appearance, there is no comparison,
as machine-made goods are in a different elass, they are so
superior in #tyle, form and finish.  The Fnglish hoot or
shoe is made chielly to meet the eonditions requisite for
an active pedestrian who walks miles every day, soine of
the trip along a highway made ol Iioken cinders from a
fwmace, or olher road materials that alirade {he sole rap-
idiy. The sidewalks heing all slone in England, sometimes
cobble stone, there is need of a {hicker sole than is usual
hove for city wear, watking exercise heing fav less indulg-
ed in here than in kngland.

The rubbers sold in England are very ¢lumsy.  The

ever it. They wear continuously a thick bool, even in sum-
nier, strong enough to keep the feet dry on a rainy Jday,
instead of adopting the inecomparably more comfortable
plan of wearing a moderately strong hoot, or light one,
and protecting the feet from wet by thin rubbers. [t Jooks
strange to o Canadian to sec professional men, merchants,
clerks, &e., tramping along on a bright day to and from
their offices or houses wearing heavy boots, which often
have “sparables,” or hob-nails in the soles, when hoots
hialf the weight would be far more comfortable and
healthy: The thick soled hools, armour plated with pro-
jeeting nails, prevent that clasticity of step that is so gen-
erally seen in our pedestrians. I Canadian made hoots
were placed -more generally on the English market they
would be ecrtain to become popular, as they are so much
less wearisome to pedestrians—and we may add, so much
less destructive to carpets.  Whe custom in some English
houses of requiring visitors to remove their hoots in the
hall is neeessary to proteet rugs and carpets from heing
abraded rapidly, but it is a very tiresome custom, and one
which would disappear were hoots of the Canadian style
generally worn.  Of course, for sportsmen out for a day’s
shooting a heavy boot is needed, as it is here,

HOME FROM THI WAR.

On the 5rd inst., 2 wmmber of those from this eity and
district who have been winning renown in South Africa
returned to their homes. They were accompanied hy
comrades from Tovonto, and other western points.  The
citizens gave them a royal welcome. -~ The streets in all
directions were gay with flags, and other evidences of
pepular joy over the sale return of these brave volunteers.
Along the line of mareh from the railway station {o the
drill shed, a course of two miles, the sidewalks were
crowded with people whose cheers must have eonvineed
“the boys in khaki” how deeply the ecitizens of Montreal
appreciated their self-sacrifice and gallantry. At the
Drill Hall 2 hounteous lunch was served, the men heing
waited upon by a large number of young ladies dressed in
white with decorations of the colours in the Union Jack.
Lord Strathcona made, as usual, a ost appropriate
speech, and a glowing address was read from the City
Council. ~ We give in another article the-culogies passed
on Colonial troops by the Honble. Mr. Chamberlain and
others:t A most gratifying incident at the Junch given
here inithe drill shed was a cablegram from Her Majesty
expressing her delight at hearing of the sale relurn of
her Canadian soldiers.  T'he reception of the volunteers
from South Africa will he a red letter day in the annals
of Montreal.

PRESIDENT McKINLEY RE-ELECTED,

President McKinley has been re-clected.  The vote as
far as the latest intelligence shows stood 281 for McIin-
ley and 166 for Bryan. In 1896 the President received
276 votes and his opponent 171, so the vote on the 6th
more than confirmed the one which placed Mr. MeKinley
in the Presidential chair. The voting is not direct for
the candidates, but for delegates to an Electoral College
by whom the President is cleeted. It would be possible
for the vote of the Blcctoral College to be contrary to the
will of the people, as expressed by their selection of dele-
gates, just as it would be possible for the members of the
party successful at the polls in Canada to sclect some
other Premier or leader than the one who, prior o and
during the election, was understood to be thc people’s fa-
vourite for that office.

It is nnpossﬂ)le to interpret such a vote as was cast on
the G6th with absolute certainty. The main cirtrenis of
public opinion were crossed and checked by numbers of
minor ones, and by eddies caused by the action of inde-
pendent voters.  There were Democrats who voted for
the Republican candidaté because they objected to Mr.
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Bryan’s curreney ideas; and there were Republicans who
vebed the Demoeral ticket because of their objection Lo
the imperialism of Mr. MeKintey.  But therescan hard-
1y be a doubt, that the main sivemn which has again car-
ried the P’resident into ollice was impelled by popular ap-
proval of the foreign policy which led to the acquisition
and Telention of Cuba, Porto Rico, amd the Philippines,
Mr. Bryan and his [riends thought to rally the Ameri-
san people Lo their support by placing in the Demoeratic
manilesto a clause denouncing the Government of Mr.
MeRintey for cullivating the friendship of Great Britain,
which it deseribed as having resulled in an “alliance”™ of
the bwo eointries.  Amother clause they hoped would he
profitable in votes, was a denunciation of lingland, for,
“its purpuse to overwhelm with force the South African
Republies.”  As no “alliance” had ever been established
between lingland and the Slates, the intelligent volers
were not ceught by this aiti-British bait.  And, as no
evidence was cever available to prove that ingland entered
on the war with the Boers with a “purpose” to crush the
South African Republics, the voters who read and judge
without prejudice aguinst lingland, thal is, all reflecting
Americans, could not give a vote endorsing such a libel-
lous falschood.  ‘L'he [ull blooded American, whose poli-
tical judgment is not obscured by lSuropean prejudices
against Iingland, is intelligent emough to gratefully
apprecinle the magnilicent service done the United States
by Greabt Britain when she said: “Hands off” to Luro-
pean powers at the vutbreak of the war with Spain. ‘The
Democrats made fatal mistake, in placing two false state-
"menls in their manifesto, and in ignoring the magnani-
mous recognition by intelligent Americans of England’s
invaluable help in the prosecution of the war with Spain.
They made another mistake in taking up the silver
question as an issue after its emphatic condemnation in
1896.  ''hey did so half-heartedly, it is true, but if they
had had any prescience they would have lelt the silver
16 to 1 corpse in ils grave, for ghosts ouly excite alarm.
Mr. Bryan had a splendid ery in anti-imperialism, as
the government of colonies without “the consent of the
governed” is glaringly contrary to the basal principle of
the American Constitution,  His expositions of this in-
consistency were most brilliant displays ol cloquence.
But all his sparkling rheloric and glittering epigrams
were regarded as mere political fireworks, gorgeous as a
spectacle hut having no practieal result.  The re-elec-
tion of President MeIinley will restore confidence, which
was heing disturbed, and be, we trust, the inauguration: of
anew cra of prosperity to the United States.

ATTERMATLL OF TIHE WAR.

The afternath of the war is yielding much that is in
the highest degree fattering to Colonial pride.  The
eentribution by Canada of contingents to serve in South
Africa in defence of Imperial interests, would have elicit-
ed the gratitude of Greab Britain even il our soldicrs had
fallen below the average of her fighting men in skill, eotr-
age, or utility-as auxiliarics.  ‘I'heir defects would have
heen generously overlooked in the splendour of their sel{-
sacrifice, for we must never forget that every Canadian
who went Lo South Africa volunteered for that service,and
to'a man they gave up independent positions to fight as
“Soldicrs of the Queen.”

There is nothing, however, in the euloginms passed up-
on the Canadians at the front to indicate any mere for-
mal courtesy, The messages of the Queen,of Lord Roberts,

General. Buller and other officers, transcend the. custom-
ary forms of officials praise in earnestness, warmth of
expression, and Erausparent sincerity.  I'he press ol the
United Kingdom has taken. up the strain of eulogy until
every city, town, village, and farmhouse has rung with
the praise of Canadian hravery, patriotism and devotion
io the Empire, B

There is u rigk indeed ol visitors from the Dominion
being spoiled by the wapm-hearted Britishers al howe
who regard netlhing loo good for Canadinns in the way
ol hospitality. Some few years ago a prominenl Mout-
real merchant, after a visit to Ingland, used this journal
to protest against the coolness ol English people towards
Colonials, who, he affirmed, treated us as mere “foreign-
ers.” A distinguished statesman reeently said, “I'here
wis o time when a Colonial in England was regarded
with an indillerence amounting toe often, to disrespect,
that day is over never o veturn, the Colondal in England
will find himself recognised as a fellow subject, as one
of the Limperial community, as no foreigner but a imember
of the British family, with especial claims upon English
respeet and honour because of his representing amongst
us a park of the Iimpire which has done distingunished
service to Jmperinl unity, has heightened Imperial pres-
tige, and furthered most materially Imperial interests.”

At a dinner given by the Iishmongers’ Company in
London, Mr. Chamberlain delivered a brilliant speech,
wlhich, says The Spectator, closed with a passage of the
loliiest cloquence in which he described the help given
by the Colonies.  Ilis words were: “In our frial our
hands were stayed by our Colonies, as the hands of Moses
were stayed by Aaven and Huy, till vietory waited upon
our arms.  Shall we ever forget, shall we ever be un-.
gratelul, will any one ever again dare to say that the
Colonies are an encumbrance to the Impire which they
have done so inuch to maintain and support.” = We
agree with our Bnglish contemporary’s verdiet, “That is
real oratory.” In the same journal as quotes Mr. Cham-
herlain's eulogy weread: “I'he C.LV.’s are worthy of all
ihe praise and honour they will receive.  Not only did
they answer their counfry’s eall, but when they were at
the front they acquitted themselves as well as if they had
Dheen one of {he erack regiments of the line, or a body of
Colonials—higher praise is impossible.”” That phrase, “Or
a body of Colomials,” places our troops upon an eminence
which will make their brilliant record the standard of all
that is glorions in military venown.

I'he Colonial volunteers at the front were, for some
time, Jooked wpon by Tommy Atkins with the traditional
distain of the vegular for the volunteer. The English
regulars have dubbed volunteers “Teatherbed soldiers.”
Tommy, however, had reason in South Africa to change
his judgment.  He himself has surpassed himeself in the
eampaign.  An authority in South Africa speaks thus of
the “Absent Minded Beggar”: “T have wever heard from
any one, soldier or civilian, English, Colonial, or foreign-
er, man, woman or child, black or white, anything but
the most unstinted praise of Tommy Atkins and his com-
pany officers. - Of his reckless valour, his stubborn en-
durance, his unfailing cheerfulness, his entire freedom
from ‘grousing’ and his infinite good nature nohody seems
weary of praising.  He was always whistling or singing
and he did not care a d—n, for shells, fever, quarter ra-
tions, or no rations at ali!” Tommy was not, however,
tried by the dog biseuit emergeney food.  “Tommy will
abuse Colonials, but if he heard any one else do so, he was -
furions and defended him through thick and thin.

’
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It is impossible to imagine any higher encomiums pass-
ed on a military body than those which have been lav-
ished on the Canadian volunteers in South Africa, from
the Queen on her Imperial throne, from her Ministers,
from the Commander-in-chicf, from the Generals under
whom they served, and last but not least from their viva-
cious Pommy Atkins. Indeed, the praise of that hero is
probably the highest of all honours.

The question of the expense of Empire is, and for some
to conie will be, a very live one in England and the Colo-
nies.  The. Chancellor of , the Exchequer in a recent
speech at Liverpool touched on the possibility of Colo-
nial contributions.  On this The Spectator says: “We
are- all for the Colonies being prepared to aid in the de-
fenee of the Fmpire, but we sincerely trust that it will be
Ly way of local effort, not by way of contribution to any
Tmperial fund. The local efforts may sometimes be waste-
- ful, but they are the best form of Imperial insurance.
We want to see each of the free nations of the Rmpive
responsible for the efficiency of its military preparations.”
This declaration will meet with an approving response
from Canada, as it will, we believe, from every other Col-
ony. The question is a very tender one, but this needs
to be clearly stated and understood.  There is ino con-
stitutional power enjoyed by the Mother Country to im-
pose a levy for either money or men for war purposcs
un the self-governing colonies. The glory of sending the
Canadian contingent to fight for the Empire arises {from
its having been an entirely voluntary service.

The disparagement we have heard indulged in on a
public platform, of Tommy Atkins hecause he was bound
10 serve where sent, we regard as utterly contemptible.

Lords Reberts and K itchener, Generals Buller and White,
Colonel Iaden-Fewell, and other officers who won re-
nown in South Afriea were, like Tommy Aikins, the paid
servants of the Crown, they, equally with him, were
bound to go where ordered.  Their honours are nome the
less because of this obligation, and the private soldiers
of the British army are also fully worthy of their coun-
try’s praise and gratitude.

The continuance of raiding by the Boers is a very diz-
agreeahle feature in the war’s aftermath. We look with
confidence, however, to Lord Kitchener to stop these
murderous proceedings.  The Transvaal and the Orange
Tree State are now under the government of Queen Vie-
toria. Livery soldier and every citizen there is her sub-
ject and all their lives will be protected or avenged. Mr.
Kruger is described as smoking his pipe on the deck
of the Netherlands steamer and sending messages to the
Boers from whom he sneaked away, to go on fighting.

The war, however, is over, and one of its vesulis, the
far-reaching importance of which
ly appreciate, is the consolidation of the British Empire,
by sending through every vein and artery of that hody
the rich-blood of imperial sentiment, and thrilling every
nerve with the consciousnes of imperial unity. .

« GOVERNMENT AUDIT AT ST. THOMAS,

In response fo a petition the Lt.-Governor of O.n.talm
on 21st Decembel, 1899, instructed two accountants to
make  “an inspeetion,

Thomas, Ont.” - The work was entrusted to Messrs. . H.
Macpherson and K. W. McRay:  Their report has heen
Published, of which we have heeni favoured with a copy.

this jourmal.  Municipalities may well shrink from a --
government audit if it involves such an enormous expen-
diture .of time and such heavy expenses. We would ad-
vise accountants entrusted with a municipal audit to avoid
needless prolixity and elaboration. | Accounts are very
tedious reading at the best, and when encumbered by
comments not necessary for their compreliension, they be-
come so forbidding as to be neglected.  The duties of an
anditor of municipal accounts arve, the testing whether
the taxes have been legally levied ; whether they have been
duly collected and accounted for; whether expenditures

_ have heeni legally made, and duly vouched for; whether

any debentures issued have heen legally authorized and
registered in due form in the books; and whether the
sinking fund is in proper order; whether also the proper-
ties and other assets of the munieipality are intact and all
valuable instruments in order and safekeeping, and all
obligations have been entered into in due form of law
and evidences thereof kept so as to avoid disputes. Under
those heads everything can he grouped relating to munici-
pal accounts.  Comments on the general policy pursued
by a city or town council is outside of an auditor’s duties,
so long as they keep within the law.

The report gives the assessed value of taxable and per-.
sonal property in St. Thomas in 1899 as, $4,493,703. The
population is about 10,500, so the assessment return may
be regarded as quite favorable. -The net debentures lia-
bility on general account is stated to be $387,818, which is
8.60 per cent. on the total assessment. This is a very

. moderate ratio and doubtless is so recognised by its deben-

ture holders.  There are other dchentures outstanding
for local improvements to extent of $186,499. Taking
the sinking funds into account the total “net unprovided
debenture indebtedness” of St. Thomas, including those
issued for Jocal improvements, is, $467,410.

The auditors think, that any premium received on sale
of debentures should be applied to “payment of the first
interest or principal” due thercon. Such a choice is very
ambiguous. The premiums on debentures should he add-
od to the sinking fund.  We endorse the auditors’ advice
to pass all moneys received and all payments made through
the banking account. This- is not obligatory, but he is
a wise treasurer who ‘adopts this plan.  Besides other
advantages it facilitates the annual auditing of the ac-
counts. . The advice also to “periodically debib each ac-
count with the interest chargeable against it,” is also
sound, as also is the recommendation, “to date all deben-
tures strictly as decided upon in making ealeulations,”
and that, “all payments on account of local improvements
l.e made by cheques signed by the mayor and treasuver,
and certified by the engincer.” ’

The auditors very justly condemn the making of ad-
vances and payments by the treasurer without formal
authority;-also the practice of amending by-laws by reso-
The first custom is most cen- -
surable, the treasurer himself must see it is desirable for
his own protection that every cent he pays is duly author-
ined.  The other practice is utterly irregular and illegal,
a by-law cannot be set aside by a resolution.: = The re-
commendation, that all details of annual estimates should
he entered on the minutes of the Couneil is so obviously
wise that we are surprised at its heing neéded.

Such expert skill is entitled to much higher re-
muneration than the average municipal couneil of a mod-
erate-sized city or town is willing to pay for such services
us are neegssary in order to avoid its aceounts becoming iv-
regular,  The audit at St. Thomas appears to have dis-
closed no very serious faults in ils finaneial managemnent,
and it cerlainly proves, that the eity is in a sound financial

THE RESIGNATION OF THE CIIY SURVEYOR.

Mr. St George, City Surveyor, has sent in his resigna-
ton.  Coming amid the excitement of .2 Dominion elee-
lion this evend:is not fikely to he regarded with as much
interest, nor to be judged as important as it would have
heen had it.come when publie attention was not absorbed
by a great.contest.  That, however, is, happily now over,
and adomestic affair.should have due consideration. Tor
the. past iwenty-five years Mr. Dercival W. St. CGeorge
has. held the highly responsible position ef City Surveyor
in Montreal.  During that unusually lengthy term of
strviee he has seen this city’s area, and population and
Its arrangements {or. the conven-
ience, the health, the protection, the street transporta-
tion, the lighting, and other eivic services have heen

’

enormously. enlarged and brought up.to the high stand-
ard of a modern city. In effecting all these improve-
ments and establishing mew services and works the. City.
Surveyor has discharged his duties.to the satisfaction of
the suecessive Councils and Road Committees which have
heen in control for quarter of a century, as well as the
cilizens at large.  That he has never made any mistake,
nor ever erred in judgment he would not claim. But
it is conclusive evidence of his eminent, ahility, profes-
sional skill, and talent as an administrator and manager
of men that in 25 years he has never met with any seri-
ous criticism as an official.  TFor reasons which it is
nol advisable to explain, if they can be explained, some
niembers of the present Council had no sooner taken thejr
geats than they commenced an agitation: for the removal
of Mr. St. George from the office in which he had won so
much honour and respect. Patronage to some persons is
régarded as the reward of service as an Alderman. A
pesition which is iled is, so far, a restriction of patron-
age, consequently those who arve hankering after patron-
age desire to create vacancies, and to cffect this object
they are blind to the elaims of merit, long service and
common justice.  Mr. St. George’s letter of resignation
reads as helow: '
“Raymond Prefontaine, Fsquire,

Mayor of the City of Monfreal:

Sir,—After serving the city of Montreal for the last
twenly-five years, cight years in the capacity of Deputy
City Surveyor, and sevenicen years as City Swrveyor, T
now beg to tender you my resignation, to take effect on
the 1st January, 1901.

I take this step after a very careful comsideration of
all the circumstances connected with my present position,
and T feel that T can no longer continue in my office with
advantage to the citizens of Montreal, and with a proper
respeet for my own professional position as a civil en-
giner. I do not feel that it is necessary for me to go info
any detail as to the manner in which I have lately been
treated hy the present Road Commiltee, although their
actions have appeared to me hoth unfair and unreason-
able. An investigation was undevtaken by this committee
nearly six months ago, and was proceeded with at in-
tervals during the whole of the summer months. Nu-
merons meetings were held, and the eommittee, as anthor-
ized hy Council, were given every possible latitude and
opportunity to investigate all matters connceted with the
administration of my department. This investigation was
not conducted as a legal enquiry, but as a form of inqui-
sition, pure and simple, and, although the investigation

“was completed and practically closed some months ago,

no report has ever been made to Council. T thercfore felt
that T have suffered a great injustice and have been
treated with anything hut the dignity and conrtesy due
to my position as City Surveyor of Montreal. 1 need
only add that ever since this investigation hegan I con-
sider that the Road Commiltee have nnwarrantably in-
terfered with my functions and authority as City Sur-
veyor. In connection with the St. Denis Ward sewer-
age system they have not only rejected my report, for-
reasons which they themsclves pretend to consider well-
feunded, but they have further acceepted the eriticism
of an outside professional man, without allowing me the
oppertunity of submitting the matter to two or three ca-
pable engineers, the decision of a majority of whom T
was at all times willing - to -nccept.  Such treatment
reakes it impossible for me to continue in my present
position, particularly in -view. of the’fact also thatthe
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committee have so acted in connection with the engage-

ment of forémen and- other employees on various. wouks.
throughout the city as to remove me- from all practieal.
You will readily understand that.

authority whatsoever.
where foremen, inspectors and workmen. axe engaged: by
the Road Committee, and made responsible only to the:a
all proper subordination to myself as a dircctor of. the
works is impossible, and such an action creates a sitna-
tion which no self-respecting. professional man can con-
sent to submit to.

Mr. St. George is not the first city official in charge of.

an important department who has been harried into, resie-
nation by the interference of aldermen with his. staft
and their meddling with matters wholly. outside thejr au-
therity and beyond their capacity.

Bub we judge our contemporm-y to imply that
Oxford and Cambridge have always opposed the policy of
placing the government in England in control of the more -
ignorant classes. ~This does not scem to ug to: be a very -
sérious charge, for surely it is.a very wholesome thing for -
a country for its men of the highest culture to stand as a

-barrier against the affairs of ‘the 'natlon bemg placed
- under control of those without- cu]ture, nor experience in "
- public matters, nor such matemal interests as entitle men: -

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to be entrusted with the responsibilities of a mation’s
" management, J
That the universities were against Cromwell—which is
made a lerrible charge against them—only showed their
prescience and vegard for constitutional liberty, for
Cremwell destroyed the franehise rights of the people by
practically abolishing government by Patliament and sub-
stituling government by himself and, his troopers. Crom-
well alone did incomparably more to retard the onward
miarch of demeeracy in Great Britain than was ever done
Ly the universities of Oxford and Cambridge, since they
were fcunded. Amerieans who regard a republic as the only

rational, or righteous, form of government should have no

respeet for Cromwell, for hie caused monarchy to be so
[irmly re-established in England that it stood the straim of
the imheeile Stuarts, who succeeded the Protectorate, and
the Georges, who, but for the influence of Cromwell’s re-
cord, would prohably have wreeked monarchy in Tng-
land. The axe that struck oft the head of Charles Stuart,
King of Iingland, by one blow killed a monarch and £aal-
Iy wounded English republicanism.  The coup de grace
waz given by Cromwell, who struck democracy, as he says
ong of his officers did Cel. Cavendish, when alone in a
hog, by “a sword thrust under the fifth rib,” and, as he
with a chuckle of joy, says in his 96th letter, his troopers
slaughtered hundreds of prisoners of war at Wexford. The
infinence of Oxford and Cambridge on English liberty
has heen to give it such resteaint as saved England from
the horrors of a sanguinary revolution when all European
countries were convulsed by a wild outbreak of violence.

‘T'here are times when the “shoe” or “brake” of a coach
is the mosi valuable part of the vchicle.  Oxford and
Cambridge have done invaluable serviee in keeping Eng-
land sleady in its progress towards wider popular free-
dom, and by infusing throughout the cultured and aristo-
cratic classes that spirit of devotion Lo public duties which
is one of the glories of the old country. ' It is a poor
cause which excites Lhe enmity of culture. Learning is
not political wisdom, neither js illileracy.  No nation was
ever wreeked or injured by the dominanee of its scholarly
clagses, hut the shores of time are strewn with wrecks
caused by ignorance. The noblest contributions to the lit-
~erafure of demoeracy, in its true sense, have been the writ-

ings of men whose intellectual Lraining had been obtained
either in Oxford or Cambridge, or under their influences
and ayspices.  Cromwell himself was a student at Cams:
bridge University; Milton, the greatest champion of the
lilerty of the press, wns there for seven years; Lincke was
a graduate of Oxford, so also Gladstone among the mod-
erns.  Four hundred years ago, More, whose “Utopia”
has been rich democratic seed, was a distinguished scholar
at Oxford.  As amatler of fact, nearly all the great lead-
ers ol Iinglish thought have been graduates of Cambridge
or Oxford.

blotted it out for ever. Such restitutions are probably
mcre numerous than is generally supposed, as we have
heard of similar cases. There are frauds being continual-
ly committed by men without any intention to do wrong.
The perpetrator when in a tight place for money takes
what he holds in trust for an employer, or what he ought
to hand over to a creditor, with the intention to restore or
" He deludes himself with the idea that he has
only horrowed what he has taken.  He then finds it dif-
fieult to restore the money, or pay it where it is due, and
an act of supposed borrowing becomes an aet of theft,
the guilt of this crime weighs on his conseience, the stain
is ineradicable by remorse, or penitence, his self-respect
has beem wounded, and he realizes in time that the only
balm for the sore is reslitution. Many cases have oc-
curred of debtors who, having been driven into insolvency
by adverse winds or their own folly, have compelled their
creditors to accept a moiety ‘of their claim.  When such
men are honest in principle they hend their energies to
cflorts for realizing sufficient neans to recompense their
old creditors for the Joss they sustained. Having done
this they are not only at ease in conseience but are ad-
vinced in the respect of all to whom their act. of restitu-
tion becomes known.  Fow many insolvents are strug-
gling to establish their honour cannot be known, but,who-
ever are inspired hy this ambition have the assistance of
the moral influences which keep sweet the atmosphere of
cimmeree, and keep-trade from sinking into a saturnalia
of erime.  The unknown writer of the above letter has
our good wishes for his prosperity, which a clear con-
science will enable him to enjoy.  “Go thou and do like-
wise” is. our advice to all who have secured money by
chicanery, or who have cleared off their debts by compro-
mise payments of creditors’ claims.

THE CASTELLANE AFFAIR.

Count de Castellane has made a name for himself which
will probably end in its becoming imbedded in a new
proverh.  Om the 4th March, 1895, he married a Miss
Geuld of New York who bought a share in his French
title for some millions of dollars.  Her fortune was $15,-
000,000, the Count’s was like the milkmaid’s, it was his
“lace” only, and of that, judging by the extent of his
cheek, there was more than the usual quantity. No sooner
had the pair settled down in Paris than they commenced a
career of extravagance without parallel, even in that city,
of gaiety and splendour. The income of the Count was
$600,000 yearly, or $11,588 per week. Others have spent,
and to-day ave spending more, but they have the larger
income necessary, the Castellane pair spent about double
their income.  Consequently they have piled up debts
estimated to reach $8,000,000. Tor bric-a-brac alone
they owe in Paris nearly a year’s income. The Trench
law provides a legal cheek on such extravagances. Tt

declares that “Spendthrifts can be prohibited from going
to law, comprownising, borrowing, receiving a capital, giv-
ing a discharge therefor, conveying or mortgaging their
praperty without the nmshncc of a counsel, who shall be
appointed to them by the tribunal”  Under this law Mr.
(ieorge Gonld has heen put in charge of his brother-in-
law’s and sister’s estate and affairs. The Trench law is
one instance of how, “They, do  fhese things better in
Tranee.”  Some spendthrifts in Canada it would be well
to put under legal restraint; for such wild' extravagance
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as the Castellanes indulged in and such as we see nearer
home is conclusive evidence of lunacy, some would say
“criminal lunacy” with a show of reason,.for. reckless

spendthrifts usually defraud their creditors and rob thelr'

relatives.

OUR CANADIAN CORRESPONDENT.
We have had numercus evidences of the news fromn

Canada being dressed up by some English papers and is-

sued to the public, as “From our Canadian correspon-
dent.”  Mistakes in the names of our pubile men, erron-
eous statements as to their political views, misconceptions
as to the object of Canadian movements, geographical
blunders, and so on, when found in a letter from “Our
Canadian correspondent” give the device away. An in-
stance of this, remarkable to say, appeared in the London
U'imes of 24th Oct. The letter from its alleged “Loronto
correspondent” said, “T'he Presidential election is fixed
for the day succeeding the Dominion contest.” No or-
dinarily well-informed Canadian could have made such a
blunder. ~The Dominion contest, as every schoolboy
knows, was fixed for the 7th November, and the Presi-
dential election has long been fixed for the 6th Novem-
ber. A writer in London might be excused being unac-
quainted with these facts, but it is impossible for a news-
paper correspondent in Toronto to have been ignorvant of
either.  If the Times is s0 misled by a so-called Cana-
dian correspondent, no wonder the smaller of English
newspapers are so often astray about this country.

The
next largest dividend payers in the ten
months were the gold mining compan-
ies, whieh also produced some silver
and lead. Tn this group the leaders
were Stratton’s Tndependence, Timit-

Of
the silver-lead dividend-payers those in
Tdaho are most prominent, being the
Thnpire State-Tdaho Mining dompnny
with $205,541, or 30 per cent, on its is-
sued shars: the Standard Company
wilh §205.000, or 80 per cent; TBuitalo-
Hump, $225,000, or 10 per cent, and
Bunker M1 Sollivan Company with
210,000, or T p:rocent. OFf the lead
and zine mining companes in Missouri

and Kansas, the St. Joseph Lead Com-
pany leads with $112,500, or 1.5 per
cent. on its issued share capital. There
have also been numerous smaller divi-
dind payers, especially in the gold and
silver mining industry, while in the
Iead and zine section the number has
grown less, owing in part to the end
of the speculative bubble which fay-
ored the incorporation of companies
that promised and in  some instances
paid 1 per cent. monthly dividends.
The dividend dishursements mentioned
above o not include those made by the
coal and iron mines, oil companies and
the metal smelting and refining c¢om-
panies, which. have been enormous in
the past ten months., There are also
many privafe corporations that do not
report their dividends, and  these, if
added, would  bring the grand total
paid. to stockholders in dividends to o
very large amount, unequaled probably
by any other industry in.the country.
