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ECCLESIASTICAL NOTES.

Nzw Canons.—Three new Canons were in-
stalled in Southwell Cathsdral on the Feast of
tbe Conversion of 8t. Paul,  into the stalls of
Ashbourne, Norwell-Overall, and Bakewell,
diz., the Rev. C.J, Hamilton, Vicar of Dove
ridge, Derbyshire; the Rev. Nathaniel Kev-
mer, Rector of Headon, Notts ; the Rev. G. E
Mason, Rector of Whitwell, Derbyshirs. These
tbree clergymen have been appointed as Mis-
gioner Canons. Their services in mission work
have been long aund widely known, and their
experience will enable them to lead a diocesar
system of parish missions and retreats, which,
it may be hoped, will be blessed in this diocese,
a8 elsewhere, to the strengthening and eleva-
tion of its spiritnal life.

ORBRDINATION STATISTIOS.—An analysis of the
ordination returns in England for 1887, shows
that 734 clergymen were added to the roll.
The death-rate among the clergy is put at 460,
go that the actual inorease of clergy in tho year

is estimated to be 274. ‘Tsking the snnual in-|!

crease of the population st 300,000, this sup-
plies a clergymen for every 1,094 of added
people. But it is &t leasta hundred short of
the requigite increase.

Exzree Missionzs.—In consequence of the

appointment of Archdeacon Earle, ss Suffra-

gan-Bishop of Marlborongh, the Rev. O. I.
Atherton, late vicar of St. Paul's, Bedminster,
has received the whole charge of the mission
work in the diocese of Hxeter., The Bristol
Times and Mirror hears that he has recently
been offered the position of general missioner
in the American Church &t a snlary of £1,250
& year, but he has declined to acoept it.

SkorETARY C. E P. M. 5.—The Rev. H. Arm-
strong-Hall, ivcnmbent of Brumswick Chapel,
W., has been appointed organizing Secretary
of the Church of England Parochial Miasious
Society, in smccession to the Rev. S. W. Dar-
win Fox. The Rev. F. S. Webster late princi-
pal of the Church Army Training Home, has
ulso been appointed a missioner of the society.

BremiNeHAM MissioN.—Under the auspices
of the Church Parochial Missionary Society, a
fortnight's mission is being held in Birming-
ham, with special services in mearly all the
leading churches. Among the missioners are
the Rev. W. Hay Aitken, tho Rev. J. H. Has-
lam, and the Rev. F'. 8. Webster. No town in
the Midlands more needs such an effort.

SouraweLL.—The Bishop of Southwell
lately opened the Home of the Sisters of All
Saints', who have come 10 work in the poor
district of 8t. Albans’, Sneinton. At 10 o'olack,
by which time a goodly congregation had
assembled in the Church, s procession of choir
and clergy entered, the Bishop being attended
by his chaplain (the Rev. Canon Were.) After
prayers and a hymn, the Bishop spoke a few
esrnest words from the text, “He shall sit as a
refiner and purifier of silver.,” He said no one
who had seen a metal worker in some Eastern
town bending with loving care over his-work
ae he sought by his blowpipe to purify the

metal on which he was working, would fail to

| realize the vididness of the pictare brought be-

fore him by theprophéet. “The.grosser dross
‘had already been removed, bunt the refiner must
purify it yet more, and fire and the breath were
the great purificrs used. So it was in.the
spiritnal life; though the greater dross might
already have been removed, yet the purifying
process still went on. The thoughts inspired

¢eeded, the Bishop going through the house
and asking the blessing of God on each separ-

ale part.

TareoLoGioAL STUDENTS.—The catalogues of
the Philadelphia Divinity School, and of the
Goneral Theological SBeminary of the P, K,
Church in the U.S., for 1888, show that there
are in the former 18 students besides 8 special
students, while in the latter there are 88
students including 14 in special studies.

Graek Caoron, N.Y.—The year book of
Grace Church shows for the year, including
Grace Chapel; baptisms, 76; confirmations
127 ; communicants 1,200; Sanday-school scho-
lars 1,085 ; industrial scholars 450 : and contri-
butions for charities $15,228.7%. The Church
is open every weekday, and in six months
from May to November the number of visitors

was 27,209,

87, AnprREws’ BroraErroOoD.—The Christ
Church, Cincinnati, branch of the St. Andrew’s
Brbtherhood, is said to bave worked a revolu-
tion in the parish. Daring the past year it has
distributed between nine and ten thousand
cards of invitation to Church and Bible-class,
besides numerous other invitations, and thou-
sands of young men have been brought to
Church.

The first conference of the Brotherhood of
'St, Andrew in New England, New York, Phil-
adelphia and vicinity, was hield on Jan, 26th,
in Grace Church, Philadelphia. Sixteen chap-
ters were represented.

Work amonasT JEWS.—Rev. Dr. Gellandet,
Rector of 8t. Anne's Church, N.Y., visited
Emaruel Jewish Mission Chapel, 68 Seventh

Stroet, on Sunday evening, February 12. There

were a large pumber of Joews present, who came
to hear the Gospel of Christ.
- There services were intercsting indeed, the
rayers, Psalms and lessons being read in He-
brew, by Mr. Meyer Lerman, lay missionary to
the Jews. Rev. Dr, Gallandet delivered a short
but very interesting address. He was delight-
ed to see g0 many Jews, and to see them take
so much interest in the services, joining, in the
responsive reading and Lord’s Prayer. An
address in German was delivered by Mr. Ler-
man. Quite & number of Jews asked for and
were given tracts and Heobrew New Testa-
ments.

in Morning and Evening Prayer, there is o son-
tonce whose true meaning we do well to re-
member: * O, God, why art the anthor of
peace and lover of concord, in knowledge of
whom standeth our eternal life,” &c. This
latter clause bas no reference to the fore know-
ledge of God, as if to tell He knew who were
to be the saved, Though it be true, it ig not to
this the prayer refers; but it mcans that the
knowledge of God is eternal lfe, even as our
blessed Lord spake: ‘“This is eternal life to
know thee, the only true God, and Jesus Christ
whom thou hast sent.” A glance at the Latin
prayer makes this evident: “Quem nosse yipere
est”"—literally, whom to know is to Live, We
may kuow theology, know rituul, know when
to change table cloths according to Sarum or
Roman use, yet not know God and JesusChrist.

There is another phrase in the same Collect
whose meaning the Latin makes a Jittle
plainer : ** Whose service is perfect freedom.”
The Latin is “Cui servire regnare est”—liter-
ally, “To serve whom is to reign ;" even s the
Apostle teaches, “If we saffer with Him, we
shall also reign with Him,” '

Because we are commanded in the New
Testament to fast, and our Lord expeots us to
doso. See St. Matt. vi. 16, Christ says.
“ When yeo fast,” implying that of course His
disciples would fast. He gives them therefore
rules concerning their fasts. See also, Aocts
xiii: 2-3, for praotice of Apostles, before per .
forming any solemn duty such as ordaining; 11
Cor, xi: 27, for St. Paul’s praotice; St. Luke,

v:30-35, for our Lord's fore-telling that the days
of fasting should come after His death and re-
sarrection,

II. Tt is very certain that if men are per-

mitted to select their own season of fasting,
they are never quite ready for them. We must
feel ourselves to be very strong in spirit, if we
do not realize any need of guiganoe in the re-
gulation of our lives.
-~ IIL. 'We keep Lent in memory of our bless-
ed Lord’s fasting in the wilderness. He left
the world that He might prepare by a commu-
nion with God, for the work of His ministry.
If Ha required this watch and fast, how much
more do woe need it? As Moses was in the
cloud forty days and forty nights with God,
and then came forth bearing the law in his
hands, so the Church bids us go into the shad-
ows of fasting and prayer, each year, that we
may come forth from them with God's Law
more deeply written upon our hearis.

IV. Itis objected that we ought to keep
ourselves holy and apart from the world at all
times. So we ought, and this fast of Lent is
one of the means giving us for becoming more
as we ought to be. Let no man condemu this
means uutil he has faithfully tried it. A help
in our spiritual life; of which Christ and his
Apostles availed themselves, cannot safely be
cast aside by us in this-age.

EXTEMPORE PREACHING.

In regard to extempore preaching, speaking
generally, the opinion of the present writer is
that & minister ought to be able to speak with-
out preparation, but not willing. Upon emer-

encies he will be a much stronger man if he
ﬁas this power ; but its exercise should be the
exception and: not the rule, as this kind of

_preaching is so liable to degeaerate, when fre-
* ‘quently used, into insipid wordiness. Its most
fitting mission is to stir up the smotions—a
thing which it is most harmful to attempt fre-
quently. For every strongly emotionalsermon,
at least two should 'be preached to that congre-
gation containing no or very little appeal of
this kind, bat cooly and quietly didactic, in-
instructive or explanatory in character. Exam-
ples of abuse are all around us. For purposes
of instruction, the extempore method is defici-
ent. There is too great a lack of order and
precision, and logical connection.”

DIOCESE OF NOVA SCOTIA.

OBrruARY.—On Friday, Dec. 16th, one of the
~oldest and most respected of the clergy of Nova

Scotia, the Rev..R. I. Uniacke, D.D., was sud-
denly called to his rest. Dr, Uniacke was a
native of Halifax, in which city his family has
long held & most honorable position, and was
educated at St. Alban’s Hall, Oxford, where he
was & favorite pupil of the celebrated Dr.
Whately; afterwards Archbishop of Dublin, In
1836 he was ordained by Dr. John Inglis,
Bishop of Nova Scotia, and after being succes-
sessively -ourate of St. Andrews, New Brumns-
wick, curate in charge of Aylesford, aud Rector
- of St James'. Newport ; he was in 1852 elected
Rector of Sydney, C.B. In 1866 he was ap-
: pointed first Rural Dean of Sydney, and the
same -year received the degree of D.D. from
King’s College, University, Windsor. After
twenty-five years’ faithful service, he -surrend-
rered in 1877, the charge of Lis parish, and re-
moved from Sydney, still romaining rector.
Three years later he resigned the office of Rural
Dean., His last place of residence was Halifax.
Although no longer equal to the duties of a
parish, he occasionally assisted in the services
and preached in the various churches of that
city, and the last few Sunday everings of his
‘life he conducted the services in the Mission
. Chapel at the North-West Arm. .

Co the evening of Lhursday, the 15th Deo,,
he retired to restapparently in his usual health,
Early the next morning he awoke, asked Mra.
Uniacke the time, and then after ¢ one little
struggle, one short gasp, with hands clasped
over his breast,” he yielded up his spirit to the
Master whom he had so long and so faithfully
gorved: To those who knew him the manner
of his departure seems in harmony with his

Then
there was only the old Parish Church, begun
105 years ago by the Loyalists. It was reno-
vated some years since at & cost of §4,800. It
was the first Church in the Diosose to have the
surplice, Litany desk, and to adopt the freeand
open system. At Barrington (now vacant) &
Church was built, The parish was subdivided.
Here Dr. White began the sowing by preaching
in an “omnibus,” built chiefly by the congre-
gationalists, At Churchover there is & Church
seating 200, free of debt—a lovely sanctuary,
where the Dr, began his work in a log school
house, and in private dwellings. At Birch
Town the meeting house, owned by the Metho-
dist Episcopal Church was bought last year,
and it is now free from debt. Services were
heretofore held in a school-house, from which
for some three years all were excluded. At
Sandy Pointservice was held in a private house,
Capt. Purney’s. At Lockport, Dr. White held
gervice in a Baptist meeting house and Temp-
erance hall. This is now a separate parish
with & nice Church on the Island. At Green
Harbour services were also held in private
dwellings.
nished Church., At Jordan Falls a Church was
built, It is replaced by the new Church, soon
to be opened. And at Jordan Ferry and Lower
Ohio we own one-third of two Union meeting
houses. That is to say that during his long
and eventful ministry, Rev. Dr. White has lived
to see the Mother Church becomethrough his work
and that of his co-adjutors, the parent of tenmore
or less worthy structures used exclusively for pur-
poses of Divine worship. Thie is exclusive of
the *‘ stations,” of which there are many. Well
may the Venerable Rector as he reviews his
life’s labours say, “ What hath God donel”
Surely the grain of mustard seed is a fit emblem
of the growth of the kingdom.

The Dr. also built two Churches at Antigon-
ishe, where he was the Church's pioneer.

The S.P.C.K. has made a grant of
a number of hymn books and prayer-books, &
highly qualified choirmaster bas kindly volun-
teered his services ; a choir has been formed,
and cassocks and surplices are nearly ready for
thelr use, while & neat organ hasbeen purchased
out of the funds collected, so that it is hoped
fally choral services will be held on Easter
Day, when it is expected the Church will be
opened for Divine service. . .

Qunes-
tions of the greatest importance, not only to
onr Churoh, but to all Christian people, are to
be there discussed, and all God’s people should
earuestly prsy that the Holy Spirit may in all
things guide the deliberations of the Bishops
who shall be there assembled.

Finally, brethren, in whatever you determine
to do this Lent for the disoipline of your eouls,
be real, be sincere and, remember the end.

A BAPTISMAL QUERY.

Sir,—May I, without being suspected of
challenging controversy, invite attention to a
subject worth considering, but, so far as I am
aware, not much censidered ?

Those who study the Baptismal Offices of
the Church must be struck by the extreme care
with which the verity of the sacrament is
guarded no less than its doctrine. Many
Churgchmen probably think the ordinary rule,
that baptism shall bo administered only “apon
Sundays aud other holy days,” and immediate-
ly- after the Second lesson, rather burdenseme
to the congregation. But the subjest is plainly
oconsidered of the first importance. It is be-
canse ou those days, ‘‘the most number of
people come together,” there may be the most
number present to ‘‘testify the receiving of
them that be newly baptized into the number
of Christ's Church.” To ‘‘testify,” not only to
geo, It is that there may be overwhelming
evidence and proof producible in every case
that the person whe claims, or may claim to
be & real member of the Church isso indeed ;
that the whole congregation may be certified,
if necessary, that there is no false or invalid
olaim to the brotherhood.

This comes out still more strongly in the
Office for Private Baptism. The child, if it
lives, is to be brought to the Church, that, if
the parish priest had himself baptized it, “‘the
congregation may be certified of the true form
of baptism by him before privately used.” In
which case he is to say, “I certify you,” &o.,
spaecifying the time and place of the baptism,
snd that there were ‘“‘divers witnesses,” who
could of course be oalled on to testify ‘‘to the
due and prescribed order of the Church” then
and there wsed. The congregation are mot
called on to accept the fact of the baptism or
its validity on the bare word of the priest that
he had baptized the child privately.

If some “other lawful minister” had baptized
it, neither the priest himself nor the congre-
gation is expected to be contented with the
simple assertion of those who bring the child
“that the same child is already baptized,” but
the priest is to put precise questions to those
‘'who bring it. And he is to be governed en-
tirely by the answers to those questions there
and then publicly given. He may possibly
have private and personal knowledge of all the
facts—e.g., if one of his assistant-caurates had

baptized the child, told him all sbout it, and

For the purposé then present heis assumed to
be as ignorant as the congregation. He has to-

unto due order.” Baut if the answers are such
that “it cannot appear’ (that is, that the an-
swers themselves do not demonstrate to the
congregation then -present) - that all is well
dore, then, ‘whatever the priest's own know-
ledge or conviction may be, he is to baptize
the 'child conditionally, that the congregation -
may be absolutely certified of the reality of
the baptism. '

Such extraordinary precautions does the
Church take even within her own body to
guard against the possibility of error. And I
think no one who ddly considers what it is that
she is gnarding will think these presautions ex-
cessive. I am afraid, however, they are by no
means always observed.

Now the point to which I would invite at-
tention is this:—If the Church thinkssuch
minute care necessary in cases ccourring with-
in her own body, it is likely that she would re-
quire less care in cases where persons are to
be received into the communion of the Church
from external societies? Az a matter of no-
torious fact, such cases are very common.
Numbers of persons from varions dissenting
bodies are brought into the Church from time
to time. Are there, then, in these cases, or
even in any appreciable proportion of them,
any precautions taken in any respect commen-
surate with those prescribed by the Church
herself in her public offices, to certify the con.
gregation of the faithful by full and plain evi-
dence publicly set before them that all is ““well
done,” if not “in due order, concerning the
baptising'’ of these persons? -

f such precantions are not taken, why not?
Ought they not to be taken? And ought not
conditional baptism to be administered in every
case in which the answers publicly given to
questions publicly asked are not such as to
sat'sfy the congregation according to the re.
quirements of the Church in her baptismal
offices in cases of ‘‘reception,” after private
baptism ?

I am not now raising any question a3 to the
validity of dissenters’ baptisms. Buat I may be
permitted to add two remarks-—first, that we
can hardly think the Church would be less
careful in snch cases than in those of baptisms
administered by her own ministers; and se-
condly, that there seems reason to think that
the dissonters are, to a considerable extent,
growing more careless about baptism.—John
Walter Lea, in the Church Chronicle, Kentucky.

LETTERS FROM CALIFORNIA.

No. b.

Starting from San Diego on our return trip
it is our intention to stop off oceasionally at
gome of the many new and rising places in the
fruit growing region of Southern California,
taking note of their pregress and development.
As we approach Colton, which is the junction of

tha Santa Fe and Southern Pacific railways,’

we notice a large sign on & post, reading,
“*Stop here, no mud,no, fog * this would seem to
imply that many other places--Havé rain and
fog but Colton has not, the itivitation is irresis-
table and we conoluded to stop. Colton is in
itself not remarkable, rather struggling and un-
interesting as well as sandy, but commanding
an exiensive view of the lofty mountain chains
which environ it. San Bernardino is bat three
miles off and Riverside eight miles, so that the
opportunity to visit both places is too good to
be lost and after a walk through Colton we
take the motor cars for San rnardino to
which as we approach we are drawn nearer the
mountains, seemingly almost in their shadow.
We find quite a bustling little place of over 4000
people, long straight streets, shaded with trees
and as it is a market day the business tho-
roughfare is enenmbered with teams. At the

corner of the Main Street is building an
immense brick hotel of four stories, this is to
be opened during the winter and is expected to
give an impetus to the trade and prosperity of
the town. Stepping into a real estate office a
map of the place is shown and inducements
held out to invest, but our only object is to get
an idea of the topography of the town and we
do not invest but proceed to “investigate.”
After leaving the hotels and two business
streets there is nothing particularly to attract
the attention, houses and gardens are neat and
well kept, the outskirts are soon reached, a
few rows of orange trees then sand as, unless
watered artificially, all the surrounding country
in this region appears to the stranger as a
desert of sand which, nevertheless, is being re-
claimed acre by acre until what a few months
since was an untenanted waste is on the next
visit gemed with flower gardenms, lawns and
waving trees. ‘There are two handsome
churches, but our church is at present represent-
ed only by a fine corner lot, having seen a
handsome church on the map for this corner
we are somewhat surprised. The plans are
however drawn and the map shows what the
church will be, a fine rectory is already built
and service regularly held in a neatly fitted
hall. Returning to Colton we take the train
for Riverside a town well known to many of
our Canadian friends and representing many
families from different parts of Canada, parti-
cularly Nova Scotia, This is one of the most
attractive places in Southern California, hand-
some streets, fine drives, an apparently limit-
less extent of orange, olive and lemon groves,
every house seems to have a garden sattached
and the air is scented with the perfume of
ripening oranges. No one who visits River-
side, omits seeing Magnolia Avenue and if they
do, they omit what is the principal charm of
the place and the pride of its citizens; unique
in itself and its invironment, a drive through
it is a revelation of beauty and a scene never to
be forgotten. This avenue extends for six miles
in & straight line over two hundred feet wide,
it is lined with four rows of beautiful shade
trees, outside of these in every direction and
bordering the whole length are orange and
lemon and peach groves. Tho name Magnolia
avenue is rather & mis-nomer as there are but
few Magnolia trees, principally at the inter-
section of the streets, but the graceful and
feathery branches of the pepper tree leave
nothing to be desired for beauty of form and
abundant shade and as Pepper or Pepper-tree
avenue is not desirable, we much prefer Mag-
nolia; at intervals the peppers are interspersed
with palms, which having now grown some
years are of quite stately height and afford a
pleasing variety. .

At this season the oranges are first ripening
and owing to the free use of fertilizers and a
quarantine guarding against insect pests the
fruit .is clear and bright and the effect of this
enormous quantity of beautiful golden globes
shining in the sunlight is magnificent, they
hang in two's and three’s or in large clusters,
many are propped up to keep them from fall-
ing, The lemons are lighter, more delicate in
tint, the tree tapering to the top whereas the
orange trees are more round and compact; in
some districts they ripen in January and can
be kept sound until June; there seems to bo a
great future for lemons in California as they
have not been largely grown until lately ; itis a
frait that keeps and can by judicious planting
be made to ripen nearly every month in the
year, in this climate, and is of more rapid
growth than the oranges. We motice also
olive and promegranate, the former is now
taking its place as one of the leading products
of the country both for its fruit and for the
manufacture of olive oil which is being largel
entered into; itis better trained as & bush wit
extending limbs than as a tree as the fruit is
‘easily bruised and can_best be gathered by

Thand. The pomegranatealso attracts eur at-

tention as a novelty in the frait line in this
paradise of fruits ; in shape it is the fae-simile
of the common variety of onion, to the uinmi-
tiated it is impossible to distingnish it from one,
filled-with large seeds; and such juice, it is
very palatable and we shall not forget our first
introduotion to it in Riverside, Bowling along
this fine avenue, filled with a sense of 1its ever
inoreasing beauties, we discern in the near dis-
tance what appears to be a moving miniature
forest of light; on a nearer inspeotion it is
found to be a peach grove with the branches of
the trees glistening in every direction. In order
to keep the birds from the ripening fruit of
which they are very fond and whose velvet
coats would soon be destroyed by their sbarp
bills, emall bits of looking-glass are attached
to the limbs and twigs of thetrees all through
the grove; these, lit by the bright rays of the
sun and swayed by the brecze in every direc-
tion form & dazzling kaleidescope and keep
the little marauders at a respectful distance.
Confecticners talk of their frait glace, but this
is an entirely new variety. Many of the
orange trees in this magnificent avenue over-
hang it and in many of the streets of Riverside
thero are lines of trees in full bearing and
heavy with frait which one has only to stretch
out the hand to pluck. Scattered on the ground
below were oranges in plenty shaken down by
last nights’ wind , how is it those are not taken
away or stolen ? this is & conundrum we oan-
not pretend to answer, and yet oranges here
in Riverside are sold at retail as high asin
Chicago or Boston. The fruit grown here is
known as the Novel orange, said to be as fine
a variety as any produced. While here we mot
Rev. Mr. Taylor, formerly of Halifax, and now
rector of the Riverside Church, which beauti-
fal building named All Saints’, was opened
Nov. 20th, and is one of the hbandsomest and
best finished of amy in the diocese. Gothic in
style with a tall spire, bailt of wood as all the
Churches here are, but complete in detail in
every respect from the beautifully furnished
chancel to the fine chancel doors; the wood-
work within the Church is of the California
redwood which takes a fine polish and has the
appearance of rose-wood or a lighter shade of’
mahogany, the roof is similarly treated and
walls finely frescoed, A beautiful onyx font,
said to be the only one in the United
States was presented as a Memorial, and a des-
cription of which wae think appeared in a late
issue of the GuarpiaN. We were exceedingly
sorry to learn that a day or two after leaving
Riverside this fine bnilding was damaged by &
severe gale, the spire being blown aside at the
intersection of the nave and several unsightly
sracks showing in the interior; this, however,
has been repaired without loss of time and the
building restored to its former heauty. Leav-:
ing hospitable Riverside and our kind friends
there, on board the train for Passadena via
Colton, carrying away as much of the golden
fruit as we could stow in our belongings,
Arriving at Colton we are detained some
hours waiting for the train for Los Angeles,
which a8 usual, is behind time ; the wind has
been blowing halfs gale all the morning and
while in the depot is heurly increasing until
we are in the midst of a blinding storm of sand
whick envelopes everything in the vicinity in a
cloud ; this continues after we have started and
sifts into the car windows, only abating when
we are near Passadena. These storms of sand
and wind come upsuddenly in the mneighbor-
hnod of the mountains but are not usnally
mentioned when setting forth the advantages:
of the climate : they are sufficiently disagree.
able to keep everyone within doors who can
possibly stay there while they last, which they:
usually do from eighteen to twenty-four hourg,

and less comprehensively understood than the
terms * Gospel sermon,” ‘‘powerful Gospel.”
Were we to endeavonr to draw from such per-
gons as wo all know—zealous hearers of ser-
mons, which are no doubt listened to with pious
feelings—the real significance of Gospel teach-
ing, we doubt if in nine cases out of ten, the
enquirers would get such answers as at all con-
veys the true import oi Gospel sermons,  The
enthusiastio advocates of evangelistic lay-
preaching, so general in the present day, are
certainly more chargeable with this liability to
confine Gospel preaching to one idea, then are
the regular hearers attached to a trained
ministry ; not that we deem all the latter
exemy}t from & very general mistake, which is
in & superficial wse of terms, and that, also,
in & way which may be very fairly termed

" nt.."
‘ °§row we must not be understocd in the out-
et as wanting to cast a slur on any religious
sect in particular, This is not our aim. What
we have to say will find room for comsideration
in all divisions of the Christian Church. It
would be arrogant assumption to suppose that
‘the mere spirilually-minded intelligent Bible
readers need to be instructed as to the meanin
of preaching whatis often termed a'‘full Christ,”

_but which term, it is our aim to shew, falls far

‘short, of conveying to the minds of many who

Let us look s little (we can do no more in
our limits) into the nature of that unique teach-
ing which Christ was wount to give during his
public ministry of three years. We can only
takke a few examples, which will be sufficient
for our purpose, placing those examples in con-
trast with the too vapid and barren disceurses
which are so often held up as ‘ Gospel ser-
mons,” ¢ Gospel truth!” .

In the first place it will be conceded that
Christ's teaching to Nicodemus underlies ail
that must be learned in the School of Christ,
and 0 the Divine teaching anticipated the en-
quiries of this * Raler of the Jews.’ This
¢t Master in Israel,” by d'rectly telling him he
must be ‘' borp again; "—mark, Christ did not
say fhat birth was to come in an instant; nota
sadden conversion, as some would have it,—
bat He kuew that this man, whatever else of
knowledge he was possessed, was yet ignorant
of the main spring of Christ’s teaching, that
“ he must be born of the Spirit.” Rven though
he acknowledge Christas a ‘* teacher come from
God.” We need not dwell farther on this
truth bat go on to present the contrasts we pre-

pose, which it is hoped will serve in some de-.

gree to bring out the point under considera-
tion.

It will be profitable for those who are only
too apt to be satisfied with & onesided . string
of little more than bigh-sounding religious
phrases, to obsexrve the various methods and
remarkable words Christ used in leading:igno-
rant aud simple men and women to know them-
solves on the one hand, and to believe in
Himself on the other, as ‘“the way, the truth,
and the life”” In His own most blessed invita.
tion (Matt. xi. 26 and following verses), He
does not offer a bare invitation to come to Him,
but He shows what it is to come to Him,—not
safety merely—but a learning from His spirit.
““Take my yoke upon you and learn of AMe for
I am meek and lowly in heart.” This is what
we are to learn, and not salvation merely, if we
take salvation in its limited sense.

The earnest, but it often happens, untrained
evangelist, eager to gain what are too readily
supposed to be convertato Christ, keeps telling
people to “ come to Jesns,” often adding, “You
need do .no more,"”

Now we object entirely (even in the first

2| place) to this way of bringing the Gospel mes-

sage to dead souls. How ocan it be expeoted
that those, at least, who kmow little or nothing
of the Scriptures, can all of & sudden profess to
believe in Jesus as their Saviour, on mere hear-
say. We do not limit the grace of the ILinrd
Jesus Christ in shedding light upon any dark-
ened mind, by any means, and there are
instanoces of souls being struck with a senge of
gsin in & moment, that, when followed up with
sound teaching, led to a grasp of Christ in the
heart, which results in a changed spirit, not
merely an outwardly changed life, through fear
of punishment; bat those cases represcmt in-
stances the more extrasrdinary working of the
Spirit, than the ordinary, if we may venture to
say 80. If we take an example from natural,
every-dsy experience, do we not find that we

are very slow to believe, and love, and trust, [p

Christ did not tell him to believe in Him; - the
young man did not want to -be told that; he
evidently knew that Christ wasadivine teacher
but Christ made him aware of the hindranes
which he did not suspeot himself, aud 80 his
outwardly fair life, expressed in the words
« What lack I yet ?” was tested, and he could
be no longer blind: in other werds—self-de-

In our usual, regular congregations and
Christian assemblies, it is an accepted faot that
Jesus Christ lived and died toredeem mankind.
To keep perpetually telling a professedly
Christian congregation this known fact—that
Jesus died, repeated, perhaps, many times,
is only to repeat a truism, This is why there
are 80 many lifeless professors, having “a
name to live by,” and who are starved for want
of the * bread of life,” which is no doubt “freely
offered | ” but offered so as not to feed. ¢ The
sincere milk of the word that ye . may grow
thereby ” is what they want. They will tell
you they believe in Jesus as well as youn. New,
the disciples had Christ with them, when Hoe
taught them in that long-continued and intnsely
practical sermon on the Mount; and before
that time Ho had gone about all Galilee teaceh
ing and preaching in the synagogues.

We need hardly say that the ecall to ‘believe
in Christ as a Saviour in our time, is a differ-
ent thing from the eall to believe in Him in the
early days of His manifestation, and of first-
apostolio preaching. The now-prevailing ac-
ceptance of an historical fact—an all—convincin%
power—that is leavening society nearly al
over the globe, necessitates a vaster and deep-
er study of the sacred Scriptures, to meet the
growing intelligence of a more enlightened
age. The infancy of the Christian Church was
never destined to remain such, no more than
any other infancy. The pioneers of the early
church but paved the way, no doubt gloriously,
sealing their testimony by -their blood. In
John the Baptist’s time it was no truism to
call upon men everywhere to ‘‘repent and
believe the Gospel,” but he did more than
herald the Saviour—he charged the Pharisees
and Sadducees to “ bring forth fruita meet for
repentance,” when they came to his baptism
with, doubtless, some idea in their minds that
they were all right, as the descendants of Abra-
ham. He rebuked viee, in high places, and
that personally, and his life paid the penalty of
uncompromising faithfalness.

To take another example of Christ—His
manner of teaching—we find Him, int he case
of aelf-righteous inquiry, meeting it with dis-
tinot teaching as to dead works; witness Hia
answer to the question, * What shall we do
that we might work the works of God?”
“ Thisis the work of God that ye believe on
Him whom He hath sent.” But he did not
stop there. Christ knew these people oniy
sought Him * because of the loaves which they
did eat and were filled " (Jobn vi. 26), and in
the precious discourse that followed He open-
ed up to them the irue “ Bread of life.”

To those who feel a sort of fear lest what
they are pleased to term “Sound Gospel” should-
take too practical a tone, and, according to their
ideas, cut at the root of our cardinal Protes-
tant dooctrine - of “justification by faith,” we
need only say that we believe in 8t. Paul's and
St. James's definition of faith and works, as one
and the same; ome inseparable truth" from
different stand points. o '

Thaunk. God for it, we need not.travel far in .
these days of Bible research to find excellent
reaching with the:range of trained and ocalti-

vated proachers, (uot trained -orators merely),., ;
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and it.would be rare in the present time to be
compelled to'listen to a milk and water repeti-
tion of vapid nothings, substitated for the word
of life. As for all those who are not of the
duly appointed ministry, but who consider that
they are called on to preach, we would rather
leave them out of the liss, if we'could avoid it;
but. alitheugh médny of those lay-preachers
closely study Scripture, yet the very error it is
our aim to point out, results chiefly from in-
sufficient knowledge of theological studies only
to be gained by years of painstaking search
into the divine word, and by using every kelp
that may serve to sid in the acquirement of
such power of illustration that seldom -fails to
rivet the attention of even non-religious buu
educated hearers. .Thereforo we should be-
ware of ignoring, either by word or practice,
the importance of these things. Oa the other
hand if any man, however trained he may be,
“ have not the Spirit of Christ he is none of
His,” and his preaching and teaching is devoid
of that unction which is paramonnt to all else.

THE AIM, PRINCIPLES, AND MEANS
OF PERSONAL RELIGION.

From a Pastoral by Bishop Gillespie, of Wes-
tern Michigan. '

¢ Giving thanks unto the Father, which hath
made us meet to be partakersof the inheri-
tance of the saints in light.”—Colossians i. 1-
12, ’

L

Here is expressed the aim of personal relig.
ion—meetness for eternal being in holiness.

“Who hath delivered us from the power of
darkness, and hath translated u3 isto the
kingdom of his dear Son ; in whom we have
redemption through his blood,even the forgive-
ness of sin” (v. 14, 14). “Jesne baving over-
come tbe sharpness of death has opened the
kingdom of heaven to all believers”—it is the
voice of humanity, “God the Son hath re.
deemed me, and all mapkind.” (Catechism).

Yot “without holiness no man shall see the
Lord.” (Hebrews xii. 14). Thelaw of all our
happiness is, that we he in sympathy with
s:enes and employments into which we are in-
troduced. So Hea:en has no promise of satis-
faction for us, save as all withiu us is in har-
mony with what is the life in the future abode.
“Heaven is & place of character; the full de-
velopment of those principles and dispositions
which are received and cherished upon earth,
by the knowledge of Jesus and the teaching I
his Spirit.” (Salter). We must indeed expect
that in the change of worlds, there shall be
a refining that will cleanse away sall remaining
impurity, and put upon the sinner the saint—
“when I awake up in thy likencss I shall be
eatisfied with it"——Paalm xvii. 15 ; but kere the
holy process must eemmenoce and be caried on
to the point of baptismal obligation and grace
“continually mortifying all our evil and cor-
rupt affections, and daily proceeding in all vir-
tue and godliness of living” (Baptismal office.)

What are the Principles of this personal re-
ligion ? o

All practice is founded on principle. In the
State we have the Constitution, the declaration
of rights, the charter; the inflexible usages, the
platform. In the Church, the Creed, the Sacra-
ments, the ordinances, the rule of thought and
action. We serve God according to his will,
and that will is expressed in what we are to
believe, how we are to feel, and what we are
to do. A religion of our own suggestions, of a
heart and life as we think they should be, is
more than useless. It is an cpen insult to the
Majesty of Heaven. If onr whole life comes
not under the law, ‘“thus saith the Lord,” we
can oply tremble that we are ‘‘hasting unto the
coming of the day, of God” (IT Peter 3. 12). . -

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1. All godliness whether of feeling or act is
the outcome of some cherished article of faith.

“The faith once delivered to the Saints" as
it was teught you in the Catechism, as you
acknowledged yourself boand to believe in
Confirmation, a3 you are constantly repesting
ic in the Creeds, marks out your life in Christ,
aud gives you hope of being “accepted in the
Beloved.” (Ephesiansi. 6)

Henoa the necessity to be “nounrished up in
the words of faith and of good dootrine” (1
Timothy iv. 6)—the importance of an acquain-
tance with Christian doctrine in its verity and
its spiritaality, _

Because in 80 many individaal cases the faith
has never been truly received, there is so much
personal religion that gives no blessed assur-
ances within and has no positive inflaence with-
out, o

I beseech you, therefore, dear brethren, ‘“to
come to the knowledge of the truth"” (1 Tim.
ii. 4)—to be in the best sense intelligent Chris-
tians that you may be sincere Christians.

2. Another principle of our Holy religion is,
that dufy must ever take the place of worldly
interests ‘and gratifications. We are enlisted
nnder a Master who acecepts his followers on’
the terms, “If any many will come after me,
let him deny himself, and take us his cross
daily, and follow me"” (St. Luka x. 23). Self-
sacrifice is no less the law to-day than it was
when the roll of “the noble army.of martyrs”
was daily lengthening. The disaiples of a
Master whose whole life below wad.one great
act of sacrifice, we have no part with him, no
favour from him, save as we uniformly put self
in the background. And yet, do not some of
you bold your service of your God and Saviour
at the mercy of any difficulties, the attractons
of time and scene, and please God only as you
may not have to displease yourselves? Itis
marvellous and painfal how little the ordinary.
gom municant recognizes the duty of self-saori-

ce.

3. Again, a principle of Christian service is,
that it must be allowed & share of our time pro-
portioned to its importance. Whatever in our
life is earpest has onr thoughts and our exer-
tions, what then must be the demands of *‘pure
and undefiled religion”—the rendering due
homage to our Maker, the transformation of
our characters ? :

And yet, is not personal religion driven into
the corner of brief private prayer, hasty Bible
reading, occasienal thought, &nd irregular
Church attendance ? Even amusements vie
suecessfully with the work of our galvation,
and the business of this flesting world is acarce-
ly molested by what an eternal life demands.

4, It is a principal of personal religion, that
it waxes stronger against temptation, more
steadfast in faith, more inwardly satisfactory,
and more outwardly impressive as years roll
on. The Christian life is s reality as it is
“coming unto a perfect man, unto the measure
of the stature of the fallness of Christ” (Hp-
hesians iv. 13). “Living in the Spirit,” we
mupss “walk in the Spirit,” )

With falls not few, not far batween, the
Saintship that mortal man may reach, seems
far, far beyond us, even in the advanced years
of our Christian profession; yet if there is not
perceptible to us the “‘going from strength to

strength,” alas, ours is only ‘‘a life of spiritual |p

routine, in a mechanical performance of duties,
however important, or & mechanical attend-
ance on ordinances, however sacred” (Goui-
burn). _

~ 5. Another principle of true discipleship is,
living unto God in his holy Church. TheChurch
ie no- mere appendage of the Gospel. It isin
holiest, closest union with our service, and
God’s favour and rewards, The.Charch is our
teacher and guide, but beyond this, - in and
through the Church, are dispensed the gifts
Christ received for men. An: attempted ser-

gard to the Church's Sacraments, her ordin-

ances, her dissipline, her oulture, and that:
undervalues the grace in all these hasinita
self-will that must render it worse than *‘a vain

oblation.”

If we consult the New Testament, we shall
find everywhere the closest union of Chriet
Jesus with his Church; and the member of
Cbrist is always intimately assooiated with the
holy followship. To every one baptized into
Christ, speaks the Word as it points to the
Churoh, “This is the way, walk ye in it,”

And this is no Church invisible save to “Him
who seeth in secret.” It is the Church of the
Creed—Holy, Catholio, Apostolic. A Church
like Him whose body it is (Ephesians i, 23),
which may be ‘‘seen with our eyes, which we
have looked upon, and our hsnds have hand-
led” (1 John i, 1), '

Members of Christ, let us never failto asso-
ciate all our ““working out our own salvation,”
and our “hope of glory,” with the Church
“Christ hath purchased with his own blood”
(Acts xx. 28).

6. Oar - statement of the leading principles
of personal religion would be sadly incomplete
without positive mention, that all that we may
think or do is to be in simple dependence on-
the Holy Ghost, and as a loving tribute in re-
tarn for what the Lord has done for us. It
must be & very limited Christian experience
that can not realize the feebleness of promise
and performance; and only a very inadequate
gense of what it is to be *‘called to glory and
virtue,”” can feel the ‘“sufficiency” in ourselves,

And so it is of the first and feeblest fedling
after God, to be constrained to own, how utter- -
ly void ‘of merit we are, and to crave as our
only peace and hope “Christ and Him oruei-
fied.” .
Such are some of the principles of holy
living, They are all implied in the Confirma-
tion vow, and solemnly repeated often as we
approach the Holy Communion.

WHAT OUR C.E. TEMPERANOE
BRANCHES MAY DO.

(From the Church of England Tem-
perance Chronicle.)

~ A short time ago the sermon of
& clergyman leaving his parish
came into my hands. It wasa
farewell address to his people, con-
taining many kindly words and

much friendly sympathy., Promi-
nent in, the retrospect of his work
amongst them was the satisfaction
that he had been able to organize
go much parochial machinery.
They hed clabs, societies, and
gnilds, each with their rulesand
uly appointed officers, for the en-
couragement of thrift, or intellgo-
tual improvement, or for charitable
aid; nothing was wanting. The
reading of that sermon made me
‘'very sad. This is an age for
societies and guilds, We can scarce-
ly do anything without arranging
one, and appointing & president, a
seoretary, and a treasurer. Nor
would I, for one moment, detract
from their value. Yet, let us real-
ise that iv is not in thomselves that
they are useful, but that they are
simply & most valuable means of
usefulness, ’
They are machines—nothing
more, Of what use is the most
costly machinery without the mo-
tive power? The most perfect
locomotive is but so much dead
metal, besautifully polished and
built, no doubt; but it is only dead
and useless, until the water and the
fuel are added. Even so all our
clubs, our various societies, are but
dead machinery. It is the human
soul alone that can make them
owerful. By their means, the
iving voice, the tender sympathy;,
. the magic eloquence of the eye,
can spesk from soul to soul, and
awaken hope and true courage into
life. Asa mesans of bringing usin-
to contact with those whom we
would wish to help or encourage,
their value is untold. Bat as no
amount of hot water will atir the
locomotive, it is nothing at all un-
less it boils at high pressure—so,
also, our labouras in those various
organizations will be of no avail if
we are lukewarm or indifferent.

“It needs the overflow of heart
To give the lips full specch.”

One only power could redesm
the world, and only that one same
power—the power of love—can
save our brother now. Juet as
this is the main-spring of our effort,
to that extent, and only to that ex-
tent, we shall snoceed. If that is
wanting, we must fail. However
beautiful the order and accurate de-
tail of our arrangements, there
will be without it, no true life, no
real success. We have but the egg-
shell without the egg.

How can we meke our C.E.T.S.
Branches a living power amongst
us? This is a question which it
may be well to study sund consider.

It is good to get & certsin num-
ber of people to sign the pledge;
good to provide simple and pleas-
ant amusement at intervals, for
those whose daysare spent in toil,

It is good, indefinitely good, to
win, here and there, those who are
fast sinking into tbhat well-nigh
hopeless abyss of inveterate intoxi-
cation, All this is good, bat there
is yet higher und better work that
we might do. Temperance work
is pre-eminently miesionary work;
each one who joins the ranks
should realize that he ir turn, by
example and by precept, must seek
to win another. That is one
thought.
