The grandchildren of Irloh cmigrants
belong to this category, ea well as Che des-
cendants of the early Maryland, French, and
3panleh colonists. Forty years ago Blshop
Hughes estlmated the Cathollo population at
over one mlillon. The grandchildren of that
generation arethe rising goneration ot io-
day. Their number may be mbove two
millions and it may bs less than one miilioa.
We can spenk here with 5o degree of pre-
clston. (2) The Oathollo lofinx vy immigrs-
tion alnov 1880 has been consfderably over
500,000, This {s ascertalnable from studylng
the tables of emigration statistica.

Making some allowance for natursl in-

Frem Ash Wednerday until Easter Sunday
every day is a fast day, except Burdays. Palm
Bonday 1anot a fast day, thongh 1t be a day of
abstineno:. The use of flesh mset 1o allowed
at three meala on every Sonday in Lent, ex-
copt Palm Bondey., The same Is allowed
once a day ounly, on every Monday, Tuesday
and Thursdsy, belwsen the fret Sunday in
Lent and Palm Sunday.

On thoee days meat con be used st the one
meal only, and oo fish allowed at the same
meal,

We oan only taks ono full meal ona fast
day, in the morning we mey, sceording to
the prevailing oastom, fake a cupot tea or
coffes with a emall plece of bare bread.

In the evening wa can tmke n collatlon,
which must not be a full supper, asd must
oonslist of light, meagre foed.

Oa days of fest and abstinence we may
ccok mengre food with dilpping, even
with pork, but pork itsell must znot be
eaten.

In famllles whero gonp 18 uwsed tor dinner,
pork, grease or fat can be put in it (no other
kirda of meat). If nny of the eoup remains
after dinner it may te ueed at the evening
oollation. FPork, laxG, or greare capnot be
uged in i{ts natorsl state.

On meagre days psatry cooked with drip-
plag or fat may bs esten,

Bach 88 are exempted from fastipg from
thelr meals through infirmity, age or hard
Isbor may uss mseat three fimes » day, whea
othera uee it only oncs.

The above privileges authorized in the dio-
oose af Montreal (clrculsr kreb, 16th, 1873),
facliltate the observance of Lisnt very consids
erably ; and, with a little good will, many
oan keep tte colemn fast that the Baviour
saunclified by fasting forty days and forty
nights, and that wag ever sacred fn the
Ohurch from primitive Ohristianity.

TorexT0, Feb, 21.,—In the Legislature to-
day Hon. Mr. Ross, Provincial Treasurer,
made his budget epesch. The recelpts for
the year amounted to $2.439,941, and expendi-
ture to $2,887,037. There had been over-
expenditure under several heads—on clvil
government $11,000, legislation $25,600,
public Institutions malatenance $41,111, im-
migration $7,814, agrioulture and arts $14,
620, bureau of statistios $7,249. The invest-
ments of the province amountsd to $4,740,
654 and the llabilitiea to $356,413, showlng a
surpla? of assets of $4,384 241, Referring to
