Ose of the moet agreeable and inter
esting incldents in connection with the
198 celebration took place in the City
Hall on Saturday. the 6th, when Mr.
John Redmond, M.F., acting on behalf
of the Daughters of '35 Asaociation, New
York, made & presentation of valuable
colours to Mr. John O'Leary. the presi-
dent of the Centenary Committee They
consist of two very handsome flags, one
being that of the Old Land and the other
that of the greater Ireland beyond the
pea. Every stiteh in these va'ued tro-
phics was worked by members of the
Iish Ladies’ Association of New York,
whose love of ‘the Old Land is only
equalled by that for the country of their
adontion.

It was the original intention of the
amsrciation to present these colours
through a deputation of ita own mem
bers, but the outbresk of tbe war inter-
fered with this. The flags are of splen
did silken fabrics, having heavy fringes
of gold lace. In the centre oi the- Irish
flag is displayed a harp partly surround.
ed by shamrocks, with fine representa-
tions of the arms of- the four Proviness

bead. ftom which two heavy golden
tawsels are suspended and iwo green
tilken streamers edged with gold de
A scend. On these are inscribed in reised

give none. Every precaution, even to
locking the dour of the Committee room,
was taken in the interest of secrecy, but
t po purpose. The public bad the report
in their hands before there wan time to
lay it on the table of the House. Mr.
Humbury said these breaches of
confidence on the part of some were be
coming intolerable. There will be maore
suid about these thefts of private papers
at the next seasion. It is ditlinit to
nnderstand why, in self-defence, the
Times does not demand an enquiry. It
is virtually accused of receiving stolen
property knowing it to be such. There
muy not be corruption or bribery in the
matter. but the influence of the paper is
such that if there was suspicion of auy
no member would care to state it.

Mr. A. J. Bufour's speech on Tuenday
on the general question of Irish distreas
was couched in a very  sympsaibetic
strain and made a faverable impression,
conveying the idea that the Government
nre not adverse to legislation which
would he directed not merely to. tie
alleviation hut to the eradication of the
chroni¢c distress in the congested dis-
tricts. He was very conciliatory, and
both bis remarks and muanner werein
strong conirast to those of the Chief
Secretary when addressing himself to
the subject. .

Mr. Donal Sullivan, M.P., received the
hearty congratulations of his Parlia-
mentary colleagues when passing the
“No Division” lobby, on Monday night,
at a quarter to 12 on attaining his 300th
divisiun—~the full number which has
been taken during the decision,

The House of Lords has backed down
before the Commons on the Vaccination
Bill. They re¢jected what was known sas
the ‘“conscientinus objectors clause’’ of

mons inserted as & compromise with the
anti:Vaccinationists, and which prac-
tically abolishes compulsory vaceina-
tion. The Commons, however, on Fri-
day night reinstated the clause and the
Lords have meekly acquiesced.

Mr. Dillon's eloquent deliverance from
the Dublin Freeman.

Mr. Dillon, responding, said—Mr. Chait-
man and Gsntlemen, I speak here to day
as the representative of the Irish Party,
and while, of course, 1 cannol prstend
for e single moment that I am satisfied

with the present situation and condition
of that party, [ aay with absolute cosfi
dence Lhat duribg the last two years
there has been & progressive and & very
marked improvewent, not only in the
ocondition of the party, bul ia the condi-
tion of the country behind the party. I
claim Lhat the improvement in the
couutry is due to the improvement in
the condition of the party. It goes with-
out saying that at a time of crisis such
as that which followed on the disruption
of the party and the loss of a great leader
there was ceriain Lo issue & period of
oonfusion and friction which must en-
danger and weaken any political party
in tbe world, and such as I am sorry to
say happened to the Liberal Party.
Differenoes of opinion were bound
to app:ar; personal differences were
bound tc show themselves. Perfectly
honeat and good Irishnen took different
views as (0 Lhe best course to be pursued.
1 took very strong views on the situation
at the time of the Bradford Confereuce,
to which the proposer of the toast has
referred. I had as opportunity of ascer-
taining Lhe real condition of the country,
and I vame o the conclusion that there
did exist, mest unfortunately, a Iprge
body of dghling Nationalists in Irei\nnd
who were convinced Parnellites, I
dieagreed with them, but there they
were, and those of us who fought with
them previously on many & hard fought
field knew ibe stuff of which they were
made. We knew that they could not be
‘ wiped out,’ as the phrass then was, and
that the attempt to wipe them ount would
end in disastrous failure and serions
danger to the cause, I pever altered my
opinion, for I felt I was right. If at the
eneral eleotion of "92 an arrangement
ad been come to between the Parnell-
ites and ourselves we should have been
spared many uselessand expensive con
tests both in that year and in the year
95, and a greal deal of trouble would
have been saved, I foughttha Parnell
ites as hard as I ocould at these two
elections, much as I regretted to have tv
opposé men who fought by my side in
dark and evil days.

In my judgmen: that was not the way
to deal with them. The best way was to
try and smooth away the (riction and to
try and get both sides to bury the past
and to work togeiher again. I most
carefully avoid on the present ocoasion,
22 I have ever been careful to avoid,
making any attack upon individuals or
dropping any observations of & character
calculated to keep up disunion in the
Irish Party.

Ourcause has
been reduced to a position almost of
despair, and I told thowe who voted for
me, as I t 1d the whole of the party, that
if they elected me they had Lo count
upon Ty pursiing atesdfastly the course
wiich I had pursued before.

For two years, in spite of abuse and
misrepresentstions, 1 have set one ob-
ject before me, and to that object so long
as I am responsible for the party I shall
dircet all my efiorts—namely, the restor
ation of unity. Iregard all other objecta
at present as of RO importange compared
with that. As long as the Nationalists
of Ireland persist in quarrelling with
each other, in dissipating the National
strength, so long it is folly childizhness,
absurdity to waste time in wrangliog as
to whether the Liberals are in favour of
Home Rule and the abolition of the
House of Lords (bear, hear). Home Rule
will not form a plank in the platform of
he Liberal Party, so long ss Irish
Nationalists are disunited ; but if, ou the
other hand. they are united, as I hope
they will be, the Home Rule question
will spring to the front, and remain 1»
the foreground until it is settled. And
aceordingly mince I have been 1n the
chairof the lrish Party 1 have devoted
sll my influence and all my energles
to the task of abating and removing. 80
far as I could, the friction and the ill
feeling that has existed between the
Nationalists of Ireland, and I can claim
with confidence that I have been to s
marvellous extent successful.

Anyone who goes over to Ireland in
this year of '98 celebralions, and com
pares the condition of the country and
the feelings of the people with what
they were two years ago, will be amazed
at the change. True it is that apathy
to some extent exiats, bnt that is a whole
some mort of apathy. It is better that
there shonld be a lull in the political war
and A truce to breaking heads, than tbat
one set of Nationalists should be holding
the other set up to contempt. For more
than a year you have not heard one
word ssid by apy one Nalionalist
against snother There wers great
meetings held throughout the length
and bresdth of the land, ocom-
paring favourably in enthusisam
and in order with the best meetings of
the Land League in Parnell's days.
Those meetings were called upon the
principle that ail the dissensions of the
last few years should be buried out of
sight, and that all should meet as Irish
Nationalists. Inthat way the condition
of the country has improved to sn extent
which [ admit I hardiysapposed possible
some two years ago. Now the {faith on
which [ am strong snd on which I rest
my conviction fcr the safety of the Irish
cause is this.

The hospital presenta the nether and
the frightiul side of war. If it does not
bafils, it forbids description. In it the
glory of war is extinguished, the glitter
disappears, and the factsuf desh become
ghastly and ineradicable. Here it is
that enthusissm has to lie down help-
lessly with mystery, inertia, and paiun.
But the worst »f it is that this aftermath
of war is always unprovided for in the
resisting foroes of the haman economy.
So long ms a man can oppose violeuce
with resistance and match force with
strength, he does so with an exulting
mockery of death itself that is character
istic of the masculine animal. Bal,
carrled into the hospital, s door clangs
behind him. He is shut in with bie
own perishability, his own oconacious.
ness, and the surgeca’s helplessness. He
brings with him phyaical outrages that
science can oply meet with a general as-
suagement, Your exploding shell has
no regard whatever for special provision
or special experience. The coumsof a
rifla bullet when it enters the delicately
adjnsted physical ecocomy of man fof-
lows no predicable lines of the least re-
sistance. It bores or crashes through
vertebre, tissue, and artery. It ouls
ganglions and rends visgera. Every fresh
patient is threfore a new case, and must
bave special treatment without the ad.
vantags of precedent.

My first hoapital experience must have
been that of tens of thousands. I passed
in & twinkling from the ecstacy of phyai-
cal excitement to the swoon of death.
Thers was a click, then an exit of every~
thing, ss the lights were extinguished
sud the sool of me fled like & receding
river. The next second a dull light, an
overpowering smell of ethber, s suppress-
ed hurrying of feet, and the dissonances
of humsaa agony growing more sudible
and more intolerable as the light grew,
told methat I was in hell orin an hospi-
tal. Twohours had elapsed. They bave
never besn scceunted for by me Then
it was that I came alowly to the fall con.
sciousness of what s kindly blow was
mine, that stunned while it stayed the
oourses of life,

Others were not so fortunats, We were
lyiog without order on the strawin =
runde shed. Sorae of it aad been used s
bedding for cattle. The ambulances were
st the deorway. The curses of the
teamaters mingled with the grosns of
their burdens. Thers were two surgeons
and two sssistants. They were in their
shirt sleeves and had napkins or band.
kerchiefs round their necks. I lifted
myself sy well as I conld and looked
ronnd. My eye fell firet on what appear
ed to bs a collection of boots, but whish
I speedily encugh saw was a pile of am-
putated limbs, from which the boots and
shoes had not been removed, sud from
which had dripped snd ran a congealing
stream of blood that was tracked ail
round the narrow apaces by the slipping
feet of nursea. Instinctively I put my
tands upon my own nether limbs to (sel
if I had lost them, and they made them-
selves known by a convulsive wincoas I
did so. Thay were there, sure enough,
but was I to keep them ! In the centre

of the place some boards, torn from the

shed itself, had been placed upon two
trastles, and this was the operating table.
1 tried to shut my eyes as I sawone form
lifted off and another lifted on, but I
couldw’t. The business-like butchery of
the surgeons fascinated me for » time,
prevented me from heeding my own
pain. Some kind of suspense wasin-
wrought with the hideousness of it all.
It would be my turn next. One ortwo
of the men died under the operation. .1
‘could see that by the look of the surgeon
and the extra haste of the attendants.

| One of the ambulance men, seeing me

sitting up, came over to me and pushed
me back rather -roughly. * Keep atill,”
he said, “yon’'re all right if you don’t
squirm that tourpiquet off.

Yeigh
speaks of the anciemt colony. Ik
taken from the News.

Mc. Yeoigh says :—The new Newfound
land railway, now completed, over 0
miles acroas the oouniry, means untold
things for that conntry. It extends from
St. John's to Port aux Basques on the
west coast, and makes s through trunk
line. The direct effect of this wounld be
to develop the internal resource
of Newfound. Very fine iron mines have
been discovered and are being worksd
near Conception Bsay, and thers are
sabundant evidence of coal and iron de
posits in the eountry, along the lines of
the railway.

Mr. Yeigh thinks the new railway
may eventually be a factor of n quick
mail route to the Irish cosat. Mail snd
ga.uengen can go right acroas the island

y railway in 10 hours, and three day?
stsaming [rom a port on the Atlantie
side of the island would bring them to
aa Irish port.

The construction of this road means
the dawn of a new era for the colony,
which before had comparatively cnlyw
fow miles of railway. The sirsams a
full of Gish ; the couniry is an angling
and sporting paradise, and by means of
the line tonriats will take advantage of
these.

the cenires in which they operate,

Awong the men that are prominent
in trade ir Brockville, on King street
alone, I could not attempt to name them

Brothers J. Bradley, Le Clair, ete.

In making my rounds of the town !
was conducted by & very youtbful
but intelligent little pgunide in the
person  of Maater Jamer Mahern,
eldest son of Mr. and Mre. Jamea
Mabern, of Schofield’s Hill. Mabpy iu-
teresticg features strike the eye of the
stranger as he passes from sireet to
streel. but in the residential quarters
what i most pleasing is the elegant ap
pearance of the many comfortable
bomes fcr which this place ie noted.
The citizens seems to realize that nature
has bestowed choice gifts upon their
town and locality, and they rightly be-
lieve that they should do their part in
makiog their dwellings fit ornaments Icr
such patural surroundinge. Viewed on
& bright sunny day from the top of one
of the sloping hills. Brockville looks
pictnreeque and pretty snd it may he
called one of the handsomest towne in
Canada.

In the matter of public buildicgs it
is well provided, and the Fulford block
will rank with any city erection, and in
this connection we are made to think of

A noticeable thing bere is the beauty of
the churches, whoee graceful spires and
towers rise high and gleam conspicuous-
ly in tbe sun light.

Father Doyle ll.mngl: emphuixed the
necessity of bringipg the young into the
ranks of temperance societies. [t in
often, ss he forcibly -pointed out,
thoughtlesaly eaid the children do not
need total abstinence ; of course they do
pot need it, but they do need to be wara-
ed of the insidious dangers lurking in
the intoxicating glass ; they do not need
to be tanght the reasons for total abatin-
ence ; they do need to be taught the ad-
vantages of and trained in the methoda
of society work, eo that when they grow
to maturity they may readily become
active workers in the adult organiza-
tions. The permsanent succees of our
movement depends on the prosperity of
cur juvepile crganizations. The youog
people do noi need the pledge we know,
but the pledge needs them very much,
Youth is the time of assimilation. It je
the period when are atored up impres-
sions whick become the sprirgs of activ-
ity in after life. UGenerally, if the heart
of a map is to be held, it must be
reached when it is young. This is doc-
trine as old as the world. The ancient
socqueror practised it when he reserved
the ycutn for his future sutjects, only
after haviog put to death bis grown-up
enemier, Just so, if it wiil be cum to
triumph cver the vice of intemperance
io the yoars to come, it will be necessary
to enlist under our bapner the children
of theday.

Governor Walcott, of Massachuseile,
delivered an address full of kindly sym-

Bealdes
the powers of the Grand Jury, the County
Council will hiave the power of the Board
of Guardisns with respect (o rais
ing and levying the poor rate,ip other
words, all the 1rates in each
counly for the future will be raised by
the County Council in one general rate.
In addition, the County Counecil will
huve transferred to it the administration
of the Diseasee of Animals Act, the Ex-
plosives Act, the Acts relating to Tech:
nical Education, and the management of
lunatic asylums, iocluding all -~ the
powers of the Board of Control, which is
abolished. Upon the County Ccurncil is
also conferred large powers for acqaisi-
tion of land for ccunty purposes, and a
number of other duties and oowers to be
considered hereafter indetail. The new
councils thus constituted will be elected
by Parliamentary electors for the
couniy, with the addition of women and
peers, whoare qualified inother respects,
and the elections will be by ballot.

Tae District Councils are dividcd into
two classes— Urban and Rural. Where
there is an wrban sanpitary aathority at
preuent existing an Urban District Coun-
c 1 will be formed and this council with-
jn ils area will have all the powers of the
Grand Jury with regard to roads, etc,,
and will raise its own rates, while being
subject to some general control and an-
swerablefcr certain contributiona to the
County Council. In the areas where no
urban sanitary authority exists, rural
districts, governed by Rural District
Councils, will come into existence. The
rural district will as far as possible cor.
respond with the existing Poor Law
Unicn, ana will be cumposed of coun
cillurs elecied on the mame [rancuise as
the members of the Connty Council, two
membezs beirg electe 1 foreach electoral
division now electing one guardian, with
an increased nnmber for electorsl
divisions or wards which now elect
more than one guiwdian. The Dis-
teiet Councillors for each diviaion will
also be the gnardians for that division,
80 toat in the rural districts there will
be two distinct bodies consisting of the
same individual members, but baving
separate functions. The District Ccun-
cil will have the powers at present poi—
seased by the Bironial Presentment Ses-
sions, and also will take over certain of
the powers af the guardians. Neither
these conncils nor the guardians, how-
ever, will have any power to make or
levy rates, (his being dove by the County
Cncils, who will provide the funds for
1,cal purposes.

Seven boroughs —Dublin, Belfast, Cork,
Limerick, Derry, Waterford s2cd Gal
way—willhecome ** administrative goun-
ties ” This means that they are to have
the same powers as County Councils, and
that the franchise under which the
members of these municipal corpora-
tigus are now elected will be extended,
soas to be the same as that und-r which
the County Councils wiil be elecced. The
tirst elections for cities and towps under
the new act will take place on January
i55h, next, ard those in the countics
will be held cn March 25:h, 1809,

These changes, it will be seen, are
almast revolutionary in their character;
and they constitute a very substantial
inatalment of Home Rale, The establish-
ment. of a national parliament in
Dublin will be the logical sequence of
the ** Locai Government {Ireland) Act.”

THE SUPPLY OF TEACHERS.

Under the above-mentioned heading
the Daily Telegraph, of Quebec, pub
lishes this sneering article :—" °

** Horace Greeley's advice to the young
man, to *' go west,” would appear 1o be
applicable to the ladies also, judging by
the oumber of candidates who recently
applied to the Roman Catholic Board of
Examiners for teacher’s dlplomaa in this
Province. Over a thousand candidates

in qne year alone are rather too much of
& good thing, and though their benevo-
lent intentions towuards the rising genera.
tion weze fruat.rated in the case of nearly

‘a teéncher's dfploni , s l:hey mlght, fot a.ﬂ
ringor a lg_racelet.—thst is to may, that?
itiap; 8 dlmhptlon without;
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good servant in a city family. This lat-
ter laas Is in high demand, whilst_
teachers are as plentiful as blackberries;
and though the teaching profession is.
considered the more genteel, we could
never understand what greater dignity
was involved in teaching children thm
in nursing them "

‘We are astonished that auch an anic:e
should have appeszed in a newspaper
professing the principles which the Daily
Telegraph does. To begin with, we can-
uot have “too much of & good thing,”
as the Telegraph contradictorily putsit.
Itiss good thing that so many young
Catholic women in this Province should
have the meritorious ambition of quali-
iying themselves for the reception of a
teacher’s diploma, even if they do rot
intend to adopt teaching as & profession;
for the necesaary proficiency in the
studies requisite to the obtaining of
such a diploma. camnot fail to be of
value to them in after life, and to raise
the tone, from the point of view of secular
and religions knowledge, of the society
in which tbese women will live and
move. Itis a still better thing that so
many young Catholic women in this
province should bave the noble ambition
to adopt the profession of teachers. Not
long ago the Daily Telegraph of Quebec
joined in the antiCatholic crusade
agairst the preeent sysiem of primary
inatruction in this province, and one of
its reasons for so doing was the large
number of tedchers who had no
diplomas. O course, not being a Catho-
lic organ and having a bad case besides,
its criticismes had po effect. It ia bardly
consistent or logical, however, to com-
plain, first, of the fewneas ot qualified
Catbolic teachers, and then 10 sneer at
the iarge number of Catholic candi-
dates who endeavor to qualily by pui-
suing the stipulated studies and pre-
senting thewselves for examination.
'The statement tbat teachers are as
“ plentiful as blackberriea” is &
ridiculous exaggeration, while the con-
fession, that it conld never understand
wbat greater dignity was involved in
teaching children than in nursing them,
carries with it its own commentary,
Again, if every Catholic young womun
was to become a “ domestic servant,”
would not that avoeation be over-
crowded, and consequently underpaid
and overworked ?

CANADA'S EXAMPLE.

A cablegram states that an Act hae
been paesed by tne Yolkeraad of the

Dutch Boer Republic of South Africa,
granting to every citizen of that country
who is the father of twelve boys, a bonus
of 500. This is simply following, in a
clumsy and impracticable way, the law
paesed by the (uebec Legislature at the
inatance of tue late Yremier Mercier,
who, as is well known, passed an Act
granting a bundred acres of Iand te tie
father of u family of twelve children,
irrespective of sex. 1he Boer condition
as Lo the sex of the chiidren will render
the Act nugatory, if such an Act has
teally passed the Volkerasd. Many a
father in this province bas applied for
and obtained the land on the conditions
prescribed ; and amupgst these fathers
have been several Irish Canadiaus, whose
names are on the official record, and are
personally known to us, bul which, in
deference io their modesty, we refrain
from publishing. .

The econditions szid to bave beer im-
posed by the Transvaal in,this connec-
tion are calculated to deleat the object
of the promoters of the Act, which is
.presumably to induce settlers to take a
permnnent interest in the country of
their aduption.

Tus full story of the rupture between

Leaving sside the chsrges of whole-
sale bribery and corruption which have
been openly made by the correspondents
of the Liverpool Daily Post and the
Maochester Guardian, there are other
proofs that the Liberals and Radicals are
desivous of withdrawing their sapport
from Home Rule on the ground that the
great msjority of Home Rulers are
Catholics. A writer in & prominent
Liberal journal says plainl. :—

“When, two years ago, Mr. Dillon,
fresh home (rom a visit to the Vatican,
anncunced hir intention of musterinyg
bis party on the mide of the Unionists
against the Liberal party inthe struggle
round denominational schools, I, as-
suming there was a limit to human
patience and long suffering, ventured to
recognize the knell of Heme Bule for
Ireland. I did no: thiok the forecast
would be 80 speedily justified.

The Daily News, the leading Liberal
organ, saya plainly that * Home Rule
must be hung up by the Liberal partv
until the Irish Local Government Act
has been seen in operation.”

The Conservalive party has always
been the avowed enemy of Home Rule;
and its organs, commenting upon the
Grimsby election, take care to give
freah expresaion to their hostility, The
Daily Mail, of London, says :

“ The result of the Grimsby election
must be pronounced the tinal and deadly
blow to Home Lule. On Home Rule
Alderman Doughty resigned ; on his op-
position to Home Rale he is trinmphant-
ly returned by a majority which we may
fairly pronounce immense, He dared to
s’y straight cut what every man on his
side, with the exception of the Irish
members, was thinking. The great,
marvellous and ever victorious Liberal
party of Sir Williarr Harcourl’s
speeches may attempt to explain the
stubborn fact of 1,547 majority away if
it likes, and, it it can, extract any com-
fort from the process. But for the aver
age manthe truth remains, that the only
issue on which the members of this
party approach to outward agreement is
¢one which is bitterly reprgnant to the
Irish people. It may, of course, be said
that Mr. Doughty’s personal popul. rity
explaine the Liberal déticle, But such
a contention amounts to this: that
Home Rule is so little believed in by the
public that one man’s infiuence will
persuade hnundreds or thuusands to
shange their views upon it. If there
were deep conviction or fervent belief,
auch & sudden change would be un-
thinkable.

The People, anotber metropolitan Con-
servative organ, has this to say :—

“ We have never seen anything more
remarkable than the effect of Mr,
Doughty’s return for Grimaby cn the
Radical party. For a long iime they
have had an idea that Home Rule was
only swallowed with difliculty by their
supporters in the country, but they cer-
tainly had no notion that there was such
an eager desire to spit this- particular
mortael out. It is not going a bit tno far
to aay that inis election bas detinitely
convinced the Radical leaders that the
whole cuuntry—not merely their op-
pouents—irankly and heartily detests
Home Rule, arcd that it must not merely
be quietly dropped, but openly re-
pudiated.”

The leseon of this election to Irish Na.
tionalists is plain. The Liberals and
Radicals -bave always in their hearts
hated the Catholic religions, just as they
hate religious education of nll kinds in
thé public schools. Ae long ae ILrish
Nationalist wotes kept them in (diice,
il was well. They concenled their anti-
Catholic prejudice. Now that the Irish
Nationaliats, ipllowing the directions of
the Irish. HLerarcby. have supported the
Conservative Government in its educs.

The Result of an Interview with
the Celebrated German Prac-

Againét the Dread Enemy.

THERE are scores of men and women,
young and old, in this city who are suf-
fering untold tortures from the dread

“ We don’t give any medicipe in such
cases as yours,” said the doctor, ** What
you need is diet and exercise, and plenty
of botb. The rheumatic who lives a
sedentary life and feasts daiatily is
bound to come to a very bad end.
Hesrty, trequent, well-chosen meals and
much tustling about in the open air
are absolute essentials to & cure. The
prime cause for rheunmatism is indiges-
t1on, and, thcugh you may not eat pro-
digious meals if your stomach does not
assimilate what ia given it you arequite
as poorly nouriehed as the man who gets
but a crust aday. As to what you can
and cannot eat here is tbe rule: Of
mesln ycu must deny yourself beavy,
dark flesh. Under this head is itemized
mutton, venison, goose, and anythiog
that is cut oifa pig. Devote yourself to
chicker, lamb, game, sweetbreads,
brains and the more delicate fish, when
simply cooked apd served without rich
sauces, Avoid lobster and crabs and
every fried dish, but enjoy oysters and
clams,

* Of vegetables never touch tomatoes,
cucumbers and all salads that have a
vinegar dressing, 'or an inadequate
stomach is busy manufacturing more
powerful acid than the system can en-
dure. Eat lightly of potatoes, dried
bears or pess, and raw onions, bat let
youraell indulge freely in green benns
and pesas, carrote, turnips and well cook-
ed greens. For all the starch your body
needa rice is the propersoirce of supply.
An abundance of well-cooked rice is
worth all the bread and beans and pota
toes put together.

" Y Btrawberries, raw pears and raw
apples’ are cut off from tbe rheumatic,
however wholesome they may be for
others, and sirangely epough, where
grape and orange juice will set a man's
joints to throbing, e can help himsell
safely and freely tolemon and lime juice.
A divine bealing quality is found in the
acid of both these fruits.

“ Almost as sweeping a denunciation
may be made of all liguids save water
and milk. Beer, claret, port, and char-
pagne act as a sort of poison op the
rheumatic system, and though whitkey,
and brandy, gin and rum are not #0 in-
jurious, if taken sparingly and at long in:
texrvals, they are best abjured and water
and milk substituted. In the past ten
years mineral waters have been conenm
«d in enormous quantitiea by rheumatica
in the belief that they sfforded especial
aid, and they are efficacious, chiefly,
though, from the fact that they are very
pure, and that the use of them induces
a patient to imbibe an unusual quantity
of sweet cleansing liquid.
