St Patrick™, Rabo-Square, ay Monday, was
densely thronged with o cengregation from all
parts of Lapdon, o issist at w solemn Mass of

tequicmy, far the repose of the <ouls of the brave
Trishmen who had volunteered to defend tie
Temporal Daminious o the Holy See, and who
fell i e reeent desperate cnconnters with the
invading Savdivian vy, The churely the in-
terior of which s recently been renovated and
beautified, was appropriately desorated o the
soleinn occasing, being hung with black, a Iofty
Gothic catafulgne bemng erected in frant of the
high altar.  Hath the altare and cataialque were
Muminated witic targe Taneral tapers, and, on the
fatter, military troplies, consisting of arinour,
banners, and weapans, wers dicplayed in a taste-
ful manner,  The celebrant was the Very Res,
Edward Hearn, D.D., Viecar-General of the
Diocese of Westminster 3 and there were seated,
in the seats adjoimng the sanctuary, a large
number of the Catholic clergy of the ietropslis.

We find it foreshadowed
in the Apostolic Age, and the foundations of it
laid in those succeeding, when the time was not
yet ripe for its full development when the Church
was to reign among and over the princes of the
earth. Now, the Christian coustitution of Eu-
rope seems to be fading and crumbling away, a
pew order of things arnsing. We are told that
the Temporal Power Las fulfilled its mission.—
Christianity once constituted Europe on 2 royal
and sacerdotal basis, and the national distinctions
were laken up into a higher unity, the umty of
the Church.

that reltgious movement reconstituted the world
on the principle of schism. [t was then that the

The Reformation
prought in the prmciple of all disorder. The
seed then sown has since been ripening into ma-
turity, and in our own day e have seen 1t ap-
proaching its ultimate pont. It s thought to
constitute one nation out of that which never
was. aud never will be a nation, from which the
clements and canditions of nationality are absent.
The dominions of ihe [Joly Father are overrun
with foreign wvaders, and the existence of Ins
twmporal dominion is threatened.  What, then,
can be more right, more reasonable than that his
sops should guﬁu:r around him, and eudeavour_to
ward off an aggression wlich must te a calamity
+o the whole of Catholic Christendom. Iistory

ciere bravels encountered a danger, to him more
Sapmidable than the weapons of the foe. He
i e lawrels o risk. He was scorned and
Canpded and subjected o every  species of
tunny and vuirsge 3 but this proceeded not
from him riends o his old companions in avms,
i they koew s courage and bis high charae-
ter: wor dul it come {rom his enemies whom he
fad met in lonorable warfare, for they bad
gnown s prowess,  The calumoy and the insuit
wie the work of upknown men, en who wrote
whibet @ same.  This great captain, by his un-
wxmwpied zeal and energy in the service of the
Huly Father, created o litile band of Cal'hohc
sordiers ; and what thiey were has been suown
by the deeds which they bave performed, At
Soleto, at Castelfidardo, and at Ancona they
foughit with intrepidity, and although unsuccess-
ful, they justified the coofidence of the Holy
Fathier in them, and they exhibited proofs of
terorc fidelity and constancy which deserve to
ve. and will be remembered in the catalogue of
soble actions. At the first named place, al-
‘tough outnumbersd five to one, they determin-
«d 1o resist to the last discharge of the trust
committed to then by the Holy See. On tie
worning of the copflict every man confessed and
attended the Holy Mass, and recerved the sacred
Viaticun. During the struggle, they twice re-
fused the terms of surrender offered them, and,
when at length they consented to save their
lives, it was only 1 obedience to the behests of
the Holy Father himsell in the person of his re-
presentative amongst thein. On the second oc-
casion their undaunted captain with his little
band, weak though it was, yet strong enough to
provoke the whole force of !he encny, taken by
surprise by the treachery with which e was as-
sailed, cut bis way irresistibly through an over-
wielming multitude of the enemy, he reached
Ancona, the last place that remained, and thefe,
after an energetic struggle, he succumbed with
onor.  These battles will be remembered when
other bartles, whose only objects was to extend
commercial influence, or to hedge in a few feet
of ground from some possible future encroach-
ment, will be forgotten. But these men”dled
not only to defend the "Temporal Power of the
Holy See, but to defend the person the IHoly
Father from danger. It is no secret to those
who observe the passions now at work in Ltaly,

that the DPope Immself is the object of
deadly hatred on the’ part of those who
are bent on revolutionary designs. The same

men, the sune strange faces, the saine revolu-
vionary cries and songs, nos appear ia the streets
of Rome, as those who devastated her in 1848,
when the chiet minister of the Pontifical Go-
cernment bad been struck down with the assas-
sin’s dugger on the steps of the Senate House,
aad the life of the Supreme Pontiit placed in

saminent jeopardy. The same troubles are now
gatheriog round the person of the Pontiff, who;e
life is so dear, and these men had sworn to defend it,
Lastiy, they died for the whole Church of God; it
is her conflict which is now being fought out around
ibe walls of Rome. It is the whole body which is
attacked in the person of the Head. It is her liberty
1hat is sttacked, though I may not say her_hfe is en-
dangered. If the Sovereigo Pontiff lose his Tempo-
ral Power, the whole Churck will lose ber liberty.
Those countries which broke from the Church at the
. Reformation,” having set the example, the whole
of Europesn society hus graduslly been settling
iiself more and more in & repunciation of the Chris-
tinn principle of social orgauizatior, and an adhe-
sion to the mere natural principle: for there i3 no
mediam belween these two, nnd every nation must
be organised on one or other of them. In the early
ages Christianity overpowered natural society ; now
Burope iz more and more puttiog off its Christian
character, and the immediate fotlure has a gloomy
presnge, agif we were on the eve of an eclipse of
faith. Things, however, are not darker now than

‘rope ‘with their impure saperstition, when the Lom-

bards were desolating Italy, and in Britain the pa-
gan Saxons seemed to have extinguished the last
vestige of OCbristianity. The darkness and terror
that then prevailed were but the barbingers of a
brighter day, ard of more glorious triumphs for the
Church than any she bad yet seen ; and so again it
may be to-day. . But, if Europesn nations go on
paltering with revolution, it will in time chastise
them in their own homes. Another reason why we
should honor the brave men who have fallen i3, that
they endured the scorn and contempt of their coun-
trymen ; for a flood of ¢alumny and obloquy was let
loose against them as soon 28 it was koown tbat
they bad devoted themselves to the defence of the
Holy See. A large body of Englishmen have given
all their sympathies to the invaders of Italy, the
friends of revolutions, the enemies of &1l existing in-
stitutions. I will not say England, for I believe the
heart of England to be still sound, I would fain
trust that the sympatkies of England are not on the
side of infidel rebellion. If I thought 1t were sol
should be ashamed of wy country, as [ am ashamed
of & number of Englisbmen and Englishwomen, aye,
English ladies of patrician rank, who have not hesi-
tated to svow publicly tbeir sympathy with a move-
ment, which I am assured by the faith of correspon-
dents (on whom I can rely) has deluged the cities of
Italy with s flood of blasphemy and obscenity. Cu-
lumny has been a weapon greatly used in this con-
test. No bearing i3 given to any reply, just a6 in
}ancienb Rome the cry was, Christiunos ed leones !—
Tbe public mind bas been excited beyond measure
by the statements put forward; the papers have
teemed with false charges against the brave defend-
ers of the Papacy. We have heard of massacres of
Perugia, and similar inventions ; but these charges
were uttered against them, not because they were
guilty, but because they were Irishmen, because they
were Catbolics, and had espoused the defence of the
Temporal Power of the Holy See. So, too, their
ncbie-hearted commander was charged with cruelty
and savage orders which had never entered into his
mind to conceive. Dut we may well leave their vin-
dication to Heaven, as holy David did, who said of
a calumniator of his day :—° Dimitte eum ut mule-
dicat jurta prececpium Domini! We know them to
be innocept. The Lord will vindicate them in due
time : meanwhile it 15 our sp.ccial joy to koow that
they died in the best of cauzes—for a canse that is
not worldly. Let us pray for them that they may
have peace. We cannot doubt that they have fonnd
merey, altbough they were cut of sudden:y, some of
them perhaps in the fresuness of theic oge, and pos-
sibly with sios to expinte, into which the uotamed
gpirit of youth may buve hurried them ; yet for those
who die in battle for the cause of religion apd jus-
tice, for 1hose who go forth prepared nnd fortified by
the Holy Sacraments of the Church, there is mercy,
and o certainty of hope beyond the lot of most men-
And when they received the death-wound, and the
warm blood poured forth there was another Blood
more Precious still which atoned for every fault, and
secured for them un eutrance into everlusting bliss.
Doubtless, there is u mercy for them. It is_pot for
me to canponise them, but if a haly cause, if 1o have
freely and generously given up their lives for thbe
defence of these sacred rights for which so many
inartyrs bave bled, if such a title can secure a place
in our pious memories, they will be enshrined there.
In Ireland, if ever henrts were tender, they are ten-
der now ; Ireland weeps for her children, but she is
thankfut for them too. Lew us pray that we may
have a like devotion, and that we may be ready, if
need be, to meet the evil day with anflinching con-
stapey. Let us not be scared for the fute of the
Holy See, There is nothing cew in these events:
what it is now enduring is hat the common frte of
the Holy See. Wint the combination of revolution-
ary lawlessness and monarchical ambition are Dow
doing has been done before. The Lombards, the
Counts of the Marches, the Emperors of Germany
have done the same; the late Emperor of the
French did it; but tkey have all departed from
the world’s stage, and live ooly on the dim page
of history, and as to the last of them, a Stain
still tarnishes his repown for his unchivalrous attack
on an aged Pontiff. Tt was the ruler of France who
committed that outrage, not the people of Frauce;
and so now we must distinguish between the nation
aod their government, The Freach nation is still
sound nnd Christian to the core; no more noble and
chivairous pecple exist on the face of the earth, none

It will be for ever remembered to their bonor, that
with hands yet bleeding from civil vonflict, they re-
stored the Sovereign Pontiff to Lis seat. OF the
Sardipian fation the same thieg may be said: they
are worthy of the same distinction. And their
royal famiiy (the House of Savoy) is a holy house,
its traditions ure all Catholic, it has had saints in it.
Sad, indeed, i3 the contrast now. The king hes_ en-
tered the States of the Church, and witl treschery
and violence has sacrilegiously wrested away the
dominions of the Holy See. But we may fearlessly
lenve the viadication in the handa of God, who will
protect his own. For our own country we have more
cause to fear ; may God hnve mercy ou it. A king of
France, in the last century, fomented and sbetted
rebellion in the dominion of anotber porwer, aud be-
fore the gentury had ended, his moorrchy was de-
stroyed, his dynasty at an end. England has of
late put on some of the worst featnres of a demo-
crncy. She hms showa tickiness and meanness, her
statesmen busying themselves abroad with under-
hand encouragement of revolutionary passions, sow

ing dissension, and niding the disruption of foreign
states ; at home with abortive political clhsnges and
the abvolition of taxes on paper. Let us hope and
pray batter things for cur couatry, that she may be
led” to repose n the true idess of nationality that
nre summed up in the unity, sovereignty, and infal-
libility of the Church of God.”

The sermon being concluded, the usual prayers
and respopses were chanted by the clergy around the
catafulque, each bolding a lighted taper, and the
large congregation silently dispersed, evidently much
affected by the solemn ceremories of the day, and
by the impressivé, spirit-stirring eloquence of the
Right Res. Preacher, of whose magnificent funeral
oration the imperfect notes given above from me-
mory convey but a faint idea.

MORAL PROGRESS.

The revolutionary prinsiples to which public
opinion in England has for so msny years given
countenance and vitality, though for the present the
scene of their more active development i3 on the Con-
tinent, have not been inoperative at_home. It was,
indeed, impossiblo that they should be so0; for men
cannot preach to foreign nations the deatructien of
authority, the sbrogation of laws, the forfeiture of
legitimate rights, the dissolution of society, tho con-
tempt of religion, without prodacing iu themselves
and their neighbors a kindred spirit of rebellion. 1f
the passions of the mob and the intrigues of an un-
serupulous Court may throw down the constitnted
authorities in Italy—if it is lawful for them to confis-
cate the property of religious orders, to arrest Bi-
shops and send them into exile, to decree the most
wicked penalties against the priesthood, and to dis-
possess even the Pope himself of the States which he
holds for the benefit of the whole Church—it cannot
be wondered atif Englishmen should demand for
themselves a kindred freedom from authority, when-
aver it ig irksome to them. The new law of Europe
which the Revolution, supported by English opinion,
has installed, decrees every act sacred, no matter
how reprehensible in itself, which gives eftect to the
passions of the mob, and every man wise and pa~
triotic who lends a hand to this consummation. A
murderous war, treacherous intrigues, hypoecritical
despatches, lying pretences and disreputable agents,
have brought Italy to its present condition, There
is not a sound principle of religion or morality
which bas not been violated in its so-termed libera-

they were at the death of the Great Gregory, when
t7e Mahometans were threatening to overrun Eu-

tion. But all is sacred, all ia honourable in the

more devoted to the Catholic faith and the Holy See..

code’ of revolutionary morals, which England, by
the intrigues or the open avowals of her Government,
by her press, and by public meetings, has done her
best to promulgete, It would be contrary to all ex-
perience if these principles did not recoil upon her-
gelf, and issue iatn baneful fruits.

They bave doue s0. Respect for the property, the
rights, the lives of our neighbours, is fast disap-
pearing from amongst us. The records of crime wers
never so crammed or so horrid as they are st this
moment. Wher we open a daily paper we look as
naturally for fresh murders as for the new ielegrams.
A grudge, a suspicion, un inconvemence, the lust of
gain, are sufficient motives for the most diabolical
crimes. Suicide follows murder ; and hardly a day
passes without its story of Pagan despair. Then
for commercial morality our name has become & by-
word. Analytical commissions have proved the
almost universal practice of adulteration amongst
our godly tradesmen ; the Old Bailey and the Court
of Baunkruptey bave disclosed the most siupendous
frauds, in connection with which we find the most
* respectable” names; from all parts of the country
we hear of defaulting trustees, of ahsconders with the
public money, of frauds and forgeries innumersble.—
Nor does our breach of the Qommandmerts stop with
coveting our noighbor's ox or bis ass. Even above
the wide-spread guilt in this respect chargeable to
the people of England, is the growing sin of coveting
their neighbor's wife, Here, again, this sio lies with
the godly middle clesses who nre found to be no bet-
ter in this respect thnn the social extremes between
which they staud. Fur them the Legislature has
given a sort of legalisation to adultery; to consult
their limited means, acd give a speedicr and cheaper
indulgence to their immorality. Parlinment has for
several Sessions been engaged, first in establishing s
j Court of Divorce, then in enlarging its juriadiction ;
and such has been the ruo upen Sir C. Cresswell's
servicez, that we hear of cases which, unless new
conrts are cstablished, will bave no chance of being
heard for two years. Parliament and people unite
for the encouragement of adultery, which incronses
apace. Tbe Legislature admits its inability to pre-
vent collusion, and collusion fourizhes. Nay, we
lately read the case of a young woman who was
' swindled out of ber eavings, by the promise of n mar-
| ried man to divorce his wife and promote the spinster
| to her vacated honors. It was to cnable him to take
the necessary proceedings that Miss parted with her
moaey.

Then we are making vaststrides in the same direc-
tion by anotber route. Pure snd aflectionate bearts
are losing their bold on the respect and love of our
youth. Before liberal ideas had made the vprogress
which knaves and idiots tell us affords the surest
guarantee for the happiness of muankind, a woman
was valued for her tratb, her guodness, her de-
votion. But these are Old World virtues. In our
enlightened days womien must be *fast.”” The Eog-
lish Matron is no longer a model for her dnughter. If
she would please the new taste, she wmust form her
dress, her manaer, her converaation, liee style upon
the model of Agpasiu. The reserve wnd dignity of
virtue, the yualities once regarded us enough for do-
mestic happiness, are out of date. Not butu woman
to be a wife must of course be virtnonws. Dut3she
must spice her virtue with the esprit, the dusb, the
| sbandon of the courtesan. For Aspasia plays a
' great partin our fushionable werld. She is known
aud 1alked of in homes she would not be permitted
1o pollute by her presence ; but where her graces nnd
conqueats arz not prohibited themes of conversation
—perhaps, God hkelp us! of envy. She is seen in
the parks; her admirers and protectors are known.
She bolds levees, which ishe delighta with the
churms of her manners apd the sallivs of her wit.—
What chance has mere homdrum virtue in the race
for admiration against such a competitor? [t must
borrow her graces. [t must teick itself outin her
liveliness. It must touch as close as virtue can with-
out losing its cliaracter upon her wantonoess. And
so mothers tell their daughters, some of them writing
letters to the Times and Post, lamenting that unless
their girls are ‘ fast” ther bave no charce of a hus-
band.

Thus the social evil—for this decay of morals is but
n less shocking phase of it—spreads its poisoning in-
fluence throughout society. Men and women have no
longer duties, obligatious, principles. These huve
suceumbed Lo the empire of the Passions. And to
what do we owe this domestic immorality dbut to that
political immorality which upder tbhe name of ¢ Li-
beralism” we nave for years been strainjng every
nerve to propagate? [f Governments may ally
themseives with secret conspirators to dethrone
legitimate Princes, and anpex their possessions; if
States nnd laws are 1o stued or fall by the will of
the dizaffected ; if brigands are to be honoured as
herves, the Church despoiled, its Ministers exiled,
and a1l who are true to it reviled nnd butchered ;
if the subject is to give laws to hisruler; if intrigue,
bypocrisy and lying are to be condoned in order to
procure the trinmph of what i3 called the popular
will—where are we to seek for & principle which can
retain o vestige of sanetity? It & King may rob
and murder, why not a private person? It a mob
may give loose to their passions, why nor an indivi-
dual? If the bond which unites Prince and peojle
may be broken when it becomes irksome, why not
those which exist between citizen nnd citizen be-
tween neighbour and neighbour, hetween parent
and child, between man and wife? If the English
Goverument and the English Press npjrlaud the most
infamous acts so long as they pronote their policy,
what is to stund betwren your indiridual Briton
wben he covets hiz neighbour's ox, or ass, or wife?
Yet we are a godly nation. The trustee who is be-
traying bis trust i3 a patron of religious societies
and takes the chair ot No Popery meetings. The
tradesmen who vends * potato powder” forarrowront
reads the Bible to his children. Aspasia goes to
Chureh, followed by her foolman with the prayer-
books. And, indeed, we read the other day ot a
Minister of the Gospel who, after cloping with «
neighbour's wife, wrote to his own, telling ber that
be wag en roufe for Ameries, and solemnly enjoining
her to bring up his children in the fear of God.--

IRISH INTELLIGENCE.

Tue MEERTING oF CLRRGY OF THR ARCIUDIOCESS OF
DosLix.—In accordance with the invitatior of His
Grace the Lord Archbishop, & meeting of the re-
gular and secular clergy of the Archiocess of Dublia,
was held on Wednesday afternoon, 17th October in
St. Kevin's Chapel, Cathedral, to express sympathy
with our Holy Father the Pope, in his present nfllic-
tion, and the admiration of the bravery and heroism
of the members of the Irish Brigude, who fought for
tho independence of the Holy See and the preserva-
tion of its temporal dominions. The stiendance was
numerous, upwards of 250 clergymen of the arch-
diocess being present, His grace the Archbishop of
Dublia took the chair at one o'clock. Ho then ad-
dressed the meetiog in a loving and eloquent speech,
dwelling much upon the bravery exbibited by the
Irish Brigade in Italy. Arn address to tke Holy
Ft;uher wag read, and the following resolutions adopt-
ed:—

Resolved—That the nddress now rend be adopted
by this meeting as the expression of their deep and
uanfailing attachment to the Holy See, of their admi-
ration of the virtues of the Sovereign Pontiff, of his
undisturbed serenity and confident trust in God in
the hour of trial, and of our heartfelt sympathy with
him jn all bis sfflictions, ard that His Grace the"
Archbishop be respectfully requested to transmit it
to His Holiness.

. Resolved—That we cannot separate without giv-
ing public expression to our utter abhorrence and
condemnation of the flagitions means which the sa-
crilegious ruler of & neighbouring kingdom has em-
ployed to wrest the Patrimony of St. Peter, the old-
est, most venerable, aud most hallowed Sovereign-
ity in existence, from the Supreme Head of the

Obaurch, its unquestionably just, patersal, and legi-

timate possessor. :

Regolved —That the heroism displayed by those
who lately entered ihe Pope's service under the com-
mand of Lamoriciere, Pimodan, and O'Reilly, in de-
fence of order, legitimate authority, and respect for
throaes, but above all, to uphold religion, bas done
honour to the lande that bore themn,and entitles
them to the lasting gratitude of their countrymen,
and to sympatby and assistance in their captivity
and distreass.

Resolved--That the foul calumny of mercensry
cowards with which the Press of England has st-
tempted to tarnish the fame of our countrymen has
been refuted by the testimony of Europe, and that
our thunks are due, and hereby given, to Lord Nor-
manby, ns nmongst the first to espouse the cause of
the caluminated, and vindicate the character of
those amongst us who on a foreign soil so lately con-
tributed to uphold the bhonour and religion of our
country.

Proseryrisa v tae Nowru Duesriy Usion,—Pro-
selytism and proselytisers are doomed to mauy slips
between the cup and the lip, as is evidenced in the
case of the Dulis, which has caused such a sensa-
tion in the North Dublin Union for the last week or
so. Last Saturday ar extraordinary meeting wus
convened on the shortest possible notice, in ¢rder
that the Protestant guardians might outaumber their
Catholic colleagues. The coup de main, howerer,
Succeeded in part only. Both the boys stated in
plain terms that they preferred remaining Catholics
as they had been reared, rather thun become Pro-
testants, in obedicnce 10 the pions wishes of the
zealous worthies who were anxious Lo thruat these
unwilling Jambs into the Protestant fold. This de-
termination $0 exasperated tbe charitable myrmi-
doms of the Poor Law, that with the aid of tbeir
proselytising auxilisries, the two honest boys were

openly conveyed in a vebicle to the proseiyiising es-
tablishment in Chancery-lane, as if they had been
guilty of some gross violation of the law, und were
about to undergo senience of imprisonment. And
closely imprisoned they were in this snure for the
unwary. Had such an offence against the liberty
of the sutject been committed in nbny other country,
the Protestunt press would have been outrageous.
But instead of pouring outthe vials of their wrath
upon the perpetrators of this tyranny and injustice,
the proseiytising organs ventail their spleen and fury
on the Catbolic cbaplsin, who endeavoured, as was
his duty, to save two of bis flock from the meshes of
the pervecters. But, as we have already said, their
attempts liappily failed in part; for, early on Sun-
day one of the boys, William Duft, escaped from the
bands of the unscrupulous jailors, who, with the su-
therity of those who shouid Lave protecied them,
bad illegully detained them, as if they were mnle-
factors.  Mr. Arkins deserves eternal credit for
hiz neble exertions in this case, a3 in so many others
tending to du justice to the Catholic immates of
the jwarkbouse.

Tue Harvest—WiNTER DProsreers.— Discrepan-
¢ibs in the accuunts of the harvest oceur every yeur,
but we do not recoilect any year in which they have
been vo numerous snd irrecouciluble as during the
present one, A month ago the whole country was
thrown inte the grealest perturbution and alarm by
the ncconnts which rushed in from every locality, to
the effect that little short of famine was jnevitable,
The grain and green crops were represented by the
real or affected alarmists as irrecoverably lost: the
lny, though abundant, worthless : all the wretched-
oesa, poverty, and destitution of the fatal famine
years were loon_u'ng with certainty 1 the bopeless
distance, or setting in at once, w Ll the workhouse,
the emigrant ship, and the grave-yard. Gradually,
Lowever, this murky picture became a disaolviu'g
view, and vanishing altogether, gave place to0 o glow-
ing prospect of nt least an average crup of every
growih—the potato here and theve excepted, But the
hepes nnd prospecis thus suddenly and unexpected-
Iy revived, were almost as much too highly coloured
and exaggerated in their way as the previous gloomy
proguostics of u total fuilure of almost every specie.s
of produce lad been.

So far ug we
can glean from the most important and trustworthy
accounts, the only serious fajlure is ia the potato
crop—one half of which inmany places, one-third in
others, and less in some, are undoubiedly affected
with disease.—Dublin Telegraph,

Tur ANTICIPATED FawiNe.—KiLkeNsgy Bosnp op
Guarpians, Tussbay. — A circular from the Poor
Law Commissioners, addressed to every Board of
Guardians in Ireland, was read. It stated that the
accounts which had reached the commissioners re-
garding tho state of the potato crop showed that a
great loss by blight had already occurred in some
localties, and there was renson 10 fear from this
cause, as well as from a deficiency in turf, that an
increased pressure might take place on the funds
provided for the relief of the poor. The guardinns
would please sce the propriety of beiug prepared in
time for the contingency of an increase in the pum-
ber of paupers, and in strikiog the rates it would be
fonnd prudent to allow a liberal margin for contin-
gencies, 80 a8 10 avoid the pecessity of making
supplemental rate or taking contracts st disadvan-
tageous prices on account of want of funds., The
commissioners also drew attention to the expediency
of at once looking after the sanitary state of the
waorkhouse, and seeing that s full stock of clothing
was provided. The following, which is the conclud-
ing paragraph of the circulsr, refers to n subject of
some importance—the renewal of out-door relief:—
‘Tt it not likely that the gnardians will place their

main reliance on the vacant room in the workhouse,
as the most ecfficient menns of meoting the possible

increase of. distress In "reférence to the able-bod;

¢ The day provious to my leaving Rome I bad an
audience of the Holy Father. It was to me the most
solemn and affecting scene in which I had ever been
ar actor. After giving me his blessing, His Holi-
ness Limself commenced to speak of his ‘*brave and
devoted children from Ireland” ic terms expressive
of the deepest gense of all they had so generously,
spontaneously, und devotedly undertuken and suf-
fered for his cause, and the cause of religion and
justice ; as well a3 of his regret for the sfliction
which had befsllen them—those who bad been taken
prisoners and those who had fallen. As for these
lattor, he gaid—* They hava fallen nobly in a just
and a holy cause; and we feel a confidence they
have died as well and happily in a religious as they
certainly fought and fell nobly ia a military point
of view.” To these expressions of Hias Holiness with
permidsion, I replied, that in presence of the im-
mensely bheavier calamitivs which befe!ll the entire

Tig ORANGE OUTRAGE AT DERRYMACASH—ATPLI-
catioN To LIBERATE o8 BalL Toe Accuskp ORANGE-
uiN.—In the Court of Chancery where his lordship
(Justice Fitzgerald) sat to hear motions for three
law courts, Mr. S. Ferguson, Q. C. (with whom was
M. Fitzgibban), said ke had ta apply to Lis Lord-
ship to admit ten persons now in custody in Armagh
Jail, to bail on giving good and solveat security that
they would be forthcoming 1o take their trial at the
next assizes. The Attorpey-General, srho appeared
for the crown, said he intended to oppose the motion
only asfar asfour of the accused were concerned,
onmely, Samnel Tate, Willinm Humphrey Thomasg
Humphrey, and William Wright. He would consent
to the other prizoners being dischbarged on giving
good and solvent bail. 3Mr. Justice Fitzgerald said
the erown having consented to the bailing of six of
the accused, no difficulty could arise in their cases
if proper and solvent bail was tendered. With re-
spect to the remaining four prisoners, the Attorney-
General resisted the motion on the ground that the
charge against each of them was so serions that he
conld not be respoosible for their appearance to take
their trial, and thus satisfy justice, if they were now
liberated. He confessed that he felt the Attorney-
General hrd exercised a wise discretion in opposing
the motion. Oue of the wounded parties died ; and
whether or not the case might resolve itself intoa
charge of malicious homicide against the accused,
there remained the high and serious offence of the
cominon intent to kill, which would centail upon the
Huawmphreys andl Wright the responsibility attaching
to the act of Tate. Without intending to prejudge
the case in aby way, he felt it to be of such 3 nature
as precluded him from liberating the nccused on
bail without the consent of the crown. He would
therefore say, ‘“ no rule” on the motion so far as Tate
Wright, and tlhe two Humphreys were coucerned,
leaving it to thewn, if they were so rdvised, to re-
view his decision next term.

Tae IxcoMr-TAX InscsTio.—The following ex-
tract from the Financiul Reformer speaks very badly
for the morality of English merchants :—-* It will be
found that, of the whole number of persons assessed,
viz., 284,672,259,383 were on income under £500, a3-
sessed on £38,452,542,being very nearly five-elevenths
of the whole income assessed,and paying £701,094, or
nearly three-gevenths of the entire amount of tax. Of
tho remaining 25,289 persona, 23,879 wero assessed
onincomes between £500 and £5,000, amounting to
£25997,331, and paid £541,611; and there are on-
ly, in the wholo of Great Britain and Ireland, 1,410
persons engaged in trades and professions who are
in the esjoyment of incomes of £5,000 per annum,
and upwards, which is “ n tale for the mrrines”—the
Inland Revenus Commilgsioners * won't believe it ;"
for, in their 4th report, just out they state that * the
amount of evasion must be very considerable;” and
they mention a case in which ‘ for many years,” a
mercantile firm had paid on £6,500 the amount on
which they were really chargeable, as waa discover-
ed, atlast, from examination of their own books,
having been all the while about £32,000 per anoum.
They were allowed to pay up arrears on this enm,
and were not proceeded against for penalties. The
fact seems to be thatin this Income-tax web, the
little flies are caught very effectually, whilst the big
ones get off with very little damage.”

that the principnl topic of the present day should be
murder. That such, bowever, is the fact must bave
been plain enough from the aspect of our columns
during the last few days. Murder in some shape or
other, assumed or established, have supplied the
chief subjects of report, discourse, or inquiry. The
Murder at Stepney, the Murder at Road, the Murder at
Wakefield, the Murder in Durham, and the Murders
at Aldershott, bave all been discussed and detailed
mn tergiblo succession. Qur coluinns were literally
JSilled with these stories of crime, But whilat the Times
boa been satisfied with merely recording the enor-
mities which have so long been of constant recur-
rence, we have sought to account for the cause of
the terrible evil, and we have suggested ita remedy.
And what were the causes to which we, and all who
thinks with us, have attributed the gigantic strides
with which crime, ijke the destroying angel, was
sweeping over the land ? Irreligion and defective
education. On these two causes we have dwelt in-
cessantly, but without effect, whilst the Times even
now merely vouchsafes a passing reference to one of
them, without, however, touching upon the real ele-
ments of the question, or the real ecssence of the evil.

Not by the Roman authorifies ; but by Gari-
baldi, who will recognse in the priest-murderer a
kirdred spirit, and a worthy fellow laborer in the
cause of Italian regeneration, he will nc doubt

be received with open arms, and receive honors
and rewards second only to those paid by the
Dictator to the memory and surviving relanves
ol the assassiz Agesilas Milano.

In France the Emperor is at open war with

the Catholic - Clergy and Hierarchy. ' He may
effect to despise their bostility, and may turn'a
deaf ear to their remonstrances and censures;
but ke will find to his cost, that they are not an
enemy to be despised, and that his dynasty bhas
not yet taken such deep roots in French hearts
as to be able to withstand the storm whose first
mutterings are now making themselves distinctly
beard. "The Catholic Church in France of the
present day 1s more influential, socially and politi-
cally, than she has been atany time since the
days of Louis Quatorze ; and he must be a very
wattentive reader of the signs of the times, who
does not perceive in the present action of the
French Episcopate the most serious danger
that Lows Napoleon has yet encountered.—
The ariny, its officers and generals, are no longer
the men of °93, and do not, without deep indigna-
tion, contemplate the wrongs inflicted upon the
Holy Father, and the unworthy part which they
themselves are called upon to play. But the
Church and'the Army are the two pillars of the
Tmperial throne; these wilhdrawn, a downfall
and a crush are inevitable. The anxiety of the
Emperor upon this subject is evinced by his ar-
bitrary suppression of the Gazette de Lyons, on
account of that journal’s zealous and eloquent
advocacy of the cause of the Pope: a Govern-
ment that has resource 1o such measures for
protection, cannot last long. It is also worthy
of notice that the Comte de TFalloux, one of
France’s most illustrious statesmen, has in his
late pamphlet boldly and eloquently denounced
the Napoleonic policy towards Italy. The fol-
lowing address to the IZmperor, with which it
concludes, 1s indeed ominous :—

“ The Count de Maistre said of those glorious en-
terprises of which the pame irritates you, ‘No crus-

sought to anticipate the desires of their Protest-

The
“ gncubus” which is to be removed consists—in
that equahity of rights which Catholics of Lower
Canada actually enjoy with their Protestant fel-
low-citizens—in the ecclesiastical property ac-
quired by our religions communities by purchase
or as free gifts from private mdividuals, and guar-
anteed by treaty—and 1o our schools and col-
leges, our educational and charitable institutions.

Paris; Oct. 16.—The Montteur annoances
that the Papal Nuncio, M. Sacconi, was received
yesterday in private audience by the Emperor,
preparatory to bis setting out for Rome—on
leave for some weeks, baving solicited the honor
of presenting before his departure bis homage to
the Emperor.” _

The Moniteur has elso the following para-
graph :— o _

« Some foreign journals persist in spealfmg of
a telegraphic despatch which the Emperor’s Am-
bassador at Rome addressed to General Lamo-
riciere, announcing to him immediate succor from
the French troops. We formally deny the ex-
istence of this despatch. The Duke de Gram-
mont could not bave taken upon himself the re-
sponsibility of such a step. 1t was simply to
the Consul of France at Ancona that he wrote,
in order to enable him 1o oppose to false reports
the assurance shat the invasion of the States of
the Holy See, far from taking place with the
authorisation of the Emperor’s Government, had
excited its lugh disapprobation. We will add
that at that period our corps of occupation was
composed anly of two regimeats of wnfantry, and
there was then no question of increasing 1ts
strength. How can it be supposed that the
Ambassador of France-could Lave promised to
General Lamoriciere, in circumstances which
admitted of po delay, a support which the very
force of circumstances did not permit him to

ive

The story of the despatch in question has now
been in circulation for weeks ; it 15 not yet con-
traditted by General Lumoriciere or any one on
his behalf, and, unfortunately, the NMonitenr is
so noted for its deficiencies on the score of ac-
curacy that absolute credit 1s nol always attach-
ed to what it says. There is a difference be-
tween Cassandra and the Moniteur—the pro-

phetess, when telling the truth, was not be-
lieved; the Monitewr not oniy is not believed

when by accident the truth comes out,
even when it is otherwise. The story also ran
that it was another personage at Rome who sent
the despatch; and by the clergy and a great
pumber of people it was thought to be a trap
laid for Lamoriciere.

Frexcu Pouicy v IraLy.—The following is a full
translation of the article in the Consfifutionnel upon
the filibuster invasion of Naples :—

‘ The invasion of the Neapolitan territory by the
Piecdmontese army is now an accomplished fact. Let
ug examine with the most scrupulous impartiality the
character and bearing of 1his event.

*“The Sovereignty of States i3 tke fundamental
gunrantee for the independence of peoples. That
sovereignty exercises itself in vArious ways. It may
reside in o dynasty which transmits it, or in a nation
which delegates it. As long as it acts within itself
—within the circle in which it is circumscribed by
international luw, it belonga to itself; it acts in per-
fect self-liberty, and under its own entire responsibi-
lity before the opinien of the world from which one
day the conzcienco of history will be clenred,

“The principle of the irdependence of regularly

‘cal transformations of a people, the changes of a-dy-
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Sonstituted freq states admiits very well “the polltiti:

nagty which are accomplished by .its will, and. the
internal revolntions to which it is urged by its pas-
sions or interests. They are 5o many manifestations
of its sovereignty, which other States could not con-
test without compromising their own. The pélicy
of non-intervention, which our epoch has heid up as
the result of the progress of international right, is
only the consecration of theas reciprocal guarsntees.

*“The application of thore principles and of those
rules to the facts whick we wish to consider i3 a na-
tural deduction. If it suits the Neapolitans and Si-
cilians 10 make revolutions st home, that concerns
themselves alone; but no foreign State, Piedmont
no more than Austria, bas the right to meddle in
their internnl affairs, or to impose any condiiions
whatever of a political existence by an armed iater-
vention,

¢ There is o difference between the invasion of Ga-
ribaldi and that of the Piedmontese army which must
strike every one. Garjbaldi was only a partisan.
Before embarking for Sicily ke had resigned his
sword of command ; he obeyed what he considered
his personal mission, and his acts were only binding
gpon himself. If itis true that among the volun-
teers enrolled in bis enterprise thers were strangers,
he came, nevertheless, in the name of Italy,as an
Ttulisn, to create aud direct an icternal revolution in
the States of the King of Naples. It was not with
his bands that be could conquer s people of 10 mil-
lions ot men—he could only communicate kis own
passion toit, and dragit along with him by the
preatige attached to his name in a supreme struggle
against a Government struck by unpopularity.

“ The Piedmoniese invasion bears quite another
character. It constitutes the direct interference of &
regular State in an independent State. It is, con-
sequently, sn sttempt struck against the sovereignty
of the Kiugdom of the Two Sicilies by the King of
Sardinia ; and, as if everything should be strange
and abnormal in this situation; the Piedmantese
invasion took place without a declaration of war
while the representative of the King of Naples was
5till at Turin. But the conduct of Piedmontis not
only in opposition to international law, it is, more-
over, in contradiction to all the principles which it
has itself invoked, and which it now disowns. In
fact, when the Roman Government sppeared in-
clined to appeal to Neapolitan intervention to pro-
tect it against the mensces ol u revolution, the Cabi-
net of Turin did not hesitate todeclare that it should
consider the entraunce of the army of the King; of
Naples into the States of the Church ns a violation of
ita neutrality.

* Only recently it challenged the right of the Pope
to form a public force from fureign elements, and it
is because the Sovereign Pontiff refused to submit to
s summons calling upon him to dissolve that force
that his States bave been invaded. By what strange
inconsistency does Piedmont, wbich maintained in
30 threatening & manner the principle of neutrality
against Governments that sought to protect them-
selves, violate it now with this audacity against those
same Governments to upset them?

“ There is more still; when Couat Cavour sought
to justify in his memorupdum the invasion of the
States of the Church he distisetly declared that
Piedmont wished to prevent & revelutivnary outbreak
there, and that serious step on her part was a sort
of military coup d'etat directed principally against
the influence of Garibaldi.

Is Piedmont, then, wow, by intervening in the
Neapolitan States, going to combat Garibaldi ? Evi-
deatly not; she is going 10 aid him. Itis not at
Naples, but at Gaeta, that the efforts of the Pied-
montese army will be tried.

Tbus, in whatever point we take it, it is impossi-
not to deplore the conduct of Piedmont, The inva-
sion of the States of the Church and that of the
Neapolitan States throw a responsibility upon her
which it is in vain to extennate—it speaks for itself.
It is not for us to exaggerate it or to lesgsen it. We
bave simply to state it.

Piedmont iz responsible to Europe for the step
she has taken, Europe constitntes a jurisdiction
which finds itself naturally concerned by such great
perturbations as those of which ftaly is now the
theatre. We think that it appertaing to her, and to
ber alone, to redress the disregarded right, and to
remind Goveruments who disregard the law of the
respect which is due to it, and whick i3 obligatery
on every State, as it is founded on justice, civiliza-
tion, and the interests of peoples.

ITALY.

SARDINIANY ARMAENTS. — The Paris semi-official
journal, the Putrie, announces that the Piedmontese
Government has ordered a series of very important
measures, and mentions, under all reserve, that the
object i3 to be in a position to attack Venetia in six
months, if the freedom of that province i3 not ob-
tained in the interval by diplomatic means. So ear-
ly next year the effective strength of the Italian
army is to be raised to the ztrength of 250,000 men,
with a magnificent force of artillery. The troops of
Ring of Naples are to be distributed amongst the re-
giments of Piedmont ; and the Neapolitan provinces
of Calabria aud Abruzzi, where the military spiritis
very great, will supply the elements of new corpa.—
In o few months after the [talian fleet will constitute
an important naval force.

Toriy, Oct. 13, —There is not & little in the signs
of the time to perplex and disyuiet Italian patriots.
The Northern Powers keep them in suspenae by their
Congress at Warsaw. The Emperor of Russia startles
them by the threatened recall of his Minister from
Turin. All our accounts from Venetia pointto a
formidable condensation of Austrinn forces on the
froutier of the Po and the Mincio, backed by a still
more dread reserve marching across the Alps, and
quartered in echelons from Udine and Palmanova to
Treviso. Two of the divisions which were to follow
Kiog Victor Emmanuel on his progress to Naples,
are made to travel back by forced marches to the
threatened lands of the JBmlir,  An attack by Auns-
trin upon Milan or Bolognn in the chill days of
November i3 anticipated by men unlikely to give
way toidle apprebensions, an attack on which Aus-
trin could never venture unless Russia reagsured her
from all danger on the part of her disaffected and
almost insurgent Danubian provinces,

Neither is Italy quite easy a2 to the intentions of
France. The subjugation of Viterbo, Civita Castel-
lnna, and o many other places to that Papal yoke
which they Hattered themselves to bave shaken off
for ever, and the presence of a whole Freneh army
in and ubout Rome, is a painful subject for reflection
1o a peaple who aspired to be rid of foreign domina-
tors altogetber. As fur asany man may fancy it
possible to make out the fickle and timid mind of
the Emperor Napoleon, the Itrlians incline to think
him favourable to the final accomplishment of that
great national work of emancipation to which he
gave so momentous an impulse, and they feel rather
confident that eveats have shaken his faith in the
practicability of his darling scheme of an Italian Fe-
derniion, and that he would not grudge them the
boon of an Italian union or unity., But the envy and

jenlonsy, the arrogance and pretension of the French
nation, the Italians think are immense, and no one
can 8ay to what extentthe seeming Autoftat en-
throned nt the Tuilleries can stem the current of pub-
lic opinion at bome, to say nothing of the vast com-
plicationa which threaten him from abroad.

The officinl Newe Munchener Zeilung publishes a
telegram, dated Turin, tlie 15th inst., asserting that
great consternation prevailed among the members
of the Cabinet, a3 the Ambassadors of Russia and
Prugsin had remitted formal protests against the
Sardinian invasion of the kingdom of Naples,

The Russian Ambassador, adds tho telegram,
signified, in addition, that in the event of no atten-
tion being paid to this protest he should demand his
paasports.

In copsequence of the resignations tendered by the
Pro-Dictator Pallavicini and his Ministers, the Na-
tional Guard went to Garibaldi and represented to
him that disturbances were imminent. The Dictator
ordered them to fire on any person shouting in favar
of a republic. The patrols which were afterwards
gent through the streets were saluted with ghouts of
¢ Down with Mazzinl " * Down with Orispi!"

The reply of Mazzini to the command of Pallavi-
cini to quit Naples, ig :—

«1 think T possess a generous mind, and it is for
that reason that I reply by & refussl to your letter of
the 3rd, which I only read to-day in the Opinione
Nationale. 1If [ only yielded to my first impulse, and
to fatigue of mird, I should leave & land which I in-
cumber, and withdraw tc one whera liberty of opin-
10n is left to every ope where good faith is not
doubted, and where he who has labored and suffered
for the country does mot think it his duty to say to
the brother who has done the same—¢ Begone. You
give no other reason for your proposition, except it
he the affirmation that, without wishing it, I cause
division

He then enters into to the ressons of his refusal,
which are that he i3 guiliy of no offence ; that he bas a
right to remain in his own country, and to sustain it
in its efforts for freedom. Mazzini having refused to
leave Naples, the Pro-Dictator had prohibited politi-
cal clubs and meetings. The Pro-Dictator has also
forbidden Louis Blanc to opea national workshops.
D'Ayala, Ohief of the National Guard, had been dis-
missed.

Advices received from Gaeta state that the young
Princes had again left for Capua, and thet orders
had been given for & renewal of the general attack
sgainst the Garidbaldians,

Tug BLockaDE oF GAETA.—It appears to be true,
that & French merchantman, the Protas of Marseilles,
laden with stores for Gaeta, has been captured by
Garibaldi's ships; but, as the blockade has not been
recognised by France, she will probably be restored,
to avoid disagreeable consequences.

A correspondent has sent us (Weekly Register)
some interesting intelligence, from which we exiract
the following :—

The King of Naples discovered that Garjbaldi bad
succeeded in preparing his way to enter Capua, a3
in so mapy other points of his marvellously rapid
career, viz , by seducing from their fidelitv those in-
tended to oppose him. The trick was discovered ;
8 traitor general and bis accomplices wore shot, the
preconcerted signal was made to the Garibaldians,
who advanced gaily to the attack expecting the can-
non to be loaded only with powder; instead, shot
and shell came whizzing through their ranks, and
they were driven back with immense slaughter.

After Garibaldi’s triumphal entry into Naples, one
of tbe Royal regiments marched boldly out of its
barracks with colours flying and bané playing, tra-
versed the principal streets, and proceeded, unmo-
lested to join the loyal army near Capua!

Those first placed in authority at Reggio by Gari-
baldj, have in their turn been superceded by a still
lower and more unscruzpulons set. The Archbishon
bas been exiled, and nearly all his revenues confis-
cated. A vessel arrived in Malta from Sicily on the
28th ult,, filled with proprietors and clergy flying
from the fury of the mob intoxicated with license
and rapidly destroying every trace of order, and se-
curity for life and property.

Father Gavazazi's late speeches at Naples were deli-
vered from a box of the San Carlo theatre. The per-
formance was for the benefit ot the charitablc
asylums and Father Gavazzi took advantage of it to
address a different andience to that of the street. He
gpoke in the intervsls between the acts, and had the
curtain raised that the performers might hear him.
He was greatly applauded.

PRIFONMENT FRoM THREE MouNTES To TWO YEARS.—
1. No ¢ Minister of the religion of the State,” or of
the * tolerated forms,” may, in the exercise of his
ministry, pronounce a discourse in public censuring
any institution or law of the party now in power.

2. No Minister of such religion or forms may
commit any act calculated to awnken the contempt
or the dissatisfaction of the people againgt any such
institution or law.

7. Any obstacles cast in the way of the publica-
tion or execution of provisions relative to the reli-
gion of the party in power, or of the ' tolerated
forms,” may be punished by a Sne of 500 ducats and
imprisopment of six months.

Such, we believe, i3 n correct analysis of the new
penal law of Naples against the practice of the Ca-
tholic religion. We are not quite certain whether
the 6fth paragraph applies literally to *“all cases,”
or to “all cases” in the whole of the preceding pa-
ragraphs ; or to ‘ all cases” in number four only.

AUSTRIA.

The Frankfort Journal says that o movement of
troops is proceeding on & vast scale in Austria, but
with ns little noise a3 possible §o as nnt to excite
sugpicion, Heavy trains full of soldiers and war
materials are forwarded by night and pass through
the capital without stopping. The Universul Gazetle
8ays that 20,000 men have been forwarded to Italy
sincoe the invasion of the Marches by Picdmont, and
that orders have been sent to the directors of the
Supthern Railway to make preparations for the
teansport of 15,000 per day during the weck. An
officer of the Imperial navy has been placed in the
light-house of Trieste in order to take cognizance of
all vessels in sight, and orders, it is stated, have
been issued to the commander on the seaboard to
fire upon acy suspicious vessels, even though earry-
ing the Serdinian flag, which should approach, too
near the coast. A Vienua letter of the 4th says :—

PRUSSIA.

The following letter has been received from Ber-
lin, dated the 11th Oct. :~—

"1 am agsured that M. Cavour in & memorandum
addressed to the great Powers has endeavoured to
justify the invasion of the Neapolitan States by Pied-
montese troops, but this document of the Sardinian
Government will not convince any of the Courts,
and the replies to be made to it will express blame
on the conduct pursued by the King of Sardinia.
The Emperor of Russia, whose Minigter was already
to have quitted Turin, in consequence of the inva.
gion of the Pontifical States, and who remained at
his post only because the Prussiaz Government bhad
resolved notto withdraw jts Ambassador, has on
this occasion formally protested and withdrawn M,
Stackelberg, although the last violation of the law
of nations was not more flagrant than the former.
The Cabinet of Berlin will not withdraw its Minie-
ter; it will merely criticise the memorandum of M.
Oavour in energetic terms. The fact of the King of
Ssardinia baving invaded the States of neighbouring
Sovereigns without a declaration of war will be par-
ticularly reprobated. But the Prussian Ambassador
will not quit Turin. Germah merchants iu Italy
would in that case be unprotected, and that i3 what
the Pcussian Government desires to aveid. Lord
John Russell and M. Schleinitz arc abont to agree
on & common course of action on this subject, The
Regent will return here on the 14th from the banks
of the Rhine; he will assigt at the festivities of the
University, and will then proceed to Warsaw. He
will be accompanied by the Minister of War. The
agitation in Hungnry causes more uneasiness in Ger-
many than [talian affairs.”

A letter dated Berlin, the 12th, says :—

“ The chief topic of discussion here is the coming
Confercnce at Warsaw. Without wishing to antici-
pate the result of the deliberntions, it may be stated
for certain that the expeciant atfitude of the Powers,
and especially of Prussia, as regards the aflairs of
Itely, will not be modified. [tis hinted that the
eventualities whieh might arise in Poland will be
taken into consideration by the three Powers which
have anerlogous interests in that question. As re-
gards Hungary, the complications which the situa-
tion of that country might give rise to offer a deli-
cate point with regard to the presence of Rusaia.

As regards the project of n future Congress, it is
positive that Fraunce, who perhaps has not quite re-
linguisbed the idea of an Italisn Corfederation, os-
tensibly advocates one. Curiously enough, Russia,
who never loses sight of the Eastern question, backs
her in this. This accordance between France and
Russia would alone suffice—if no other proofs were
wanting—to calm the apprehensions of a new Holy
Alliance, which certain organs of the press announce
to be the object and probable consequence of the
Warsaw meeting.

It is confirmed that Prussia bas not recalled her
envoy from Turin, and no resolution bas been taken
in that respect.

Scome foreign journals still allude to the pretended
protest of the three Powers st Turin. Prussia has
not protested but simply made strong representa-
tions.

The official Prussian Guzetle cortaini o leading
article upon the interview at Coblentz, in which it

ys t

“ The cordial relations which have ever existed
between Eogland and Prussia will continue to exist
if the two countries do not mutually misunderstand
their true interests. These relations have become
more deeply rooted, and have acquired increased
firmness and extension by the conference at Coblentz
and by the ready exchange of views which then took
place between the leading statesmen of the two coun-
tries. In view of the present grent complications in
the European political system, the more satisfactory
1t i3 to be enabled to state that there was a coincid-
ence between the views aud opinions of Eugland and
Prussia on the great and imporiant questions of the
day."

The article thus concludes:—

“While the Warsaw iaterview is a proof of the
good understanding of Prussin with her eastern
neighbours, the happy results of the interview at
Coblentz prove that Prussin understnnds how to
cultivate the highly important interests by which she
is bound to England.”

’ SWITZERLAND.

The Federal Council has communicated ils reply
to the late complaints on the part of France by
means of & verbal note, wherein the Federal Counci
expresses its regret on account of the events at Ge-
neva, but states that they could not be considered
ns an internntional offence. This note adds that the
flags of Ambassadors and Consuls alone are placed
under the protection of international rights, but not
flags loisted on vessels or railways, where every
Stiate has theright to prohibit the hoisting of foreign
flags.

SPAIN.

The Madrid journnls of the 10th have reached us.
They are almest exclusively occupied with the affuirs
of Italy, and the organs of the Moderado party insist,
ns they had done before, that what is now iaking
place in that country is such o preturberation of pub-
lic order, and presents such & wenace to all thrones
and to all the conservative interests of Europe, as to
call for the intervention of regular Governments.

INDIA.

By the overland mail we have received advices and
journals from Bombay to the 11th of September.
There ia litlle news from Indin. We take the follow-
ing from the Bombay Gezette :—* Indin is perfectly
quiet. Whatever misfortune may be looming in the
distance—and there are many amongst us ouly too
ready to predict for the empire the worst calamities
—the preparations slready mnade for levying the in-
come tax hnve, as yet, produced not even popular
excitement, much less discontent. The firm attitude
taken by the Government has, in truth, completely
gilenced opposition. Their resolution—announced
in the Legislative Council by Sir Bartle Frere, who
has throughout been the nblest and most cordial of
Mr. Wilson's supporters—to carry on all the mea-
sures of the late Finance Miniater, destroyed the last
hope of the disaffected. Even the consolation which
the opponents of the income tax found in the Luck-
now libel case has now been taken away from them.
The Arms Act still excites a good desl of attention
in tho Mofussil, but the attempts to provoke an agi-
tation in the presidency towns has failed.”
The Bombay Times and Standard, which is sirong-
1y opposed to the income tax, says :—" If we are not
misinformed, the last mail carried to England s de-
spatch from the local Government to the Secreta-
ry of State, representing in vory urgent teras the
danger of persisting in the ntiempt to levy thisin-
como tax, and the necessity of abandoning it at
whatever cost.” i

The
family of Garibaldi, like the family of Bonaparte, is
Corsican ; and the name of Pozzo di Borgo or of
Louis Blanc is evidence with what fiery hate of a
Corsgican mAy pursue his vendetta against that lucky
race. The Dictator’s grandfather, Joseph Batistn
Maria Garibaldi, was one of those patriot Corsicans
who gave the crown to Gount Von Neuhoff, ecrowned
Theodore the Firse of Corsica, and being sent by the
new king on & message to his mother, Madame Von
Neubhoff, who lived at Peddenoh, near Ruggeberg, in
the Mark Country (now part of Westphalia), Gari-
baldi there fell in love with the king's sister, Oa-
iherina Amalie, and with Ins sovereign's consent
naarried her.  The registry of this marriage, we read
in a Rhine paper, i3 still to be seen at Ruggeberg,
In the same year Garibaldi took Catherina home to
Ajaccio ; but fortune failing the patriot, Theodore
fled before the Genoese to Kngland, where he became
the idol rnd butt of Walpole, who traduced his char-
acter and wrote the inscription over his monument
in St. Anne's Church---bewailing the fortune * which
bestowed s kingdom and denied him bread.” Joseph
Battista Maria Garibaldi fled from Corsica to Nice
where, after the French conquest and eccupation of
the island put an end to the last hopes of independ-
ence, he forgot politics and practised as a physician.
His grandson is the Dictator. Meanwhile the of-
fences of the Bonapartes against the Garibaldi have
grown in bulk and in atrocity. Corsica has been
made French. Nice has now been made French.
The old country, the new country are slike gone.
More, the very last home of the hero is menaced.
Caprera, the lonely green rock in the Straits of
Bonifacio, which he has boaght with his gains and
peopled with his pigs and nasses, belongs to the
island of Sardinia, and must follow ita path should a
new ‘' recovery” of territory to France take place.
Thus the Bonaparte seem to chase the Garibaldi with
like an evil fate, leaving them no foot of earth on
which the soles of their feet can rest in peace.
