{ Dbovels. He referred to “Richard
1 Carvel” as a sort of transition
2 and a fascinating and an ennob-
1 ling book. He then dwelt on
some of the special advantages
of this study. In the first place
it gave true views of life. His-
tory was a witness of the past
and nothing was better calculat-
od to give a true view of life
than a knowledge of the past.
For that reason, the older a man
was the wiser he should be.
The present generation was too
apt to undervalue the past,
thinking it much inferior to the
bresent, but such was not the
case, This age was superior to
the preceding ones in material
Progress; but as to the progress
of the mind, it was not in
advance. The tendency nowa-
days was to make a great deal
of a very little. It was the age
1 - of advertisement, but the past
i 8aid nothing ofits achievements.
The British empire to-day was
considered very great, and so it
was, but the position of the old
oman empire seemed vastly
ore stable than the British at
the present time—and yet it
fell. In the Roman days there
were only Romans and barbar-
ians, but now there were several
other great nations in addition
to the British. He then read
from the Monireal Star a large
number of facts showing ihe
greatness of the British empire,
and ‘then he added that recent
disastrous events in South Africa
ledus to doubt it the Bruish
®ldjers were to-day superior to
$hose of (Fermany or perhaps
those of France. The British em-
pire might not stand forever and
Britous should learn from Kip-
ing’s “Recessional,” not to for-
get.

THE ELEMENTS AT WAL,

Perhaps the tremendous pow-
ers of nature, and the enormous
forces which are exerted by her,
are more impressi\’ely exempli-
fied in a raging storm at sea
than in any other of earth’s con-
valsions. On land a severe tor-
nado, which rootg up great trees,
and destroys nearly everything
in its mad course, 1s sufficient to
excite terror and awe; but a
farious hurricane at ses is posi-
tively appalling, and powertully
impresses the mind with a sense
of the feebleness and helpless-
ness of man, when confronted
with the overpowering and
vehement euergy exerted by
the natural forces,

The great storm in the Medi-
terranean of 1882, which, it
chanced, the writer was destined
to experience, was, it was stated,
amougst the most notable iy-
stances of such an exhibition of
the fury of the elements that
had happeued for a considerable
period. The vessel was appro-
aching the island of Crete, very
near the identical spot where St.
Paul had a similar experience,
though with more disastrous
results, when the indications of
a coming storm were observed.
The wind continued 1o increase
in violerce, as 1ifthe elements
had been “let slip with warrant
to destroy,” the turbulence of the
sea and fury of the waves aug-
menting more and more as night
radvanced. As 1t was impossi-
ble to stand or to sit stiil the
bassengers retired early to their
berths,but even then the dis-
comfort was not lessened, for it
was necessary to hold on with
both hauds in order to avoid the
certain risk of being violently
thrown sut. Sleep, therefore,
Wwas out of the question. And,
to make matters worse, the hun-
dreds of tons of sea water which
flooded the decks soon began to
find their way into the cabins,
soaking the berths, and filling
the statervoms with volumes of
contending waters. The terrific
Uproar was now absolutely deaf-
ening; the raging tempest tear-
ing its way through what was
leit of the cordage of the rigging;
the mighty warves madly break-
ing over the vessel, which trem-
bled to its keel at the furious

blows; a piano, broken away
from its fastenings, careering
about- the saloon; crockery

smashing, virtually everything
loose in the ship threwn  about
—all wunited in one astonnding
and confused tumault, so over-
powering that eventhe rolling
thunder of wpature’s artillery
could scarcely be distinguished;
while t0o add to the disquiet,
some ladies in the adjoining
cabin continued to shriek and
scream in amost agonizing and
heart-rending manuer, evidently
thinking that the vessel as ghe
plunged straight down for the
depths with each gigantic roller,
would find it impossible to rise
again to the surface, and that
they would momentarily be
lasunched into an unprepared
eternity.

And so that dismal night of
discomfort, and, to mauy, of
horror and dismay, slowly and
painfully wore on; now and
again a louder crash than usyal
indicating that one after another
of the ships boats were being
blown away: two of them, torn
away {rom one davit only, hang-
ing suspended fora short time
against the ship’s side, and,

Sonth Mayo emphatically re-
jected last Tuesday the candida-
ture of John MeBride, wl}o
organised the Irish Brigade in
the service of the Transvaal
Boers. John O’Donnell, the
successful condidate for the title
of M. P., received 2,410 votes,
while Major MecBride got only
127.

The church built by Rerv.
Father Corbeil on Dominion is
now completed and was dedicat-
ed last Sunday, Father Gendreau
making the trip from Dawson
for the occasion. The church is
located on Lower Discovery and
is a structure 24x85 feet and on
the inside is beautifully decorat-
ed. Tt is called the Chaurch of
the Holy Family and is in
charge of Father Corbeil. who
will say mass every Sunday.
The church willl accommodate
about one hundred and fifty
people.—Dawson Ctty Paper.

The snow-storm which visited
the east, from Quebec city to
Toronto, last Thursday, is re-
ported to have been the most
severe on record. The MeGill
Observatory in Montreal regis-
tered a snowfall of four feet five
inches. As the wind blew
sometimes at the rate of sixty
miles an hour huge snowdrifts
blocked the streets.  Electrie
and steam cars were completely
demoralized. and business was
at a standstill for a couple of
days. Meanwhile we Manito-
bans were enjoying clear weather
with too litile sunow for good
roads.
