OTTAWA NAVAL MAN 
INVALIDED HOME

j About ninety slicks of sixty per cent. 
| dynamite were found yesterday in a 

ravine north of Danforth tyrenue by 
a number of children. They were 
throwing the explosive around the 
streeis.

“The placing of foreigners in charge 
of dynamite by the contractors is go­
ing to have serious results one of these 
days," said Sergeant Lidiard of the 
Pape avenue police station.

George Harbitt, 73 Chatham avenue. 
I yesterday ’phoned that children were 

playing with dynamite not knowing 
what they had. Officer Mumford was 
immediately sent to the scene. To a 
ravine just north of Danforth avenue 
the children led him. There the re­
cent thaw had uncovered two boxes 
of the explosive. The children had car­
ried away a number of sticks, but one 
box was full. There were about nine - 
ty sticks m the two boxes.

From the location of the boxes, it 
was evident that no care had been 
taken in hiding them. It is thought 
they were taken and just covered with 
snow. They were about 60 feet north 
of Danforth avenue, and 200 feet east 
of Greenwood avenue.

When Mumford examined the dyna­
mite he came to the conclusion that it 
was frozen. This probably accounts 
for the fact that none of the children 
were Injured when throwing the ex­
plosive about.

The patrol wagon from the Pape 
avenue station was summoned and car­
ried the explosive to a neighboring 
brickyard. Some sewer work had 
been done in the neighborhood dur­
ing last fall and early winter and it is 
thought they had been left there by 
someone employed on the work.

A team of horses attached to a heavy 
sleigh, driven by John Tipiady, 78 Wil­
liam street, broke thru the ice on the 
bay about a quarter of a mile off 
Spadina avenue at 6 o’clock last even­
ing. The horses were drowned, but 
Tiplady was pulled out from the icy 
water by the crew of the ice boat 
"Tipperary,” who witnessed the acci­
dent.

Tiplady, who was wet thru, was met 
by a constable running up John street 
to his home, and when questioned stat­
ed he had taken a load of provisions 
over to islanders and was on his re 
turn trip when he broke thru the ice. 
A loud crack was all the warning ne 
had of danger, and then his horses 
plunged thru, while the sleigh wedged 
itself in the fissure. Tiplady was able 
to cling to the sleigh until the ice 
boat men rescued him. The sleigh 
still remains in the ice, and efforts are 
being made to bring out the bodies of 
the horses.

Four arrests were made yesterday 
morning at Fort Erie. Ont., in connec­
tion with the shooting of Walter Smith 
and Charles Dorsch. the two United 
States citizens who tried to evade ar­
rest while duck shooting out of season 
on the Niagara River.

Acting under instructions issued by 
Crown Attorney Cowper, Inspector 
Mains of the provincial police swore 
out a warrant before Magistrate House 
of Fort Erie, and arrested the three 
militiamen, A re he Kayo, Edwin Me- 
Ir.tcsh and Leslie Kinsman, while they 
were doing guard duty at Fort Erie. 
Later Provincial Police Constable De­
laney was also arrested at the local 
police station.

The prisoners were taken to the 
lock-up at Bridgeburg, and later ap­
peared before Magistrate House at 
Fort Erie, when a charge; of “unlaw­
fully killing and slaying" was laid 
against them by Inspector Mains, who 
asked that the prisoners be remanded 
for trial. The remand being granted, 
the four men were removed under 
guard to the county jail at Welland, 
where they will remain until January 
15, when they will appear again for a 
preliminary hearing.

Keen interest Is being evinced by 
the inhabitants of tho district in the 
development of the case, and public 
feeling bids fair to run high both in 
favor of and against the accused men.

It is felt by many that, altho the 
bare facts of the case, which have been 
ma.de! public, might give the impres­
sion that the soldiers and the 
stable had exceeded their duty, yet 
justifiable circumstances 
brought forward at the trial that will 
give the whole affair a different 
pect. The opinion is freely expressed 
that Constable Delaney is too good an 
officer to lose his head and indulge in 
reckless gun play, and that he would 
not have used such extreme measures 
to prevent the fugitives from escaping 
unless there was some excellent reason 
for so doing.

Little fear is expressed as to the out­
come of the trial, both the prisoners 
and their friends being quite 
vinced that it can only result in the 
acquittal of ali four.men.

enlarged glands. The glands may not 
be visible, yet if the fingers search each 
region of the neck the tiny bead-llke 
bunches of glands will be felt.

The tonsils and adenoids—those cauli­
flower bunches which cling to the In­
terior walls back of the nose and above the 
roof of the throat—are among the causes 
of enlarged neck glands. If removed, as 
they absolutely must be. and the neck 
glands remain unabsorbed, and If mouth 
breathing, snoring and other respiratory 
troubles do not disappear, the little 
swollen bones within the nostrils, called 
turbinates, must be pressed back and 
out of the way. This Is carried out un­
der gas anaesthesia, because It takes but 
a moment, yet may be a bit painful.

More than half of the deaf people in 
the United States may trace their audi­
tory disasters to the same aliments 
which cause enlarged glands of the 
neck. If these causes had been run 
down when nature flashed those warn­
ing flags of danger, neck glands, a 
great many of those now hard of hear­
ing would hear as acutely as those with 
best cars.

Assiduous care of the child’s teeth, 
frequent visits to a nose specialist, de­
voted attention to the youngster's scalp 
—for dandruff, ringworm and the germs 
of falling hair, as well as pediculosis, all 
cause swollen glands—appropriate hours 
of sleep, bathing, meals and study, all 
of these with the use of an antiseptic 
nose and throat wash, may save the 
sufferer from tuberculosis and other 
plagues beyond reach of the surgeon.

WASHINGTON, Jan. A—Secretary 
Bryan late this afternoon announced 
the receipt of a note from Great 
Britain replying to the U. S. commun­
ication of December 26, respecting 
American commerce.

The note, which is about the same 
length as the American communica­
tion will be made public on Sunday 
afternoon by mutual agreement be­
tween the state department and the 
British foreign office.

The British communication is in­
conclusive in many respects and will 
lead to a further exchange of notes.

While the communication points out 
the peculiar necessities of belliberent 
it le phrased in a spirit of frankness 
and friendliness. Much emphasis is 
placed by the British government on 
the necessity for careful search of all 
cargoes which appear suspicious.

Great Britain appreciates that the 
UniteiJ Spates does not deny the right 
to a belligerent to search on the 
high seas, but she is understood to 
have pointed out that since this rule 
of international law was set up the 
size of vessels has changed and exam­
inations at sea cannot be conducted 
with as much facilitv as before.

All Copper Paid For.
Great Britain has paid for all cop­

per seized and arrangements have now 
been made with Italy, Holland and 
the Scandinavian countries whqreby 
legitimate cargoes, even of contra­
band yill not be unduly delayed

As to foodstuffs and conditional 
contraband, Great Britain has no in­
tention of repudiating Lord Salis­
bury’s doctrine that such products 
must be shown to be destined to an 
enemy force, but will insist on care­
ful examination of every case to 
make sure that supplies are not ship­
ped for actual use of the belligerent 
forces.

As' to articles which have been 
placed on the contraband list, such as 
rosin and turpintlne, known as naval 
stores, the British government has 
applied the doctrine of President Lin­
coln that absolute contraband con­
sists of all materials susceptible of 
use In making munitions of war. The 
British have discovered that these 
Products are essential to the manu­
facture of some forms of ammuni­
tion and will insist that under inter­
national law they must be regarded 
as absolute contraband.

At the British embassy tonight, it 
was stated that the text of the note 
had not been received there as all the 
negotiations had been conducted in 
London thru Ambassador Page.

Johnson has been guaranteed $30,090 
win, lose or draw, while Willard has been 
assured a minimum of $15,000, and may 
receive a much larger sum by sharing in­
terests in the affair with Jack Curley, the 
chief promoter, and his associates.

Other offers to stage the bout came 
from Billy Gibson of this city, represent­
ing a syndicate that was desirous of 
bringing the bout to Havana, Cuba, and 
Jim Coffroth, the California promoter, who 
wished to have it held near Tia Juana, 
Mex. Curley and the other men inter­
ested believed, however, that the assur­
ances of financial backing and conces­
sions made by the Mexican officials and 
several business men of El Paso, Tex., for 
the Juarez proposition promised better 
results. The bout will take place on the 
Juarez race track and the management 
of the race track promised suspension of 
racing for a few days if necessary to 
facilitate the erection of stands there for 
the accommodation of spectators.

When Johnson signed the articles a few 
weeks ago in Europe, Curley handed him 
$1000 for expenses, and today $1000 more 
was cabled to him at Buenos Ayres, from 
which port he will sail tomorrow morning 
on his way to Juarez.

Jess Willard, who has been in this city 
for a few days past, will leave tomorrow 
with his manager, Tom Jones, for a brief 
stay at Excelsior Springs, Mo., and then 
proceed to El Paso, where he will finish 
his training for the contest..

The $2000 which has been 
given to Johnson for traveling and train­
ing expenses will not be deducted from 
his guarantee of $30,000.

LONDON, Jan. S.—Constantinople, 

regarded by the allies as one of the 
greatest prizes of the war, should they 
xvin and Turkey be forced to give it 
up, may be aliandoned soon as the seat 
of the Turkish Government.
