As the Ferro struck the raplds, great |
j waves tossed her clear of the water
| with as much ease as they would have '
| buffeted about a huge cork. The little
’fcr_att battled manfully with the seeth-
ing. tossing waters, at time rearing up
and taking a leap, after the manner of
| & racing auto on an ordinary country
{road, only more pronounced in her
| movements into the air. Ten feét leaps |
{ into space were taken so many times '
{ that Larsen was unable to enumeraté
them after the trip.

In passing the whirlpodl, which was
reached in less than three minutes, the
Ferro went in towards the American
shore, cutting across the eac<tern cor-
ner of the pool. She expe™wnced no
difficulty in getting past this ‘treacher-
i ous piece of water, but had hardly ne-
; gotiatéed the feat when the engine
stopped. i

“It’s the luckiest thing that happen-
ed om the trip, that the engine held out
until T got past the pool. If it hadn't,
T would not be here now, I think,” said
Larsen after he leftathe boat.

Completely Overturned.

Three mintites after the engine stop-
ped the Ferro struck a big wave that !
completely overturned the craft in just !
about the Devil's Pool. - She. righted
herself with no difficulty. If was here }
{ that her intrepid navigator injured his
leg. He said it all happened so quick-
ly that he had no time to think. |
. From now on Larsen was the play- |
thing of *he mighty river, ynable to |
hold tlie course, the boat swinging |
frem ofte side to another. After get- |
ting thru the "Devil’s Hole, the Ferro
swung -toward the.rocks on the Am-
aerican side of -‘the river, about a mile
and a half above Lewiston, rolled over
one boulder and went fast between
two others. ' There Larsén stayed for
five minutes, forty feet from shore,
working desperately to = release the
craft. Larsen finally liberated her
by working the rudder from" side to
side, was hit by a comber -and sent
caréening toward the middle,

Safe Ashore.

At the bend, with the Lewiston
bridge in sight, the boat drifted to-
ward the Ameérican side again. and
was then caught in the shore eddy.
The Ferro grounded again, this time
near enough to £hore to be caught by
Rcy Rockwell of this city, who waded
into the water and caught a repe
thrown by Larsen.

Larsen wanted to continue the trip,
but, having accomplished the worst
part of the journey, he was persuaded
to board a trolley to Lewiston, setting
the boat adrift. She drifted down to
LLewigton and was picked up- by a
fishiing .boat at _ 5.20. It was
445 when Larsen started on the
trip. Only as Scratch on the
back of his right hand and an injured’
leg were. sustained by Tarsen. He
was all smiles after he got over his
chagrin at the stopving of his engine.

Ready to Do It Again,

“The trip was worse than I thought
it would be,” said Larsen, “but I am
not hurt, and will do it again some-
time with another boat. My leg was
jammed when s=he tipped over, but
that's aill. The enginc worked fine
thru the rapids, -and I would have
made the trip in half an hour if it
had not stopped after leaving the

" pool.” o
“IX,{}%W‘ end of the trip the Ferro
was found to be leaking badly, water
standing six inches deep. ' Larsen said
he had not struck any rocks till after
leaving the whirlpool.

Two Pillars of Church,

Dr. Graham then read quotations
from a special book of Catholic instruc.

' 'Not “Cold Negation.”

Assertions made at the congress were
that Protestantism was an invention
of the 16th-century, that it was just a
bundle of cold negations, and that the
Reformed Church was withéut a°soul
because it did not teach and believe the
doctrine of the sacrifice of the mass.

Protéstant®m argued that it was nut
an invention of the 16th century, bit-a
‘revival of the New Testament. It did
not form a new churs%h. but reformed
the old, and it had much in com-
mon with the old church that the lat-
ter should not refuse to give it the title
of (;sthollc, - They "aliké belleved in
Gog and soul, as against all forns of
upbelief, against athelsm, materialism,
pantheism and agnosticism. Tho hold-
ing the same basal facts of Christian-
ity, subsequent corruptions had obscur-
ed some. of these. and. there was a ser-
1ous divérgence when it came to the
way of forgiveness of sin. Strangely

ough ,the breach- was principally
over differences as to the sacrament,
an Institution which should instead
mean peace. But the fact of the com-
mon ground enabled Protestantism to
recognize what was good and true in
the Roman Catholic Church. This com-
mon ground made it impossible for
anyone fairly tor call Protestantism a
modern invention. It was apestolic and
truly Catholic.

“Tremendous Affirmations.”

Dr. Cody declared that, far from be-
img negative, Protestantism retalnaed
primarily all the “tremendous positive
affirmations.” Thé name of Protestant !
was first- used in a political sense, and |
it was not until 1529 that it was appli-
ed to the reformed church movement.
The name was just an accident, and
$0, altho the word Protestant dia not
appear in the Church of England pray.
erbook, it did' not matter, for theory
and essence werea there. The name
meant assertion and maintenance, for|
while Protestantism bore witness!
against things it also bore witness to!
certain and positive things. It wag a
positive declaration of loyalty to God
and true tolerance, and freedom of
religious worship ana speech,

It contained three outstanding prin-
ciples, the first being justification hy |
faith, the belief that man was saved |
by the free grace of God, and did no: |
himself earn it. It meant freedom and
Joy in the Christian life. The second!
principle was ‘that the Bible was in!
itseif sufficient as a guilde to faith, ani
a standard of practice: The third was|
the social principle,the priesthood of ali |
Christian people. All the great prin-
¢iples led up to the one of %he sufi-
cliency of Christ and the immediiie
access of every soul to Christ.

He had read recently the remark of
a distinguished ecclesiastic that as
thru Mary came Jesus it was necessary
to get to Jesus thru Mary. No church
held the Virgin Mary in greater honor
than the Protestant Church, but it wag
because of this déép veneration that
Mary was not put in 4 place that en-
c¢roached upon the place of Christ.

As a consequence the world is losing
confidence in itself. All, whether poli-
ticians or judges or governors, great
or small, ‘of one party or another, of
one natlonality or another—all are ac-
cused of being tarred with the same
stick of selfishness.’ The Bible clearly
Indicates that this distrust is not with-
out reason and that the great time of
trouble soon to come upon every na-
tion (Daniel xii, 1) will be the direct
result of this los of confidence.

Scme of the delegates also paid a visit
to the Old Potter's Field. At Black-
well’s Island, the old workhouge and
penitentiary were inspected.

Sir Evelyn Ruggles Brise, K.C.B.,
chdirman of the English prigon cém-
mission, and Thomas Holmes, gecre-
tary of the Howard Association, a
London orgahization doing prison re-
form ‘work, were free in ‘comment/
The workhouse and the penitentiary
came in for their unstinted crificism.
Neither of these institutions compare
with similar institutions in England
or anywhere élse thruout Europe, they
said. The narrow cells and the: low
cellings had impresged them- disagree-
ably.”

Similar institutions in England,  they
safd, were noted for cleanliness and
cheerfulness.”

SHOT WiFi 10 END HER AGONY

kExonerated by a Jury, Pm Me-
Doweil’s Mmdjremblu in Balance,

NEW ° YORK, Sept. 17.—~(Spéclal)—
James McDowell a prospector- and
miner, who killed his wife to end her
 suffering in the wilds of the Canadian
Northwest, is at the home of friends
to~day. He is a nervous and physical
wreck.

McDowell granted the plea his
mortally injured wife to end her :tcony
He was exonerated by a jury.

“My wife was Fanny Crawford, a
native of. Alberta Province,” he uld.
“I had a rich claim near Castle Moun-
tain, in the British Columbia extension
of the Cascade range, and soon after
we were married I decided to visit it.

“Fanny begged me to take her with
me, and I finally consented. We had
three mules—one ofor my wife, ene for
myself and the third a pack animal.

“The tralls on Castle Mountain are

difficult for even a mule to pass over
them. One day we Were going along
one of these traiis. My wife was some
yards ahead of me, and I was lounging
in the saddle half asleep. Suddenly my
wife’s mule brayed, as if in pain, and
1 looked up to see him rearing om the
very edge of the precipice. 1 have al-)
ways thought he was stung by a hor-
net. I tried to reach my wife’s side, but
before I could do so, the mulé plunged
over the precipice, carrying Fannie
with him. :

“It was almost 24 hours later before
1 found the carcase of the mule, 2000
feet below where we had been riding.
1 left the dead mule and crawled oun.
Fifty vards away I found a shapeless
mass lying among the rocks. It was
my wife, aive, but mereifully uncon-
scous. 1 mixed somie brandy with
water from my canteen and foreed it
down her throat. When she revived a
few minutes later her suffering was
intense. She begged me to shoot her
and end her agony.

“There was not a human being within
100 miles, so far as I know. The near-
est medical help was at Calgary, 120
miles away. It would have taken me
ten days at least to go and return, and
wolves would have devoured her before
1 had been gone one day.
