Arrest "Higher-ups.”
“We should start criminal action 

against the present directors no mat­
ter If some of them are in parlia­
ment,” declared one rebuilt share­
holder, and Immediately several 
others loudly joined In with a de­
mand that some of the present di­
rectors besides Holland be arrested.

The announcement by Mr. Clark­
son that a test case would have to be 
brought against the stockholders to 
determine their liability to pay for 
some $45,000 owing on prepaid stock 
and $178,000 on permanent stock, led 
to a more pronounced feeling of bit­
terness.

possible on the assets. When a 
shareholder suggested that they 
might get a hundred cents on the 
dollar for the western property if it 
was held and properly disposed of, 
Mr. Clarkson observed :

"Property is worth what you can 
get for It—not what you enter it at 
on the books.”

On the Croisillee-La Fere battle- 
front of 50 miles in France yester­
day the enemy made some progress 
at certain unspecified points, while 
the British at other points threw him 
back with counter-attacks.

The news that the British have won 
successes with their counter-attacks 
Is excellent. It shows that they are 
gaining control of the local situation;

ter-attacks also properly come when 
the enemy onset weakens and they 
are also often launched to meet and 
foil Infantry attacks. The British air 
service, despite bad weather, flew 
over the German battle lines almost 
at will, discharging many thousands 
of rounds of ammunition into the ser­
ried ranks of the enemy, wounding 
innumerable of his soldiers, 
breaking up his formation. British 
machines also discharged 100 bomibs 
against railway «tâtions in the 
my’s rear. In air fighting thev de­
stroyed 16 German machines, downed 
six others, and wiped out a captive 
balloon. British infantry also shot 
down a German airplane. The Bri­
tish have only three aircraft missing.

Delivers Address as Guest of Will Govern Outside Civil Ser­
vice, Pending the Passing 

of New Act. x

Ottawa, March 22.—Temporary reg­
ulations have been framed by the 
civil service commission for the gov- 
ernanoe of the civil service, pending 
the adoption of a new civil service 

ion act by parliament. They provide that 
persons employed in a temporary ca­
pacity in the outside service of any 
department on Feb. 12 (the date of 
the recent order in council relating 
to the civil service) who have passed 
the preliminary or qualifying exam­
inations may be considered eligible 
for permanent appointments in their 
present positions, provided they are 
recommended- by the deputy heads of 
the department.

Until regular competitive examina­
tions are "field, positions In the lower 
grades and all clerical positions In 
the outside service In any department, 
shall be filled ,by the commission. 
When employes are required on short 
notice In places outside of Ottawa, 
the official of the department requir­
ing such assistance shall report to 
the commlaeion the names of the per­
sons to be employed.

Where the appointment of a rural 
postmaster is desired, It is provid­
ed that the civil service commission 
shall, thru the responsible official of 
the post office department. Institute 
enquiries in the locality in which the 
appointment 1* to be made with a 
view to securing a suitable person, 
suitably located for such position. 
Having satisfied themselves that the 
person chosen is properly qualified 
a certificate required for hie appoint­
ment will be Issued.

In the case of a large postoffice, 
where an assistant postmaster Is em­
ployed a vacancy In the |x>*tma»ter- 
ship shall, as" far as possible, be filed 
by promotion or transfer, 
such procedure Is considered inad­
visable, the commission will invite ap­
plications for the position by public 
advertisement, and select from among 
those applying the person, who In their 
Judgment Is best qualified for the po 
sltloil.

The procedure to be followed In 
connection with the securing of un­
skilled labor by a department will be 
the «une as when other employes are 
required. In other words, the depart­
ment will report to the commission 
the names of the persons to be em­
ployed with full particulars in re­
gard to them. Such employes *111 not 
be engaged for a period beyond thirty 
days unless the commission Issues'a 
certificate.

of garbage intb pork instead of smoke, 
Toronto can not only help increase 
the country’s meat supply 
terially, but with proper management 
can «ave thousands of dollars, each 
year, according to the Information 
which a committee composed of t.
E. Brethom, Burford, member of the 
organization of resources committee,
F. E. Johnston, Walkerville, and Jus­
tice Miller, assistant commissioner of 
agriculture, secured while on a trip 
of inspection in the leading cities of 
six states to the south.

After studying the matter carefully, 
the conclusion is reached that To­
ronto is already a long way on the 
road to going into such a project. 
It already has a municipal farm, cheap 
labor on it, and a railway running 
thru, by means of which each day’s 
supply of garbage could be shipped. 
There are, however, three necessary 
steps as suggested by Mr. Miller, bas­
ed upon his recent observations. These 
lay down conditions which could easily 
be lived up to.

Eight Million Pounds Pork. 
Roughly, there to an urban popula­

tion in Ontario of 1,500,000 throwing 
away 90,000 tons of garbage a year 
that would féed 40,000 hogs or pro­
duce approximately 8,000,000 pounds 
of pork.

.Worcester, Mass., with a population 
of 185,000 collected its garbage at a 
cost of $8 a ton, fed it to hogs at 
a food value of $5.66 a ton, and lost 
on the deal $2.34 a ton, so that its 
total garbage bill for one year was 
less than $20,000.

Toronto, with a population of ap­
proximately 500,000 spent, $409,000 to 
do the same work last year, accord­
ing to the figures in the hands of 
Mr. Miller.

i ■■■'? Various systems are employed in the 
• Cities visited, some being divided into 

districts for garbage collection and 
each district being sold to a feeder, 
others selling outright to feeding com­
panies and still others handling their 
own garbage and feeding it to their 
own hogs on their own farms.

New Bylaws Required.
It is this latter system which is 

recommended fqr Toronto, but before 
it could be worked out, certain by­
laws would have to be passed. Gar­
bage would have to be defined as 
fruit, vegetables, meat and fish waste. 
It would have to be placed In metal 
water-tight receptacles, and there 
would be a penalty for putting cof­
fee grounds, cigar stubs, burned 
matches and such like into the re­
ceptacle.

The alternative is for the city to 
collect and feed on its own farm and 
in this respect Toronto eiready has 
some advantages which other cities 
have not. There would be a capital 
outlay to begin with, but this would 
be returned within a short time.

Arrangements are being made now 
with Dr. Torrance, federal veterinary 
director-general, whereby garbage 
feeders who live up to the condi­
tions may Inoculate pigs with the 
double treatment for cholera. Until 
this is completed, the proposal to feed 
garbage could not be realized.

Points Out Airomely
W. F. Nichkle, Kingston, said that 

under the bill a woman would be en­
titled to vote after three months re­
sidence in the constituency. Under the 
War Time Election Act, a man must 
have 12 months' residence. Thus in the 
case of A man and his wife coming 
from the oJd country, tlhe women could 
vote aJ’ter three months’ residence while 
the man would have to wait a year.

The prime minister remarked that 
this provision had not been noticed in 
drafting the bill. The matter would be 
taken up.

H. B. Morphy. North Perth, thought 
that the meaning of the act as framed, 
was somewhat obscure. He expressed 
the opinion that such an act should 
contain within itself and show clearly 
just what It meant. The War Time 
Election Act -has caused a, great" leal 
of difficulty and difference of opinion, 
because of its abstract nature, 
act, he -thought, was somewihat similar, 
it should be framed so that everybody 
could understand it.

E. Lapointe, of Kamouraajca, said 
that he had experienced some difficulty 
In making up hfs mind as to whether 
the present is an opportune time to 
grant the franchise to women, 
women of his province, he said, did not 
ask or want a vote. Before the last 
election, asserted Mr. Lapointe, the 
government had granted the franchise 
to those women who -would he most 
easily Influenced by the government’s 
campaign. Such action must be pre­
vented in future, and If the française 
bill would do this, he favored its pas­
sage.

D. D. McKenzie Criticises 
It as Creating Additional 

Government Machinery.

It is this German intrigue that 
has characterized the whole of re­
cent Russian history. The follow­
ing passage from The Boston Moni- 

' tor, dealing with Lenine and Trotzky 
under,their real names, goes to the 
root of the trouble. Germany will 
use any agents to secure her ends, 
and agents who accomplish German 
aims cannot be regarded with favor 
by the e-ntente allies.

"Germany’s first diplomatic at­
tempt was made in Russia. Every­
body knows now how the plant­
ing was done. Ulianoff, the Slav 
anarchist, a refugee in Switzer­
land, was transported thru the 
German lines to Petrograd, on a 
German passport; Bronstein, the 
International Jew, was speeded on 
his way frofh the east side of New 
York, also to Petrograd, with the 
acclamations of that curious pro­
duct,
which must not on any account be 
confounded with the" truly patrio­
tic Judaism which is rife in the 
allied countries. Now what were 
the elements which clamored foi 
the release of Bronstein when, at 
the request of Kprensky, he had 
been held up by àtt English man- 
of-war’s, crew? The forces which 
arranged for the journey of 
Ulianoff, the whole world knows; 
they were generated in the Wil- 
helmstrasse in Berlin, but where 
did the forces, so strong with 
hatred for the world in general, 
and for the United States in par­
ticular, which swept Bronstein in­
to Petrograd, find their energy? 
They found ^ in the torrent of 
mental suggestion which, poured 
out on all the selfishness and sen­
suality of human nature, makes 
of’ them, almost unconsciously, an 
ally for the organized forces oi 
autocracy, physical and mental, in 
church and state, which are mass­
ed for the purpose of making good 
subject to evil.”
In Russia, in Italy, in Canada, in 

Ireland, the German propaganda is 
busy. The czar is blamed, a favor­
ite argument being that he wished 
to rob the poor, innocent, gentle 
Turk of Constantinople; and today - 
the people who used to abuse Bea- 
consfleld for preserving the Turk 
are abusing the allies for contem­
plating his ejection from Europe. 
Anything -to favor the German plans 
is acceptable to the deluded, and we 
find the same class of people clamor­
ing for a peace which would leave 
the Germans masters of EuropA 

There are only two sides to this 
war, and no matter *what faults may 
be found among those who support 
the allied caiiee it is to be accounted 
to them for righteousness that they 
do support it.

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WQ1 He Stand or Run? !Ottawa, March 22.—Parliament had 
another busy sitting today and, after 
disposing of considerable business, ad­
journed at six o’clock until Monday. 
The main estimates were tabled and 
one-sixth of the sum, apart from the 
statutory votes, amounting to over 
twenty-six million dollars was voted 
in a lump sum. A supply bill was 
then passed and sent to the senate, 
where It was put thru all its read­
ings and given the assent to by Sir 
Charles Fitzpatrick, the deputy gov­
ernor. Announcement was that the 
Easter adjournment would be from 
Wednesday next until the following 
Tuesday.

The most interesting feature of the 
sitting was the consideration in com­
mittee of Sir Robert Borden's bill 
to grant the electoral franchise to 
women. Sir Robert, in speaking on 
the second reading, said that this 
measure had been Introduced because 
the government felt that the women 
were entitled to the franchise on their 
merits.

In committee there was consider-* 
able discussion of the details of the 
proposed legislation, but no member 
on either side of the house disapprov­
ed of the proposal 
chlse to women.
Kamouraska, alone expressed doubt as 
to the wisdom of the proposal, but 
confined his criticism to the state­
ment that he Had experienced diffi­
culty in making up his mind as to 
whether the present is an opportune 
time to grant the franchise to 
women.

There was some criticism by D. £>. 
McKensfle of the creation of a new 
department of immigration and col­
onization when Sir Robert Borden’s 
bill to establish the department was 
under discussion. He protested 
against the creation ot any additional 
government machinery. The bill was 
reported. «•

The house went into committee of 
the whole on the second reading of an 
act to amend the Dominion Forest and 
Parks Act, Hon. Arthur Meighen ex­
plained the three sections of the • act! 
required to be amended. The first had 
tc do with the rights of provinces tt> 
control roads running thru forest re­
serves. The second was designed to 
give the provinces the right to control 
baser minerals in the forest reserve. 
The object of the third section was to 
authorize tlhe removal of a quarter sec 
lion of land in British Columbia from 
within the limits of a foreet reserve, 
a patent for this piece of land haring 
been isseld to a farmer in error.

Pass Interims Supply 
Within a few minutes, tihe house 

passed successively thru .committee, of 
supply, committee of ways and means, 
the three readings of a bill, a.nd voted 
*26.232,000 The bill was an interlme 
supply bill, rendered necessary by the 
near approach of the end of the fin­
ancial year. It covers one sixth of the 
expenditure to be voted under the main 
estimates

Fir Wilfrid , Laurier asked if the 
government intended that the house 
should adfourn over Faster.

The prime minister replied that the 
customary recess was proposed from 
Wednesday at six p.m. to Tuesday 

Sir Sam Hughes asked, if in view 
of the opening offensive on the western 
front, tiie government hod any infor­
mation as to progress made.

Sir Robert Barden replied that there 
was no further information to hand 
since the offensive began.

Sir Robert Borden, speaking on the 
second reading of his bill to grant 
the electoral franchise to women, ex­
plained that in five of the provinces, 
women already had the right to vote 
in provincial elections. A bill was 
shortly to be introduced in Nova 
Scotia to grant them this right, and 
then six provinces would have done 
so. The government felt that a mea­
sure should be enacted to enfranchise 

.women generally thruout the Domln- 
_ Son. It did not base the bill on the 

‘wonderful sacrifice which women had 
J 'made in connection with the war. The

W. D. Euler, North Waterloo, ex­
pressed a doubt as to whether tlie bill 
in its present form would give the 
franchise to the mothers of men who 
were fighting at the front. He thought 
that it should be put in such a form 
as to insure these women getting the 
vote.

Jaioquee Bureau claimed that under 
the act a Canadian woman married to 
a resident of the United State* could 
not vote. He thought that a woman 
should not have the riglht to vote when 
her husband could not do so.

D. D. McKenzie took some exception 
to the clause of the biU requiring a 
married woman who has lost her sta­
tus a* a British subject by marriage 
to secure from a juoige a certificate 
that she possessed the right to vote.
He said this would put women Mving 
a long distance from a court house 
at oomsdderalMe iinconvenience.

Would Cure Anomalies.
Hon. A. L. Siifton, minister ot cus­

toms, said that under the provisions 
ot the bill a woman would not he al­
lowed to vote without the same quali­
fications as are . necessary for the 
qualification ot a man. The bill, he” 
thought, would cure some anomalies 
which have existed in .the various 
provinces, more particularly the pro­
vision that a woman may vote if she 
has resided in the constituency ior a 

er-iod of at least three months im­
mediately preceding/the date of the 
issue of a writ. He suggested that 
a similar amendment be made to' tne 
Dominion .Franchise Act, so that in fu­
ture good male British subjects would 
not lose their vote because they have 
.moved from one constituency to an 
other.

E. B. Devffin thought it would be 
better to include women under the 
word “elector" used in the Dominion 
Franchise Act, and then to extend to 
them the same privileges as men pos­
sess.

Sir Robert Borden remarked that 
this was practically what the govern­
ment was doing.

Congratulates Premier.
W. F. Cockshutt congratulated the 

prime minister on Waving redeemed his 
promise to give votes to women so 
early in the session. The franchise

American War Department Officiale

A change in tile Homestead Act

Chicago, March 22.—Action of the 
United States Senate In favor of a high­
er guaranteed price for the 1918 wheat 
crop had a bullish effect today on the 
value of coarse grain. Chiefly as a re­
sult, com finished steady at 54c to 44c 
net advance, with March $1.2754 and May 
$1.2654. Oats gained %c to 54c. In
visions, the outcome varied from __
changed figures to a decline of 2254c.

It was evident from the outset that the 
corn market had been decidedly stimu­
lated by passage of the Gore resolution 
to lift the wheat guarantee to $2.50 from 
$2.20. Traders were not slow to act on 
the theory that if wheat was worth 30c 
a bushel morè, other cereals should com­
mand a notable increase. Aside from 
legislative chances, moreover, it was 
pointed out that the movement of the 
corn crop- had seriously diminished, and 
that primary receipts today were nearly 
900,000 bushels less than on the cor­
responding day last week, whereas North 
American clearances for the week had 
more than doubled.

Oats, as well as corn, responded 
promptly to the senate action concerning 
wheat. In the late dealings, however, 
something of a reaction took place, owing 
to gossip that export interests had 
ceased bidding.

Lower quotations on hogs weakened 
provisions.

TTTs^lso a fact that 
to case such legislative action Is de­
layed much longer, there will be no 
chance of holding the prices down and 
unless the silver producers become 
more generous in their efforts to re­
lease the metal, prices will probably 
continue to rise until a parity with 
gold—$1.29 per ounce—is reached. So 
urgent indeed is the need for this 
metal that without governmental ac­
tion, it is within the realms of pos­
sibility silver may rise to a price be­
yond that of gold.

It Is a known fact that sales of 
silver bullion have been made this 
week from three to five cents per 
ounce in advance of the quoted mar- 
Ret price, and even ait such prices t.ie 
producing companies show no inclin­
ation to let go anything like the 
amount required.
