Washington, D.C., Aug. tl.—Secretary 
of the United States Navy Bonaparte 
to day received and made public the 
proceedings and findings of the court 
of Inquiry Which Investigated the explo 
ston on the gunboat Bennington, at 
San Diego, Cal., on July 21.

The findings are a complete surprise, 
for they at once set at rest stories to 
the effect that the Bennington s boil­
ers. and pei haps those of other naval 
vessels of the same age, were defective. 
The court find the explosion resulted 
from the closing, of a valve which con­
nected the exploded boiler with Its 
steam gauge, so that the pressure on 
that boiler may have been several hun­
dred pounds to the square Inch when 
the accident occurred. While praise is 
accorded to the officers and ship’s com­
pany for their conduct during the hsT- 
rowing scenes following the accident, 
the officer and men who were respon­
sible In the opinion of the court are 
pointed out and court-martial proceed-

The court says: “About 9.26 on July 
21, after both boilers had been filled 
and the furnaces started, it w88 
served that the steam gauge on holler 
B showed about five pounds of steam 
pressure, and at this time Otief Frank 
de Courtanl, acting as water tender, 
directed Fireman Holland to close the 
air cork on holler B, that the said 
Holland climbed up and closed the 
valve, and almost immediately tn£ 
steam gauge on boiler B failed to regis­
ter any pressure; that this was ap­
parently not noticed by either the water 
tender or the fireman, and no attention 
appears to have been paid to the fact 
that the steam gauge failed to register 
but they kept on working the fires and 
firing heavily; that when the steam 
gauge on holler A showed 136 pounds 
there was no pressure shoWh on the 
steam gauge of boiler B.”

The finding then goes on to state 
that about 10.90 o’clock a small leak 
was found In heller B. A request had 
been sent to the boilermaker to come 
and attend to the leak, when the explo­
sion occurred.

London, Aug. 21.-^The Dundee Adver­

It is protection­
ist to the core, and exists chiefly 
to defeat the Interests of its mem­
bers against their trade rivals, of whom 
the English manufacturers are the 
chief.

Dominion preference, with 
them, however, does not spell 'freer 
trade, but 'triore protection.' as was 
clearly shown in the recent agitation 
against British woollen imports.
