Rochester, N.Y., April 80.—The most dis-
astrous rallroad wreck that bas ever nap-
pened on a Rochester raliroad occurredi at
2.40 o'elock this afternoon on the Rochester
& Lake Ontario Raliroad, better known as
the Bay Raflroad, about one-half mile north
of the city Hne, when two cars on an ex-
cursion train, filled with passengers, left
the track while golng round a curve at full
speed, and were comipletely wrecked, Three
passengers were killed, a dozen fatally hurt
and over fifty injured.

How They Were Traced.
~Just here It might be remarked how a
detective sometimes gets oh the track of
fleeing people who are wanted so hadly.
When O. C. Fish skipped his letters were
gent to (ladstone, Mich. The posimaster
at Gladstone was directed to send the let-
ters to Red Wing, Minn. From Red Wing
they were forwarded to St t'aul, Minn,,
and the postoffice anthorities there had. or-
ders to torward them to Acklen, Towa. In
this way the Insnector discovered the
whereabouts of Fish and the woman. They
had both traveled through differeut States
to throw the pursuers off the scent.

Worried When Caught,

When Inspector Murray located his people
he procured the necessary extradition pap-
ers. —He found that Fish and the woihan
had started a millinery store in that town.
. C. Fish was taken completely aback.
The detective says he had an idea for a
time that the man would commit suicide.
Both the man and woman, after being ar-
rested, were taken to Dubuque, before U.S.
Commissioner Cady, and they were formally
committed for extradition. There nre sey-
eral specific charges against the defendants,
who at first were determined to fight extra-
dition, but on being convinced that they
had no chance of success on that score de-
cfided to return with Inspector Murray and
stand thelr trial in Canada. They left Du-
buque before the extradition documents had
been completed. The pair used the names,
“p’J. Fish,” and “Miss Fish,”’ at Acklen,
and were living together. O, C. Fish, the
detective says, Is a married man,

They will come up for preliminary trial
this week.

+ THROUGH 16 FEET OF ICE.

The 10,000-Ton . Russian Breaker
Ermak Makes a Very Remark-
able Record. 2

Washington, April 30,—Consul-General
Holloway of 8t. Petersburg sends a trans-
latlon of an article from The Novoe Vre-
mya of March 17, referring to the first trip
the new 10,000-ton jce boat recently
buflt in England for the purpose of keep-
ing the poris of St Petersburg and Kiga
open during the winter months, It says:

“The ice bont Krmak arrived at Cron-
stadt March 17, This boat was made after
rlunn prepared by Admiral Makaroff and
bullt in Kugland, " Near Reval it met with
very thick lce, but still continued moving
at seven Kknots per hour, Near Seskarl st
met with large tields of ice, from 9 to 10
feet- ahove the water line.

ing of Elizabeth, his proposal, his rooted
belief that all “elegant females” say *‘no’”
when they mean- ‘‘yes,”” his amazement at
the rejection of his suit by this charming
girl, and his memorable visit to BirvWii-
liam’s to propose for Elizabeth's friend
next Jay? Sir Willlam Rimself Is a capi-

The Care of Brushes.

Too much cannot be sald in regard to the
use and care of brushes., We have seen
many persons who were real good painters
but who did not seem to understand any-
thing about taking care of thelir tools.

A good brush s just as necessary to the
execution of a %ood ob as material and
skill. Tools that recelve proper care will
last much longer and give better satlsfac-
tion than if they are abused; but a great
many painters do pot seem to realize this,
When they are through with a brush for
the day, they carelessly throw it into a
tub of water and leave it there; if the
bristles are twisted out of shape and half
of them out of water, it does not ngpurent-
ly make any difference. When they get
ready to use that brush again, they are
surprised to find that it is yuined, and the
give utterance to langnage far more forel-
vle than elegant. .

Preparing a new brush is a very import-
ant item {n the future¢ usefulness of that
brush. Under no ecir¢umstances should a
new brush, whether paint or varnish, round,
oval or flat, be put In/ the water to swell,
for water-soaked bristles wiil always work
flabby, and if the bristles are of a fine
quality they will nearly always twist. All
round, oval or flat brushes, no matter how
well they are made, are subject to shrink-
age, according as they are kept in dry or
warm places.

A brush should not be condemned becauge
it contains a few loose halrs, A good and
careful workman will get these out before
he puts his brush into use. A little thought-
fulness on the part of the foremen in the
shops will save a large amount of trouble,
and many a brush phat is hastlly con-
demned will prove nu‘ﬁood one,

Cof_as to cost may satisfy The Globe, but
it does not satisfy the people. Whether or
not the road can be bullt for $10,400 per
mile, certain it is that the promoters can
build the road without putting up a dollar
of their own money. If the Government
subsidies are not sufficient to bulld the
line the deficlency can more than met
by bonds. Between bonuses and bonds the
promoters will have enough to bujid the
road, allow themselves a big profit/ as con-
tractors and equip the road with roliing
stock. ‘We challenge The Globe to disprove
this statement.

In its article of Saturday The Globe jus-
tifies the Ontario Govgrnment’s action in
granting a bonus of $4000 per mile on the
ground that “the main object of the Pro-
vinelal Government is to get that section
of the province supplied with a rallway.”
It was even a stroke of “good business’
on the part of the Government to grant
the bonus. According to The Globe, On-
tario is chiefly interested in local traffic,
while the Dominion deals with the problem
of through' transportation. This is appar-
ently Mr. Hardy’s justification for granting
a $4000 subsidy to the rallway without
making any effective stipulation whatever
as to rates. The Globe itself admits that
the proviso that the company shall not
amalgamate with any other line is worth-
less. The Globe’s argument is that as the
Dominion Government deals with through
rates the Ontarlo Government was justi-
fled In leaving to the former the regulation
of these rates. If this is the only defeace
The Globe ean put forward on behalf of
Mr., Hardy, it had better leave the matter
severely alone. The merchants of On-
tario are as much interested in through
rates as they are in local rates, and the
Government could have stipulated what-
ever restrictions on through traffic it might
have deemed advisable before gran‘tlng a
dollar’ It made no such restrictions. And
even in the matter of local rates no restric-
tions were made, not even on iron ore,
which is destined to furhish an immense
quantity' of freight for the rallway. If it
be true, as has been anertpd, that the pro-
moters of this rallway have tiken up thou-
sands of acres of iron properties, does the
Government not inflict a serious injury on
the iron smelting Industry by placing it in
the power of these individuals to diserim-
inate against those who~may have other
fron properties to develop? Will Messrs.
Mann and McKenzie lay out the course of
the line through their own locations or
through those of their competitors?

In a large measure the Crow's Nest Rall-
way scheme and thegOntario and Rainy Riv-
er project are anagdgous. The one gave
interested indlvidu a monopoly of the
coal flelds of the Kbbtenay country. The
other makes it possible for Messrs. Mann
and McKenzle to exgrcise a virtual” mono-
poly of the iron industry in Ontario, The
transportation of iron ore is a purely local
matter, and the Ontario Government wis
scandalously negligent of its duty in. re-
fusing to impose the necessary regulations
as to freight rates on this product, espe-
clally at the present time, when so many
Aron smelters are in contemplation.

It is apparently to be left to the Domin-
fon Government to make such restrictions
as to rates on the Ontario and Rainy River
Rallway as the interests of the people de-
mand. In considering how this can best
be effected, The Globe says that public
ownership of the line is at present out of
the question. Messrs. McKenzie and Jaf-
fray and” Senator Cox have no doubt as-
sured The Globe of this, because it offers no
argument to prove its theory—except this,
that Great Britain, which is consplcuous
for its “sound and cautious” legislation,
considers public ownership of rallways in
that country a matter not of the present
but of the next genmeration. In answer to
this argument it may be stated in the first
place that Canada is not Great Britain, and
in the second place the proposition in Great
Britain is to purchase existing rallwnﬁ
while In Canada the proposition is confin
to contemplated lines. Moreover, the bonus
granted to the proposed railway in Canada
is an important factor which does not af-
fect the question in Great Britain. The
Globe did, not advance this argument
against public ownership when the Govern-
ment proposed to buy the Drummond Coun-
ty Rallyay. When The Globe’s friends
have a railway to sell the Government,
then public ownership is all right. When
The Globe’s friends wish to acquire a rail-
way for nothing, then public ownership is
out of the question.

SON TOOK FATHER'S PLACGE

Dr, Ludiam of Chicago Stricken

' While in the Midst of =

Critical Operation.

Chicago, April 30.—Dr. Reuben Ludlam,
sr., president of Hanemann Medical Col-
_lege, and one of the most widely known
homoeopathic practitioners in the world,
was stricken with heart disease yesterday
just at the eritical point in ‘an operation
he was performing at the college hospitdl.
Although Dr. Ludlam was carried from the
operating room in a dying condition, ' his
gon, Dr. Reuben Ludlam, jr., who bad
been acting as assistant, immediately scis-
ed the Instrument from his father’s hard,
and, to save the life of the patient, con-
tinued the surgical work. Dr. Ludlam, sr.,
expired within five minutes in a room ad-
joining the operating room, but it .wns not
till a half hour later that the son, the pa-
tient having ecome safely through the
operation, went to his.side. The patient
was a womamn; The operation was the re-

AN NFUL DOURLE RAGED

“John Webber, 60 Years Old, Kills His
Wife and Then Ends His Own
“Life- Instantly.

'HUSBAND .OF UNSOUND MIND.

Coroner Bell, After Making an In-
wvestigation, Decided That an
Inquest Was Unnecessary.

Peterboro’, April 29.—(Special.)—An aw-)
ful double tragedy was enacted here this
,afternoon, which has shocked the entire
community. John Webber, a man about
.60 years®of age, who was employed as
,engineer at the waterworks pumping sta-

tion, shot and -killed his wife and then
turning the revolver on .himself with a
single ball in. the right temple ended his
_own existence.

; No One Saw It.

The awful tragedy, occurred about 2
o'clock, and ‘as far as can be learned was
witnessed by no one. The Webber family
were just moving into the house,
' Water-str where the tragedy occurred,
ren were absent at the time.
One of the daughters left the house at
11.30, and nothing was noticed at that
time. However; t shooting must have
ve shortly afterwards.
Heaxd the Shots.

,_ The son, Lioyd Webber, a youth of about
16 or so, states that he had not left the

There whas, he states, nothing whatever
wrong, at’ the house when he left it. The
gide of the house \faces south.

Where the Bodies fuly.
. Mrs. Webber’'s body lay jusﬁ at the en-
trance to the shed. The body of Webber
in the bacz room: in the
main - part of the house, the
kitchen integvening between him and the
spot ‘where His wife's body lay. He also
was-dead when the neighbors entered, and
was lying flat on. his back with his head
towards the door. The instrument of death,
an ordinary revolver, lay between his legs

back of the eye. This was the only mark
on him, and showed that he had taken
deadly_nl&n and died instantly. There was
blood on ‘hig hands and a few drops of it
on the floor beside him.
A weliberate Deed.

He had evidently entered the' house and
¢ shot himself deliberately after committing
the murder. -

She heard three or four
sereams and dbout the same pumber of
shots, although she did not know they
were shots at the time. Shortly after one
of the Webber children rushed into her
house, crying that his mother was dead.
The police arrived about 2 o'clock and kept
back the large and curious crowd which
had arrived by this time.

An Inguest Unnecessary.

About 2.30 Coroned Bell arrived. at the
place, and an examination and enquiry
showed an inquest was unnecessary.

The unfortunate woman had ‘beep killed
by two bullets, one of which entered the
left cheek and shattered the teeth apd jaw
and €he other had struck ber in the back
of the necl.

Work of an Insane Man,

Death had bebn almost instantaneously:
Only the one ball, which entered the head
at the right angle, was fired by the man
to end his own life. The tragedy was the
work of a man of unbalanced mind.

+ John Webher was a native of the town,
about 60 years of age, and was respected
as an Industrious, honest, man. He was a
earpgnter by trade, but since 1882 had been
employed .as one of the engineers at the
waterworks pumping station. Some years
ago he -had a serious illness, which left
him with bad effects, noticeably a morose-
ness at times. Last summer he had
* another illness, and again after
this showed signs of not be-
ing bimsclf, although nothing serious was
feared.

Had Peculiar Religions Views.

Some peculiar religious views that came
to his attention did not better his condi-
tion. However, he had heen better until
last Sunday, when he showed signs of his
old trouble, a econdition which to-day led
to the awful tragedy, while temporarily
fnsane. A family, goveral being grown up
and respected members of the town, of
hig ehildren are left to bear the siock of
the terribie bereavemdnt.
* A- donble funeral, to be held to-morrow,
will end the shocking tragedy.

Berlin, April 20.—The Coghlan incident at
New York has been very generally discussed
by the German papers this week, although
it is evident, as stated here by a responsible™
member of the Government, that the jour-
nalistic mquthpiecel of the Government qu
uot desire to construne the objectionable ut-
terances as apything more than the remarks
of a man who had not been accustomed to
wmeasuring his words.
Some of the newspaper comments are very
significant. For exapiple, The Frankfurter
Zeitung admits that it saw no necessity for
the despatch of a large German squadron
to Manila, and asserts that the squadron
interfered injudiciously with the American
blockade. The Zeitung alleges that this in-
terference was due to direet -instructions
from Emperor WHliam. F
Evep more significant is the fact that The
Cologne Volks Zeitung, the main organ of
the Centre, the dominant party in the Reich-
stag, has an article agreeing with the fore-
fnlng statement, ‘and confaining the follow-
ng mysterions passagé : ‘‘Perhaps It was
due to negotiations om:he'pnrt of Germany,
in order to obtain, if possible, a coaling
station in the Philippines, that a number
of our vessels were sent to Magila. If this
presumption be correct, those who sent in-
structions to Admiral Von Diedrichs with-
out the knowledge of the Foreign Office
received a bitter lesson. e Foreign Office
has since been engaged in remedying the
blunder, and has succeeded with the Ameri-
ean Government, but not yet with the peo-
le of the Unitéd States, as the Coghlan
neident again demonstrates.’’

ENGLAND BACKS COGHLAN.

Commandeér of the Raleigh Was
Talking Quietly to His Friends
and He Told the Truth.

press of England and the continent with
a fruitful topic of discussion throughout
the week. The English papers have taken
a fenlent view of Captain Coghlan’s indis-
cretion, and except in the case of one or
two notorious anti-American journals, have
been disposed to find excuses for him.

The Spectator, in an article which 15
typical of dEnglish comment, says :
“Thongh we Fmst join in the censure of
Captain Coghlan for his indiscretion, we
must not forget that what he said was
substantially ‘n accordance with the facts.
The Germans behaved at Manila In a most
irritating and unfriendly way tq the United
States. It was absurd for th to expect
to nlav the nart they playell without rais-
ing a feelng of the most intense, bitterness
in such a high spirited body of men as
‘the officers and sailors of the American
navy. An explosion of this feeling was
bound to come sooner or later.”
