It
sriginally contained 29 persons, in-
cluding a stewardsss and a child, but
five of them died. The survivors Iin
this boat were all suffering from frost-
hte. Three other boats also were
picked up during the week, one con-
taining 27, anather 28 and the third 20
survivors. In these boats t™ere were
five persons dead. The fifth boat,
which put out from the steamer has
not yet been accounted.for.

The Alnwick Castle measnured 5900
tons gross, and was owned by the
Unirm Cas’le Mail Steamship Co. of
Londoni. She was 400 feet Wng and

My,
Bryan's faith is sublime, but his knowl-
edge of human Kind and Hun kind is not
all that It might be.

Mr. Bryan should start for Berlin at
once, where we feel sure he would be
recedived with e cross of iron and other
complirsents, and there he might pro-
pornd his ideas. He might also ventilate
his ideas about democracy and find out
whether they would be acceptable to the
German people and the German authosi-
ides.

If Mr. Bryan could swing Germany for
cemocrucy as he once swung an historic
convention against a cross of gold he
might extend his claim upon future stu-
dents of history. We fear nothing but a
denmocratic Germany would respond to his
propogals for an arbitration tribunal.

Clergy Will Urge Greater °
Production of Foodstuffs

With the motto, “The Empire Needs
More Food,” the orgamization of re-
sources commitiee has forwarded 2
letter t0 all Ontario clergymen re-
questing them to make special re-
ferénce to the need of the empire for
food in their services Sunday, April 1,
which bes been get eside as “Prop-
duction Day.”

The comunitbee declares that the
drovince ghould put forth its best ef-
forts to fespond to the call because of
the increasing cost of living at home,
because of the need of Great Britain,
and in order to help supply money for
Canadian war loans.

1o place himself if able at the disposal
of the farmers to assist in spring work,
and to urge the farmers who need
help to make their needs definitely
known.

The Germans are striking back in
Champagne in a determined
divert General Nivelle from his ceaseless
pounding at the base of the shaken Hin-
denburg line.

Attacking in force in this sector, the
Germans have driven the French from
some of their advanced trenches, but
have failed so far to make a serlous im-
pression om the defenders’ lines,

In the meantime the iron semi-circle
which General Nivelle has thrown around
the southern half of the great St. Gopain
plateau is steadily contracting. 1if the
French maintain their presént rate of
advance, it can only ve a matter of a
very few days before the entire plateau
is in their grasp, removing the last great
natural barrier to Laon.

The British are moving forward stead-
ily to the north, but the fact that they
are capturing villages with cavalry indi-
cales that they arc not yet in contact
with the main German forces. The most
advanced British outposts are still ten
miles from the Cambrai line, where allied
observers have assumed the (ermans
propose- t0 make their real stand. -

Military critics in. Paris and London
are reverting to the belief that the pres-
ent German retreat is only part of the
plan for a retirement on a tremendous
scalé to the Belgian border. In support
of this theory, it is pointed out that the
withdrawal from the Noyon and Bapaume
sallients is rapidly forcing the whole Ger-
man line into the form of an immense
right angle.
