This report was received, and the 
thanks of the Governors tendered to the 
Committee, and the Meeting expressed its 
deep interest in the matters embraced in 
the report.

It was further resolved that an amend­
ment be obtained from the Legislature to 
authorize this Corporation to establish 
cither scpa.-atcly, or conjointly, a Reform­
atory and Industrial School or Schools on 
the Molson Farm, or elsewhere, as may be 
found expedient. The Amendment to 
the Act referred to in this resolution, 
prepared by our Honorary Solicitors, and 
passed through the Legislature at its 
session last winter, so that we have all the 
legal powers necessary in the case. On 
5th February last, the Country movement 

again discussed at a full meeting of 
the Board, and another Committee with 
much the same powers as the former, was 
appointed. This Committee on 2nd 
April brought in a full report on the sub­
ject, agreeing in general with the 
inondations of the former Committee. 
They advise that the movement be conlin. 
cd at present simply to the erection of an 
Industrial School, the same to be placed

This Board has just closed its impor­
tant labours for the season, and the An­
nual Report with accounts of Receipts 
and Expenditure, will, for information,be 
laid before the meeting.

INDUSTRIAL SCHOOLS ON THE MOI.BON 

FARM.

This important subject has frequently 
engaged the attention of your Board, but 
as yet we have arrived at nothing which 
may be considered as really binding on the 
Governors of the Institution. What has 
been done may be stated as follows. Thr 
proposition to establish one or more In­
dustrial Schools on the Molson Farm, 
having been frequently brought up and 
discussed at the meetings of the Board, a 
committee was at length appointed by the 
Board of Governors on the 21th of April 
last year to give their consideration to the 
subject, and report. A full report from 
that Committee was accordingly laid be­
fore the half yearly meeting of Governors 
in October last. The proposal to estab­
lish an Industrial School is based on an 
Act of the Quebec Legislature. 32 Viet. 
Cap. 17. Said Act contemplates the de­
tention. on the Warrantof a Magistrate, of 
vagrant and destitute children, within a 
comfortable home, for a period from two 
to five years. A certain allowance is 
received from Government for the main­
tenance of each child. The committee re­
ported favorably on the project of cstab. 
fishing a School on the Molson Farm, and 
recommended that in order to set at rest

It has been suggested that a New 
Night Refuge should be provided. It is 
considered that the present apartments 
are not wen adapted for the purpose. It 
is thought better however to delay any 
further expenditure on the present build­
ings, as it is hoped that within a reason­
able time accommodation for the whole of 
the permanent inmates, will be provided 
on the Farm.

The Poor Relief Committee also recom­
mend for the consideration of the Board of 
Governors, the propriety of providing ac­
commodation in the Institution for Aged 
married couples without separating them. 
No plan has yet been adopted to effect the 
object proposed.

Your Board refer with r^uoh gratifica­
tion to the visit paid to the Institution 
last winter by the Governor General and 
the Countess of Dufferin. Their Excel* 
lencies were received by the President and 
Board of Management, and went over all 
the Institution, speaking kindly words to 
several of the aged inmates, and express, 
in; themselves highly pleased with all 
they saw.

Beyond the trifling ail­
ments necessarily incident to the advanced 
age and enfeebled condition of the major­
ity of those who seek the shelter of these 
hospitable walls, no sickness of any kind 
has visited them ; nor only so, but not­
withstanding the fact of the number of 
inmates having been considerably larger 
than in years gone by, the mortality has 
been less than heretofore.

The total number of deaths during the 
year have been 5, attributable to the 
following causes.
