Moncton, N. B., Aug. 28. (Special)..——The
Strathcona Coal Company’s shed situated
on the wharf on the foot of Pleasant
Btreet was completely destroyed by fire
which broke out about helf past three
o’clock this morning. The buil_dmg was
in flames when the fire wase discovered,
but fortumately there was little or mno
%wind, and what there was carried sparks
and cinders in the direction of the river.

The discovery of .the fire was made by
Mrs. Stead Crandall who at first thought
the blaze came from the residence of Mr.
J. H. Rogers, just north of the coal shed.
Although the firemen responded promptly
to the alarm, the building was doomed
before they could reach the spot. The ef-
forts of the department were directed to-
warde preventing the fire from spreading
to Mr. Rogers’ house on the opposite side
of the track. With the exception of the
paint being scorched no damage Was done
to his buildings although had it not been
for the cars standing on the siding it i
probable that the fire would not }m\je
been confined to the coal shed. Within
the ten or fifteen minutes after the ar-
rival of the firemen the buildings were
ypractically in ashes, and the coal stored
within was on fire. i

A box and coal car, loaded with coal,
etood on the siding at the shed and took
Gre. The cars were pushed down the
¢rack and escaped destruction. e

The shed was quite a large building,
but being a mere shell, would.probably
not  cost more than eeven or eight hun-
dred dollars. The top of the wharf also
suffered some damage.

The fire undoubtedly originated from the
coal, and may have been smouldering for
some days. There was considerable coal

stored in the building and it will be more |,

or less damaged. The total loss will pro-
bsbly not exceed a thousand dollars.

Idaho Grain Raiser Will Clean Up
$1,000,000 From 700 Acres
of Land.

Spokane, Wash., Aug. 27.—In the Juli-
aetta country, in Northern Idaho, Abra-
Ihagn Adams, formerly a lumberman in
Winconsin, will clean up more than 81,
000,000 from 700 acres of lands this sea-
son, in addition to ‘producing 'a grain
which gives every promise of revolution-
izing the wheat production of the world.
Congervative estimaieés place the crop at
from 70,000 to 75000 bushels of grain,
K

neapolis, have contracted to sell to far-
mers at _$20 a bushel, not more. than one
bushel going to each buyer.

Adams acquired a tract of land in the
Gem State six years ago and sowed his
land to wheat, harvesting from twen-
ty-three to  thirty bushels of blue stem,
club and other varieties from every acre
under cultivation.

One day early in 1904 he received a
single stalk of wheat, picked by a
friend in one of the fertile valleys in
Alaska, and sold the kernels in his back
yard garden. A crop of seven pounds
resulted the following summer. This
Adams planted in the spring of 1906, har-
vesting 1,545 pounds of grain in July.
Emboldened by his success he sowed the
entire crop in the fall of 1906, and last
summer cut enough grain to sow 700
acres of land, from which is now being
cut what is believed to be the world’s
record yield.

Sault Ste Marie, Ont., Aug. 28 (Spe-
cial.)—Through a disastrous fire at the
sawmill of the Lake Superior. Corporation
yesterday afternoon.a loss of about $100,-
000 was entailed. Fire started in the north-
west corner of the lumber piles at the
mill, apparently from a.spark from a huge
stack at the mill or from a passing en-
gine. The lumber destroyed belonged to
Miller and McCool, the Algoma Commer-
cial Co., and the Saginaw Lumber Co.
and it figured out that in all 13,500,000
feet have been destroyed, estimated at $30
per thousand or over $400,000 in all. The
loss is said to be fully covered by insur-
ance. The fire is still burning and may
continue for several days. At the pres-
ent, about four acres of burning ruins
make the spot where yesterday morning
stood valuable piles of lumber, closely
packed and ready for shipment.

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SCHOOLS ARE STILL UNSAFE
IN SPITE OF CIVIL REPORT

Alderman Spreul and Chief Kerr Talk About the
Situation---Work Should Have Been Done in

H olidays.

£

On March 27 last, more than five
months ago, a committee appointed by the
common council to examine the public
schools and report on their safety, the
means of egress in case of fire, and on the
fire escapes, having completed their work,
submitted their report. It was dealt with
at a meeting of the council on April 6 and
referred to the school trustees. So,far as
could be ascertained yesterday, no work
has been done on the buildings to carry
out the recommendations which were re-
garded as of the utmost importance for
the safety of the school children.

In the words ‘of the report, the com-
mittee found ‘“material and patent defects
in all the public school buildings, calling
for amendment; first in the planning of
the exits and entrances; second, the want
of proper fire escapes; third, the absence
of portable chemical extinguishers; fourth,
the improper location of the smaller chil-
dren’ in some of the schools; fifth, the
infrequent use of the fire drills, and the
flefective fire signal gongs and signalling
apparatus.” .

Referring to ‘the Bentley street school,
the committee described it as a regular
fire. trap' without fire escapes and with
only one redeeming feature—the fact that
It had a fire alarm box in front of it.

Dufferin school was said to have an

apology for a fire escape, which in the
ppinion both of the principal and the com-
mittee would lead to loss of life should
the children attempt to use it. .
" In “Alexandra school, partitions were so
placed, the report stated, as to be an
obstruction and a menace to the pupils in
tase of fire or excitement.

In St. Joseph’s school, there were no
Bre signal gongs. The teachers had to de-
pend on their school table bells for giving
the, signal. There were no extinguishers,
snd proper fire drill was not carried out.

The Victoria annexe was so constructed,
the committee reported, as to be a regular
fire trap. There was, also, they found,
po fire drill and no proper way of giving
the signal.

" Each school was reported on in detail,

were found in nearly every case.

In view of the state of affairs cxposed
by the report and because of the fact
that the scholars are re-assembled after
the long summer vacation with not a
thing done in the way of, improvement,
and havipg in mind the fact that five
months have gone by since the report
was submitted, Chief Kerr and Alderman
Sproul, two-of those who made the re-
port, were asked yesterday what they;
thought of it all. The third member of
the committee, Ald. Holder, could not be
geen. \

Ald. Sproul said that as far as he knew
nothing had been done. “I was in Archi-
tect Brodie’s office today,” he continued,
“and was told that the architect had re-
ceived no orders from the school board
to go ahead. As far as I can find out
only necessary repairs have been made to
some of the buildings. In fact I was
asked as a member of the committee Why
none of the work recommended. was going
on. i i

“Kverything we recommended in our
report,” Ald. Sproul comtinued, ‘“we con-
sidered absolutely .necessary and the work
ught to have been proceeded with long

fore this. We certainly thought the

improvemente would have been finished |
before the schools opened. They do not

appear to have been begun.”

Chief Kerr, of the fire department, gaid
he believed the buildings were in the
same condition as when the committee
made their report. “Neither the building
inspector nor 1,” he went on, “have even
seen the plans yet. I want verandas out-
side the schools similar to those at Keith’s
theatre. I see it is proposed to make’
the Winter street annex fire proof and
do away with the fire escapes. All I can
say is that it cannot be allowed.

“With regard to our recommendations
I don’t believe that even proper gongs for
the fire drill have been placed yet in the
Victoria annex. That is only a small
matter, although an important one, which
could have been attended to at once. In
the face of our report the children are
running a grave risk ip many of the
schools.” %, 4

to a hundred and fifteen million bush-

age. In some parts of Baskatghewan
and Manitoba,” on the otherham‘x grain
suffered much from the prolonged drought
of July and early August, which checked
growth, prematurely withering the straw
before heads had well filled out. Many
fields thus affected will not run more
than eight or ten bushels,

Early frosts have done damage to late
grain in certain low lying localities and
on heavy lands, and the total damage
from this cause will be considerable, but

only be ascertained as threshing returns
come in from known or suspected frost-
ed localities.

Where spring wheat has escaped frost
and did not suffer too much by reason
of drought, or in other words where
cultivation was good, the crop should
turn out a good twenty bushels, but tak-
ing"“the good with the bad, fall and spring
wheat: together are not likely to average
more than sixteen bushels,: which with
the total acreage of six millions, would
give a wheat yield of ninety-six million
bushels, an unusually large proportion of
which should’ grade high.

Mainly because of prolonged drought,
straw is short and the crop will be eco-
nomically handled. In other words, far-
mers will not need so much help as was
anticipated when the wheat yield looked
like twenty to thirty millions more than
to-day, and oats were also regarded as
a big crop.

This cause, combined with the num-
ber of unemployed actually in the coun-
try, swelled by men from the ranks of
striking mechanics, has resulted in a poor
demand for harvesters, which has bitter-
ly disappointed excursionists from the
East. Many of these flocked to terminal
points, that is, to the normal limit of
the spring wheat belt, such as Moosejaw,
and congestion and even distress has nat-
urally followed.

The lack of a scientific system of dis-
tributing was never more evident, buf it
it mainly the fault of the men who push
out along the main lines, while there is
keen demand on the byways of branch
lines. But the real fact of the matter
is that western farmers have been hard
up for the past year or more, and now
that the crop is not turning out up to
early estimates, they are cutting down
to the bone their expenses of harvesting,
and the season being still early, appar-
ently rely on luck to stock their wheat
with inadequate help before the Kkilling
September frosts set in.

All these tendencies have militated a-
gainst the usual brisk demand for east-
ern harvest labor, and the. first contin-
gest has had especial difficulties to con-
tend with by reason of the unsavory rep-
utation preceding it, following its heetic
progress through the Ontario hinterland.
