“Fighting continued yesterday to our
advantage in the western portion of
Bullecourt. We captured a few prison-
ers in the course of a small encounter
last night on the right of our position
in the Hindenburg line east of the vil-
lage. Severe fighting is in progress
north of the Scarpe.”

Paris, May 16.—The
ment follows:

“Artillery fighting continued during
the night. After a violent bombardment
the cnemy this morning delivered a pow-
erful attack ofi'a front of four kilomet-
ers in the regien of Moulin de Laffaux.

[TALIANS ARE WINNING IN
~ FACE OF STIFF OPPOSITION

Rome, May 15, via Paris, May 16—Important successes were won by the
Ttalians today in inaugurating their drive on the Isonzo front. The following of-
ficial note in regard to these operations was given out here tonight:—

“The offensive action now being de-
veloped on the Julian front, which was
arnounced in today’s statement, was
preceded by vast intense: and methodical
ariillery preparation. Fire was opencd
on the morning of May 12 along the
whole line from Tolmino to the sea. It
s maintained with a regularly quick-
encgs rhythm until the morning of May
M;twh('n it was intensified to a power-
ful drumfire.

“During the first part of the bombard-
ment the cnemy reacted but feebly. It
seemed as though the Austrians had
been taken by surprise, but their reply
Was more vigorous on May 18 and ex-
tremely violent on the morning of the
14th. The - Austrian batteries then
opened a heavy curtain of fire, pouring
thousands of projectiles on the trenches
ip the Italian line.

“Undeterred by this tempest of fire,
the Italian infantry towards noon leap-
ed ower the parapets and dashed reso-
lutely forward foward the objectives
previously assigned. These positions

were almost all difficult ones and some
of them hitherto had been regarded as
impregnable, such for instance as the
heights 5n the left bank of the Isonzo
from Plava to Salcano pass, 'The stecp
slopes covered with rocks and dotted
here and there with thick clumps of
brush consiituted a formidable obstacle
to an infantry advance. Successive lineql
of trenches prepared months ago above |
deep caverns well supplied with defen-
sive and offensive material were (lv—k
fended by scasoned troops and protected
by Dbatteries placed so as to flank at-
teckers with their fire. |
“Notwithstanding these conditions,
the Italian infantry advanced and still
continues to advance. Valuable posi-
tions have been won and prioners are!
flowing into our concentration camps.
“Our aviators co-operaled with great
effcet by bold and ceaseless reconnais-
ances, by skillful regulation of the ar-
tillery fire and bombardment of depots

and comvoys and by brilllant combats
with Austrian airplanes.”

Petrograd, via London, May 16—Hav-
ing discussed the conditions under which
representatives of the council of work-
men’s and soldiers’ delegates would con-
sent to enter the cabinet, the provisional
government decided today that it was
unable to accept the first of these con-
ditions.

of principles set forth in its proclama-
tion of April 9th, |

The provisional government further
thinks it necessary to confirm the unity
of all allied fronts and insists on an en-
ergetic struggle against anarchy. To
the financial and economic reforms men-
tioned by the council the government
raises no objections regarding it as paftt
of its task to realize such reforms. The
executive committee of the Duma has
approved this decision of the govern-
ment.

Viscount, French Pfesides at Ban
quet — Former Boer L.eader's
Words as to Future

London, May 16 (via Reuter's Oitawa
Agency)—Lieut. Gen. Smuts, minister of
defense for South Africa, and represent-
ative of the union at the imperial war
conference, was the gguest of the House
of Lords and the Commong at a banquet
in the Royal Gallery. Viscount French
presided.

General Smuts said that the spirit of
comradeship on the battlefields of Europe
would be more powerful than any in-
strument of government they could erect.
Our commonwealth would go to pieces if
its world-wide communications were not
maintained. Germans, during the last
thirty years, had settled everywhere. The
day would have come when the empire
would have been jeopardized by the cut-
ting of communications. Now the world
outside of Europe had been cleared of
the enemy and we were almost provi-
dentially brought to the position that we
could consider the future problem as a
whole.

General Smuts said he hoped when
the time for settlement came we would
remember not merely central Eu 5
but the whole British Empire. He did
not wish the empire to have fought in
vain.

“We have not fought for material
gain nor for territory,” said General
Smuts, “but for future security.”

CALLS ON GERMANY TO
PREVENT OUTRACES B
TURKS IN PALESTINE

London, May 16—An Amsterdam de-
spatch to the Times says that Deputy
Coln, an independent socialist, asked
Chancellor Von Bethmann-Hollweg in
the Reichstag if he was prepared to ex-
er! influence on the Turkish government
to prevent, as far as was still possible, a
repetition of the Armenian atrocities in
Palestine.

Deputy Cohn said that Djemal Pasha,
{ commander of the Turkish forces in
| Syria, at the end of March had ordered
all Jews, including German, Austro-
Hungarian and Bulgarian subjects, to be
removed from Jaffa and its neighbor-
hood. Djemal Pasha said military con-
siderations required this, although De-
puty Cohn said his German chief of staff
said it was unnecessary. The expelled
Jews were reported to have been sub-
jected, under the eyes of the Turkish au-
thorities, to violence and robbery, many
being killed. The Turks also did no-
thing toward feeding the fugitives.

Deputy Cohn added thal Yermany

The Modern Pharmacy and one of the
two vendors in the city licensed under
the new prohibitory act. Mr. Cameron,
like the majority of city druggists, had
refused to apply for a vendor’s license
and consented to do so only after re-
peated ‘urgings from prominent temper-
ance people. In doing so, he says, his
sole object was that of making it pos-
sible for persons who need it to secure
liquors for medicinal purposes and he
did not apply with an intention of mak-
ing big profits.

For the benefit of the public he frank-
ly stated the terms' on which he does
business. The brandy which he sells,
he said, costs him twelve-and-a-half
cents an ounce; sells it at twenty
cents an ounce, this including the cost
of bottle and label. Whiskey costs nine
cents an ounce and he sells it for fif-
teen. Pure alcohol is sold at ten cents
an ounce.

«I am selling liquors solely for medi-
cinal purposes, as I would any other
drug, and am handling them at all simp-
ly to oblige the people who have actual
need of them,” Mr. Cameron said. “Pre-
scriptions were brought to the store,
signed by two different physicians, call-
ing for brandy or whiskey, under cir-
cumstances which indicated that they
were wanted for use as a beverage and
not for medicinal purposes. I refused
to fill them, as I am justified in doing
under the act, especially as in each case
I asked and was informed that the per-
con presénting the prescription had not
been examined by the doctor. The act
requires that no prescription for liquors
shall be issued except after an examina-
tion by a physician. 1 drew the atten-
tion of the physicians_ to this provision
and since then have not received any
more prescriptions of this nature.”

The extent to which liquor is actually
required for medicinal purposes is indi-
cated by the fact that, since the new
law went into effect—a period of fifteen
dnys—Mr. Cameron has filled only seven
prescriptions calling for the use of
liquors. This may be some consolation
to the many applicants who were refus-
ed vendors’ licenses. Mr. Cameron ex-
plained the small demand by saying
that there are other things which may
be used to equal advantage in most
cases and that the doctors may be pre-
ceribing drugs which are more easily
obtainable.

That Mr. Cameron did not anticipate
a heavy legitimate demand is indicated
by the size of the stock he laid in. In
one corner of the store is found his en-
tire stock and its proportions are such
as to cause deep grief and disappoint-
ment among those who had been look-
ing to ihe vendor’s place of business
as an oasis in an otherwise desert-dry
city. Before May L several dozen sa-

loons, well stocked from the bottom ofl

the cellar to the top of the highest shelf,
were required to supply the alcoholic
needs of the city; today, an array of
five lonely looking bottles contain the
entire supply available for the entire
southern and eastern section of the city.

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N THE LEGISLATURE

Fredericton, N. B, May 16—The ad-
dress in reply to the speech passed the
house early this evening, and the gov-
ernment scored a signal victory over the
someéwhat sharp tactics of the opposition.

Hon. Mr. Baxter had the floor when
the house took recess until 8 o’clodk, and
everybody expected him to .speak for an
hour at least. Instead of that, he moved
an amendment and a vote was being
taken with some of the government and
one or two of the opposition absent. The
government members took it for granted
that Mr. Baxter would take up consid-
erable time, and Hon. Mr. Byrne was to
reply to the ex-attorney-general, so they
took their time going to the house. The
vote, however, stood twenty-five gov-
ernment and nineteen opposition, one
member being absent on each side. The
debate during the afternoon was of the
usual character, but the proceedings
were varied by an unusual list of mo-
tions of inquiry.

Hon. Dr. Smith introduced a bill to
amend chapter 55 C. S. 1903 ,which is
intended to give the same right to the
forest engineers now making the sur-
vey of crown lands as ‘was given to land
surveyors. Also a bill to amend the act
respecting crown timber lands which is
intended to make permanent timber re-
serves of such tracts of land as the for-
est survey shall show to be unsuitable
for settlement purposes and specially
suitable for the growth and reproduc-
tion of timber; also & bill to establish
the rear line of lots fronting on the
south side of the Southwest Miramichi
between Boiestown and the mouth of
Cain's river; also an act to extend the

Jand timber survey-until August 1, 1921;

¢hapter 88, 1916, relating to the export
of pulp wood and also to amend the act
88 chapter 82, 1916, regarding the ex-
portation of lumber; also an act to
amend the game act to extend the time
of eertain close season which have al-
ready or soon will run out; and also for
the protection of migratory birds.

Mr. Dysart resumed the debate on the
address. He congratulated the premier
on the fine victory of Feb, 24, and on
the judgment displayed in the selection
of his cabinet. He congratulated the
mover and seconder of the address. He
effectively dealt with the speech of Mr.
Potts. The speaker referred to the ser-
jous condition of the provincial finances
and pointed out that if there had been
a strong business man at the head of the
government in 1908 there would not have
been Valley Railway blunders and the
blunders which had cost the people so

Mr. Tilley sald he had listened with
pleasure to the honorable member for
Kent, and also to the premier and the
mover and seconder of the address. He
wished ‘to say that at a time of trials
and crisis like this, the office of premier
of Canada, or the premiership of the
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vernment was no sinecure.

Dr. Crocket followed Mr. Tilley. He
praised the road policy of the late gov-
ernment and naturally professed to be
not well pleased with the present admin-
istration.

Mr. Peck, of Albert, praised the late
government, which he said was a “splen-
did, honest and straightforward govern-
ment.”

The house took recess at 6 o’clock.

The house went into committee, with
Mr. Burchill in the chair, and took up
consideration of the bill to provide for
ex-officio members of the legislative
library committee. This bill provides
for the appointment of the chief super-
intendent of education, and the profes-
sor of English at the University of New
Brunswick, as ex-officio members of the
library committee.

The government might very well look
into the nationality of the men who com-
posed the board. The Germans had
been active with their propoganda and
much harm had resulted, particularly in
the neighboring republic. It was known
that a professor at the U.'N. B. but not
now connected with the institution, was
decidedly German in his sympathies.

Hon. Mr. Byme was glad the hon.
member who had just spoken was not
opposed to the principle 4f the bill, but
he was surprised at his reference to the
University of New Brunswick. This in-
stitution is supported by the people, and
all are proud of the work it is accom-
plishing. He could not agree with the
previous speaker that the professor of
English literature at the university might
be an alien. Before the war broke out
the empire was open to citizens of the
world, who received the same justice at
the hands of the courts as if they were
British subjects. The bill, he said, had
been carefully considered, and should
commend itself to the house as it exists.

The eommittee took up the consider-
ation of the bill to amend the children’s
protection act, which provides for an in-
crease in the amount paid by the muni-
cipalities and the province, for the main-
tence of each child at any institution,
from $75 to $100 annually.

Dr. Campbell said his attention had
been: called’ to some of the sprovisions
of this act, but he had not had time to
consider some amendments mwhich had
been suggested to him, in ‘it, and he
would be glad if further copsideration
of the bill could stand over until he
could have an opportunity to discuss
these suggestions with the attormey-gen-
eral. B

This was agreed to, and progress re-
ported.

The house again went into committec.
with Mr. Magee in the chair, and agreed
to the bill to amend the judicature act,
1909, which provides for three sittings
of the circuit court to be held in York
county annually, and a bill 'to amend
Chap. 126, C. S. 1908, respeeting juries,
which provides for the number of grand
jurors to be called in the county to be
12 instead of 24

The bill to amend the schools act was
then takem up. This bill provides for
increase in salarfes of inspectors of
schools from $1,700 to $2,000, and also
that superior schools in grade seven and
tapwards shall be free to all pupils re-
siding in the parish or parishes in which
the school is established, provided such
pupils belong to districts in which pub-
lic school is maintained.

The bill was then agreed to.

Hon. Mr. Foster asked if the honor-
able member for Carleton (Smith)
would be willing to waive the two days’
notice in respect to two of his enquiries,
given earHer in the sitting. Mr. Murray
(K ) wanted to know why the pre-
mier desired to waive the notice in re-
spect to these two enquiries, particularly.

Hon. Mr. Foster said because he con-
sidered they reflected upon his integrity,
and he did not desire them to remain un-
answered a moment longer than was ‘ab-
solutely necessary.

At that time
the advance in flour caused a ‘tremendous
flurry, a rise of twenty-five cents-a barrel
almost every second day being regarded
as something unprecedented. Before the
corner was broken the total - advance
amounted to $2 or $3 a barrel. Business
men who look back at those days are
inclined to smile when they compare the
| excitement caused by that situation with
present day conditions. During the last
torty-five days, alone, flour has shown an
advance of $620 a barrel, an increase
greater than the total price of flour be-
fore the war, and there have been re-
cord jumps of ninety cents and $1.20 in
a single day.

it possible to remove the power plant
and laundry from the main building and
thus remove what has been considered a
fire risk.

The building will front on Ritchie
street, with coal entrance in the rear
from White street. It will be of brick
and concrete construction throughout,
with reinforced - concrete floors. The
only wood used will be in the roof,
doors and ‘window frames, and it will
be practically fireproof.

At the front of the building, on the
ground floor, will be the boiler room,
89 by 41 feet with 18 foot ceiling. Two
boilers will be installed, but room is
provided for an additional boiler when
required. Off the boiler room is the en-
gine room, which will contain the en-
gine, dynamo, switchboard and other
electrical equipment. Opening off the
engine rgom is a toilet room with toilet,
wash basin and shower-bath. At the
rear is the coal pocket, 16 by 65 feet.
The floors of the coal pocket incline
sharply towards the place where the
fuel is taken out, the coal dropping to-
ward that point by gravity and thus
saving any extra shovelling. It has a
capacity of 400 tonms.

On the upper floor will be the laun-
dry, 40 by 41 feet, which will be fitted
with direct connected electrical equip-
ment of the latest design.
