At The Perry Trial

Bricklayer

Recounts Talk With Mrs. Perry About
disarranging Cellar Steps—Said She Suggested
it so-as to Cause Injury to Captain—Clergyman
Says Reconciliation Was at Wife's Request.

Yarmouth, N, S, April 22—Nathan-
el Adams, bricklayer, of Yarmouth, was
the first witness called at this morning’s
session of the Perry murder case. He
identified several wax impressions of
keys which he said had been given him
by 'Mrs. Perry some time previous to
her separation from her husband, or

1| about seven years ago. He thought they

| were given him, he said, that keys might
be made by means of which he could
|obtain access to the cellar stairs in the
-Perry house. He said that Mrs, Perry
| suggested that he disarrange the stalrs
iin order to cause injury to the captain,
and that she had also asked him at the
time if he could obtain dynamite for her
‘and used the word “separation” in this
' connection. He said she had told him that
she and her husband were not getting
along well together.

Cross examined by Mr. Landry, coun-
sel for the defence, the witness said
that he had known Captain Perry for a
great many years, though never inti-
mately. They were members of the same
fraternity, although belonging to differ-
ent lodges. He had not had keys made,
had not dislodged the cellar steps, had
not inquired about dynamite, and had
not advised Captain Perry of the con-
versation.

Mr. Landry:—*“This is a very import-
ant matter, Mr, Adams, that conversa-
tion should have made as deep an im-
pression on your mind as the keys made
on this wax. Did it?

_ The witness:—"It made no impression
on my mind at all. I took little or no
account of it at the time.”

All the witness said he could recall
of the conversation was the impression
it left with him. ‘He took the wax im-
| pressions, wrapped in linen as they
were, put them away and never thought
of them again, until Detective Kennedy
had asked him if they were in his pos-
session, on the day of the arrests. Even
then he had not, known whether or not
these impressions < were available his
| house being destroyed by fire. His wife
however, produced them. FEven the
newspapers the evidence of the
disarranged steps the matter of the wax
Wmmdum&
had mot told his wife or any living soul
revious to the arrival ~of Detective
Kennedy of the conversation he hed had
with Mrs. Perry or for what purpose
the impressions had come into his pos-
session. He had not cautioned Mrs.
Perry against the design conveyed to
him in the conversation referred to, and
regarded as ridiculous the impression
he recelved of the defendants reference
to dypamite and separators. On the
morning of the murder he had visited
the Perry home for the first time since
the conversation of seven or more years
back and had sent word to Mrs. Perry,
through Mansfleld, that he was: prepar-
ed to help her in any way he could.

R. F. Guest, photographer, was next

called to identify photographs of the
head of Captain Perry and of the Perry
home.
Charles H. Babine, former chief of the
Yarmouth police, testified ds to the con-
ditions existing at_the Perry homestead:
on his arrival there, in answer to the
summons of Mansfield Ross on the night
of the murder and precautions he had
taken to obtain all the evidence possible
at the time,

He said that with Detective Kennedy
he had visitéd the Perry home on the
afternoon of the arrest and had taken
part in an experiment to demonstrate
whether or ot the sound of a body fall-
ing in the outside back porch could be
heard from en upstairs room. He said
he heard the sound plainly on two oc-
casions. - He said the only time that ‘the
defendant had viewed the body of her
husband to his knowledge, was the day
preceding the funeral. Her only remark
was made when pointing to an old scar
on the captain’s face, she had eaid
“poor boy, there was where he was
hurt in a driving accident.”

He said he felt sure that the iron bar
was not in the tub on the back porch
on the occasion of his first round.

Cross-examined by Mr. Landry, the
witness said that he did not know
whether the doors leading through the
Perry house, upstairs or down, were
open or shut when the experiment was
made with the falling body. An en-
deavor had been made to re-enact the
circumstances of the tragedy. Mrs.
Perry and the others in the Perry house-
hold had afforded him every facility in
conjunction with his examinations and
had answered all question put to them.

CONFERENCE ON
" REPARATIONS

Germany’s Effort to Have the
United States Intervene

Latter Refuses But Suggests
Resumption of Negotiations
—Refusal to Transfer Gold
—TFrance Regards Play As
Germans’ Last Card.

London, April 22—Dramatic efforts pn
the part of Germany to induce the Unit-
ed States to arbitrate the reparations
question and the refusal of the Wash-
ington government have lent new inter-
est to Sunday’s conference between
Premier Briand 8f France and Premier
lLloyd George of Great Britain. The
expressed decree of the United States
that there be an “immediate resumption
of negotiations”, has brought into the
situation a new element, as is has been
popularly supposed the two premiers
would merely consider plans for further
occupation of German territory, and not
| a renewal of exchanges between London
{and Paris ang Berlin.
| The new factors entéring into the
situation have given rise to considerable
speculationi as to whether Lloyd George
and M. Briand will deem it advisable
' to make some sort of answer to the im=
plication in the United ‘States note to
Berlin that further negotiations should
be commenced.

It is known that military authorities
of France have perfected all plans for
the occupation of cities and towns. in
the Ruhr district of Germany, and have
formulated economic penalties.

Germany, at the same time she appeal-
ed to Washington, sent a communication
to the Allies rejecting the demand that
the gold holdings of the Reichsbank
in Berlin be deposited before May 1, in
either Cologne or Coblenz, as security
for reparations payments. These hold-
ings amounted to 1,091,598,000 marks on
April 15.

PASSOVER

Passover, the feast of unleavened
bread, is to be celebrated this year be-
ginning this evening, and continuing a
week, the eoncluding service of the holi-
day falling on Friday, April 29,

The festival of Passover, called in
Hebrew “Pesach,” reached back to re-
mote antiquity when it was observed by
the early Hebrew tribes as an agricul-
tural spring festival. At an early period
Pesach was_transformed into a festival
celebrating the redemption of the He-
brews from Egyptian slavery.

By connecting this festival with the
wondrous deliverance of the Hebrews
frcm the Egyptian yoke, new intent was
provided for its observance. The fes-
tival and the ritual ceremony observed
during the seven days in which it is
celebrated among Reform Jews, or eight
days among the Orthodox, is not ouly
identified with the exodus of the children
of Israel from Egyptian tyranny but fur-
ther symbolizes joy in the triump of

slavery.

The festival of Pesach was used by
the synagog as a means of consecrating
the Jewish home to God, who is regard-
ed as the Redeemer and Protector of
Israel. The story of the deliverance of
their forefathers from bondage and slav-
ery reminded the Jews of God’s prov-
idential guidance and gave them confid-
ence in their final redemption from all
oppression and woe.

Another serious situation has develop-
ed in connection with the work of the
city police. It is said that the officers
engaged in looking for illegal liquor are
using the “tasting” method most freely.
Entering a saloon they ask for a drink
end take it, if the bartender is kind
enough to serve it. In other instances
they see on the bar a glass that seems to
contain whiskey and they sample it with-
out asking “by your leave”. Then they
make the arrest. In the course of the
day a policeman who has visited a num-
ber of places on this duty is said to be-
come somewhat merry and bright. Ore
city magistrate has declared that he will
not accept” the evidence of a policeman
who has made more than five arrests of
this sort in one day. Five “shots” of the
stuff, in the magistrates view, must
disturb the equilibrium of anybody, even
a policeman.

The provision in the state law where-
by each case must be tried individually
by a jury is resulting in a grave con-
gestion in the courts. Indictments are
being brought in by the hundred, but
the actual trial of the cases has hLardly
commenced.

DIL TANKS HERE
LOOKED ON AS SURE

in Feld for Location at St.

John.

Although an adverse report has been
made by the fire underwriters on one
site for the proposed fuel oil supply
station here, it is practically certain that
tanks will be located here before the
opening of the next winterport season.
so Commissioner Bullock surmised this
morning. Besides the Shell Company
of Canada, whose apphcatlon for ease-
ment from the city in connection wit
a pipe line from proposed tanks on the
mill pond in West St. John, was con-
sidered by the council this week, at
least one other company is in the field
looking toward the establishment of a
station here. The Shell Company has
intimated that, should the underwriters
disapprove of the mill pond site, they
are open to consider another location, i

Some of the shipping people of the
city have expressed thé opinion that if
is imperative that St. John should have
an oil station if the port is to compete
next year with Halifax. The passenger
vessels in particular are being fitted for
fuel oil consumption and the necessjty
of having to make a stop at Halifax for
refuelling will militate against the land-
ing of passengers at St. John.

Mr. Bullock sees in the establishment
of a station here, the development of the
use of oil for mdustnal purposes in the
city, for which arrangements could be
made to deliver from the same tanks
as those supplying the ships.

FREE TRADE FOR CANADIAN

ESKIMOS UNDER
CONSIDERATION

Danish Royal Commission
Has Matter Up—King of

Denmark to Visit Green-!

land.

Copenhagen, April 5—(Associated
fress by mail)—The Danish govern-
ment Is tiying to formulate a new sys-

tem of government for its colony of!

Greenland, but the royal commission ap-
pointed for that purpose has been un-
able thus far to agree whether the Lski-
mos of that far northern land shall be
allowed to have free trade with all na-
tions.

King Christian is to visit Greenland
in June, the first time a Danish king has
ever visited that colony, and the com-

mission hopes to reach an agreement in’

time to enable him to announce the new
plan of government when he is greeted
by the Eskimos,

A well known Greenland explorer,
who is not a member of the commission,
told the correspondent that one section
of the commission was holding out for
free trade between the Greenland Eski-
mos and the nationals of all countries.
“This section,” he added, “rightly says
that the present system of the Danish
state granting a monopoly to a single
compahy, even if this company is man-
aged by Danish state officials, and for all
practical p;lrposes is a government de-
partment, is a direct violation of all
democratic principles.

“Without any competition, no com-
pany, and particularly a company man-
snged by state officials, could possibly be
expected to obtain for products of the
natives. the same high prices as would
be obtainable in the open market. Mon-
opoly never bred efficiency.

“On the other hand, the other section
of the Royal commission asserts that the
Eskimo i8 a child and must be treated
like a child, that intoxicating liquor and
other of the ‘blessings’ of civilization
must be kept away from him, or he will
go to rack and ruin,

“Every Greenland settlement has been
visited by illegal traders who have
shamelessly taken advantage of the con-
fiding nature of the Eskimos. For a bot-
tle of vile spirits, or a row of glass
beads these ‘traders’ have robbed the
natives of bear skins and other products
of great value. So a grandmotherly
trade restriction may not be right in
principle but certainly in practice.”

sured from the satisfaction expressed on
all sides at the meetings held since the
inauguration,

It is the intention to have meetings

twice a month where there will be a
programme usually given by the mem-
| bers, refreshments and an opportunity
to become acquainted; but this will be
only one phase of the club’s activitics.
Recognizing that one of the greatest ad-
vantages possible to the student in Paris
is the opportunity to meet people from
the many countries represented here in
the student life and to broaden the point
of view by the exchange of ideas, The
Canadian Students’ Club intends to en-
courage this by entering into relation
with other student bodies here,
i As an organization our students will
be able to obtain the numerous favors
jaccorded to student groups here such as
theatre reduction, invitations to lectures,
etc. Excursions, too, will be organized
and the question of athletics dear to the
heart of the real Canadian will be pro-
moted. In this city where sports don’t
seem to hold an important place, this
{ Canadian Club expects to organize a
hockey team next winter, and arrange-
ments are already being made for tennis
courts which will be at the disposal of
the members.

But probably the most important is
the fact that it will be a reliable source
of information for Canadians who intend
pursuing their studies in Paris, there are
very few of our students here who have
not had great trouble on their arrival in
getting information that they wanted.
The club makes it its responsibility to
be able to counsel new-comers as to
courses of study, to refer them to mem-
bers who have already experienced their
_difficulties and to do everything possible
lto facilitate matters for them. They

at the same time will give them a sense¢
iof being “at home.” '

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A Canadian Research Institute
Would Aid Native Industries
Solve Problems With Experts

HUME CRONYN, M, P, BEFORE OTTAWA BRANCH ENGINEERING
INSTITUTE TELLS OF PURPOSE TO MAKE TWO BLADES OF
GRASS GROW WHERE ONE GREW BEFORE

(Ottawa Journal.)

The value of research work as an aid
to the country and humanity in its
march of progress was emphasized by
Mr. Hume Cronyn, M. P., chairman of
the select parliamentary committee on
scientifie and industrial research, in the
course of an able and illuminating ad-
dress at the luncheon of the Ottawa
branch of the Engineering Institute of
Canada at the Chateau Laurier yester-
day.

ilr. Cronyn said that he did not in-
tend going into any general question re-
specting scientific eor industrial research.

re and Fundamental Science.

Dwelling on the distinction between
pure or fundamental science and appiied
or industrial science, the speaker) said
it was evident that in the coufitry at
large the distinctionm was not sufficiently
drawn. Purely fundamental science was
dificult to define. What he considered
the finest definition was that of Profes-
sor Huxley, who described pure or fun-
damental science as “the love of know-
ledge and the joy of discovery of the
causes of things.” Pure science discov-
ered and endeavored to extend the boun-
daries of knowledge, while applied or in-
dustrial science had always aimed at
attaining the utilitarian end. One science
discovered and the other applied and
utilized. Applied or industrial science
was the application of pure science to
particular probiems.

A large body of public opinion be-
Jleved that the universities were the pro-
per institutions to develop industrial
sclence. In Fngland, where the matter
had been carefully looked into, in the
United States and in Canada, where the

Industrial Research Council was largely
composed of university professors or
presidents, the decision has been that
the universities were not the proper
place for the development of industrial
science. However, the universities had a
tremendous part to play. Without them,
the progress of research would, die. It
was their duty to train researchers. Uni-
versities had been described as “men
producing bodies,” and research insti-
tutes as “man consuming concerns.”
Probably no quotation applied so fitting-
ly to the problem of industrial. science
than that “whoever can make two ears
of corn or two blades of grass grow
where one grew before will deserve bet-
ter of mankind than the whole race of
politicians put together.” The, speaker
said he would commend the quotation to
his fellow-members of the House of
Commons.

War Gave Impetus.

Reviewing the accomplishments of
different countries in the field of indus-
trial research, Mr. Cronyn spoke of Ger-
many’s activities before the war. In
Great Britain, the government had estab-
lished a bureau of reasearch at Tedding-
ton. Shortly after, the United States
founded the bureau of standards at
Washington. The war gave the greatest
possible impetus to the movement in
favor of industrial research. The British
parliament voted one miillion pounds to
found an imperial trust devoted to re-
search work. Great Britain treated her
industries more generously than Canada
did hers, and contributed a pound for
every pound contributed by the indus-
tries. Japan was raising four or five

million dollars for the establishment of!
a research institute at Tokio.  In thei
United States, apart from what the gov- |
ernment* was doing, the larger corpora-
tions were devoting enormous sums to
research work. Fellowships totalling
$293,000 were contributed by the indus-
tries to the Mellon Institute at Pitts-
burg. This institute, founded by Mellen
brothers, was a commercial institution,
but it was not operated for profits.

In Canada, outside of the various de-
partments of government, mines, agri-
culture and some other departments, the
country as a whole was doing very little
in the way of aiding research work, and
practically nothing was done in the field
of industrial research. Of course, this
was not to be wondered at, as the indus-
tries of Canada were not large or power-
ful enough 'to devote large sums of
money for such work. The Cguncil of
Industrial Research was founded in 1916
to survey the field. rennrt to the gover--
ment what should he done, and spread
the information and gospel of rescaiv.

Main Functions.

Some of the main functions of the In-
stitute would be to/enable Canadian in-
dustries to solve some of their problems,
increase production and utilize, waste
products, Mr. Cronyn gave it as his per-
sonal opinion that there existed perhaps
some misapprekension about the obzject
of the proposed institute. The object of
the institute was to aid native industries
by establishing a rallying point where
they could be advised by experts and
helped in the solution of their problems.

Mr. Cronyn commented on the extra-
ordinary results that had been obtained
in research work at the Mellon Institute
and other American institutes engaged
in industrial. research work. At the Mel-
lon Institute, the discovery of the use of |
tungsten in the making of nitrogen!
damps had resulted in an annual saving |
of $200,000,000. In conclusion, Mr.
Cronyn sand the establishment of a Na-
tional Research Institute would undoubt-
edl yald the country and humanity in its
march of progress. :

GERMAN CUT PRICES
ARE KEENLY FELT

Their Competition Affects All
Countries to Which They
Export Goods.

German rock salt, produced from Ger-

amn sources, was recently offered in
Montreal and district at prices much be-
low the bare cost of supplying Cana-
dian salt. Cheap German cotton stock-
ings have recently been offered in Can-
ada at prices as low as $1.65 per dozen,
which is ‘much below the cost of produc-
ing even the cheapest grade of cotton
stockings in the dominion. Germany
manufacturers have to import all their
cotton, but they have the advantage of
exchange on their labor, overhead ex-
penses, and profits—in fact on every
item of their cost except those raw ma-
terials. which have to be brought into
Germany from abroad.

During the ten months ended January,
1921, German goods were imported into
Canada to the value of $872,628, as com~
pared with a value of only $27,146 for
the ten months ended January, 1920.
Other low exchange countries have simi-
lar advantages which vary only in de-
gree in exporting to Canada.

Money
has been spent lavishly and recklessly,
partly to make the men in power popular
at the expense of the taxpayers, and
partly to create the impression that Ger-
many is utterly ruined.” g
Germany Is dumping goods into Swe-
den to such an alarming extent that
the Swedish government has under con-
sideration the imposition of higher im-
port duties, to protect the home market.
The Stockholm, Sweden, correspondent
of the London Times, writing in a re-
cent number of the Times’ trade supple-
ment, said: “This German competi-
tion, which here goes by the name of
valuta dumping. as it is based on the
difference between the value of the Ger-
man mark in foreign exchanges and its
actual purchasing power in Germany, is
on the increase, and is having a disturb-

ing effect on most Swedish industries,‘
where the rate of wages and costs of
production are so much higher. Cases
are quoted where German goods have
been offered at prices 50 per cent. lower
than those of corresponding Swedisa
products. Underselling to the extent of
30 and 40 per cent. is not uncommon.
But the benefits derived from the rates
of exchange are not the only advantages
which render the German dumping pos-
sible. German costs of production, it is
known, are reduced by special subven-
tions for diminishing the cost of living
in industrial centres and thereby ensur-
ing a comparatively lower rate of wages.
This ‘s regarded here as resembling the
old dumping system under whica, by
meang 8f state grants, German products
were sold more cheaply abroad than in
Germany itself, with the sole object -of
ruining the industrial production of other
countries. The outery against the pro-
ceeding is therefore becoming all the
more vehement.”

The correspondent doubts whether any
theoretical opinion will prevent the con-
tinuation of such dumping by Germany
or the adoption by other countries of the
anti-dumping measures now in contem-
plation.

The commercial sttache at Santiago,
Chili, in a report to the department of
commerce, states that German goods are
being sold in South America at prices
40 per cent. below prices of similar
goods from the United States, the ex-
c.ll;?nge situation being largely respons-
ible.

The Clarke Chemical Company of
Wickliffe, Ohio, in a communication to
the wiys and means committee of the
United States House of Representatives,
says: “The Clarke Chemical Company,
Wickliffe, Ohio, is a manufacturer of
Epsom salis in large quantities. Up to
a few months ago we enjoyed a very
flourishing business, but because of the
low priced German Epsom coming into
this country our plant is now shut-down,
our men dismissed and we are in Idle~
ness.
