London, Feb. 24— Agreements of con-
siderable importance were reached at
vesterday’s session of the Supreme Al-
lied Council and immediate announce-
ment is expected, according to some
morning newspapers. Resumption of
trade relations with Russia, says the
Mail, was decided upon, though with
important reservations. The Soviet gov-
ernment will be asked on its part to
abandon propaganda and recognize ex-

ting zones, while the Allies do not
uropose to encourage border states to
make war on the Bolsheviki.

¢t is understood the decisions
reached with complete unanimity and
received the assent of Premier Millerand
of France. Resumption of political re-
lations between the Allies and Russia
was not pressed, the Mail understands,
.0 the real difficulty of the Russian sit-
uation, recognition of the Soviet repub-
lic. remains unsolved.

Premier Millerand understood to'
have voiced the fear of France that
united Russia might be a serious menacc
to western Europe, while Premiers Lloyd
George and Nitti have taken the view
that Russia has been broken up and is
not dangerous. Reports, therefore, that
Premier Millerand has agreed to decis-
ions reached by the council are taken to
mean that a middle g'roum;l has been
found on which the Allies can stand un-
il dewelopments show true conditions.

CITY'S BILL FOR

Although but $14,000 is appropriated
by the city for street work in ectjon
with the street railway, it is estipiated
that the removal of snow alone since
Jan. 19 of this year has amounted to
mgre than $18,000.

Their energies almost en-
tirely devoted to second-hand theories that are the product of the diseased brain
of some poor, unfortunate wuplifter”” The former minister urged strongly “a
definite and a fixed sqientific tariff,” advocated the dissolution of every existing
government commission, pointed out “the necessity for the Liberal-Conserva-
tives to immediately prefect their organization everywhere,” and elaborated on
the benefits which he said, had been secured for the farmers of Western Canada
through the Liberal-Conservative party. Mr. Rogers closed with ansappeal for
turther recognition for the claims of Cezadian veterans of the war.

But what Mr. Rogers thinks of the

At all events he wants Union
government scrapped and in its place
one pledged to the “traditional policy” of
the Liberal-Conservative party. The
Liberals of the country will be glad to
meet him on that ground.

ANOTHER PROP GONE.

Union government has received an-
other severe jolt. Hon. A. K. Maclean
‘has resigned from the cabinet, in which
the maritime provinces have now no
representative. It is said that Mr. Mac-
lean will give the government general
support during the gession of parlia-
“ment which opens” on Thursday, but
that the next federal elections will find
him running again as a Liberal candi-
date. Although not the head of a de-
parfment Mr. Maclean was an able mem-
ber of the cabinet and his resignation
leaves it weaker than before, and re-
duces the Union Liberal representation
and influence. It is hinted that one or
¢ven two more resignations may be sub-
mitted before the end of the coming ses-
sion. The position of Mr. Rowdl and
Mr. Calder will be somewhat delicate, as
with them will practically rest the fate
of Union government. Both Mr. Bal-
lentyne and Mr. Sifton are in ill-health
and they are not expected to remain
long in public life. The latest develop-
ment invests the parliamentary session
with much greater interest for the peo-
ple, who for a considerable period-have
been wondering whether the govern-
ment would be able to survive the or-
deal. Liberals generally will be glad
that Mr. Maclean has retired, and thus
made somewhat easier the task of forcing
the government to go to the people. In
the debates of the session there will be
many excellent opportunities to embar-
rass a government that is leaderless and
has no fixed policy beyond the apparent
determination to hold on to office’ as
long as possible. One by one the props
ave falling away, and the end cannot
long be delayed.

Thé Rotary Club has become a centre
and source of inspiration wherever it bas
been established. The Club in St. John
celebrated last evening the fifteenth anni-
versary of Rotary. Fifteen years ago four
men met in Chicago and began the
movement. Today there are 600 Clubs
with fifty thousand members, scattercd
over this continent, the United Kingdom,
France, Central and South America,
China, and the islands of the sea. It has
been, as Canon Armstrong said last
evening, a phenomenal growth, aecom-
plished without putting an organiger in
the field. Indeed a careful survey is
made from headquarters beforc a charter
is issued to form a new club anywhere.
Vigor and permanency are desired
rather than numbers. Here are some
of the objects of Rotary:—

CONCERNING SHIPMENTS
TO GREECE FROM CANADA.

In a letter to the St. John Board of
Trade explaining why it had been found
necessary to order certain Canadian ship-
ments for Greece through a United
States port, the Canadian Trade Com-
mission states that the port to which
this material must be shipped depends
entirely on the supply of wheat at the
various Atlantic ports, as all this traffic
is to be loaded on ships supplied by the
Greek government for the carriage of
wheat from Canada. In ordering ship-
ments to a United States port they were
conforming to altered arrangements of
the wheat board, due largely to the in-
ability of the railroads to get a sufficient
volume of wheat to St. John. It is
stated that there are now at St. John
about 650 cubic tons of manufactured
goods awaiting the arrival of a Greek
ship- The Canadian Trade Commission
assure the board that Canadian ports
will, in all cases, receive the preference
in the handling of foreign shipments
financed by Canada.
