BILL BEFORE. CONGRESS

Legislation Will Shut Out Canadian
Railways From Operating
Steamers in Panama [Canal and
on Great Lakes — Means Inter«
national Complications

(Canadian Press)

New York; May 20—A Washington de-
spatch: to the Herald says:—.

“Canadian railroads which own, operate
or in any way exercise control over steam-
ships, will be dealt a eevere blow if the
Adamson Panama Canal bill to be passed
by the house this week, is not amended
before it becomes a law.

“In the opining' of republican and demo-
cratic members of the house interstata
and foreign commerce committee who
drafted the measure and of members of
the interstate commerce commission whe
favor it, no Canadian steamship operated ’
by a railroad is permitted, by the terms
of the Adamson bill, to uBe “any water-
way of the United States, including the
Great Lakes and Papama Canal. This -
far reaching effect of the Adamson bill,
has only ¢

The Provisions

“Last wek in the house it was ch
by opponents of the railroad legislation
carried in the bill that if the provision
agzinst the ownership, by railroads, of
steamships with which they ‘do or ‘may”
compete, was enacted, Canadian railroads
would have an unfair advantage over Am-
erican railroads. This charge was allowed
to stand uncontradicted until today when
Representative Joseph R. Knowland of

“The Canadian tra ti tal
roads, by reason of the fact thiat they o5
erate lines in the United States, are sub«
Ject to this act’” said Mr. Knowland,
They are the Canadian Pacific, the Cana-~
dian Northern and the Grank Trunk and
they all operate steamships on the Great
Lakes and on the sea. :

“The great importance of this legislation
which, 1t now appears, will pass the house
by a big majority, to Canada as well’ as
t‘he.United States may be seen at a glance,
It is of equal importance to both coun.
tries, so far as border waters and the Pa-
nama canal are concerned.

“By mutual agresment, the ships of the
United States and Canada use the Great
Lakes border watets indiscriminately. By
the terms of the Hay-Pauncefote treaty
with Great Britain, equal terme must ba
granted to all nations using the Panama
canal.

“Th Adamson bill upsettled all of these
agreements, it'is believed and may resuld
n grave international complications.

When Canada fully understands the im-
port of the proposed legislation, it is be-
lieved that the Canadian railvoads and the

Roads in States, Too

The object of the railroad provision of
the canal bill is to bring about, if pos-
sible, lower freight; rates, through ' real
competition between railroads and water
carriers. Tt is believed that every eteam-
ship owned by .a railroad in the United
States or Canada, ‘does or may competa
for traffic,” with ‘said railroad or other
carrier,’ and therefore comes within the
prohibition of the bill. t

“The injustice of preventing railroads in
thg United States from operating steam-
ships fmd at the same time, permitting
(‘qnadlan roads to operate ehips in Am-
erican waters, js recognized by the authors
and advocates of the Adamson bill,

“A majority of the interstate and for-

a majority of the house, are determined,
however, to stand by the proposed legisla-
tion, so far as United States ships are con-
cerned, and therefore, they are not likely
to yield regarding Canadian ships in Ameri-
can waters. .

“The support of the railroad section of
the Adamson bill is non-partisan. It was
rcported by a large majority from the
ccmmittee by the votes of demoerats and
republicans.

The Treaty Clause

“Members of both parties will oppose .
Thg section of the Hay-Pauncefote treaty,
which some believe would prevent the Un.
ited States from enacting such ‘legislation,
affecting Canadian ships, is this:—

* ‘The canal shall be free and open to
the vessels of commerce and of war of al'
nations observing these rules on terms o
entire equality, so that there shall be nb
discrimination against any such nation, or
its citizens or subjects, in respect to the
conditions or charges of traffic or other |
wise. Such conditions and charges of traf-
fic shall be just and equitable.’ :

“Representative William (. Adamson;
of Georgia, chairman of the committee,
and author of the bill, has prepared an
amendment which he will offer on the floor
this week giving the interstate committes
authority to determine the question of
fact as to whether any steamship is own-
ed, operated or wholly or in part controll-
ed by a railroad with which it may com-
pete.

“The commission also gets, in this amend
ment, jurisdiction over joint rail and wat:
er rates through the canal, when such
transportation is pot entirely within the

limits of a single state.”

PROSECUTING THE COFFEE TRUST

New York. May 18—Attorney-General
Wickersham today moved against the so-
c;lled coffee trust, or Brazilian valoriza-
tion scheme. In a petition in equity filed
h'ere_m the United States court the valo-
rization plan is declared to be a violation
of the Bherman anti-trust law.

The court is asked to decree the scheme
unlawful ,to enjoin the valorization com-
mittee from withholding the coffee from
the market ,and to appoint a receiver to
sell the 950,000 bags, valued at $10,000,000,
now alleged to be stored in the various
warehouses of the New York Dock Com-
pany.

The government also applied for a tem-
porary injunction restraining the valoriza-
tion committee from removing or dispos-
ing of the coffee held in America pending
thg termination of the issue.

The Anscns are connected by marriage
with a large number of the most famous
houses of the British aristoeracy; for in-
stance, with the Earl of Leicester, of
Mansfield, of Wemyss, (pronounced
Weemz) with the Marquis of Waterford,
the Duke of Abercorn, etc., etc. As these
peers are connected in their turn with
other titled families of < Great Britain,
there can be but little doubt that Mm
Emery will by this marriage be rec_eWed
within the ranks of the British aristoc-
racy. o

The Aneons are an ancient family of the
county of Stafford, where the ear ’9 prin-
cipal seat, Shugborough Hall, is _sltuabed
Its most famous member was Admiral An-
son, the circumnavigator of the globe and
the reformer of the British admiralty. As
post-captain he served twice on the North
American station, from 1724 to 1730 and
from 1733 to 1735, as captain of the “Scar-
borough” and of the “Squirrel” warships.
Later, in 1743 while in command of the
“Centurion,” he eaptured a richly laden
Spanish galleon, the “Nuestra Senora de
Covadonga,” which made him a wealthy
man for the rest of his days. -

Afterwards he saw some service against
the French but his principal activitics
were in the direction of relieving the navy
department of the corruption and lack of
discipline into which it had fallen for
which he was created Baron Soberton.

If one cares to trace the family further
back, Willim Auson, an eminent lawyer
in the reign of Queen Elizabeth, left a son
named William who in turn had three
children, Thomas, George and' Janette.
Janette, who was an excedingly handsome
girl, married Sambrooke Adams. whose
gon subsequently inherited the estates of
his two maternal uncles, on condition that
he would assume the name of Anson.

Tt was this George Adams-Anson who
became the father of Admiral Anson I
have just mentioned.

The admiral's barony became extinct at
his death, but his vast fortune devolved
upon hie nephew, George Adams, who
subgequently inherited the estates of his
older uncle, Thomas, and assumed, by
royal permission, in 1778, the surname and
arms of Anson. He married, in 1763,
the daughter of George Venables Vernon.
first Lord Vernon, and became ' blessed
with a large family. the eldest of whom
wae Thomas, the first Viscount Anson.
The eldest son of the first viscount, also
named Thomas, was first Earl of TLich-
field, in 1831. His eldest son, Thomas
George, had a latge number of children,
among whom were Thomas Francis An-
son, the third and present earl. born in
1856, and Alfred (the fiance’ of Mrs. Em-
ery), born in 1876.

In the foregoing outline, T have mere-
ly shown the pedigree of Alfred Aneon
from the time of the Elizabethan juhist.
The family is so numerous that it would
be more than tedious to attempt to peruse
a complete account of its various ramifi-
cations, so T will merely cite, as examples
that the second earl married the eldest
daughter of the firet Duke of Abercorn,
and that one of Alfred Anson’s brothers,
Claud, wedded Lady Clodagh Beresford,
youngest daughter of the fifth Marquis
of Waterford.

The Morocean question, which has lately
been such a disturbing factor in old world
politics, has, it is hoped, just entered up-
on a new and more gatisfactory phase,
with the appointment of General Lyautey
as resident governor-general, and who has
orders to remain in France's new protec-

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Lyantey. But M. Poincare’ explained that
in his-opinion it was the only thing to do,
and at last President Fallieres fell in with
his views, so General Lyautey goes to
Morocco as a sort of autocrat, all action,
civil, military and administrative, being cen-
tred in him. It is geherally admitted that

 the troubles in the past have been due to
 divided authority. '’

General Lyautey ‘has seen & good deal of
active service. He did excellent work in
Krench Indo-China, and in Madagascar.
He is a thorough goldier, possessed of ideas
of his own, some of which he put into suc-
cessful practice in aa!!ﬁs, when he was
appointed brigadier ‘géneral of South Oran
in 1904. Ther was a good deal of disaf-
fection in that portion of the country,
which abuts for many miles on the fron-
tiers of Morocco, .

General Lyautey #uéceded in paeifying
the entire turbulent district by divi%ing
it  into small sectiom§'@and econcentrating
his efforts on each single sub-division. Each
of these areas was at last completely freed
from all disorder, and not until then did
he pass on to the next. A man who can
déal with disaffected tribes in Algeria may
be expected to be able to handle similar
difficulties in the adjoining country. But
Morocco is a country of surprises, and
events there sometiies take ‘a most unex-
pected turn. -

Genertl Lyautey, ‘however, is mnot at
stranger to the agreeable occupation of
cleaning Augean stables, nor, as I have
stated, is unknown in Moroceo, having
been there before as Freuch high commi-
sioner 'at Udja, where .in conjunction
with a = native. ' high ' commissioner
appointed by the BSultan, he re-
established and .arvanged the protection
of the commercial traffic -between :Algeria
and Morocco. Having succeded in what
h'e undertook to do, he went home, and
was sent' to command the Tenth Army
Corps at Rennes.. It is expected that his
name will very soon appear on the roll of
the French Academy, for he is a scholarly
man and a distinguished writer on mili-
tary topics. as well, his articles in the
“Revue des Deux Mondes” being especial-
1y valuable and valued.

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THE GROWTH OF THE CITY

Will the conditions of life for the aver-
age individual be any better in St. John
when the city has a population of 100,000?
We are making a great effort to get more
people—but is that really desirable?

These questions were submitted to the
Times last week by a business man who
is steadily enlarging his own business,
and who admits that an increased popu-
lation would enlarge the opportunity of
many citizens to improve their financial
position.

He was not thinking of a group, how-
ever, but of.the mass of the people. Are
the conditions of life for them improved
by rapid grewth of population—by the
mere bigness of the city? We want more
factories, more work-people, more taxpay-
ers, more activity, more mohey in cireul-
ation, more evidences of material growth
—but will the mass of the people be bet-
ter off when this is accomplished?

The answer to the question must de-

pend upon the motive of the citizens in
their striving for a greater city. If the
aim is purely selfish and materialistic,
the condition of the mass of the people
will not improve. But if along with the
desire for enlargement there is a desire
for betterment, for improvement of the
conditions under which all the people live
—for better housing, better sanitation,
greater organized social service, better
care of the children, and a general striv-
ing to approach the standard of a model
city, the growth of population and of
wealth is not a hindrance but a help.
. There is, of course, danger that in a
period of rapid growth the general eager-
ness to share in the material profits of
that growth will make people indifferent
to the higher aims; and it is therefore
needful that those having the larger vis-
jon make their voices heard in warning.
The real greatness of a city is in the char-
acter of its people, and their character
as generations pass will largely depend
upon the nature of their surroundings,
the conditions under which they live, and
the ideals they are taught to cherish.

The present is an age of great social
unrest. There is a greater gulf between
classes even in the most democratic of cit-
ies than the person absorbed in personal
affairs has ever dreamed. This unrest
is greatest in those populous centres where
the desire for a better city has been sub-
ordinated to that for a city greater in
dimensions and in the evidences of wealth
and power. :
_There is here a lesson for the people of
St. John. In addition to the desire to
have here 100,000 people there should be
a determination to make the conditions
such that there may be 100,000 happy and
prosperous people, living under the best
sanitary conditions, in healthful homes,
with pleasant surroundings, good laws
well observed, and every opportunity to
give the children the training that makes
for efficiency and for good citizenship.
Otherwise mere bigness is a delusion and
8 snare.

NEW BRUNSWICK’S OPPORTUNITY

There is more involved in the coming
provincial elections than a mere possible
change of rulers. The province of New
Brunswick has entered upon a forward
movement, and much will depend upon
the attitude of the provincial government.
This is a time for able and progressive
men, who can do something more than
merely play the game of politics. This
province is entering upon a new relation-
ship with the rest of Canada and with
the mother country. Developments which
were practically impossible a few_ years
ago are jupon us. New transportation
lines are traversing New Brunswick,
broadening the local opportunities of the
people and strengthening the position of
the province im connection with the trade
of the mother country as well as that of
all Canada. The period of stagnation has
passed, and the rapidity with which the
country will advance along the lines of
progress and prosperity will depend in no
small measure upon the breadth of .view,
the business ability and the courage and
initiative of the government at Frederic-
ton.

The present government has been in
office four years, and the people have had
& good opportunity to judge its quality.
Mr. Flemming and his colleagues can play
the game of politics fairly well, but they
have not impressed the public either with
Sheir intelligent grasp of public affairs
or the breadth of their policy. As this
paper has already pointed out, they have
had a fine opportunity during the past few
months to show their capacity. The great
immigration congress held at Fredericton
set out clearly some broad principles of
public policy which should mark the ad-
ministration of affairs at this time. The
goverriment has failed to respond. Mr.
Flemming’s ready-made-farm scheme is a

 mere make-shift. It does not go far
enough nor is it broad enough in its appli-
eation. It is obviously the policy of this
government to pretend to meet the wishes
of the people while it goes on rewarding
4ts friends and spending money in more
reckless fashion than did any of its pre-
decessors. The time is opportune for a
change, and to place the administration
of affairs in the hands of new men, who
would have a broader conception of their
duties and the opportunities now offered
to the province.

There is need, first, of economy in ad-
ministration and such control of the vari-
ous departments as will ensure that the
money expended improves the public ser-
'vice instead of being used as a reward
for politicdl support. There is, second,
the need of & much more aggressive policy

in relation to agriculture and immigration.
The time has also come to check the ten-
dency to exploit public franchises without
regard for the public interest. This  is
not the time to saddle upon, the province
for another legislative term a government
which has showed itself deficient in the
higher qualities of statesmanship.

THE LOYALISTS

The joint meeting of patriotic societies
on Saturday evening in honor of the Loy-
alists was a very successful affair, with
interesting addresses, good music and
pleasant social intercourse. Hon. H. F.
McLeod, who was the orator of the even-
ing, spoke on broad lines, and paid fitting
tribute to the genius of the British race,
whose flag carries with it that freedom
which commands devotion, even unto hard-
ship and death. Mrs. E. A. Smith’s sug-
gestion of a Loyalist memorial might weil
be coupled with that of Dr. Hay in re-
gard to a museum for relice and records.

It is worthy of note that there has just
come to hand from Ottawa a circular
bearing the signatures of nine distinguish-
ed Canadians which eays in part:—

“You may be aware thdt, last year, a
national committee was formed in New
York, looking towards a joint celebration
by Great Britain and the United States
of a ceatury of peace among English
speaking peoples, and that, recently, a sim-
ilar movement has taken place in the
United Kingdom, and an essociation hag
been organized under the able and zeal-
ous chairmanship of our late governor
general, Lord Grey. This century of peace
will have been completed on the one hun-
dredth enniversary of :the Treaty of
Ghent, which wes concluded on Christmas
Eve, 1814, and ratified on the 17th. Febru-
ary 1815. It naturally possesses a special
interest for Canadians, inasmuch as Can-
ada ie immediately adjacent to the
United States, and is the portion of the
British Empire that witnessed the actual
conflicts of the War of 1812-14. The bit-
terness engendered by those feuds has hap-
pily long since passed away, and it seems
fitting that we should participate in cele-
brating the blessings of peace which for a
period of one hundred years will have ex-
isted between us and our neighbors. It is
not quite apparent to what extent this
movement has taken concrete form in the
United States, but the favorable manner
in which the proposal has been received
there, as evidenced by the representative
character of the national committee, and
the enthusiasm with which the idea has
been taken up by our friends in' Great
Britain, indicates that the time has ar-
rived when some tentative step may with
propriety be taken by Canada.”

At Ottaws on June 4 a meeting of rep-
resentative Canadians will be held, and it
is probable a Canadian national committse
will be formed to co-operate with those
in Great Britain and-the Unjted States.

If the effect of Loyalist celebrations
were merely to keep alive ancient pre-
judices their usefulness might well be
doubted, but there will be none more
heartily in acecord with the spirit of the
peace “centenary than descendants of the
Loyalists of 8t. John.

They Want—Difficulty in Aus-

Sydney, N. 8. W., April 20—Something
of a novelty in strikes has lately inflict-
ed much inconvenience on the residents of
Broken Hill. It involved some 500 cooks,
barmaids, waiters, waitresses, kitchen-
maids, tea girls, and others employed in
the local hotels and restaurants.

The Bread Carters’ Union forbade their
members to deliver bread to the picketed
premises. The Liquor Trades Employes’
Union carried a motion ‘“that no hotels
be supplied with aerated waters, epirits,
or beer of any description unless they com-

ly with the Hotel, Club and Restaurant
%mployes' Union log.” Even the town
dustmen’s organization commanded its
members not to “handle any garbage from
‘scab’ houses.

The Employers’ Side

As to the merits of the dispute, a state-
ment issued by the Employers’ Associa-
tion i instructive. Some of the wages
asked for, it declared, were ocut of rea-
gon. “Why ehould a 16-year-old pantry-
maid demand twenty-five shillings a week
with board and lodging, which is equival-
ent to $11.25, and why should a mere lad
demand $18.75 a week as a waiter or bar-
man, while an experienced miner has to
work for $16.50 a week, without free beer,
cigars, or cigarettes? Some of the terms
asked by the leaders are utterly unwork-
able and unfair. For example, we are told
that we must engage our hands only
through union officials. We are quite will-
ing to employ union labor, but to make
our business pay we muat insist on having
a free hand in the engagement of our em-
ployes.

The weekly wages offered by the em-
ployers, in- addition to board and lodging
were:

Barmaids, $7.50; barmen, $11.25; male
cooks, $8.75 to $18.75; female cooks, three-
quarters of male rates; kitchen men, $6.25

| Mil tary Aviation

’ It appears that difficulty is being experi-
| enced by the commonwealth government
|in securing the services of a competent
| aviator to act as instructor for the pro-
{ posed aeroplane corps to be established at

Duntroon, and the authorities have ac-
| cordingly sought the co-operation of the
| War Office.

In a report on aviation, Lieutenant G.
A. Taylor, of New South Wales, has sug-
gested to the defence department that it
would perhaps be preferable and less ex-
! pensive to invite aeroplane builders to
I gubmit six machines that best fulfil cer-
| tain military requirements, and to give a
| government subsidy to private owners of
| aeroplanes, with a claim to hire or pur-
]‘chue them in time of war.. The aviators
should undergo a prescribed course of mil-
itacy training, and form an aerial reserve.
| The headquarters of the aerial establish-
ment could be at Duntroon, where an
aerial experiment and construction school
could be founded. The corps should be
under a capable commander, who should
have under his charge twenty-five men.
The cost of the establishment, exclusive
of subsidizing private seroplanes, would
not be less than $30,000 a year, which
would include salaries, wages, and materi-
als for conetruction, with an additional
initial expenditure of $20,000 for the six
aeroplanes under tender.

The corps would be trained in duties
such as signalling drill, reconnaissance,
and engineering, with special attention to
wireless telegraphy, An officer cognisant
of Australian conditions and versed in
aviation det:ils ehould be periodically sent
abroad t0 1tudy seroplane development.

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Lieutenant Taylor’s suggestions are being
considered by the authbitjes.

“Western Australia_doeg not eeem to fa-
vor the commonwealth :gdvernment’s pro-
posal to establish a big Haval ‘and com-
mercial harbor at Qockburn Sound, some
five miles south of Fremantle. The re-
cent visit of the minister for defence to
Perth is believed to have been undertaken
with the objeet of inducing the state gov-
ernment to share in the ‘expense of con-
structing the harbor and linking it up
with the Trans-Australian railway to Port
Augusta by way of Kalgoorlie.

In an authorized communication Mr.
Fanstone, director of naval works, stated

‘that the federal authorities were willing,

under certain conditions, to give the state
government commercial rights in the pro-
posed harbor. The Fremantle harbor was
too small for present shipping require-
ments, and was incapable .of adequate ex-
tension. It would not be large enough
to accommodate steamers of the Olympic
type which might be expected at this first
Australian port of call for European boats
when the Trans-Australian railway was
constructed.

The federal government seems to hold the
idea that big steamers will in time come
to Fremantle and discharge their cargo
into inter-state boats, which would neces-
sitate up-to-date harbor, railway, and oth-
er facilities. If the state government
does not co-operate . in the naval scheme,
it is hinted that the commonwealth will
gecure sites which would be invaluable for
commercial purposes in yeare to come.

Mr. Fanstone considers that the Fre-
mantle harbor must extend south instead
of easterly up the Swan river, and states
that the outer harbor as planned would
give more accommodation for shipping
than Sydney harbor.

The Fremantle Harbor Trust Commis-
sioners take an entirely different view, of
the position. In an ‘official report recent-
ly issued they regret that the present har
bor is too small to cope with the growing
trade, and recommend its extension up
the Swan river. This, they contend,
would give all the facilities required for
the next ten years.

A Navy Matter

“While no one will euggest that ‘he
Australian defence department ought to
take the public into its confidence on all
possible occasions, it is extremely desir-
able,” remarks the “Australasian; “that
the authorities should by a little display
of candor, allay the public disquietude in
the matter of the destroyer Warrego.
Though the Warrego had been built in

made article. But, alas; the parts arrived
two years ago; .and where is the War-
rego?

“A number of disturbing and contradic-
tory rumors are afloat; but the Warrego
is not afloat. She ie authoritatively de-
clared to be on the point of completion,
but she has been on the point of comple-
tion for so long that it is now feared she
may only be completed in time to be
thrown on the scrap-heap as obsdlete. The
vessel was put together in England to
make eure that everything was right. She
was then taken to pieces again, and sent
to Australia, where it seemed that there
was nothing to do but to fit the parts to-
gether. TIf the mere fitting together of
the parts takes two years at least, how
long would it take Australia to build a
destroyer, and, for the building of a bat-
tleship, would we require anything short
of eternity?

We must not condemn the defence de-
partment on mere hearsay, but the public
cannot be blamed if it harbors in the cir-
cumstances an uneasy feeling that our first
essay in navy-building has come perilous-

ly near to a fiasco. When we have mas-

Wiley is get-
ting along finely and that the father also
has nearly recovered. The baby is named
after Mrs. Wiley’s father and myself.

“] wanted a girl, but Mrs. Wiley want-

ed a boy, and, of course, women alwaya
have their own way.”
. John Harvey Wiley will be reared un-
der the direction of an authority on food
hygiene. The diet upon which he will
substist and the care that will be taken
of him may well serve therefore as a mod-
el for the most lucky children in the
United States.

Doctor’ Wiley insists that the great in-
fant mortality is direcetly due to ignor-
ance as to the care that should be taken
of babies.

“Our child,” said Doctor Wiley with
great pride, “is~to be a pure food and
fresh air baby literally. At first he will
take natural food from his mother, and it
surpasses any baby food that ever has

i| been or will be invented.

“A child should not be weaned until
he is fifteen or eighteen months old, and
never until he has passed his second sum-
mer. Our baby, will be weaned a year from
the first of next September.

“Of course he will have some light food
before that time, but only a little white
of egg and some gruel. After he begins
to eat he will have cereals, fresh, good
meats. soft beiled eggs, barley broth,

“He will not be given fruit until after
he is three years old and has all of his
teeth.

“If we can obtain t{uberculosis germ-
proof, perfectly clean cow’s milk, he will
be allowed to drink all he can.

“From the very first day our baby will
sleep in the open air, as God intended all
men to do. His little lungs will be filled
with ozone taken fresh from God’s great
outdoors, without being bottled in close
rooms and unhealthy mansions.

“His clothes will be few end very
simple, I do not intend that our baby
shall ever wear the trailing robes many
miles too long that torture and retard
the proper growth of infants.

“From the first he will be fres to kick
his little feet and roll and tumble all he
wants to. All the clothe ¢ must hang from
the shoulders, of course, and that cross
of childhood, pins, to setick him and lac-
erate his tender flesh will be conspicu-
ously absent. g

“When he gets a little older we will
put him in rompers and sandals so his
growing feet will have a chance to grow.
He will learn the virtues of cold water
early in life. He is to drink lots of it,
not ice water, but water of the tempera-
ture of the blood. Milk also ehould be
given to children at blood temperature.

“One of the earliest lessons a child
should be taught is thrift and instead
of John Harvey being allowed to squan-
der his penpies -he is to be taught o eave
them. I started him right off today,” said
the ‘doctor, as he displayed a savings bank
book made out to John Harvey Wiley,
with an initial deposit of $100.

In addition to the savings account he
has two shares in a building association.
That is to lead him to the-acquirement
of a few acres of land and a home of his
own in the future, for the happiest man
imaginable is the man who knows that he
owns the land that shelters his dear ones.

Doctor Wiley is sixty-six years young.
He said: “I’m going to stay here long
enough, too, to start this boy on the prop-
er road to good health, education and
clean living.”

After the news had got abroad that
Doctor Wiley had a son and heir, the
membere of the staff of the Bureau of
Chemistry, Department of Agriculture,
over which Dr. Wiley so long presided,
presented their late chief a chest of sil-
ver. The chest, besides containing the
flat silver, contains a massive meat plat-
ter, side dishes and also a porringer, pap
spoon and cup for Master Wiley. The
silver plate on the side of the chest is in-
seribed: /

“To Harvey W. Wiley, whose leadership
has been an inspiration to all who have
the privilege of knowing personally, day
by day, the breadth and depth of his well
stored mind, his unshakable integrity and
his splendid poise and never-failing genial-
Aty under any and all conditions.

She admitted that her
friends would not have mistaken the pic-
tures in Sketch for portraits of herself,
but as several witnesses had testified that
other persons had assumied that they re-
presented her she did not carg to seek
further $pngagements until her fame had
been purged.

Viola- Hamilton took the stand, also
gowned in a way Lady Godiva never
thought of, and proudly said that the
photographs ‘represented herself. She glor-
ied in that fact that she had been chosen
out of 600 applicants by the town cletk
of Coventry, who had inspected and ap-
proved her costume.

Their only food
was a little mouldy grain‘and putrid wa-
ter. . Eden specch was denied them, for
one unhappy prigoner who had ventured
to expostulate Yeceived 200 blows—that is,
he was beaten to death. Since June last
year twenty-three men had bBeen consigned
to “Siberia.” of whom four had died.
“Siberia,” was the ingenious idea of the
director of the prison, and Doctor Pla,
the medical man in charge of the'estab-
lishment, at first ventured to hint that the
place did not fulfil sanitary requirements,
but met with the brutal reply: “So much
the better, we shall be the more quickly'
rid of these vagabonds.” The director at-
tempted, to justify his methods to the rep
resentative of the “Heraldo” by saying
that for the surveillance of the 800 prison-
ers consigned to his charge he was allowed
only five warders, and that severe meas-
ures were absolutely pecessary «for the
maintenance of discipline. “Once they
were relaxed,” he added, ‘‘the prisoners
would be the masters of the situation.

Langer usually adopts the auto-
biographical form, in order better to bring
out the peychological puzzles which run
through his stories.

A commission of the Russian Historical
Society has been holding meetings to de-
cided on the value of Tolstoy’ss writings
from the point of view of history. Pro-
fessor Botchkareff points out that famous
Russians have expressed conflicting opin-
ions as to the fidelity to facts of “War
and Peace” where it deals with the French
invasion of 1812. Turgenieff declared that
there was mno history in. the novel; and
Dimitri Merezhkovsky, Tolstoy’s gonstant
critic, says the same; whereas competent
historians like Professor Kulikovaky, pro-
nounce the novel to be “A Russian Iliad”
. Most of the historians geem to take the
former line. The critic Melgunoff says
that Tolstoy wilfully ignored the darker
sides of life a hundred years ago, such
as serfage, the atrocities of the Ruesian
guerillas, etc. and that he treated the
French unfairly. Another critic shows
that ®ome of the ideas which Tolstoy put
into the mouth of his hero, Picrre Besu-
khoff, such as sepiritual ‘‘simplification.’”

THEK OF BATLE

Constantinople, May 19—What greatly
increases the ‘fierce, fanatical enthusiasm
of the Arab warriors in the sandy deserts
of Tripoli and Benghazi is the presence of
a large number of girls, the 80 called “Am-
ariyehs” (Menders), as well as of whole
regiments of hajf-naked valiant Arab boys.

According to the sacred writings of Is-
lam, neither the very old or the very
young must be excluded from warfare, es-
pecially when it becomes necessary to
meet an infidel invader or when the Mos-
lem faith itself seems in danger. 'Thus,
in the Arab camps of Tripoli and Beng-
hazi there are at present numbers of men
of about eighty years of age and. of male
children not exceeding the age of eight.

Both of them fight with admirable cour-
age. Many a greybeard has put to utter
shame much younger warriors through
their exceptional knowledge of war taec-
tice and through their complete disregard
of difficulties and dangers. The vehement
fanaticism of the old, too, 18 & most for-
midable weapon, frequently more deadly
than the vigorous courage and endurance
of the young.

Every one of the boys has a rifle. It
is rather . amusing, say those who have
just arrived here from the field of battle,
to see such a little fellow carrying in a
most warlike spirit his rifle, whieh is
longer by far than himself.

With regard “to the ‘‘Amariyehs’” or
Menders, these are young Arab beauties,
girls between sixteen and eighteen years

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of age. They derive their name ffom their
office. Their duty is to ‘“mend” the cour-
age of the failing, to rebuke the wavering
and to inspire the brave. This seems to
be an old Arab custom much in vogue in
North African districts.

The Menders have also other duties,
They bring water to the thirsty into the
foremost ranks of the warriors. They help

hospitals. They snatch the dying from the
field of battle that they should not fall
into the hands of the'enemy. Many an
Amariyeh has fallen a victim to her voca-
tion. . ‘

A pathetic story is told of an Amariyeh
who had accompanied her lover into the
battlefield. Both of them were aesigned to |
a company of warriors near Tripoli. They
all swore that they would “tear their
hearts out of their bosoms” rather than
yield to the ‘‘Macaroni.” The latter prov-
ed, however, much stronger. The Arab
fighters fell one by one. The lover of the
Amariyeh was mortally wounded. When
the girl saw that there was no escape
she lay herself alongside his expiring body
She did not commit suicide. but when the
enemy came he found the couple dead, en-
twined in the last desperate embrace of
the eternal farewell.
