Brld&eport Comm,, ‘July "11—Twenty per<
sons were killed and seventy injured here
early today in the wreck of  the Federal
Express, a fast passenger train over the
Hartford and New ‘Haven Railway"' bound
" lfrom Washington for Boston. The train
jumped the track and plunged down a high
viaduct into the street. Only two ecars re-
mained on’ the irack six falling with the
locomotives to the pavement while one
car hung over the edge of the viaduct but
id not fall.

The train was due at Brldgeport at 2.19
o’clock but was running an’ hour of more
behind time. The derailment occurred at
a point well within ‘the city limits and less
than a mile and a half west of the Bridge-
port station.

The wreck was the most appalling one in
the history of the New Haven road. The
mail car, baggage car. day coaches and Pull-
maén piled up in a tangled mass making the

work of extricating the passengers a long
hard task. The locomotive, a twisted mass
of helplc&t junk, was sent '200 feet beyond
the first the cars and lay on its back
across the curh’of Fairfield avenue.

[EBERAL AND LOCAL HOUSES)

Ex-Sheriff Legere for Commons, Clifford At-
kinson, English Candidate for New Brunswick
Legislature — Convention Heartily Endorses
Liberal Leaders and Reciprocity Agreement

Richibucto, N. B., July 10—Before one
of the largest and = most representative
conventions ever held in Kent county,
Hon. 0. J. LeBlanc, the present federal

.| member who has passed  his four-score

years, retired from the political arena in
which he has figured for thirty-five years
as representative of Kent, and asked the
assembled delegates to choose some younger
man. - He was given a splendid reception
and ecordial vote of thanks before the dele-
gates proceeded "to taxe hig advice, and
then, after a ballot, August Legere, ex-
sheriff of Kent, was chosen as the Liberal
standard bearer at the next dominion elec-
tion. Clifford Atkinson was chosen as the
English candidate for the ticket in opposi-
tion to the local government and it was
unanimously decided to leave the choice
of the Acadian candidates to a committee
who would submit nameés of good men to
a ’?mvention at a later date.

here ~was splendid enthusiasm and
hearty endorsation of the Liberal leaders,
Sir Wilfrid Laurier, Hon. Wm. Pugsley
and Hon. C. W. Robinson, ‘with resolu-
tions of confidence in them, the policy of
the Liberal party, and particularly the
reciprocity proposals. There was much re-
gret because the minister of public works
could not attend owing to his call to Ot-
tawa, and also because Hon. Mr. Robin-
son was suddenly summoned to Nova
Scotia.

Hon. C. H. LaBillois, the popular rep-
resentative of the Acadian people for so
long in provincial politics, was, however,
present and made a splendid address at
the close of the convention.

The early departure of W. D. Carter,
who was chairman of the convention, for
Vancouver, occassioned general . regret,
which was expressed by resolution and
otherwise. He was regarded as the strong-
est English candidate possible had he re-
mained in the county and but for the fact
of his early removal he said he would
have been glad to meet the convention's

J. | wishes in this respect.

Mr. LeBlanc>’s Speech

When Mr. Carter took the chair and
called the convention roll there were sev-
enty-eight delegates who answered, every
parish being fully represented except two.
Before the convention did any business
Mr. LeBlanc was called upon to address
the gathering and he did so in dignified
terms, calling attention to his long ser-
vice and the fact that he had always tried
to do his duty as their representative,
looking after the' public services of the
county. At the last election he had asked
for his release but it had not been given
him and now he had to inform them that
he would not offer for renomination. He
spoke of his great age and infirmities and
expressed his keen regret at severing his
relations with them but would do his ut-
most to assist the election of their chosen
candidate. Before he closed he paid a
warm tribute to Sir Wilfrid and to reci-

procity, which he asked all of them to
support. e was cheered again and again
at the close and a vote of thanks for his
long and faithful service was passed by a
standing vote and tendered to him in
graceful terms by Chairman Carter.

Then there were resolutions of confi-
dence in Sir Wilfrid Laurier, Hon. Wm.
Pugsley and Hon. C. W. Robinson, and a
motion was passed urging that-the St.
Louis branch line be included in the list
of those railways to be taken over by the
I C. R., after which the convention pro-
ceeded to the nomination of candidates for
the federal house.

Nomination Unanimous

"There were two nominations, August
Legere and John B. Gogain, and after bal-
lotting the result was announced that Le-
gere had been chosen by a majority of fif-
teen votes. Upon motion the nomination
was made unanimous and Mr. Legere up-
on entering the hall was avarmly received.

Clifford Atkinson was then chosen as the
English candidate upon the local ticket
and there were requests for Messrs. Robi-
shaw and Bordash and Melanson to per-
mit their names to go before the conven-
tion, but for business and personal rea-
sons two of these gentlemen declined and
Mr. Melanson placed himself in the hands
of the convention. There were several
good men, it was gaid, whose views had
not been learned and it was resolved to
ask a commtitee to wait upon them and
report to another meeting of the delegates.
There were speeches by both Mr, Leger
and Mr. Gogain, the former grateful and
enthusiastic, the latter accepting the de-
cision of the convention manfully and
cheerfully and promising to give the Libl
eral candidate and party all his support.
He complimented Mr. LeBlanc upon his
long and faithful service and in this he
was joined by the candidate in his speech
of acceptance.

Hon. Mr. LaBillois obtained a cordial
reception and after some happy remarks
upon the success of the convention, he
talked of the.wonderful leadership and
statesmanship of &ir Wilfrid, of the un-
tiring energy of the minister of public
works and of the promising work of Hon.

the reign of King George 1V. when prince
regent. He is a journalist, whose profes-
sional ‘activities are restricted to the com-
pilation of the so-called “Court Circular,”
which appears daily in the English news-
papers, he being entrusted with t{ie distri-
bution thereof to the various organs of
the press. The court circular, although
compiled by the court newsman, is edited

by the sovereign’s principal private secre-
tary, now General Sir Arthur Biggs, who
has just been created a peer of the realm,
and is supposed to receive the king’s per-
sonal O. K. before being actually sent out
to the daily newspapers.

Queen Victoria made a point throughout
her reign of invariably supervising the
daily court circular, and used it as the
means of communication for many a mes-
sage to her subjects, some of them being
expressive of her grief at the death of
some cherished relative. It was the court
circular that she likewise selected for the
purpose of conveying to her
thanks and gratitude for their sympathy
in moments of grief and of rejocing.

I Agent Bowder, who represents New
Brunswick in London, were asked for an
opinion he would doubtless say that it is
impossible for him with the trifling ap-
propriation at his disposal, to do more than
touch the fringe of the work that could
and should be done. He would doubtless
repeat the statement of Agent John How-
ard of Nova Scotia.

An Ottawa despatch says it is under-
stood Sir Frederick Borden has been offer-
ed and will accept the office of High Com-
missioner in succession to Lord Strath-
cona. Sir Frederick is well known in Lon-
don. He is a member of the Imperial
Council of Defence, and was a delegate to
the Colonial Conference in 1909. Since
he became minister of militia for Canada
in 1896 he has had many occasions to come
into close touch with the Imperial gov-
ernment in relation to Canadian affairs.
Sir Frederick was first elected to parlia-
ment in 1874, re-elected in 1878, defeated
in 1882, again elected in 1887, and continu-
ously at every election since. He has
thus been a member of parliament for
more than thirty years, and for fifteen
years a member of the government. He is
64 years of age.

Compulsory Voting in Italy
(Toronto World)

Whether voters in a country with rep-
resentative government should be com-
pelled to exercise their franchise is a
question now under consideration of the
Italian chamber of deputies. A Dbill has
been introduced for the purpose of com-
pelling every man, who has a vote, to
use it and it is part of a general measure
of electoral reform connected with a pro-
posal for a general extemsion of the fran-
chise. Italy has hitherto confined the
right of voting to males able to pass a
test based upon the compulsory element-
ary course of education—it is now propos-
ed to give the franchise to all who cun
read and write. This it is calculated
will raise the electorate from less than
three millions to about four and a half
millions, but as the change will b2 gradu-
al some time will elapse, should the re-
form pase, before the extension is com-
pleted.

Discussing the proposal to make voting
obligatory the ministerial report says:
“If the indirect participation of the citi-
zen in the government of the state by
means of the vote is a political right, it is
at the same time a public duty and the
non-fulfilment of this obligation results in
frustrating those principles and those rea-
sons upon which the electoral right itself
reposes.” ‘Reference is made to its suc-
cessful introduction in Belgium in 1893 and
to its existence in other minor states, in-
cluding Bhavaria. The government also

Tn the west the feeling of hostility to
those raising the annexation cry is general
and emphatic. Nor is its expression con-
fined to the friends of reciprocity.

Itr spite of the fact that state sanatoria
and’ hospiials for tuberculosis have been es-

municipal or county hospitals in twenty-
six states, vastly more public provision is
needed to stamp out consumption, says the

Prevention of Tuberculosis in a bulletin
Just issued.

Every state east of the Mississippi River
except Vermont,
tucky, Tennessee, Florida, Mississippi, and
Illinois ,has provided state sanataria.
In Vermont, a private sanatarium is par-
tially used as a state institution, and in

a hospital has been made. The states west
of the Mississjppi River which have estab-
lished state sanataria are, Minnesota, Iowa,
Missouri, Arkansas, Texas, Kansas, Ne-

tana, and Oregon. There are thirty-nine
sanataria provided by these states, Connec-
ticut having three, Massachusetts four,
Pennsylvania three, and Texas two.

New York state leads in municipal and

thirty-four while Ohio, the second on the
list has seventeen, and Massachusetts the
third, has nine. In these twenty-six states
which are the only ones having any muni-
cipal or county. care for tuberculosis, there
are 114 hospitals, including special pa-
vilions and almshouses. Hardly more than
one-tenth of the cities of 30,000 population
and over, make any local provision for tu-
berculosis cases, and mnot one-twentieth of
the less populous districts make such pro-
| vision.
{ In addition to the state, municipal, and
county hospitals, the federal government
provides for certain selected classes in the
United States Army
ard, N. Mex., the United States Public
Health and Marine Hospital Service Sana-
tarium at Ft. Stanton, N. Mex, the
United States Navy Hospital at Las Ani-
mas, Colo., and in five special hospitals for
Indians on’ different reservations in the
west.

WINNIPEG OPENS PLAYGROUNDS

Two Months of the Wholesome Fun for the Child-

ren of The Western
Report :

Metropolis—A Valuable

(Winnipeg Telegram.)

The city playgrounds will open for the
summer season—dJuly and August—prompt-
ly at 2 o’clock this afternoon. For two
months these civic recreation grounds will
be open to the youngsters of ‘Winnipeg.
Controller Waugh, chairman of the play-
grounds comission, and H. R. Hadcock, su-
pervisor, have everything in readiness for
the formal opening. Playgrounds will be
inaugurated at the following schools: Elm-
wood, Cecil, Rhodes, Pinkhdm, ' Argyle,
Machray, Gladstone, Mulvey, Norquay, Ex-
hibition grounds, Greenway, Wellington,
Central, Aberdeen. ¢

~ The playgrounds will be open at 2 o’clock
every afternoon in the week except Sun-
day. Specially trained directors on every
ground will teach games, instruct in gym-
nastics and athletics. There will be slides,
teeters and the like for the little tots and
vand boxes for the more diminutive ones.

Folk-
dances and drills for the young and the
semi-old—but what’s the use of going into
details? Everybody knows the splendid
seope of the playgrounds commission and
its work. And this, year it is intended to
make the field still broader and more ef-
ficient. Parents understand, of course,
that they are welcome to visit the grounds
and see their -child at play.

Delegate Best’s Report

In this connection it is interesting to
read the report of the Winnipeg delegate
to the fifth annual meeting of the Play-
ground Association of America, held in
Washingtgon in May of this year. The
delegate, E. M. Best, has just submitted
a report to Chairman Waugh. Following
are some extracts from the readable re-
port:—

I found this. convention to be very dif-
ferent to the one held in Rochester a
year ago. The Rochester convention was
attended by over 500 delegates repreuemii
ing all kinds of civic, charitable and phil-
agthropic associations. Its purpose was to

terest and enlist these bodies in the play-
ground movement and the rapid growth
of the past year has proved the success of
the method. Playgrounds have sprung up
in nearly every town and city in America,
and it was felt that every effort should be
made to teach methods and secure proper
control instead of promoting further ex-
tension.

As a consequence this meeting was more
like a conference of employed officers than
a convention. There were only about 100
delegates present, the executive heads and
workers of the playgrounds. The oppor-
tunity of meeting the playground direc-
tors from New York, Chicago, Philadel-
phia, Buffalo, Washington, Baltimore,

Cleveland and Pittsburg, was a great priv-
ilege: and much valuable inside informa-
tion was obtained.
Growth of the idea

The annual report of the association
will give you some idea of the magnitude
and rapid grewth of the playground idea.
Over 500 towns and cities in the United
States and Canada now have playgrounds.
Of these 32 are carrying on the work all
the year; 184 -ities have invested thirty-
two million in “playground equipment and
grounds, and employ about 1,300 play lead-
ers. Thirty-one cities are using the school
as well as the parks for playground pur-
poses. Pittsburg, Cincinnati, Seattle and
Chicago are each raising one million dol-
lars through the sale of bonds: to supply
their needs. Grand Rapids has voted to
spend two , millions for parks and play-
grounds. It should be remembered that
these cities already have large investments
for the purpose. Chicago having a total
of nearly six million devoted to the re-
creation and development of its children
and young people. ’

How it Began

The playground movement began in a
small way with a limited vision, but has
steadily grown; and widened its ideals. Ex-
perience has shown that it goes deeper
and grips the whole problem of human ef-
ficiency. Some of the big departments
stores in New York have provided elabor-
ate playgrounds on the roofs of their
buildings for the use of their employes.
They find that it pays them to let their
help have free periods.

The. playground moyement is also . tak-
ing on new features. The supplying of
public music and the control of large pub-
lic baths and enclosed ‘gymnasiums have

been delegated to the playgrounds. In
Cleveland, new York, and Rochester the
education .of both. children and adults by
means of moving ‘pictures has been a
splendid success. Special films dealing with
health problems; such as tuberculosis, im-
pure milk, flies, ete., have educated rapid-
ly and thoroughly. When we remember
that 85 per cent of our information is re-
ceived through the eye, we can see what
a mighty agency science has placed in our
hands. < At present 'the moving picture
is exploited for commercial purposes un-
der very unhygienic conditions.

In order to recognise the wider sphere
of the playgrounds the association changed
its name to ‘“The Playground and Recre-
ation Association of America.

Several interesting and valuable papers
were read. Mr. De Greot of Chicago
spoke on playground equipment and em-
phasized the need of attractive school
yards and buildings. - He recommended
the use of proper fences, trees, borders and
vines. 'The surfacing of the playing space
was a point of great interest and the ne-
cessity of some means of laying the dust
was pointed out. He 'said some cities .turn-
ed their children out to play on fields cov-
ered with the debris of the buildings and
during dry weather subject to clouds of
dust. Chicago has tried many experiments,
the most satisfactory being a mixture of
ground cork, sand and asphalt on a sub-
surface of cinders. Next to this a surface
of torpedo sand, spread about one inch
deep and thoroughly rolled after being wet
was the best. He condemned cinders as
being too sharp and hard on hands and
feet.

In Chicago and most of the large cities
the apparatus is well lighted by arc lamps
and classes are run till the cold weather
sets in. The need of fencing was urged
very strongly as a meéthod of securing dis-
cipline and for protection against interfer
ence of different kinds. The sand boxes
should be wet down every day and awn-
ings provided for baby swings. The wad-
ing pools are perhaps the greatest appeal

Lee Hanmer, of New York, gave a fine
talk on athletics and their place on the
playground. Mr. Peterson, of Cleveland,
urged the need of enlisting all the chil-
dren in the sports and games and the
danger of spending too much time on the
star performers. Dr. Peterson also em-
phasized the need of bringing out
beautiful ‘and artistic in the games. He
said that the desire to win should be sub-

| ordinate to pleasure and beauty.

President Joseph Lee, of Boston, read a
paper on “Play as an Antidote to Civiliza-
tion,” that was very interesting. He con-
trasted the development of human life in
the past ‘with the artificial conditions of
city life and showed the absolute neces-
sity of both old and young finding some
substitute for the activities of the pa‘st.

The Winnipeg Playgrounds
In conclusion, I might say that I think

that the: Winnipeg playgrounds seem . to

compare favorably with most cities in the
matter of play spaces and use of school
buildings. WinnipegWis in an enviable
position. In the development of games
and freedom from rowdyism, I do not
think any city can appoint the work we
had last year. It would seem that there
is room for improvement in planning for
play surfaces_and for beauty. As yet we
have no development of the social centre
or recreation centre idea, and it would
appear to be a wise policy to plan for the
development of one of the central parks
as such a centre. In supervision we are
also at a great disadvantage in "being”so
far from the schools devoted to this pur-
pose.
