Saturday■ $ 89’J'HE new $15,000,000 bridge which 
is to span the Mississippi river 

near New Orleans will be built by the 
“King of Bfidgemakers,” Ralph Mod- 
jeski of Chicago.

Mr. Modjeski was born in Cracow, 
Poland, In 1861, the son of the famous 
tragedienne, Helen Modjeska. At the 
age of 15 he came to America with 
his mother. They became naturalized 
and changed the family name from 
Modrzewski to Modjeski. (His mother 
always spelled her name with an “o” 
ending instead of “i.”) He became a 
civilized engineer, having been gradu­
ated from the College des Ponts et 
Chaussées in Paris with honors at the 
head of his class.

Modjeski has been a consulting 
bridge engineer in Chicago since 1892. 
His present firm is that of Modjeski 
& Angier. He has built bridges in 
Illinois, Missouri, Oregon, Ohio, Penn­
sylvania, Washington, Tennessee and 
many other states. Some of his best 
known bridges are the government 
bridge at Rock Island, III., McKinley 
bridge at Celilo. Ore., new Memphis, 
Tenn., bridge, Delaware river bridge 
at Philadelphia, and Columbia and Wil­
lamette river bridges for the Portland 
and Seattle railroad. He is a member 
of American, British, French, and 
Canadian engineering societies.

His latest project, the Mississippi 
river span, will be the longest railroad 
bridge in the United States.

tory at Smith College. •

Among other historical myths, ac­
cording to Prof. Faulkner, is the popu­
lar belief that the Puritans had “blue” 
laws so stringent that it was a crime 
to kiss one’s child, to make mince pie, 
or to play on any instrument except 
the drum, trumpet, or jewsharp, on the 
Sabbath.

Faulkner, who is author of an Amer­
ican economic history which is a stand­
ard college text-book, does not dislike 
the Puritans. But he does have an 
aversion for certain popular notions 
about them. _

NOT SO TYRANNICAL.
“The Puritans,” he says, “arc popu­

larly pictured as being more tyrannical 
in their laws than actually 
The old New England criminal code 
was much less harsh than, that of Eng­
land at the same period. The English 
laws listed 31 offences punishable by 
death, at the beginning of the reign of 
James I. (in 1603). Massachusetts in 
1641, and Connecticut a year later, 
exacted the penalty of death for 12 
offences only.

“When moralists of today denounce 
the public for its close following of 
court proceedings in*sex scandals, they 
are touching on a pastime which was 
enjoyed among the Puritans.
