Bradyltold 
him he thought it was hard on him to 
arrest him on a warrant when, if they 
had only come to him he would have 
told them all he knew about Walton. 
Brady then handed over what money 
he had on his person, about 
$1,210, to Detective Carpenter. About 
$450 was found in Aggie Ashton’s safe, 
and in an envelope in the safe addressed 
to John C. Laird there was about $1,950. 
Laird could not be found at that time. 
The witness left for St. John, N. B., on 
the same night that Brady was arrested, 
and there he arrested Walton, who regis­
tered as “Harry Simpson” at the Clifton 
house. He was taken to the police station 
and searched, abont $6,250 being found 
upon him and a ticket by the Portia to 
the West Indies. Walton looked as if he 
had been drinking hard.

The subject of immigration is one, in 
regard to which public opinion in Canada 
is greatly divided. There are some who 
are disposed to measure our prosperity 
by the number of persons from Europe 
who come to our shores every year,while 
there are others who view with great 
disfavor the advent of so many unem­
ployed persons, whose presence naturally 
lowers the wages of labor, and who have 
so little means and so little self-reliance 
that many of them become a public 
charge. It is painfully evident that 
many persons who have come to Canada 
are not well suited to the rough pioneer 
life in which they were forced to engage, 
and while some of them have done well 
others have done badly, and have 
really injured this country in the eyes of 
the people of .the British Islands. The 
complaints of a single discontented 
pauper, who should never have ejnerged 
from a British workhouse, and who is 
disgusted with Canada because he has 
to work so hard for his bread, are often 
deemed of more importance by his 
countrymen than the favorable letters of 
those who have prospered with us. This 
fact should induce caution in the selec­
tion 6f immigrants coming to Canada, 
and it should prevent any encouragement 
being given to those who, whether from 
weakness, laziness, or long familiarity 
with the receipt of parish relief, have 
become unfitted to earn their living here. 
Snch persons should not be assisted to 
emigrate, because they have neither 
strength nor independence enough 
to enable them to earn their own living.

In the meantime 
St. John is without any harbor accommo­
dation as it has been for the last twenty- 
five years. It is the fortune of the people 
of the city to be continually balked in all 
their aspirations for any better wharves 
or warehouses or accomodation for 
shipping than we have had in the past 
Whenever any scheme is proposed which 
looks promising a great hue and cry is 
raised that the city should own its own 
wharves and warehouses, and when it is 
proposed that the city should build its 
own wharves,then the bondholders come 
in and protest that no more expenditures 
shall be incurred.

The Leary dock scheme will give us 
for an expenditure of $10,000 a year for 
20 years, a very large wharf frontage for 
vessels drawing from 26 to 27 feet of 
water, and likewise it will give us a dry 
dock. It will give us harbor improve­
ments, in short, which, if undertaken by 
the city, would cost at least $1,000,000, 
and these harbor improvements will be 

ible by the city, and will return to 
the city treasury for all time nearly as 
much as the amountof the subsidy which 
we give. If a scheme of this kind is not 
a good scheme for the city we would like 
to know what its enemies would propose 
to substitute in its plane.
