Harrax, Oct. 2— At eleven o’clock
last night a fire broke out in Merlin’s
planing mill, near Canard’s wharf, Hali-
fax, and spread rapidly among the wood-
en warehouses to the south and overthe
wharves and shipping. The whole fre
department was called out, including
the Dartmouth engines but notwith-
standing their most strenuous exertions,
within an bour Merlin’s planing mill,
Wilson’s blacksmith shop, John Taylor
& Co’s fish warehouse ( filled with pick-
ed fish) Brookfield Bros’ lumber ware-
house and yards, all on Taylor's
and Brookfield’s wharves weredestroyed.
In the meanwhile the fire had spread
to Liverpool wharf on the north and
burned out Butler's spar yard, B. Swen-
erton Miller’s agent; the Halifax broom
factory, J. B. Neilly & Co., commission
merchants, and Shatford Bros, oil dealers,
Large quantities of petroleum were
stored on this wharf and there were
great fears of an explosion. This was
prevented by rolling the oil into the
dock. The fire also spread simultan-
eously to the South wharf and soon the
immense fish warehouse of John Taylor
& Co. was a prey to the flames.
A score of schooners at the burning
wharves and those to the north were
quickly moved out into the harbor.
At two o’clock this morning the whole
block from John Cronan’s on the south
to the north side of Hamilton’s wharf on
the north, almost adjoining the well
known Cunard wharves, was burned.

Between two and three o’clock every-
thing was in confusion and great fears
were entertained of an explosion. Near-
ly every resident of the city was in the
viejnity of the fire, and the fire depart-
ment, while fighting the flames with
much bravery, was without a compet-
ent head.
The troops in the garrisor were out
and doing excellent work in protecting
property and keeping back the crowds.
The Royal Engineers were blowing up
buildings in order to stay the spread of
the flames.
The combined efforts of the city fire
brigade, the Dartmouth department and
200 sailors and 50 artillerymen were at
last successful in stopping the flames at
Liverpool wharf at 3 o’clock, about the
middle of the devastaled district. The
situation here was a fearful one and it
looked as though the water front for a
mile north was lost. 5 .
The military had blown down a build-
ing with dynamite and rendered splen-
did service in tearing away an’interven-
ing space of small buildings to isolate
the fire.
The loss will reach at least half a mil-
lion dollars,
Haurax, 3 p. m.—The fire is now
under control and the engines are play-
ing upon the ruins. Itis impossible at
this time to make an accurate estimate
of the damage done, but it is supposed to
amount to about $250,000, with insur-
ance amounting to about $125,000.

stay there sometimes for an hour. Over
the grave itself the general had caused a
pretty white tombstone to be erected,
and at its head stood a broken column
inscribed}: “ Marguerite, 1855-1891.”

A few days ago the general deposited
on Mme. de Bounemain’s grive a hand-
some crown of flowers bearing on it the
words: “A bientot Marguerite.”

Stopping in Brussels at present time is
one of Boulanger’s most attached adher-
ents, Alfred Dutins, and he had come
from Paris upon the receiptofa letter
from Gen. Boulanger, about a week ago,
ing that he intended to commit
suicide at an early date. M. Dutins
came to Brussels for the express purpose
of endeavoring to persuade the general
to alter his mind. They had several long
interviews.

The general must have walked about
the cemetery for nearly an hour and a
half before he returned to Mme. de
Bonnemain’s tomb, and as soon as he
reached the tomb the second time im-

{ mediately placed the pistol to his head

and shot himself.

The relatives of Gen. Boulanger per-
gistently decline to furnish the public
with any definite information as to the
written declarations which he had left
behind him. Yet it is known that th
dead man prepared several dc t:
for publication in view of hissudden
death, and that he had written and
placed on his desk a number of telegrams
announcing his suicide, whichshe intend-
ed should be sent to the persons to
whom they were addressed so soon as
the deed had been committed.
Boulanger left a will and political tes-
tament in his desk. It isstated that the
latter declares uushaken canfidence in
his party, enjoins his friends to prose-
cute the great aims he always had in
view, and ascribes his own death solely
to inconsolable grief over the loss of
Mme de Bonnemain.

The funeral will probably take place on
Sunday afternoon. The general’s mother,
aged 86, is still firm in the belief that her
son went to a fete and has not yet re-
turned.

Shortly after Mme. de Bonnemain’s
death, Gen. Boulanger’s wife wrote offer-
ing to forgive the general and to share
his exile, but her letter was left unan-
swered. Toward the end of August, af-
ter a violent Faroxysm of grief, Boulan-
ger laboriously carved on Mme. de Bon-
nemain’s tombstone, with a penknife,
“A bientot, Marguerite.” From that
day he was a changed man.” He be-
came emaciated and haggard almost
beyond recognition.

A large photograph of Mme de Bonne-
main was found under the clothing next
to his heart. The photograph was stain-
ed with blood from the wound. There
were no documents onthe body. In ad-
dition to the photograph of Mme de
Bonnemain, a lock of white hair woven
into the shape of a heart was found next
to Boulanger’s heart.

The general had written a letter to his
mother, announcing his departure on a
long voyage, and bidding her not to be
uneasy. -

The propeérty left by Mme. de Boune-
main had been judiciously tied up in
order to prevent her bequeateing it to
Gen. Boulanger. The first sojourn of
the pair in Brussels and in London
cost $200,000. Another $200,000 was
frittered away oyer his papers and - elec-
tion funds.

THE RECIPROCITY NEGOTIATIONS.

The Gazerre announced yesterday
that Sir Charles Tupper would not go to
Washington onthe 12th instant for the
purpose of representing Canada in the
negotiations with Mr. Blaine for a new
reciprocity treaty with the United States-
It now appears that there will be no re-
ciprocity negotiations at that time, be-
cause the government of the United
States has announced to the government
of Canada that Mr. Blaine’s health is
such as to prevent him from taking part
in the proposed conference. The
government  of Canada is there-
fore asked to postpone  the mnego-
tiations until a latter period be-
cause it is considered necessary that
Mr. Blaine should be present when the
negotiations are going on. In reply to
this our government has asked that the
meeting of the representatives of Can-
ada and the United States shall not be
delayed beyond the end of this year,
becanse the parliament of Canada is ex-
pected to assemble early next year and

reply has been received to this
1ast request, but it is quite possible that
another date for the resumption of the
reciprocity matter may be named, and
it is by no means unlikely that when
the day named is near at hand, there
may be another postponement. Consid-
ering the character of the legislation
which the Republican party in the
United States has been passing with
respect to the tariff in recent years, we
do not see the slightest reason for be-
lieving that any Republican government
will give Canada & favorable reciprocity
treaty. It was only the other day that Mr-
Blaine endorsed in the strongest terms
the, candidature of Mr. McKinley in
Ohio, and McKinley is at present
the representative of high tariff in
the United States. If Mr. Blaine was
sincere in his endorsements of McKinley
he cannot be expected to favor & Liberal
reciprocity treaty with Canada, which
is opposed to the McKinley policy, as
expressed in the McKinley tariff, last
year. Certainly it was not to be ex-
pected that any substantial progress
would be made in the reciprocity
negotiation during the month of
October, because the elections
in several  states take place
next month, and the repub-
licans could hbardly run on a
high tariff campaign in those states,
while they were negotiating with Canada
for a liberal reciprocity treaty. If the
republicans are routed, horse, foot and
artillery at the November elections in
Iowa, Massachusetts, New York, Ohio
and Rhode Island, they will probably
come to the conclusion that their high
tariff policy is a mistake, and then there
may be a possibility of successful reci-
procity negotiations. In the meantime
it looks as if we would have some time
to wait for the realization of any hopes
that have been founded on the proposed
meeting at Washington.

THE EXHIBITION.

The exhibition closes to-day, and al-
though the number of visitors has not
been np to the expectations of the more
sanguine of its projectors,still it must be
admitted that on the whole the ex-
hibition has been a success. The only
weak feature of the show has been that
it has not had any exhibits of an
agricultural character, either in stock or
produce. In a province like New Bruns-
wick where the greater part of -the pop-
ulation live by tilling the soil, that is
certainly a very great disadvantage and
detracts very much from the interest of
the exhibition. An exhibition of tex-
tile fabrics serves an admirable purpose
in teaching our people what can be pro-
duced in their own country, and in en-
abling them to appreciate the advances
that are being made in various directions
in industrial pursuits. But it is quite
clear that o touch the hesrts of the bulk
of our people something more is requir-
ed, and that the agricultural element
should, if possible, be represented. It is
unfortunate  that owing to the
situnation of the St. John exhibition
buildings it has been impossible to give
a combined exhibition of textile fabrics,
manufactured goods and agricultural pro-
ducts on the same grounds, The present
exhibition grounds are too limited to ad-
mit of any large show of stock under ex-
isting arrangements, and the fact that
last year the stock show was separated
from the other part of the exhibition de-
prived it of much of its interest, and pre-
vented large numbers “of people from
visiting it. It ought to be the aim of our
exhibition directors to endeavor to
make arrangements by which the S8t
John exhibition could be held in
one place and could be made to in-
clude both agricultural products and
manufactured goods. It is possible that

lieve that the land could be put to any
better use than if laid out for the care of
stock. That was done at the exhibition
of 1880 and also at the exhibition of 1883,
but the buildings erected then were of
merely a temporary character and had
to be removed. What is wanted is per-
manent buildings sufficient to accom-
modate a large quantity of live stock
and situated in a place of easy access
in the neighborhood of the exhibition
buildings. Some people have proposed
to remove the exhibition buildings bod-
ily to some tract of land onthe Marsh
road so that a combined show of stock,
agricultural products and manufactured
goods could be held together. But this
scheme would bring about disadvantages
of its own, because it would increase the
distance ot the exhibition buildings irom
the centre of population and so di-
minish the general attendance. We
do not believe that the problem
of reconciling the  conflicting inter-
ests is one that cannot be solved,
and we think that if the exhibit-
jon managers put their minds to the
matter and obtain such assistance as
they could from the Dominion govern-
ment that they will succeed in making
arrangements by which they can hold
a combined show of stock, agricultural
products and manufactures in and round
the present buildings and so greatly in-
crease the interestin the annual shows
which they propose to hold.

throughout the world than it was a cen-
tury ago, and still is by medical men a
shunned and neglected contagion.
Though New Orleans and San Francis-
co, says this writer, have their leper
colonies and lazar houses, and though
the appearance of sporadic cases is not
uncommon in our northeastern cities,still
in the United States, as elsewhere in
Anglo-Saxondom, the disease continues
to be regarded and treated as
incurable, and as only to be put
out of sight and out of mind.
While in every other department of
learning great progress is being made, it
igregrettable that the conservatism of
medical men makes progress in the suc-
cessful treatment of disease extremely
slow, but two or three important for-
ward steps in the treatment of
disease having been taken during the
past fifty years. ‘The discovery of a cure
for leprosy it appears tous would cover
the profession with glory, for according
to the writer to whom reference has been
made, the disease is a constant menace
to the world. He says:—

That leprosy _has become firmly
fastened in the Western World, and is
no longer to be regarded as the scourge
of “Bible lands” alone, i8 only too evi-
dent toany resident or leisurely traveller
in tropical America; and even among
the Creoles of Louisiana, the Chinese
of California, the Scandinaviars of
Minnesota and Wisconsin, and the Mor-
mon converts from the Sandwich Islands
at Salt Lake, the disease now has a hold
that is likely to be most difficult to
overcome. Its very rapid spread
throughout the countries under Anglo-
Saxon rule has been pointed out by
many English and German writers
of note. When so eminent a specialist
as Sir Morell Mackenzie says that “it is
impossible to estimate even approximate-
ly the total number of lepers now dying
by inches throughoat the world, but it is
certain that they must be counted by
millions,” and then adds, “That leprosy
has spread considerably in recent times
there can be no manner of doubt... .The
seeds of leprosy take something Jlike
half a century to mature, and there is
every prospect that unless the natural
evolution of the scourge canin some way
be prevented, a terrible barvest will be
reaped before many years are past.”’ ...

But four centuries have passed since
there were 250 lazar houses in England
alone, over 2000 in France, and proba-
bly about 11,000 throughout all Europe.
Then laws governing lepers were as care-
fully framed and as rigidly enforced as
any on the statute books. In Oahu, near
Honolulu, the advauce guard of the
coming scourge ‘was first observed by
Dr. Hillebrand in 1858. The disease was
not officially recognized until 1859, when
only a few cases were known to exist.
Yet in six years the known cases had
increased to 230 by government count,
and the situation was becoming 50 seri-
ous that in the following year the segre-
gation settlement at Molokai was opened.
