Another point taken up by Mr. Moore was a request for the
repeal of the famous “Hanna Order” preventing employees of
the Canadian National Railways running for offiee unless they
were willing to give up their positions. Canadian National Rail-
‘way men were not eivil servants. . Mr. Moore contended. The
Canadian National wa$ a sepagate corporate entity and if the
principle was carried to its logical conclusion any corporation
could prevent its employees standing in an election. This was a
curtailment of the rights of the people. .
