&s such. décisibns usually are, aha it
was adopted. The Grand Trunk and
its. men could not reaeh an understand-
ing. The employees 1éft their posts.
The conipany is endeavoring to conduct
its business without, them. The coun-
try at large is not so much eoncerned
about the merits of the case as it is
disturbed by the dislocation of busi-
hess.  The €ffect must be Injurious
from whatever point of view it be re-
garded. It will be productive of un-
pleasant relations between thé railway
company and its officials. Passions
have ailready been stirred into activity
which will not shrink from the sacri-
fice of the lives of innocent parties in
the hope of achieving the end desired.
It wotld have been hetter for all con-
cerned had conciliation prevailed.

EFFECT OF COMPANIES ACT.

Mr, Bowser's €ompanies Act is caus-
ing mueh trouble to our business men,
and in many cases serious financial
loss. The letter folowing was written
to a Victoria firm by a Toronto com-
pany, and while the suggestion that a
cash payment should be made te sur-
mount the difficulty is not a very goed
one, the letter indicates the difficulty
of doing business with a company out-
side the province,

Gentlemen:—We beg to enclese here-
with pro-forma. involcé 'for two ‘carpets
as per your grder. We have these car-
pets in stock, which we are keeping
until we hear further from you.

Owing to the new law which’ came
into force in British Columbia respect-
ing companies or firms not registersd
to do businéss in that province we have
instirictiens not to ship any goods into
that province, unless we receive cheque
to -accompany the order, 'until such
time as we decide to take out a li-

cense, 'Which “weuld permit: us fo do

buginess in the ordinary way.

The carpets we gre helding fer you
are exactly in accordanee with your
order, in’' colors and designs, and we
feel sure that they will ‘meet with
your entire satisfaction.

‘We are very sorry for'this inconven-
ience, but trust that we will be favored
with ‘your chegue.

PREMIER LAURIER AND' PRESI-
DENT TAFT,

“President Taft has gone as far east
as he can and remain in the United
States, and Premier Laurier has<gone
almost as far west as he can without
leaving Canada. Both are addressing
initial producers and ultimate consum-
ers, and perhaps gre doing as much
good by listening as by talking. For

ited by their official responsibilities,
and are not free to make all kinds of
promises to their hearers, Both of them

commercial community knows without
the aid of statutes.”

In making the above statement the
New York Times may speak for the
president of the United States. It cer-
tainly does not represent the views of
the Prime Minister of Canada. Sir
Wilfrid Laurier lahors under no de-
lysion in regard to the economical ef-
fect of taxes in the guise of protection.
He has tald the farmers of the west
explicitly and frankly what his views
on the subject of pretection are; he

has stated that the goal his gavernment}
has steadily kept'in view from the be- |
ginning of its career is not higher pro-.:
tection, but freer trade, and particufar- |
ly the wiping out of artificial restric-
tions on trade between @Qreat Britain
and Canada. -His - government . has
steadily and successfully- resisted the
demands of established protected: in-
terests in Canada for a higher tariff. !
The result of this steadfastly main- |
tained posltibn is  manifest in the|
changed attitude of Canadian protec-
tionists, whe  no longer demand : in-
creased duties, but are content with an
apologetic plea fer the majntenance of
duties upon the existing scale. The ef-
fect of the resistance of the govern-
ment to unreasonable demands is also
apparent in the change of attitude of
the political party which for a quartep
of a century has stood for higher pro-
téction. The leading organs of the op-
position are now explaining diligently
and pergistently that a change of gov-
ernment need not necegsarily portend a
reversion to the dut@s of the dead and
gone and buried National Policy days.

Canada has achieved her independence,
and now the United States is begin-
ning to sing a new song.

that the more prosperous the one the
more likely is the othér to be pros-
perous, and that the growth of the
trade of one means the growth of the
trade of.the other. It is pleasant to
seé that all the controversies between
Great Britain and the United States;
which in the past have been many, are
now settled, or are in course of sgettle-
ment by arbitration. This is the first
time in the hostory of the two countries
when that could be said.”

Then there is the additional
drawing factor of their friend or rela-
tive being here to welcome them when
they eome.

“Here is a letter which I have Just
received from Edwin €oventry, of this
city.

George A. Camp-
bell and George Healy, representatives
of the Merchandise Brokers & Manu-
facturers’ Agents’ Association of Van-
couver, were present and addressed the
board on the subject.

It was claimed by the YVancouver
men last night that the act would com-
pel all extra-proyvincial companies
having agents in British Columbia to
register here, involving an expense of
several hundred dollars. This they |
claimed was unfair and would bring
hardships upon many people now doing
legitimate business in the province.

The matter was threshed out at
Jength and there seeméd to be little
doubt in the minds of those present
that the act would be detrimental to
the best interests of trade.. President
Lusby did not seem to be of that opin-

GLEN L.EE DISCHARGING
"SUGAR AT VANCOUVER

Foggy snd Overcast Weather All
Way Across Pacific—Passed
Two Steamers

Bringing 6,000 tons of sugar from

Java, the British steamer Glenlee,
Captain T. R. Sloane, Has reached Van-
couver. It will take about twelve days
to diseharge the vessel’s cargo, and she
will then proceed to'the Columbia River
to load lumber for China.

The Glenlee left England almost a
yvear ago on what was anticipated
would be a three months’ voyage. Shé
went first' to Buenos Ayres, thence to
Durban. From the South Africam port
shé proceeded to Bunbury, West Aus-
tralia, and then steamed to Port Sou-
dan. After calling at Aden she went
on to Calcutta and then ‘to Mel-
bourne. She loaded eoal.at Newcastle
for Java points.

Her cargo of sugar was
Sourabaya, -€heribong,
Passoeroean, and she sailed on June
13th for Yokohama at which port she
arrived on June 30th. She took on a
little coal there and left on July 4th,
and sailing the same day after takiig
additional fuel. From the time - the
Glenjee left Yokohama. until last Sat-
urday Captain . Sloane never got a
glimpse of the sun. Foggy and over-
cast weather prevailed until July 28,
when bright weather enabled him to
check his dead reckoning.. On the voy-
age across the Pacific the Glenlee
sighted . the steamer Coulsdon, which
brought. rails to Vancouver and after-
wards loaded lumber on the Columbia
for China, and ~ also the Norwegian
steamer Eir. :

The Glenlee is a vessel of 2,650 tons
register and 4,140 tons gross and is
owned by James Gardner & Co. of
Greenock.

Naturally the Glenlee after her stay
in eastern wateérs has something to
show _in; the.way of curios, and Cap-
tain' Sloane has.a dwarf orange tree
obtained in -Japan; which has aroused
a great deal of interest. This dwarf
tree bears fruit to the number /of
twelve _oranges which are not much
bigger than a thumb nail. Yet When
onhe was cut opén it was found to con-
tain. two full-sized pips Wwhich practi-
cally filled the skin. The -secret of
dwarfing plants is essentially a Jap-
anese idea and the method has never
been disclosed.

Several monkeys are owned by the
Chinese crew. One of these obtained
in Java came aboard with a fine long
tail which was trimmed to regulation
length by the Chinese. The monkey was
then given its own tail to play with
and for twe days found great amuse-
ment in chasing its former caudal ap-
pendage around the decks.

She clung to him., The captain told
us that as his wife would not go into the
boat  without him, he would accompany
her if they had no objection.

“Whilst the boat was still in the dayvits
he jumped into it with Mrs. Pyne, and
when the other men had taken ‘their
places we got ready to iower.

“One end of the boat went down, the
other remained fastened, and though this
was cut quickly the captain, his wife and
the other occupants .of ' the boat were
thrown into the sea. The hoat was
dashed against the rocks and smashed.
Four of the men succeeded in swimming
to land. All the others were drowned.

“The four meh found themselves on an
island: without food. Those of us ieft on
the wrecked vessel found that the fira:
boat had not been lost after all. It man-
aged to get back off the rocks, and into
it we jumped. .

“We continued to pull out to sea until
next morning, and we nearly broke our
hearts when we found, two miles off the
lighthouse, that a strong current kept us
away.

“In the midst of this disappointment a
Swedish seaman went mad, fighting wild-
1y until restrained. He sank  afterwards
to the bottom of the boat and died from
exhaustion. We had to put the body over-
board to lightén the boat.”

The current proved to be tide, and the
party eventually reached the lighthouse.

WILL BRING MORE
" MEN FROM QUEBEC

Father 0’Boyle Will Be Sent East
to Bring Another Party fto
Fraxer

New Westminster, July 26.—The mill
hands from Quebec who have been
brought out to work at the plant. of
the Canadian Western Lumber Com-
pany, formerly the Fraser River Mills
Company, have given such satisfaction
that the company . expects to send
back east again * to
bring out another party. This will
make the third party that the company
has brought out within the course of a
little over a year. Its example is be-
ing ' emulated by other concerns
throughout the province who are now
advertising 1 Quebec for mill workers.

The men from Quebec have resulted
in cutting down the employment of
the Orientals- at Millside. Father
O’Boyle thinks it is only a matter of a
few years until Oriental labor in all
the mills of British Columbia is sup-
plied by white men, the opportunities
for securing help in Quebec being par-
ticularly favorable at present owing
to the decreasing timber cut in Quebec
and unsteady work offered at many of
the mills -there.

The Canadian Western = Lumber
Company is employing about 900 men
in the mill and at the lumber camps.
At the mill 515 men are employed, re-
ceiving about $45,000 a month. The
total payroll of the company is in the
neighborhood of $100,000. All told
877 deople are residing in Millside,
two miles from New Westminster,
and almost all are dependent on the
big mill for their livelthood.

HAS NARROW ESCAPE.

Ladysmith, July 26.—Grant Jessup
had an éxciting experience and a Chi-
naman an alimost fatal one. Mr. Jessup,
in ¢company with D. Page, was coming
across the bay in the former's launch,
and had in tow a small boat in which
was a Chinaman. When opposite the
shingle mill the launch ran on, the sand
bar that extends out for some distance
there. Mr. Jessup reversed the engines
and backed off the bar only to collide
with his tow. The Chinaman, not ex-
pecting a collision, was not prepared
for the shock which threw 'him over-
board and, not being able to swim, was
in great dangér of béing drowned.

In
throwing the oar Mr. Jessup had rid
himself of his only propellor and was
forced to tear a board from the floor-
ing of the boat with which ‘to scull
Finally, and not a minute too soon, the
unfortunate Chinaman wasreached and
hauled into the pboat. With Mr, Page’s
assistance he was transferréd to the
launch and hurried to Hayden’s boat-
house, where restoratives were admin-
istered. .

RIOTER SENT TO
JAIL FOR THREE MONTHS

Brockville Cases Disposed of in
Polics Court—Hockey Player
Fined

Brockville, July 28.—The police court
veaterday was again largely occupied
with cases arising out of strike dis-
turbances. William Turner, who figured
in the affair of Friday night, was com-
mitted for three months in default of a
fine of $20 and costs. for assaulting
Constable Hourigan, who attempted to !
quell the riot. Upon the evidence of
Hourigan he was also sent for trial
for butting in the office door of the
agent with a truck to get at the occu-
pants wha had sought shelter from the
mob.

The principal interest of the pro-
ceedings centered around Ernie John-
son, the famous hockey player, and
one of the striking conductors. He
happened to be here when the strike
was . declared and remained in town
for three or four days. During this
time he got into a mixup with a peace
officer named McCreary, who was
specially sworn in by the company to
protect its employees and trains. John-
son slapped the other’s face in resent-
ing a remark made by. the complain-
ant.

The acchsed unexpectedly pleaded
guilty to the charge lodged against him
and his solicitor asked for a summary
disposition of the case in the form of a
fine. The'lawyer for the company
pressed for a remand on the ground
that the offence was indictable and the
prosecution was not ready to proceed
with the hearing. A legal battle en-
sued, which Johnson = won out, the
magistrate disposing of the case by im-
posing a fine of $20 and costs, which
he paid. Johnson committed the offence
on the night of the 20th, and it was
held that his action had no. bearing
on the riot of the mnight later,

Crown May. Become Menace to
Navigation on Atlantic—Car-
ried 1,100 Miles by Current

‘Washington, D. €.,  July 26.—After
drifting westward 1,100 miles through
the Saragossa Sea the famous deres
Het Crown, a, Norwegian barque,
abandoned . in mid-ocean last Christ-
mas during a voyage from Nova Sco-
tia to .Brazil, has been sighted and
photographed.

Veritable wanderer on the deep that
she is, the Crown is said by the hydro-
graphic office, whose duty it is to trace
derelict vessels, to present a case of
more than usual interest. The vessel
left Nova Scotia early last December
for ‘'the coast of Brazil with a cargo
of lumber, and it is this lumber that
has kept her afloat during her long
travels these many months.

She lost her rudder and filled with
water, so that her crew abandoned her
the day after last Christmas. She was
then in mid-ocean, near the Saragossa
Sea, which is an egg-shaped area in
the latitude of Florida, beginning 400
miles east of Jupiter and extending
easterly for 1,700 miles to the thirty-
ninth meridan.

She was sighted on April 23rd for
the fourth time, her total drift having
been 1,100 miles in 118 days. The Bri-
tish schooner Evan reported the dere-
lict on May 4th, having bosasrded her,
and  after making. an ineffectual at-
tempt to destroy her, set her on fire.

The Saragossa Sea is characterized
by an unusual amount of seaweed, but
tradition and popular writings have
peopled it with all sorts of floating
debris, including abandoned vessels of
every kind. Practical navigators, how-
ever, have found no trouble in travers-
ing it in every direction, and the drift
of the abandoned Norwegian barque
Crown goes to show again that popular
superstition is no”doubt in error.

It is considered rather strange that
the Crown should have drifted so far
across the Saragossa Sea, which is
supposed to have the slowest currents
to be found anywhere in the Atlantic
ocean. The hydrographic experts of
the navy department expect that the
derelict - will = eventually reach' the
Gulf stream. In that event she will
turn: and drift northward into the
paths of the ocean liners.

The revenue cutters have been
warned to look out for her, and will
doubtless blow her up as soon as she
is overtaken.

MOUNT USU IS
ALSO IN ERUPTION

Men, Women and Children Are
Fleeing—Serious Loss of Life
is Feared

(Times Leased Wire.)

Tokio, July 26.—The great island of
Yeza (Hokkaido) is being shaken by
continued earthquakes and by a tre-
mendous eruption of Mount Usu, in the
southern part of Yezo.

Eight thousand men, womep and
children are fleeing inland to-day to
escape the rain of boiling water and

hot mud that is pouring from the vol--
cano.

The great bay of Usu, capable of
sheltering the navies of the world, has
been made a shallow lake by an up-
heaval -of the sandy bottom and the
water in the bay -is now only four
fathoms deep.

Several vessels, the names of which
are not yet known, foundered in the
uplift of the floor of the bay.

Warships have been sent to the scene.
Few details of the loss of life are ob-
tainable, but it is believed that many
persons who lived in the villages on the
mountain lost their lives.

DOUGLAS STREET PAVING

FORESTRY BUREAU IS
SHOWN TO BE NEEDED

D_isa.strous Forest Fires at Comox
and Infection of Spruce at
Renfrew Preventable

At the Natural History Society’s
meeting held in the Carnegie Library
rooms Monday night W. J. Sutton told
of the forest fires which have been de-
vastating the Comox district recently,
and which he attributed wholly to the
action of the lumber men in leaving the
refuse from their logging operations
lying on the ground. Under the present
regulations they are not allowed to
burn this during the summer months
and the result is often disastrous.

The need of the formation of a bu-
reau of forestry in this province was
also shown by Frank, V. Hobbs, for-
merly .of Port Renfrew, and. who still
is interested in  the timber lands at
that place. He stated that some years
ago one spruce tree died in the neigh-
borhood of his house at Port Renfrew.
This was the only one in the district
and they used it as a landmark. Later
other trees caught the infection, and
to-day acres of spruce have died from
no visible cause. He" attributes it to
some fungous diséase -which is carried
by the wind, as it always spreads in
the direction the wind is blowing. At
first they thought the trees were dying
from old age, but they soon found that
smaller trees becae infected and died
along with the glder ones. He thinks
that if the first tree had been cut down
at once the infection would hawve been
stopped. X

‘When attacked the leaves turn a
light green and gradually change to a
still lighter hue, until eventually they
die.

BULDNG
IS ON INCREASE

LLOYDS’ RETURNS SHOW
GREAT IMPROVEMENT

Belfast Leads in Tonnage Under
Construction, With Glasgow
Second ’

There is a great improvement in the

shipbuilding industry 'in the United
Kingdom. From the returns compiled
by Lloyd’s Register of Shipping, it ap-
pears that, excluding warships, there
were 394 vessels, of 1,118,587 tons gross,
under construction in the United King-
dom at the close of the guarter ended
80th June, 1910.
The tonnage now under construction
is about 61,000 tons more  than that
which was in hand at the end of last
quarter, and exceeds by nearly 373.000
tons the total building twelve months
ago. The figures of the warship ton-
nage now being built (378,523 tons dis-
placement) are *the largest reported
since June, 1901.

Of the vessels under construction in
the United Kingdom at the end of June
319 of 751,348 tons are under the super-
vision of the Surveyors of Lloyd’s Re-
gister with a4 view to classification by
this society. In addition, 63 vessels of
210,305 tons are building abroad to the
society’s classification. The total build-
ing at the present time under the su-
pervision of Liloyd’s Register is, thus,
382 vessels of 961,663 tons.

Belfast Jeads in the tonnage being
built, there being now 203,481 tons un-
der construction as against 139,994 in
the Glasgow district,. 123,147 in  the
Greenock - district, 116,787 in the New-
castle district, and 60,785 in the Sunder-~
land distriet.

The same returns show that there are
60 warships being built for the British
navy, aggregating 335,273 tons displace-
ment, and six vessels for foreign gov-
ernments, aggregating 43,250 tons, mak-
ing a total tonnage being built for war
purposes of 378,523. This is more than
one-third as much as the gross mer-
chant tonnage being built and indicates
the immense burden whici naval de-
fence is upon the taxpayers. It also is
some indication of the immense num-
ber of people outside of the naval re-
cruits which make their living out of
the preparations for defence of the em-
pire.

“SEA WOLF” FISHING.

SEEK INCREASE OF
- STEWART MAIL SERVICE

Council of Board of Trade Favors
g Gha.nges'—_}Gommitt,ges for the
Year Appointed

The question of improved mail serviee
to Prince Rupert and Stewart was before
the couneil of the Board of Trade at its

meeting Tuesday, a letter from W. H.
Trewartha-James belng read in this con-
nection. ™ In  this communication it was
pointed out- that only one mail a week, is
received at the Portland Canal town, al-
though four boats a week aré now cdlling
there. He suggested that an arrangement
might be made whereby. letters could be
forwarded on every steather, thus avoid-
ing any delay in delivery, and also that
telegrams sent to Prince Rupert for Stew-
art. should be taken up on the first vessel
going North.

Secretary Elworthy stated that Mr.
Trewartha-James’ letter had been for-
warded td J. ‘P. McLeod, superintendent
of mail services, who replied that the de-
partment had been informed of the addi-
tional cost of the suggested increased ser-
vice, but had not yet authorized the same.
He also pointed out that the department
could not arrange. to  send létters by
steamers which were not under contract.

A proposal that the Comox and Courtney
districts should be served by a stage mail
service, following' the completion-6f the
E. & N. extension from Nanaimo, was
laid on the table pending the receipt of ad-
ditional information by the -council.

Following . the discussion of these mat-
ters the council resolved that the Board
of Trade should urge a modification’ of
mail subsidies to allow of the mails being
carried by all steamers wherever com-
petitive lines existed, and that the differ-
ent companies ,should be adequately re-
munerated for such service.

FISHERIES CASE
~ AT THE HAGUE

Sir William Robson Replies to the
Claims Put Forward by the
United States.

The Hague, July 27.—8ir William Rob-
son, in dealing with the American asser-
tion before the fisheries tribunal yester-
day that the treaty of 1818 accorded them
sovereignty in British territorial waters,
maintained that the historical arguments
put forward by Americans in support of
their contention was incompatible with
their claim that the treaty accorded them
international ‘‘servitude.” He proceeded
to argue that if the United States had the
right te decide’ whether the legislation of
British colonies concerning fisheries were
reasonable, the’ arbitration tribunal could
never examine whether the United States
had refused, rightly. or wrongly, to recog-
He opposed the
American view, that such laws were un-
necessary for the protection of the fish-
eries and the preservation of the fish. He
apgued that béfore 1783 fishermen in the
British coloniés, ‘which formed the United
Stdtes up to 178, were everywhere sub-
jected to the law and regulations regard-
ing fishing.® The treaty only accorded to

,Américans the:same right as they had not

had formerly, to. fish subject to local regu-
lations. That .. right had not been in-
creased by their independence, and in the

course of the negotiations for the treatv |

of 1818 ‘the United States had-recognized
that Great Britain had exclusive jurisdice-
tion in these 'waters. 'In the treaty the
United States Had-not been given a shara
{n the fisheries. &S a. co-proprietor with
Qreat Britain;:but only the “liberty.and
permission te fish-in commeon’’—that is to
say ungder.the same conditions as Britigh
fishermen.

MOUNTAINOUS BERGS

Steamer Maekinon Arrives at Se-
attle With $200,000 in Bullion
From Nome

(Times Leased Wire.)

Seattle, Wash., July 27.—With $200,000
in the .Nome gold, the steamship Mac-
kinaw has reaclied Seattle after the
hardest trip in the 18 years’ experi-
ence of -Capt. Frank Mills in northern
waters.

It took the Mackinaw from July 1st
to July 12th to fight her way through
the ice Nome from Kutebue Sound, an
ordinary 80-howr, trip.;

“Never have I seen such ice packs,”
said Capt. Mills to-day. “Off Prince of

saw a rift or even a flaw in the mass,
then we would put the nose of the ship
against the ice and push until we had
wedged through.”

SPECTACULAR FLIGHT
BY COUNT DE LESSEPS

Remains in Air for Thirty-One
Minues—Travels More Than
Twenty Miles

Montreal, July 27.—Count de YLesseps
gave Montreal a surprise yesterday by
making what he termed the finest flight
since his arrival -in Canada. The Count
was -to have made a flight Monday at
King Edward park,, ten miles down the
river, but weather conditions were unpro-
pitious, and it was declared off. Yester-
day afternoon these were ideal, and
though it was not generally known that
the Count would make an attempt a hun-
dred people or so went down to the park.

The start was made at 6 p. m., and after
cutting several circles the Count started
off towards the city at 6.55. Four minutes
later he had disappeared from sight and
he did not re-appear for sixteen minutes.
He was then about 3,800 feet in the air.
At 715 p. m. he stopped his engine and
brought the flight to an end with a cir-
cular dive far more spectacular than any-
thing witnéssed during the aviation meet.
Immediately after the flight the Count
sold his machine to the proprietor of the
park. .

When the. Count reached Montreal he
encircled St. Helen’s Island, which lies'in
the St. Lawrence, opposite the centre of
the city. The distance covered was about
twenty miles, but 'as the flight was cir-
cular the actual distance travelled was
considerably more. He was in the air 31
minutes.

DEFENDS PROPOSED
TAX ON WHEAT

Richard Jebb Says Suggestion of
Tariff Reformers Will Aid
Imperial Reciprocity

London, July 27.—Referring to the de-
mands of the Westerr® farmers’ deputa-
tion which waited upon Sir Wilfrid Lau-
rier at Brandon, Richard Jebb, the well
known writer, writes that if Western
farmers are unconcerned. as regards ob-
taihing an advantage in British markets
over their United States’ competitors,
they will be concerned to avert any im-
port duty on their wheat by Great Britain.

‘‘Supposing, therefore, our government
were to impose this year or next a duty
of one or two shillings on all imported
wheat, it might confidently be expected
that ‘this really ‘gigantic’ delegation of
Western farmers, Ameriean settlers and
all, would at once petition the Canadian
government not to abolish the existing
preference for the sake of free trade with
the United States, and even to extend the
preference, if necessary, in order to se-
cure a reduction or remission of the Eng-
lish import duty.

‘“Thus, the proposal of the tariff com-
mission that in the first instance a cer-
tain duty (which would be useful for
revenue) should be levied on colonial
wheat, foreign wheat being taxed at a
much higher rate, is much better calculat-
ed to bring 'about Imperial reciprocity
than the purely electioneering proposal
to exempt colonial wheat at the outset.
It should therefore be supported by all
Imperialists in parliament and elsewhere.”

Fernie, July 25.—A practical test was
made of the waterworks system when
hose was attached to ten hydrants in
the business section of the town and
the water turned on simultaneously.
The test proved most satisfactory, the
streams reaching far over the roofs of
the highest buildings and the pres-
sure remaining steady. The water was
kept on for tweunty minutes and the
volume did not diminish in the slight-
est. The members of the city council
and board of trade, who watched the
exhibition closely, were more  than
pleased with the results obtained and
now feel satisfied that they have one
of the mest efficient systems. in the
province, and capable of ¢eping with
any serious econflagration.

MEDICAL SCHOOLS

SHARPLY CRlTICISED :

States Being: Flooded With Unedu-.
¢ated, Ill-Trained. Practition.
ers, Declares Doctor

Pitisburg, Pa., July 26.—That the
country is being flooded. with an enor-
mous over-production of .uneducated,
ill-trajned medical practitioners ig the
report made by-Dr. Abraham' Flexner,
to the Carnegie Foundation. The re-
port sharply criticises medieal schools.
Dr. Flexner has been examining med.
ical colleges throughout the United
States for the foundation.

“For 25 years there has been an
enormous overproduction of practition-
ers,” says the .report, and it declares
that reforms -should be, instituted -at
once.

‘““Chicago, in respect to medical edu-
cation is a plague spot on the country,”
says the report, referring to a number
of small medical schools that flourish
there, living on the prestige of the
well-known - colleges located in that
city. “Iowa has three times: as many
doctors as Texas. The Iowa schools
are a disgrace to.the state and should
be suppressed. Satisfactory ~medical
education cannot be had-:in Alabama.”

New Westminster, July 25.—Sheriff

SETTLERS FLOCKING
TO CANADIAN WEST

Commissioner of-'Immigration Pre-
pares Report—Enormous In-
flux From U. 8,

‘Winnipeg,~July 25.—In the months of
Marth, April, May and June of this
year enough immigrants arrived in
western Canada from Great Britain to
populate four cities equal in size to
Brandon, Saskatoon, Prince Albert and
Medicine Hat. These were British im-
migrants alone and besides these there
were over ten thousand arrivals from
Europe in the same period and forty-
six and a half thousand Americans.

Figures have been cempiled up to
date by J. Bruce Widlker, commis-
sioner of immiggation, which show ' in
striking manner the enormous growth
in population of the west since the
year ending March 31st, 1910, Since
that date 208,794 immigrants have ar-
rived in western Canada. This num-
ber is made up of 59,790 from the Bri-
tish Isles, 45,206 who came from the
various countries of Europe and 103,-
798 arrivals from the United States,
the latter being nearly all wealthy
farmers.

At the lowest estimate, each one of
these immigrants averaged in actual
cash $1,000, and some carried with them
sums ranging from $25,000 to $50,000.
Between the first day of March of this
vear and the first day of the present
month, there detrained at Winnipeg no
less than 92,000 souls. Of that number
35,000 were British. 10,900 Europeans
and 46,500 from the United States.
Those from Europe consist chiefly of
Scandinavians, Germans, Austrians and
Russjans.

The 46,500 Americans who left homes
‘in the country on the other side of the
border came through the ports of Win-
nipeg, Bmerson, Gretna, Portal and
Kingsgate. A great percentage of these
were very well-to-do, and the lowest
estimate that could be placed on the
money brought into the county: by
them would be approximately $50,000,-
000 in four menths. These men are
i nearly all farmers and are from nearly
every state in the union. Very few
of them uave remained in the cities at
all, but have gone inte the country,
where they are now located on farms.
Besides actual eash they brought with
them stock and chattels amounting in
value to many thousafids or several
millions o1 dollars.

Of all the European and British #m-
migrants arriving in western Canada
during the year, over 90 per cent have
entered through Canadian ports and the
other 10 per cent. came through the
United States. The tide of immigra-
tion, acéording to the officials, is chang-
ing from the United States through
Canadian ports,

Word was brought from Honolulu
that the French cruiser Montcalm was
in port and ‘celebrated the Fall of the
Bastile while there. She is one of the
largest war vessels that has ever been
to this coast, and her arrival will be
awaited with a great deal of interest.
She is of 9,617 tens displacement and
carries - 612 officers and men. She is
cdpable of making 21 knots, carries a
powerful armament, and is provided
with torpedo tubes. She has been mak-
ing a leisurely tour among the French
possessions of Indo and Cochin-China.

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AINSWORTH MINE .
- TO BE REOPENED

Vigorous Development Policy Will
Be Undertaken, Including
Enlargement of Plant

Nelson, July 25.—It has been definite-
ly announced by S. S. Fowler, general
manager of the Canadian Metal- Com-
pany, which owns the famous Blue Bell
mine at Ainsworth, that the mine will
be reopened at an early date. Within
six weeks a vigorous policy of devel-
opment will be undertaken, including
the enlargement of the present plant;
the capacity of which will be inereased
to 300 tons per day, and it is expected

" that the mine will be shipping again

by the first of the year.

Mr. Fowler has just returned from
Paris, where he went to consult his
principals in regard to the company's
affairs, particularly the policy to be
pursued in connection with -the Blue
Bell " property. He spent considerable
time in France, and the widespread
damage by forest fires in this part.of
the country within the past few weeks
emphasized the lessons in forestry
which he learned there. One of the
points of interest which he visited was
Fontainebleau forest, the trees 'in
which are the property of the gov-
ernment, and are cut only with the
permission of its officials,  who say
which tree may be cut, and which not.
The forest, which consists of many
square miles and contains different
varietles of jhard and soft woods, is
laid out with roads, bridle paths, etc.,
and great care is taken of it in every
‘way possible. As a result the ravages
of fire are practically unknown. This
last fire, which occurred years ago, is
looked upon as a matter of special
note, so much so that the date figures
in the guide books.

A point which he noted particularly
regarding the forests. was the manner
in which the trees are cut. They are
not chopped off some distance from
the ground, but are sawn off as close
to the roots as possible. Not a por-
tion of the tree is wasted. Even the
small limbs and twigs, which are of no
value for lumber, are used as-fuel by.
the peasants, g

Another thing which struck him par-
ticularly was the system in vogue in
many parts of France, of harvesting
Fences are, as a rule,
made of earth thrown up. In these
mounds poplar trees are planted, and
every four years, after the trees have
reached a certain age, the branches,
up to within a. short distance of the
cut off, to be used by the
peasants as fuel. This. does not huit
the tree, which four years later has
another crop of fuel ready.

The lesson drawn by Mr. Fowler
from what he saw in France in con-
nection. with the care of the forests
and the utilization of trees, is that the
people of British Columbia should do
all in their power to protect their
forests, the value of which will in-
crease year by year if the ravages of
fire can be prevented, and the wasting
of timber -and lumber prevented. In
this latter connection, Mr.’ Fowler no-
ticed that the people of France set a
good example to the rest of the world.
Not a foot of lumber is wasted in the
erection of buildings, or in any other
way. Every stick is used to the.best
advantage. For example, .full. length
boards are seldom if ever used for
flooring. Instead the short ends are
used, this being made possible by set-
ting the pieces in diagonally in com-
paratively narrow strips. In addition
to the saving in lumber effected in
this way, an excellent effect is pro-
duced by laying the flooring in this
way.

Mr. Fowler feels that while increased
care in regard to the preservation of
forests might seem unduly costly, both
to the consumers of lumber and the
holders of timber lands, still it would
pay the latter as well as the country
generally handsomely in the end,

F. C. CAMPBELL BACK
FROM THE PEACE RIVER

Great Agricultuml Aréa Will ‘Be
Settled From Prairie Side—
Coal Measures

F. C. Campbell, who has been in the
Peace River .country - for the past 14
months, is back in the city. He made
his headquarters at Fort St. John, on
the Peace river, in the centre of the

ment, he explored the country for over
one hundred miles around and has
acquired a vast.amount of information
as to general conditions in that  por-
tion of the province. \

Mr. Campbell considers that settle-
ment of the agricultural areas of the
Peacs River district will naturally be |
from Alberta side,.as the frontiers are |
pushed  steadily backward. There arel
already settlements in the. vicinity of-
Bear lake and Beaver Lodge river, and |
the advance will, be northerly and
westerly toward Fort St. John., While
the provincial holdings are not as a
rule adapted to agriculture, consisting
of . vast elevated plateaus, with good
general farming land at intervals along
the river flats, the  district generally
presents exceptional facilities as a
stock ranging country. Horses run out
all the year round, but cattle raising on
a.large scale, to be entirely successful,
would have to be undertaken with due
provision - for winter . feeding and
shelter. The former nature has provid-
ed for, as all parts ef the territory may
be utilized for the growth of hay.

The great resource of the British
Columbia Peace River country, in Mr.
Campbell ’s opinion, is its coal. No
practical demonstration by diamond
drill or other scientific testing has been
possible, but there is ‘float coal,” and
there are natura] signs of strong coal
measures dlmost everywhere. The out-
crop is bituminous, o0f the highest
quality (for surface codl) and of ex-
cellent coking qualities. The field, Mr.
Campbell thinks, will probably rival
that- of the Crow's Nest Pass  when
once the country obtains facilities for
railway transport. It will also be
available for smelter operation ag the
Omineca district is opened up. The
fields are about 150 miles from Fort
George, on an up-grade, A railway is
projected to run from Fort George via
the Pine River Pass, southeasterly to
Edmonton.

THREE FURNACES IN
OPERATION AT PHOENIX

Smelter is Now Treating Nearly
Two Thousand Tons of Ore
Daily

Phosnix, July 27.—The entire bat-
tery of three furnaces at the British
Columbia Copper Company’s smelter
is again in full blast and the returns
are . getting back- to the old figures,
the‘ smelter now treating close to 2,000
tons daily,

The -management -had planned a
smelting capacity of 3,000 tons per
diem by enlarging two of the furnaces,
one of which had been taken:down in
readinness for the new work. The
equipment had been ordered from a
Spokane -firm, ®ut fire and labor
troubles prevented them fililng the
order, and the company rebuilt the
old furnace which was blown in on
Thurgday, so that the smelter is again
operating at its old capacity.

The British Columbia Copper Com-
pany earned approximately $3,500
during the month of June. The heavy
gold values which have been present
in_ the company’s ores lately, as a re-
sult of the. shipments from the Jack-
pot mine in ‘Wellington camp, still
continue, and  have been a material
factor. in the company’s operating
profits, even.though the copper 'metal
market has been unfavorable. Recent
bullion shipments made by the com-
pany show 46% per cent. of metallic
value in gold and silver, principally
gold.

Development' work at the Rawhide
mine of the New Dominion Copper
Company, which - is controlled by the
British - Columbia - company, is - pro-
with a force of
fifty men, but actual shipments to the
latter’s smelter will not commence for
about a month.

The old machine shops en Granby
Hill have been-removed and the man-
agement is now prosecuting develaop-
ment work to secure a large body of
valuable ore :-over .which. the building
was located.

The new mill at Long Lake, which
was to commence. operations this

‘mine, was-prevented from starting by
the destruction. of the poles of the
electric power line by forest fires.
The line- is now being repaired.
Improvements of the most modern
character have been decided om for
the coal mine at Princeton, which will
include an up-to-date screening sys-
tem and a compressor plant. The
improvements will cost about $75,000;

' CROW’S NEST PASS.

Old Country Expert Says District Has
Bright  Future.

Nelson, July 27.—That the coal dis-
irict centering about the Crow’s Nest
Pass is destined to have a gréat future,
is the opinion of V. Symonds, who is
identified with strong financial inter-
ests in the old country, and who has
been inspectinig a new coal mine in the
Davis camp in the Flathead country,
south of Fernie, in which he is inter-
ested.

Mr. Symonds makes the prediction
that the Crow’s Nest district will have
a population of 100,000 in ten years. Of
the world's Known coal deposits 60
per cent of the output is coking eoal,
while in the Crow's Nest district 80
per cent is coking coal. He fiuures
that the district will be one of the chief
sources of supply for transcontinental
railway lines in the United States and

.bay at a small expense.

RAILS ARE NOW
- APPROACHING KITSELAS

Progress of Work on Grand Trunk
Pacific—Construction of Sec-
.ond Division

Kitselas, July 27.—It is but a question
of a few months when the construction
traing will be running to a point be-
tween Newtown and Citselas, and then
for the next year Kitselas will be the
division end and junction point between
-the railway and up river travel. /The
steel is now laid about thirty miles out
of Prince Rupert, and it is being laid
at the rate ot a little over one mile per
day. After it is laid east of mile 59,
two miles and better per day will be
laid.

All contractors between Knox river
and Copper river have about finished
their work, none having over a month’s
work more to do.

TO GATHER STATISTICS
ON AGRICULTURE

Area, Product and Value of Crops
Harvested This Year Will Be
Enumerated

& Ottawa, July 27.—The next census of
agriculture will be taken under date
of June 1st, 1911. The area, product and
value of field crops harvested in 1910
will * be enumerated . for fall wheat,
spring wheat, barley, oats, rye, corn for
husking, buckwheat, beans, peas, flax,
mixed grains, hay and clover, alfalfa
or lucerne, corn for forage, other for-
age crops, turnips, mangolds, sugar
beets, other field roots, tobacco and
hops; and grass seed, red clover seed
and alsike clover seed will be enumer-
ated for product and value.

Grain and- other field crops for the
harvest.of 1911 will be taken by areas
only, as none of these crops will be ripe
at the taking of the census. The pro-
ducts of these crops will be gathered
later in the year from the reports of
correspondents,

Animals and animal products, . also
under the head of agriculture, will in-
clude the number of herses three years
old and over, horses under three .years,
milch cows, other horned or neat-cat-
tle, sheep, swine, turkeys, geese, ducks,
hens and chickens. and hives of bees
held or owned by each person at the
date of the census on June 1st, 1911.

The number of horses, milch : cows,
other horned or neat cattle, sheep
swine and poultry sold in 1910, will be
recorded, as well as the wool, milk
home-made butter, home-made cheese
eggs and honey products of the year,
and the quantities of milk and cream

! sent to factory or sold.

Pure-bred animals registered, or eli-
gible for registration, which are owned
at the time of taking the census, will
be enumerated for horses, cattle, shr:—r
and swine, but their number will also
be counted with all other animals,
