‘But could you believe®
it,” said the speaker, ‘I could not get
two mewmbers to think that way! 1t
was not fair that a man who erected a
fine building should be taxed, while his
neighbor who does not improve his
property is not taxed. The value of pro-
perty is increased by men who have en-
terprise enough to erect buildings and
whose enterprise is tased. Down to-
wards James Bay bridge there is prap-
erty just the same as it was when he
arrived in Vietoria thirty years ago.

' There is said to be quite an excite-

ment in the Deer Park. This beautiful
region “is situated on the eastern shore
of the Lower Arrow Lake about fifteen
or twenty miles ahove Robson. Its gen-
tly rolling hills with picturesque clumps
of bush gently leading up to the lofty
range at the back have made it one of
ihe favorite views in all the splendid
panorama of the Arrow Lakes. Prob-
ably on account of the extreme mild
ness of the climate it has alwgys
abounded in game and hitherto it has
been known only to the hunter and In-
dian. It was always supposed to he
destitute of mineral wealth. Last year,
however, the.wandering prespector turn-
ed his attention to this locality and late
in the fall the record books at Nelson
began to show the results of his inves-
tigations. There was hardly any spow
during last winter and the ground was
clear this year. Numbers of men have
heen going in and it is now said that
there are at least 150 there. The dis-
coveries consist of free milling gold
quartz, but it is too early yet to say
anything about the size, continuity, or
contents, of the veins. Late last even-
ing we hear that Messrs. Topping and
Paterson have bought the Deer Park
property consisting - of 1800 acres from
the C. P. R. The price paid is report-
ed to be $37,500.

THE TRAIN WRECKERS' TRIAL.

Not Known Even Now Whether He
Died With a Lie on His Lips—
Murderer’s Fauneral.

LY

Philadelphia, May 7.—H. H. Holmes,

the multi murderer, was hanged ' this
morning. The drop fell at 10:12.
. The marvellous nerve of the man
never deserted him to the very end.
Even on the scaffold he was probably
the coolest man in the assemblage. In
-a few well chosen words he proclaimed
his innocence of the murders, including
that for which he was convicted and
hanged. He declared that the only
wrong doing in the taking of human life
for which he could be held responsible
consisted in the -death of two womer,
who died:as:‘the result of ‘criminal oper-
ations.at, his -hands:. He: did notigive:
their names. i Y

. Holmes spent the greater part of his
last night on earth in writing letters. At
midnight he went to ‘bed and slept
soundly until six o’clock this morning.
It took two calls to awaken him, but
promptly arising he teceived a visit
from his spiritual . advisers, Fathers
Daily and McPheaK, of the Church of
Annunciation. They administered the
last sacrament and left him until nearly
nine o’clock, when he ate a breakfast of
eggs, dry toast and -coffee. At ten
o’clock the sheriff called together the
officials and jury and the solemn march
to the gallows began. As the gather-
ing stood in silence before the scaffold,
a ‘muffled sound came from behind the
partition erected immediately back of
it. It was’the dolorous chant of the
two priests accompanying the doomed
man to the scaffold as they chanted the
Miserere. At 10:08 Holmés mounted
the fatal platform and after a momen:
passed in prayer Holmes stepped to the
front of the scaffold, and resting his
hands on the rail before him, made a
statement of his innocence, which was
received in absolute silence. Two min-
utes later he had finished his valedic-
tory. Then at a  signal. from the
priests he bent his knees, with his eyes
fixed upon the ecrucifix clasped in his
hands. Until 10:12 the prayer.was con-
tinued. Immediately afterwards he
arose. shook handg with the priests
and lawyers, and in a firm' voice bade
them good-bye. Without an instant’s
delay his hards were bound behind him,
the black cap adjusted, and Sheriff
Clement placed the -noose  akout. his
neck: « After. an instant of terrible . still-
ness.- the crack of the bolt rang out like
a pistol shet, and the murderer had fal-.
len to his  death. = Consciousness left:
him immediately, the doctors said, al-
though the heart continued to feebly
beat for 15 or 20 minutes. After an
examination had been made by several
physicians, Holmes was nronounced
dead and the swinging corpse was cut
down.

Holmes spent his last day of life unevent-
fully. In the afternoon Lawyer Rotan call-
ed for a short time. The balance of the
day Holmes occupied in reading the Bible
and other devotional books. The priest
came early in the evening and remained
until 10 o’elock, and after he left, Holmes
wrote letters of farewell till midnight. 1t
is understood that a dozen communications
addressed to his wives, one in Gilmanton,
N. H., and Georgiana Yode, of Franklin,
Ind., the third wife whose testimony did
much to bring about to-day’s execntlon.
He also peiuned a letter of instruction to
Mr. Rotan, his counsel. Absolute. secrecy
is maintained regarding the contents of
these letters: Father Daily is probably the,
only man who knows whether or not the
man went into eternity’ with a lie on his
lips, for to him Holmes, either last night
or to-day, made a final confesslon.

Six physieians examined the body. They
made the examinations eonsecutively, but
gave mo official opinions. Dr.  Butcher
privately stated, however, that the heart
beat feebly for fully fifteen minutes after
the fall, but to all intents and purposes
the man was dead when he first shot down.
The body was allowed to hang until 10:45
o’clock, and was then cut down and placed
in a coffin. -At half past twelve the big
iron doors in the rear of the prison were
swung open and the undertaker’s wagon
rolled out. In in was a plain black casket
containing the body. It was driven rapidly
to Mount Moriah cemetery where it was
placed in a vault. ;

Almost immediately after the execution
a letter carrier walked up to the gates of
the prison and delivered a newspaper ad-
dressed to H. H. Holmes. As the under-
taker’s wagon rolled out of the court yard
it was pursued for some distance by a
crowd of gamins, who pounded on the sides
of the vehicle until driven away by the
police. -

Some cavalrymen rushed after
him, firing. He fell and they mutilated
The offi-
cer, enraged at the negro's flight, pull-
ed out his sabre and shouted to- the
others of the party:

“‘Get down on your knees.’

“They. obeyed and he had them
bound and kept in that position for a
quarter of an hour. While I was talk-
ing to the eaptain my wife and 5-year-
old child were begging for mercy for
me. The cavalrymen helped themselves
to corn for their horses and finaLy
started. The. officers told me that my
life and my nephew’s were only spared
because we were Americans and that
they did mot want to get into trouble
with the United States. They ordered
me to San Miguel without waiting a
moment. Their explanation of the raid
was that the rebels had fired upon the
troops, and that they saw oné man run
as he fired into my house, and that un-
der the major’s instructions the whole
family should have been Kkilled. My
wife and children were in agony while
I was away. My employes were all
taken by the troops. Their names are
Tomas -Linares, Ceriaco Linares, Elu-
trie Zanabria, Felix Cardenas, Juan
Duart and Florencio Roderiques.. An
officer of high rank in the Spanish army
passed my place after I left and came
to me here and said. g

“*‘I know what happened.” The -man
in command is unfit to be an officer of
Spain.’

“Y heard that my men had been taken
to the Spanish camp and shot while
eating breakfast.”

Victoria, , May 8.—During the past few
days, a large quantity of fresh island but-
ter of excellent quality has been placed on
the market.

ed that the principals in‘the present pro-
.coedings were married in December,
1886, at Greenwich, Kngland, where
they resided for some time, and came to
Victoria in 1891, = A boy and a girl
were the fruits of the marriage. I'he
petition set out frequent acts of crueity
and abuse, resulting in the. petitionor
leaving her husband for good on tne
\4th of January of this year, and on ‘he
| 6th’ day of the same month ‘He was
bound over by Police Magistrate Mac-
rae to keep the peace for twelve months.
Adultery against the husband was aiso
“charged in 1893 with Edith Lipscomb
and ‘in this year with Lillie 'raynor.
The prayer of the petition is for disso-
Iution of .the marriage and for custody
of the children. ' The
adultery, and further says if there was

acdultery it was connived at and con-|

dored by the wife; -also that the wife
in the latter part of the year 1895 left
the respondent for the purpose of cou-
scrting with one J. C. Prescott ani
with himm ecmmitted adultery.

forgave him.

‘What crime the witness alleged Cook
tried to comrhit against their six vyear
old daughter is too revolting to men-
tion.

The -respondent then commenced =a
long cross-examination, in which he nt-
tempted to show that his wife had baen
unduly intimate with Jack Prescott, Lut
all imsinuations she stoutly denied. One
of his questions ran thus: *‘In what way
was I mnkind to the children?”

Mrs. Cook—“You know. = By putting
them in winter in a room without a
fire in it.”

Mr. Cook—*“Do you mean to say by
my correcting them in a fatnerly way
I was unkind?” ;

After the ‘laughter had subsided ihe
questioner started on another tack. Yo
lice Court Clerk Page produced the con-
vietion of respondent on 7th January.
George Mesher, father of the petitioner,
is now giving his evidence.

The .divoreé proceedings of Cook V.
Cook terminated last night by Mr. Jus-
tice granting the wife a decree for di-

vorce and for the ecustody of the chil-"

dren. Blue Jacket J. D. Prescott tes-
tified that Cook and Miss Lipscombe
had lived together as man and wife.

i There was no evidence offered as to any

misconduct between Cook and Miss
Traynor. Cook in his evidence denied
all the charges of adultery, but prac-
tically admitted the cruelty, whieh he
said he was borne on to by great provo-
cation. The jury answered the ques-
tions submitted to them and found as
faets: (1.) That George J. Cook had
committed adultery with Miss Lips-
combe; (2) that Mrs. Cook did not con-
done the offence; (3) that Cook did not
commit adultery with Miss Traynor,
(4) that Mrs. Cook was not guilty of.
adultery or:any other improper conduc:
As the wverdiot
was entirely in favor of thed petitioner,
his Lordship = granted the decree "as
above stated. W. W. Langley appeared
for the petitioner.

Cook, after he had given his evidence,
said he was at a great disadvantage, as
several witnesses subpoenaed by him’
were not present. It is said that Cook
a few days ago went to a
firm of solicitors and representing that
he was a law clerk in tha employ of
Messrs. Schultz ™ & Murphy, obtained
some blank forms of subpoenas, which
he took to the Supreme Court registry
and issued. They were old forms and
were tested in the name of the late
chief justice, and were of course no-
good, and the witnesses were not bound
to obey them. One of the witnesses
went to the junior member of the firm
and showed him the subpoena which
purported to be issued by his firm. Mr.
Cook has probably not heard the last
of it yet, as the solicitor said yesterday
be did not know whether or not erim-
inal proceedings would be taken.

During the. trial some questions ask-
ed by Cook brought forth the guestion
from his Lordship: “Do you know
where the Tupatic asylum is?” Cook
said there was no necessity for any ref-
€rence to the lunatic asylum and his
Lordship replied: “Oh, no! No. one
would think of your going to the asy-
fum; there is a difference between a
knave and a fool.” ;

Cook also eame in for some well
merited cemsure from the bench when,
after judgment was given in favor of
the wife as to the custody of the ehil-
dren he asked: “both children?”

His Lordship said: “Yes, both child-
ren, you are not fit to take care of
anything.” :

The schooner Lincoln, - which sailed
from Seattle on March 8th_with a party
of twenty-five prospectors, bound for
Cook inlet, hds not been seen mor heard
from, and much anxiety is felt among
shipping men for her safety. She was
heavily loaded with both passengers and
freight and may have capsized during
a squall.  The news of her non-arrival
was brought down by the Lakme, which
arrived on Sunday morning from Coal
kay, where all the passengers bound for
Cook inlet have been landed, and where
they have to remain until the ice in the
inlet breaks up sufficiently to allow
them to reach Six-Mile. It is fearad
that there will be considerable suffering
experienced before the ice breaks away
from the inlet by those who' did not
have the means to take with them a
complete outfit and sufficient provisions
for a long siege.

The Canadian-Australian liner Mio-
wera sails at 8 o’clock this evening for
Hcnoluln, Suva and Sydney. She will
have a full eargo and a number of pas-
sengers. Her freight: from. Victoria
consists of 1000 barrels of lime, 125
casks and 11 barrels of beer. The pas-
sengers booked from here are: H. L.
Achalles, wife and two children, J.
Winkelwan, H. Magraw and H. S.
Webb, all for Honolulu.

Three of the Indian schooners engag-
ed in sealing on the west coast ‘hiz
season  returned to port last evening.
