Details of the March From Modder River--Boers Surprised--
Our Casualties Were Slight-- The Situation
At Ladysmith.

(Associated Press,)

London, Feb. 16, —There is tremendous
satisfaction .and jdbilnt@on here at Rob-
erts’s and French’s sﬁccess, but ‘ those
best suited to judge the si'iuat_'mn are in-
clined to the opimion that pending more
definite information the news had better
be regarded as assurmg, rather than as
accomplishing, the relief of the beleagu-
ered city of Kimberley.

A careful study of the ambiguity of
the wording of Roberts’s dispatch leads
those people to believe that the actual
relief of  the place is still a matter of
time.  Kimberley, it is pointed out, can
scarcely be termed relieved till it is feas-
ible to take provisions there. The rapid-
ity of Freneh’s march ‘indicates that he
was unable to do this, and whether he
left ‘his lines behind him is only a mat-
ter of surniise,

It is most pi:qhable Roberts’s and
French’s brllham tactical success, for
such it is nhder any c:rcumstances, re-

Had Roberts inflicted a decisive defeat
on the Boers, it is believed he would have
mentioned it, as such a success would
be greaf‘.y paramount to the relief of
Kimberley. _

However, Gen. Fremch’s entry into
Kimberley has been effected and doubt-
less brings joy to the hearts of those who
have been shut up in the city for 122
days. Their defenders number about
4,000 men, while.French’s force is be-
tween 6,000 and 8,000 men.

The 6th and 7th divisions have already
crossed the river and are probably with
Roberts at Jacobsdal. What has hap-
pened Cronje and the whereabouts of his
forces puzzles the experts.

Riet River, Orange Free State, Feb,
14.—General French, in ¢ommand of the
cavalry diyision and a strong force of
horse artillery, left Modder River on
Sunday morning for Rambam, 12 miles
east of Enslin, where the whole division
concemtrated. :

After some hours’ shelling
French drove the Boers away and cross-
ed the river, ;

Boer Army qubers 6I,893—0reat Britain
‘Now Has 37,000 Mounted and 142,000
Unmeustcd Mean.

London, Feb. 16.—The British intelli~
fgence department estimates the number
of Boers iiable to service in the Trans-
vaal at 31,314; in the Orange Free State,
22,314; disloyal Dutch, 4,000, and for
eigners enlisted, 4,000, making a total of
61,893, from which 1,807 men are de-
ducted for the police. The Boers, it is
said, have 18 old guns of all kinds, 19
captured from Gredt Britain and 73
new guns; classified as follows: Creu-
zot, 15 C guns, 16; 3.7-inch, 21; 7.5-inch,
32; and 4.7-inch howitzers, 4.

Against ‘this the Britis}l have sent out:
Mounted guns, 12; horse artillery, 54;
field artillery, 234; 5-inch howitzers, 36
naval guns, mostly 4.7-inch, 38; heavy
siege train guns, 36. The British forces
prior to the war, consisted of 9,600 men,
7,600 unmounted and 2,000 monnted. On
the date of the ultimatum, October Oti
they had increased the forces to 12,60¢
unmounted and 3,400 mounted, a- toia
of 16,000.

An up-to-date range is all
in readiness for service in the kitchen,
and- beside each fireplace in the building
there is a scuttle-full of eoal, and seme
kindling in preparation for the instruc-
tion “warm-up.”

The ambulance, bearing a suggestive
yveliow cross, is snugly housed in the
corner of the premises, while the “sus-
pect” wagon is kept in the stdble pro-
per, in which is also another store house
containing the sterner, but/ withal urgent
necessaries in the way of implements,
coal,: wood, ete., in-abundance.

Connecting with the stable, but most
conveniently situated and tidily maintain-
ed is the caretaker’s dwelling house,
which is in keeping with 'the general z}ir
of cleanliness that pervades the entire
series of buildings.

The last department of any importan__c.e
is the .disinfecting - structure. In this
building the clothes of patients and sus-
pects, blankets, tents and bed apgarel of
all descriptions undergo a most vigorous
and careful process of fumigation. Pa-
tients’ clothes 'are - always disinfected
here before they are sent to the laundiy
to be washed. There are three apar.t-
ments carefully fitted up from’a h:vglen'.c
standpoint, the first being set aside  for
clean clothing, the second utilized as the
bathing reom in which the formalities of
a real “sanitary bath” are rigorously
enforced, while in the third room th2
bathers’ clothes receive a thorough fum-
igation. »

| This Week.

{ This week’'s issue of the Gazette con-
tains a Mst of the regulatioms of the pro-
vincial board of health, approved by the
Iieut.-Governor in coumcil on Feb. 15th.
These regulations are for the purpose of
preventing the: introduction or spread of
smallpox in British Columbna.

The first clause provides that

All passengers arriving at the boundary
line, from the south may be required to
furnish the inspector or oificer in charge of
the carrying out of the regulations with a
certificate from the health officer of the
¢ty or town which he or. she has left,
contaiuing the following particulars:

(a) That he :or shé has not been in any
place or building infected with smallpox.

(b) That he or she has not lived in any
place or building which lies dangerously
near any infected building or district.

(¢). That he or she has recently been suc-
cessfully vaccinated.

If the inspector believes that any person
ig infected, or that his or her clothing or
other effects contain infection, the inspec-
tor shall detain such ' person wuntil the
period: of incubatiomr is oyer; and his cloth-
ing and other effects shall be at once dis-
iufected.

Tosa Maru Brings. News of the Deposition of
the Emperor—A Warlike Edict.

Files of the Chinese pupers recewed by
the steamer Tosa Maru tell of the de-
throning of the Chinese Emperor,
Huang Su, by a palace conmspiracy. An
edict was issued in the name of .the Em-
peror on January 25th thanking the Em-
prass . Dowager “for all her kindness”
and announcing his resignation.

The Empress Dowager selected as sac-
cessor to the Emperor, the nine-year-old
son of Prince Tua. On the Chinese New
Year’s day the new Emperor was pro-
claimed with the title Pu-Tsing. The
father of the new Emperor is the head
of the great Chinese secret' society
known as  the: “Big Sword Society :2nd
the ‘““Boxeprs,’” -who are responsible for
the rebeliion‘‘extending - over the pro-
vinees of Chib-li, Shantung and Honan.-
The members of this society-have leoot-
ed a number of missions, and are re-
sponsible ‘for ‘the murder of Rev. Mr.
Brooks, an American missionary,

The island = comprised 16,400 square
miles, which with adjacent islands would
be swelled to 18,000. The area of Nova
Scotia was 20,000 square miles, yet
Nova Scotia supported a number of large
cities . and’ ‘towns, while Vancouver
Island had but two cities and few vil-
lages. \

Neither was there such a disparity in
the resources of the two countries as
might appear. Those of Nova Scotia

- were mainly from agriculture, coal, ete.,

but it had little gold. A gentleman who
had explored Vancouver Island stated
that it was capable of supporting 5,000,-
000 peopie. Apart  from timber -and
fMisheries ‘the island possessed metalli-
ferous mines, which would support an
immenes population. ;

Now, this charge is that the honorable-
gentleman upon ome occasion deliber-
ately falsified
wrote down something as being a part
of the minutes and which was not cor-
rect. Of course, Mr. Speaker, having
incorrect minutes may honestly occur to
any secretary whose duty it is to keep
the same, and  no doubt it very fre-
quently does occur that a secretary
makes a mistake, and that is the objeet,
of course, of having the copy approved
before it is considered in form. In this

Land and Cattle Co., of which he was
manager.”

On his- canal and lands he had issued
bonds to the amount of $150,000, of
which the Travellers’ Insurance Com:-’
pany were alleged to hold $50,000, while
" the balance had been disposed of to New
England parties. :

Financial Troubles,

In 1885 he first showed symptoms of
being hard up by failing to meet: the in~
terest on his ‘bonds and paper, and for
the next year he was a much worried
and harassed man. Up tiil this time,
Carter-Cotton had been guilty of no dis-
honesty, and his subsequent proceedings
are charitably ‘supposed to have been
pursued with the expectation of ‘‘pulling
himself out of the hole” and eventually
making matters straight.

At this tim®e he consulted a prominent
attorney at Fort Collins regarding his
affairs, and when informed that there
was no hope for him, that he must go to
the wall, he seemed to break.down en-
tirely.

About the middle of November, 1886,
a number of Carter-Cotton’s creditors,
men who had done work of various kinds
for him, called on him at his oﬁice,. de-
manding payment for their services.
While the conversation was going on,
Carter-Cotton excused himself for a few
moments, and going out, locked the cred-
itors in the building. When they dis-
covered that they were prisoners,: and
had escaped through the ttransom, their
debtor had left town, he having been
seen jumping on the Denver train just
as it was leaving the station. Then be-
gan the hue and cry, but before anything
could be done, Mr. .Carter-Cotton had
left the state for parts unkmown, his exit
from Denver being in an emigrant car,
although the possessor of a first-class
ticket. i
+ His Habilities were figured at about
$300,000, a large portion- of this amount”
being covered, however, by the bonds is-
sued.. Among the ecreditors’ were the
Travellers’ Insurance Co., Colorado Loan
and Trust Co., Hayden & Dickenson,
and a number of private parties.

Further investigation showed that he
had collected interest on mortgages for
companies for which he was agent and
failed to turn in the same. One case was
reported where he had borrowed money
on a trust deed, which is said to have
been a forgery, and other cases of like
character were alleged. His clerk, a Mr.
Wayne, who had recently arrived from
England, lost $10.000 belonging to him-
self and sisier, which he had placed in
Carter-Cotton’s hands on his arrival in
Fort Coliins. :

This matter was placed in.the hands
of J. F. Farley. of Thiel's Detective
Agency, but unavailingly, for Mr, Carter-
Cotton had  disappeared. He was seen
in Kansas City by a Fort Collins gen-,
itleman while making his escape, and that

The matter died out and finally it was
reported that Carter-Cotton was in Brit-
ish Columbia driving a mule team .on
!some public works, The Fort Collins
‘Courier was subscribed for and it was
! supposed that the iate resident of Fort

{ Collins was the subscriber, although it
was addressed to a strange naime.

The dispatch of Monday shows that
Carter-Cotton is again on top. It indi-
cates that he entered the journalistic
field, being the editor of the News-Adver-
tiser of Vancouver ecity, and a member
of parliament. For the past two months
he has been in jail on a charge of con-
tempt of court, and while in that position
has been re-elected amnd wiii be the prob-
able lgader of the opposition in the new
house,

His success in British Columbia is the
‘result entirely of. his ability. Although
at first it was supposed that he lef’f Coilo-
rado with considerable money in _hls pos-
session, subsequent developments seemed
to show that he was “‘broke” on his de-
parture. Those acquainted with }.u_m
speak highly of his literary talemt, while
his extensive fravels both in this country
and in the old world made. him one of the
best informed men. His Fort, Collins ac-
quaintances evince much interest. in his
career and will await further  develop-
ments, Many believe him a man of hon-

I was
engaged in a.number of large enterprises
in. Colorado, most of them in companies
“orgdnized In the State of Colorads, in
which English capital was largely inter-
ested. The details given in that paper
are not accurate in  many particulars,
but they indicated in a general way,
some of the organizations, although there
were others much Jlarger. In faet
one of the enterprises owned land to the
extent of over 250,000 acres. . I was
_largely interested in these, mot only fin-
ancially, but also as manager of them,-
and at one time they promised to give &
very large return: on the investment. Im
‘consequence of the disfavor into which
certain cattle companies, which had been
organized in the State of Wyoming, fell
into in Great Britain, there was a slump
i this kind of security; cattle also fell
owing to certain circumstances, Then we
became involved in litigation for some
land which we had agreed to purchase
from the Union Pacific railway, while
we also had serious litization on our
bands in connection. with  our water
rights.” Acfter a reference to irrigatiom,
the Finance Minister went on to say the
result of the litigation was that the
companies got into difficulties. “Now
what did I do? I did not do as I might
have dome, namely, realized large sums
of ‘money before the shareholders kmew
anything about this, and put that money
in my pocket and gone off. No, sir, T
took every dollar that I owned in the
world, my private means, and put it into
these companies, with the hope that I
might be able to carry them through
until better times came; so that those
who had invested large sums of money
on my recommendation might come outall
right. I found it ipossible, and I saw’
at last that there was nothing to do but
to allow these comipanies to be placed
‘inthe hands of the receivers for the
bondholders, which "I did, apd I then
started to find another field for occupa-
tion. But before I did that I handed
everything I had got of my private
means—saddle horses,  carriages, etc.,
everything I possessed—and left myself
so absolutely without anything that T
had to borrow $500 from the manager of
one of the larger companies in order to-
pay my personal expenses. I think there
is nothing to be ashamed of in that, and
in ‘many respects I amv glad this matter
has been brought up, because since 1894
this matter hasibeen used to my political
disadvantage by eertain newspapers,
which from time to iime inserted im
their eclumrs all sorts of misrepresenta-
tions aho~t me.

Dear Sir Wilfrid:—I was surprised to
hear at my hotel last evening that my
name had been mentioned in the proceed-
ings of the House-yesterday and an attack
made upon me by the leader of the opposi-
tion under the guise of a question of prlvl-‘
lege. I cannot conceive it to be the privi-
lege of a3 House composed of gentiemen to
attack in it an absent man and a person ;
cceupying simply the position of a private |
citizén of this country. i

I am not a member of the Parliamentary
Press Gallery. I did not write, or die- |
tate, or even see the report to which the
honorable gentleman takes exception in a
vague and general way. As a vyis'tor I
heard some short ‘portions of Sir Charles
Tupper's speech in common, I presume,
with many other vyisitors. Not being a
riember of the Press Gallery and not hav-
irg a seat there 1-am under no obligation
to the House, either real or fancied, and .
his reference to me yesterday was there-
fore wholly gratuitous,

The leader of the opposition sets up his
privilege. I claim the protection of the
House against an attempt to injure private
reputation, and in the ease of a journalist
it is the more to be deplored. I have al-
ways had a deep sense of responsibility in
the discharge of my duties, angd if neces-
sary . could have the testimony of nearly
every member of this House on beth sides
during the last four parliaments. In a well
known passage a great poet has character-
ized the conduct of a man who will” at-
tempt to deprive another of his g60d repu-
tation. !

In conclusion it appears to me that as
the question of an apology should come
not from me, but from my detractor.

The reading of the letter brought Sir
Charles Tupper to Lis feet with -indig-
nation expressed’ in every line of his
face. Mr. Magurn, he said, was a gen-
tleman who had falsified what had taken
place before a committee of the House
and had grossly abused his privilege s
a member of the press gallery. It ap-
pcared, however, that the present tele-
gram had not been sent by Mr., Magurn;
but by the regular correspondent, and he
would -move shortly .to have this repre-
sentative excluded from the House,

The statement in the Free Press to
which Sir. Charles took exception was
that he had attacked the French in a
most b'tter way: but said that he dids
not inciude all French-Canadians, The
statement was, he claimed, as gross a
falsehood as a man could print. In the
course of his forty-five years of political

On that
day a message was sent that the offer
was delayed by a notice of motion of
censure, which would be disposed of at
any early late, It was Nov. 2 before
the Queensland contingent sailed. The
same thing occurred in New South
‘Wales. The government did not make
that offer. This was a private offer sim-
ilar to some made from Canada, in
which the makers got snubbed. New
South Wales had some 25 men, lancers,
driliing in Aldershot. These asked to
be allowed to volunteer. The reply wus
that the government could not give the
leave without a vote of parliament. The
vote carried by 17 to 10. ' It was sure
that had a vote been taken in Canada
not a single member would have cast his
vote against it.  That was Canada's
loyalty. In Queensland after 13 days'
debate the vote was 87 to 28. In Western
Australia the vote was taken on Oct. 5,
and a resolution of loyalty was forward-
ed. It had another step to go, however,
and did not pass the Upper Chamber till
Oct. 17, after Canada’s offer, and the

_contingent did not sail tillsNov. 5.

In New Zcaland the offer was from
private individuals, and the answer w:s
that: they should be accepted if réquired.
