Wimbledon Team for 1879, is to lie made 
from lists of winners in competitions to be 
held under the auspices of Provincial Ritie 
Association, and for the purpose of en­
suring that the selection in the different 
provinces shall be made under similar con­
ditions, the Executive Committee of the 
D. R. A. has adopted the following rules 
and the conditions for the conduct and 
management of such cempetitions, which 
must bef complied with : —

1— 4oTie Executive committee of the D. 
R. A. will select from the lists submitted 
by the several Provincial Associations the 
twenty competitors who obtain the high­
est aggregate in four matches to be shot in

rdance with the regulations following.
2— The four matches must be shot on 

two consecutive days, shooting two 
matches on each day, one previous to one 
o’clock, p. m., the other after two, p. m., 
unless any decision of the umpire under 
the next paragraph renders a postpone­
ment to a subsequent day unavoidable.

3— When any match has been commenc­
ed it shall be carried forward to comple­
tion, unless the umpire decides that the 
state of the weather, or some other un­
avoidable circumstance, makes it impos­
sible or unreasonable to continue the com­
petition, in which case he shall decide 
when the shooting shall be resumed.

4— The umpire shall be an officer nam- 
éd by the D. R. A., whose decision in all 
disputes or questions shall be final, and 
who shall certify on each return as to 
whether these regulation have been com­
plied with.

5— In conducting the match the follow­
ing rules must be complied with

(а) Ranges, $00, 500 and 600 yards.
(б) Seven snots at each range. Two 

sighting shots allowed at each range.
(c. ) Any position at each range, provid­

ed the ritie has no support other than the 
person of the competitor.

(d.) Wimbledon targets and seoring of 
1878.

(p). Long Snider-Enfield rifles of Gov­
ernment issue, or of bona-fide Government 
pattern, bearing the Government Viewer’s 
mark. Minimum pull of trigger, 6 lbs. 
Sights, to be strictly in accordance with 
those of the Government Snider rifle ;

St. John, N. B., July 24, 1878.
Value of almost all heavy lines have,

All specula­
tive inquiry that was felt strongly or weak­
ly as the telegrams were warlike or peace­
ful is now gone and we have a steady, al­
though not active, demand for staples. 
Our money market is very easy. Bank 
rate of interest 7%. Considerable careful­
ness is used as to the quality of paper dis­
counted but really good is taken quickly. 
Sterliug exchange on London is selling at 
9% for 60 days, 9f % for sight.

Prices here are firm at 
quotations with demand fairly active.—

Fish.— Cod in light supply ; tendency

Freights and Charters.—The very good 

rates of 65/to 67/6 c. d. for deals to Liver­
pool which were being paid last month 
have gradually given way, and we now 
have to report them very dull at quotations.

The Pending Election.
There appears to be a gratifying 

unanimity of feeling in Northumberland 
in favor of a change of Ottawa repre­
sentation, the electors having, very 
sensibly, arrived at the conclusion that 
there is little advantage in having their 
interests sacrificed to the bitter party 
politics which have so palpably injured 
them during the past five years. The 
people of the County who fairly under­
stand public affairs in Canada recognise 
the fact that the general policy of the 
Government is one of which they can 
approve. They are pleased when they 
realise that although charges of various 
kinds, affecting the political integrity of 
Ministers, individually, and of the 
Ministry, as a body, have been made 
at different times sincethe late Govern­
ment was obliged to resign, their op­
ponents have not been able to bring one 
charge openly against them in Parlia­
ment. It is also proved by the public 
records that the management of the 
present Administration has been honest 
and economical, compared with that of 
4he late Government. The fiscal bur­
dens of the people have not been in­
creased, although the country’s terri­
torial area has been enlarged, involving 
extended responsibilities and new 
chargee upon the revenue. The great 
Public Works, to some of which Canada 
was injudiciously pledged under the 
late Government, have been pushed 
forward without entailing any increase 
of genexal taxation, while provision has 
been made for required funds at im­
proved rates for Canada and without 
impairing her credit abroad.

With such an exhibit on the part of 
the Government, the people of this 
County would be satisfied to find their 
representative giving it an independent 
support, so that he might be on such 
friendly terms with it as to command 
attention when presenting our local re­
quirements for consideration. Under our 
system of Government very much de­
pends upon the kind of representative 
a constituency sends to Parliament. In 
the abstract, each County is entitled to 
fair and equal consideration, but if it 
were the duty of the Ministry if the day 
to provide for local requirements of 
their own motion, the principle of ad­
ministration without the Crown being 
reached through the suffrages of the 
people, might properly be recognised.
The Working of that principle would 
save the delays and expense of 
Parliamentary Government ; but as the 
people prefer the latter and count the 
cost as a small matter, compared with 
the advantages it secures to them, it is 
their duty to see that while the general 
interests are in proper hands, all the 
benefits which are properly derivable 
from the system should be secured in 
local matters. The question which our 
people are recognising as one of the 
most vital moment, in view of the 
coming election, is the desirability of 
securing through their new representa­
tive the consideration to which their 
important interests entitle them. An 
experience of five years, with a repre­
sentative in direct and unreasonable 
antagonism to the Government, with all 
the disabilities which the position im­
plies, has led them to careful reflection.
They contrast the consideration they 
have received in' the distribution of 
needed public favors with what they 
might have had secured for them had 
they been represented by a man of 
practical, business-like ideas, instead of 
one whose boasted “ political schooling ” 
has enabled him to secure scarcely any­
thing for his County, during five years, 
save the unenviable notoriety of being 
represented by a gentleman who can­
not choose but to obey the behests of 
party leaders with whom his constitu­
ency is not in sympathy and whose un- 
fortunete'cÜspeeitieirân 
sonable4 policy have secured signal de­
feat in his recent parliamentary efforts.
The electors have,therefore, determined 
to look to their interests by choosing a 
man of different views of his duties as a 
representative.

There are, it is true, a good many 
who have loyally stood by our present 
representative in the past. They have 
been willing to take him at his own esti­
mate of himself and to give him credit 
for nearly that he claims to have 
done for the County. They have, here­
tofore, put out of their minds the 
honors and more material gains which 
he has enjoyed through their assistance, 
and have refrained from claiming some 
share of the influence of natural posi­
tion, commercial importance, and 
weight by reason of population, which 
he has so often taken personal credit

Dangerous Candidates.

The Protectionists of Canada ask the 
electors to send candidates to Parlia­
ment who will vote for a retaliatory 
tariff. Sir John A. Macdonald explains 
that the retaliatory tariff means duties 
high enough' to keep out foreign 
manufactures. These, he says,need not 
be quite so high as the United States 
duties. Now,if he or any of his followei s 
will only explain what Canada will do 
with its surplus manufactures ufider the 
new tariff they will settle a puzzling 
question. Canada, under a high tariff, 
must have surplus stock to be * ‘slaughter­
ed ” just the same as «they have in the 
United States and if her manufacturers 
do not find a “ slaughter market ” they 
will be ruined. Perhaps, howex er, the 
manufacturers can make enough out of 
consumers by protection to let 
their surplus stocks rot. In any case, 
the consumer will* “ pay the piper”. 
The trade returns show that the 
“ slaughtering ” cry is based on very 
small foundation and reasonable people 
ask how it is, if protection is such a 
benefit to a country, that the Americans 
who have so much of it, are forced to 
“ sacrifice” their goods in the Canadian 
market. The protectionists, however, 
only confine themselves to the question 
in the abstract. It would not be com­
patible with their dignity and superior 
intelligence to descend to particulars. 
Protectionists ought as far as possible, 
to be kept out of Parliament. They 
suit the Montreal, Toronto and other 
manufacturing rings, but are not the 
men for the country at large.

He 
is faithfully taken from pool to pool 
a mile or two of rough water, but the re­
sult is at best very unsatisactory.

The above remarks are suggested by 

personal experience, of the present season, 
and it is not, therefore, to be wondered at 
that the gentlemen named in the item 
above quoted got nothing when fishing 
the “ Hough Waters. ” We believe that 
Warden Bateman guards the Pabineau 
Falls and upper pools as faithfully 
be expected, but there is no protection 
on the “ Rough Waters” and when the 
Overseer requires strangers to take out 
licenses to fish them he is well aware of 
the fact that he takes money for that 
which he allows every resident ot the 
place the privilege of enjoying free of 
charge.

The Department ought to either protect 
the river or abandon its pretension of do­
ing so. There is but one officer engaged in 
the duty of keeping off poachers and it is 
impossible for him, where he 
watchful, to accomplish all that is expect- 

; «d of him. Salmon are killed illegally, by 
met, spear and fly with a regularity which 
bltnws but little fear of puishment. This 
illegal fishing is carried on, principally, 
when the Lessee of the upper district (in­
cluding Pabineau, Chain of Rocks, the 
Big Falls, etc. ) is not on the ground and 
its extent can only be understood by those 
who spend some time in the locality and 
ascertain the facts by personal enquiry and 
observation. We do not say that the 
Nepisiguit is any worse protected than our 
other North Shore streams, but, owing to 
its superiority as a salmon river, the fact 
that itîs easy of access from so central a 
po int as the Town of Bathurst— some of 
its best pools lying within from four to 
eight miles therefrom—and the people 
living along its banks being so frequently 
employed as canoemen by anglers from 
abroad, there is no river on which the 
people are better provided with fishing 
facilities or where a market so easy of 
access is available. The temptations to 
fish illegally are, therefore, great while, 
so far as fly fishing is concerned, there is 
practically no restraint placed upon 
them. That being the fact—and we do 
not fear a successful denial of it—the De­
partment is guilty of a “constructive 
fraud” in requiring visiting anglers to take 
out licenses.

The 
effect of such policy—a policy of which 
our present Ottawa representative is the 
champion in Northumberland—may be 
easily foreseen. When the Washington 
Treaty lapses the Americans will “ re­
taliate ” by a duty on our fish which 
will render our best fisheries compara­
tively valueless. Even before the 
Americans can move in that matter 
England may very reasonably determine 
to pay us back in 
Among the first articles on which she 
would place a duty for the purpose of 
bringing Canada to her senses, would 
be lumber. The effect would bo the 
withdrawal of our lumberers from the 
woods, the shutting down of our mills 
and the desertion of our ports by ship­
ping. The Protection policy is a very 
good one for the few manufacturers of 
Montreal, Toronto and other large 
centres, and the ‘ ‘ struggling politicians ” 
may use it, m. these hard times, 
bait with which to deceive the 
ignorant of the people, but it is not one 
that can be argued with success among 
the Canadian people at large.

Mr. Vanderbilt and the Grand 
Trunk.—Mr. Vanderbilt has been try­
ing to cut off the Grand Trunk from its 
communications with Detroit and Chica­
go and so ruin its thorough freight 
business. Manager Hickson, however, 
has lately returned from England with 
the requisite financial backing, and it is 
thought the Grand Trunk and Great 
Western will combine to obtain the de­
sired connection. If it is necessary the 
Grand Trunk will have its own line to 
Chicago, even if an independent road 
has to be built between Detroit and 
Chicago. The Grand Trunk would 
doubtless meet with every facility in 
carrying out its project from the people 
of the West, who have always given it 
liberal support, and Mr. Vanderbilt 
will probably regret his undertaking.

Annie Parker was the next witness ex­
amined and she repeated her evidence as 
we published it during the Coroner’s en­
quiry without any substantial variation.

On Saturday Annie Parker's cross ex­
amination was continued by Mr. Palmer, 
when a thousand persons were present in 
the Court room.

On Sunday the Jury attended Divine 
Service, in a body at the Episcopal Church, 
and in the afternoon listened to the Rev. 
David C. Lawson, Baptist, who touched 
on the trial in his sermon, and opposed 
capital punisnment.

On Monday and Tuesday Annie Parker’s 
cross examination was still continued, be­
ing brought to a conclusion on Tuesday 
morning. The next witness examined 
was Patrick Heney

We stood some time near

Lord Beaconsfleld’s Reception and 
Explanations.

When Lord Beaconsfield arrived from 
Berlin at the railway station, London, on 
the 16th inst, he entered a carriage with 
Lord and Lady Salisbury, and was greet­
ed on the route along the West Strand with 
a continuous ovation of cheering and 
pouring of bouquets from the crowd and 
the houses, all the way to Downing street. 
On reaching his residence, in answer to 
repeated calls he addressed the crowd, 
thanking them for his reception, observ­
ing that Lord Salisbury and himself had 
brought back peace with honor, such as 
he hoped would satisfy sovereign and 
country.

On July 18th., Lord Beaconsfield on 
entering the Old Palace yard, on his way 
to the House of Lords, was heartily cheer­
ed, and experienced much difficuly in pass­
ing through the throng, though accom­
panied by a squad of police. A large and 
distinguished assemby awaited him, in­
cluding the Prince of Wales and other 
members of the Royal Family. About 
five minutes later, Lord Salisbury entered, 
after which Lord Beaconsfield rose amid 
loud cheers. He said he would show that 
by the changes made in the treaty of San 
Stephano by the treaty of Berlin, the 
menace to the independence of Europe 
and threatened injury to the interests of 
the British Empire had terminated. He 
evinced a strong bias in favor of Turkey 
and almost apologized for the limitation 
of the Sultan’s authority in Eastern Rus­
sia. He said most competent authorities 
had convinced him that it would have 
taken 50,000 of Turkey’s best troops to 
secure any approach to order in Bosnia. 
Even then the attempt, perhaps, would 
have been unsuccessful and such an effort 
must have ensured Turkey’s absolute ruin.

The Austrian occupation, he asserted, had 
been undertaken at the suggestion of 
Lord Salisbury and was earnestly sup­
ported by himself. The object was to 
protect the Turkish Government* because 
it believed an attempt at partition, would 
lead to a sanguinary war. He said it 
was remarkable that after a great war 
and prolonged negotiations all the Powers, 
Russia as completely as the others, should 
conclude that it was best for the tran­
quility of the world to retain the Sultan 
as part of the European System. He said 
in conclusion, “ let Russia keep what she 
has gained ; England has now said,
‘ thus fai and no farther. ’ ” He could not 
at present communicate details of reforms 
in Asia Minor. The Government’s efforts 
in the interest of peace and civilization 
mainly depended on the consciousness t>f 
Eastern nations that our Empire is one of 
liberty and justice.

Earl Granville said he would have pre­
ferred the danger arising from Turkish 
misgovernment to the responsibilities ac­
cepted by England. He complained that 
the interests of the Greeks had been dis­
regarded, and did not think that Cyprus 
would add to the power of defending the 
Suez Canal, while it would add much to 
the responsibility of the Empire.

Lord Derby approved of what had been 
done in Europe, but questioned the value 
ol Cyprus and said he quitted the Cabinet 
t^cause he dissented from sending 
expedition to seize a naval station in the 
East Mediterranean.

Lord Salisbury said due weight had not 
lieen given to the Austrian occupation 
If Turkey now' went to pieces Russia 
would not rule the Bosphorus. He denied 
Lord Derby’s statement in regard to the 
secret expedition. He said India W'ould 
not have remained loyal if Russia had 
been allowed to rule on the Tigris and 
Euphrates.

Lord Derby emphatically maintained 
the truth of his statement relative to the 
secret expedition saying that he had notes 
made at the û 

Lord Salisbury said he believed Lord 
Derby’s memory was bad.

^ Cassagnac; and the “Gaulois,” a paper 
largely devoted to dramatic and Parisian 
news. Republican and Radical organs are 
too numerous to mention. Perhaps the 
best paper in France, both in style, matter 
and management is “Le Temps,” which 
has on its staff some of the most distin­
guished scholars and litterateurs of modern 
times. M. Sarcey is its dramatic critic, 
and his articles, which are published each 
Monday are the dicta from which there is 
no appeal. The political writers of the 
“Le Temps” contend with those of the 
Journal des Debats in their influence upon 
European politics. During the recent war 
thé articles* of the latter paper were tele­
graphed and discussed in every European 
capital, and if any decision shall be arriv­
ed at by the present congress at Berlin, it 
will no doubt be influenced and shaped by 
those writers who wield a weapon more 
powerful than the sword for the columns 
of the “Débats.” The organ of M. Gam­
betta is the “ République Française',” but 
there are many other journals of pretty 
much the same shade. The Radical or­
gans are the “ Bien, Public,” the “Rappel,” 
£he “ Marseillaise” and a number of other 
journals that soon succumb to the censor­
ship of the Government, through the fines 
imposed for seditious language.

The McCirthy Murder-

The trial of the Osbornes for the murder % 
of Timothy McCarthy commenced on 
Tuesday afternoon (the 16th inst.) before 
the Chief Justice. The Grand Jury elect­
ed William Cochran their foreman.

His Honor, in his address to the 
Grand Jury, spoke of John Osborne as an 
accessory after the fact, and observed, 
with regard to the story of Annie Parker, 
that if it was true, three of the prisoners 
must be guilty, and he did not see how 
there could be a paiticle of doubt in the 
jury’s mind as to the evidence being suf­
ficient to justify them in finding a true 
bill agjt nit three of the prisoners.

At 11.30 on Wednesday morning, (the 
17th inst) the grand jury returned true 
bills against Mrs. Osborne, Eliza and Harry 
for the murder of Timothy McCarthy and 
against John Osborne, as accessory after 
the fact.

The prisoners, who were in court, plead­
ed not guilty, and appeared quite uncon­
cerned.

The trial commenced on the 18th. The 
Court room was densely crowded, and the 
three prisoners were placed in the dock.

Dr. Tuck, assisted by Hon. D. L. Han- 
ington, conducted the case for the Crown, 
and Mr. Palmer and Mr. Holstead appear- 
for the prisoners.

After some challenging on both sides 
the following jury were selected.
