The latest statistics show the popul. of the
whole Colony to be abont 124,000, of whom 55,-
000 are pative Maories. These, however, are
decreasing daily. They are a very kind people
where they take, but very bold and daring when
aroused to war. They are very superstitious ;
will never go out-at night if they can help it,
owing to their dread of evil spirits. Many are
well off, and have good farms, but most of them
are content to work as day laborers. Only‘a
part of the gold mines belong to the natives, the
others to the government,and are working. The
natives, at present, refuse to sell or lease theirs,
as they say, if they do, the whites will come
among them in great numbers, and corrupt the
morals of their people.

The war at Taraniki has made trade somewhat
dull, and it is still going on. There have been a
large number of troops arrived of late, so_that
it is thought the war will soon be over. It is
ouly a small part of the natives that have rebel-
led,and while the people around ariniki, where
ths war is, have suffered mueh.and will continue
to suffer till it is brought to a cluse, yet upon the
whole it will be a good thing for New Zealand,

The latest news from the South has confirmed
all our worst fears and drawe from our minds
the last vestige of a peaceful solution to the vex-
ed question of Ameriean Union. ‘The blow has
has been struck, blood has been spilt, and North
and South must henceforth trest as seperste and
independent powers.

President Lincoln has announced his deter-

and occupy all the forts and arsenals whizh were
formerly the property of the general government.
He ignores altogether the existance of a South-
ern Confederation and a Southern President. He
looks upon his opponents as Rebels, and is pre-
par ng to treat them ‘accordingly. Armies are
mustering, arms and munitions of war are col-
lecting and general preperations are making for
a tremendous strife.

It was the o ly policy lefi for one who was de-
termined to preserve the dignity of the Ameri-
can Union® Whatever be the prospeets, or
whetever the result,it is eviden: that war wasin-
evitable. Traitors had insulted the government
and defied ite power. They had seized upon her.
property, they had despised her commands For
the American Gosernment to remain imsctive
under sueh circumstancee would te to draw
down upon itself the contempt of the world and
the scorn of its own suppcrters. The Southern
movement may be irresistable, the rebellion mgy
b arevol and the Confederacy a per-
manent state, but still the Government of the
old Union must maintaia its honor at the pre-
ent time, and fight for its rights,

All the issues of the present crisis are beyond
human conjecture, but some at least are evident.
To one who has carefully studied the Southern
press, it evident, that, in spite of Northern belief
to the contrary, the popular feeliog is in favor of
Secession. The great sacrifiees which they hove
readily msde and still are making, the harmoni-
ous working of the machinery of the new Go-
vernmient, and the proud confidence which the
people teel in their own future, prove the depth
and sincerity of their feeling. If this war be
carried on vigorously by the North, the South
will fight with equal vigor, and in any event they
are permanently lost to the Union. For if they
should be va ngnished, they could not be held as
a foreign country ; and if they should triumph
they would scorn to coalesce with their enemies,

The one result that s'suds paipably before ug
as the more immediate issue of this contest, is
the permanent division of the American Union,
Henceforth there wili be two nations, with dif-
ferent laws of policy, and different goverments,
For Brtish America such a result will be bene~
fical. We shall no longer be selfishly cut out
from the continent by one great monopolizieg
power. Henceforth our shipscan pass to snd
fro between North and South, and our manufac-
tares will not be shut ost by uoreasonable duties.
When the two different nations shall have ended
their fight, and settled down into peace, s new
impetus will be given to the growth of our own
country. Manufuctures that now are checked will
spring up as if by magic and the rapid increase
of trade will diffuse wealth and prosperity through
our berders. Under such a stimulde we will
reap more fully than ever before, the peculiar
advantages of our positions, and advance with
more rapid strides than formerly in populatioh
and power.

The final issue of the present movement nore
cantell. ‘Thespell is breken,and the prestige
that clung to the Great Republic has varished
forever. What further combinations and sepera-
tions may be in the distant futdre cannot be
imagined. It may be thatihis slf will end in a
restoration of our Republican neighbors to the
Brinish Empire wnder circumstances that will
ensure their support, and arrangements that may
barmonize with their habits.

UNITED . STATES.

Our citzens were startled on SBaturday by the
receipt. of intelligence from Boston that the first
blood had been shed in the sccond Américan
Revolution. It had been the hope of ell friends
of law and order on this continent, that after the
quiet ihstalment of President Lincoln at Wash--
ington, a reconciliation between the contending
parties might eventually have been coffected, or
that they might have agreed to éeparate in peace.
This news, however, will shatter these aspira-
tions and desires.  The following is a rapid
resumne of the inc'dents of the last few days.

On'the 8th inst., Governor Pickens of South
Carolina received a notification from Presid
Lincoln that anarmed vessels, with provisions for
Sumpter, would be ' despatehed, and if ot re~
ceived peaceably, force would be nsed.

On the 10ch, Fort Bumpter was ordercd to sur-

render. Major Anderson refused. On  Friday
morning the steamer “Harriet Lane’ attempted
to enter the harbour of Charleston with provi-
sions, when the Rebels opened fire from Fort
Moultrie—the other batteries following. Fort
Sumpter replied at intervals and cano nading was
keptup from 4 8. m,, till late at night. The
Harriet Lane, which was somewhat damaged, re-
tired ‘ tv join the two steam frigates outside the
bar. 2000 soldiers were with the fleet, but a
storm was raging snd they could not enter the
harbour for the relief of Fort Sumpter, The
firing was kept up all night at intervals of twenty
minutes. Major Anderson re-opened cannonade
from Supmter at six in the morning. The storm
till raged and the fleet could not cross the bar.
At length at half-past © a.m., an explodion took
place in. Sumpter, the officers quarters took
fire, and Major Anderson ceased firing 1n order
to subdue the flames. ®hot and shell continued
to be sent into the fort from the shore batieries;
every missile seeined to tell. Frantic spectators
accupied every available position in Charleston.
Finally, a few hours later, having, with but seven-
ty men, defended this spot, for many months,
and done il that man counld do against over-
whelming odds, Major Anderson haulded down
the stars and stripes, and surrendered to the
“Confederated States” the smoking rvins of
Fort Sumpler. The loss on the Federal side was
trifling—four men badly wounded, one mortally.
No loss to the Confederate’s.
Additional telegrams inform us that Apderson
and his mer were to leave Charleston at 11
o’clock on Sunday night by steamer * Isabel”
for New York,
