Ottawa. Sept. 16,—Senator Prowee,, 
In movtog for a ratiirn. of documente 
relating to toe . construction of a 
branch railway from Southport to 
Murray Harbor, south, to P. E. Island, 
made a lengthy speech, pointing out 
the necessity for toe construction of 
branch railways connecting the P. E. 
Island railway with»the. seaport town 
of the Island. He .went into a lengthy 
argument to show toat the* Island had 
not: been benefitted from, the govern­
ment aid given to railways in the 
other provinces, and as the Island 

■railway, had been paid for by the Island 
at confederation, it wae entitled to 
have those branch lines built by toe 
dominion government.

Senator Ferguson called on Senator 
Scott to explain a statement made by 
him .to a political meeting at Ottawa 
on nomination day teat June, that the 
late government l»ad proposed to spend 
$12,600,000 in constructing branch rail- 
ways on P. B. island. . The fact was 
that the estimated cost of these 
branch lines was only $1,288,000.

Senator Scott had no recollection of 
making any such statement. He dtd 
criticise the action of the late govern., 
ment In proppeing to build branch 
railways In P. E. Island in the. test 
days of the session, as a monstrous 
proceeding. He saiw no. reason why 
any reasonable proposition to increase 
the railway faculties of toe Island 
should not be favorably considered; as 
there was ho gopfot that to 
greatly suffered from the 
Of the late government.

Sir OUver Mowat Intimated that the 
government did, not propose to con­
sider any railway projects this session.
