The other members of the commission
have all been selectad with a view to
gecuring the very boest of men available

in Carada fitted to deal authoritatively
and in a large-minded way with ques-
ticns fraught with so much importance
to the whole future industrial and com-
mercial prosperity of the country. The
commissioners will serve without
salary, but will be allowed travelling
and other necassary ' expenses conse-
quent upon the carrying out of inves-
tigations both inside and outside of
Canada coming within the scope of their
work. A permanent secretary will be
appointed and the commission is em-
powered to_appoint assistants to pro-
secute the work of investigation, re-
search and education.

The commission will meet at the call
of the chairman and - will make a
printed report to the government at the
end of each fiscal year. The mem-
bers are: Hon. Sydney Fisher, Hon.

Any person who is the sole head of
a family, or any male over 18 years old,
may homestead = quarter-section of
available Dominion land in Mahitoba,
Saskatchewan or Alberta. The appli-
cant must appoar in person at the Do-
minion Lands Agency or Sub-Agency
for the district. Entry by proxy may
be made at any agency, on certain
conditions, by father. mother, son
daughter, brother or sister of intend-
ing homesteader.

Duties.—Six months’ residence upon
and cultivation of the land in each of
three years. A homesteader may live
within nine miles of his haomestead on
a farm of at least 80 acres solely own-
ed and occupled by him or by his
father, mother, son, daughter, brother
or sister.

In certain districts a homesteader in
good standing maay pre-empt a quar-
ter-section alongside mis homestead.

Then, he say3, they attcaked him, and
the two men with him with clubs, One
of the strikers struck a strike-breaker
over the head and as he did so, the de-
tective drew ‘his revolver and fired
twice. He dropped a man at each shot;
Houghton with a bullet .in the eye,
Dwyer with a bullet through the
heart. ‘Both were instantly killed. A
mol gathered with a rush and the of-
ficers who are patrolling the water-
tront because of the strike had their
hands full until a riot call brought
help. Nicolal is held on an open
charge.

In recounting the impresslons which
he gathered while in Korea on his re-
cent visit to the other hemisphere, W.
T. R. Preston paints a very hop_eful
picture of the country’s present con-
dition and its future prospects. He
tells, in a letter to the press, of the
changes wrought by the Japanese since
they assumed charge of the affairs of
the country barely two years ago, and
pays a very high tribute to Prince Ito
eho as administrator is practically the
guler of the country. Speaking of the
evork of the latter during this period,
My. Preston says:

Japar has for years been looking for |
a1 outlet for her surplus population |
and she seems to have found it in
friendless and defenceless Korea, In |
exploiting the country for the benefit
of her own people Japan might clzim
t:2at she could hardly be expected to|
show much more consideration to-
wards the original owners than did
the ciscoverers of this continent to-

wards the first occupants. What ben-
efits the Koreans derive from the occu-~
ratioa of tiieir country by the Japan-
eso are likely to be the incidental ben-
efits which acerue to a turkey on ihe
approach of Thanksgiving -day.

While these matters are of concern
chiefly to the unhappy Koreans & mat-
ter which does affect Canadians and
other British subjects is the trade
policy adupted by the new rulers ot
tae country. This policy includes sub-
stitutlon of cheaply made imitations of
foreign manufactures, the forgery of
trade ma, ks and labels and other such
devices. Japan wants the trade of the
country for herself and is not over-
serupuleus as to how it is obtained.
These rumors do not confirm Mr.
Preston’s impressions and rather stim-
uiate the belief that the future of ths
Koreans may not be quite such a
briliiant and happy one as our trade
commissioner apparently believes.

A combination bank and insurance
company, this in plain terms is the
feature of the scheme which bids fair
to revolutionize a modern social pro-
blem.

Founded upon the principle that wo-
men have ever been faced by one al-
ternative—that of getting married or
living in many cas2s in comparative
poverty — a group of REoston women
have taken up the cudgel of reform
in their behalf, witk the accompanying
result—that of the most unique bank-
ing proposition ever advanced in an
American city.

CANADIAN NEWS TOLD
IN BRIEF PARAGRAPHS

SYDNEY, N. 8., Aug. 31—The steam-
er Bell of Spain sailed from Sydney
last night from Prince Rupert with a
cargo for the Grand Trunk Pacific, con-

sisting of 15,316 steel rails, 6,640 bundles
of fish plates, 281 tie bars, 176 boxes of
nut locks and 1,712 cases of railway
spikes, making a total of 5,725 tons of
cargo. Captain Minister expects to
make the passage around Cape. Horn
to Prince Rupert in sixty-five days.

TORONTO, Aug. 31—A general clean
up of blind pigs of Cobalt, Elk Lake
and Gowganda has just been made by
George Morrison, provincial license in-
spector. Sixteen convictions resulted in
the payment of $1,150 in fines, and there
are several cases yet to be disposed of.
One man was sentenced to three months
in jail for tampering with a witness.

At Elk Lake 200 barrels of beer were
confiscated and samples of it are now
being analyzed. At Matheson the de-
tective corralled twenty cases of beer
and two barrels of whiskey,

All sorts of dodges are resorted to at
Latchfor@ in order to ship liquor to
Gowganda and 'up Montreal river in a
way that it will not be detected. Bottles
of liquor are packed in gasoline cans
and barrels. Innocent looking cases of
provisions are often cases of whiskey.

WINNIPEG, Aug. 31—At the British
Association session today a resolution
was moved that the Manitoba govern-
ment offer a bounty for the extermina~
tion of rats.

Prof. Shipley, head of the Zoological
department, said he thought the invas-
ion of the province by rats was a mat-
ter, of the gravest importance to the
wheat industry. If allowed to spread
they would destroy twenty-five per
cent. of the yield annually. The most
determined steps should be taken to
exterminate these pests, who have made
their appearance from the south.

To prevent the extermination of sal-
mon in British Columbia the dominion
government was called on to appoint a
committee of investigation. The scien-
tists feared that a few years would
see the complete disappearance of sal-

] mon unless steps were taken at once

to prevent it. The commission should
start work immediately.

The association has decided that in
future a large proportion of its income
shall be spent in Canada for scientific
research.

“If the result of the London confer-
ence produces an imperial organization
for war in which the whole empire
takes part, it should preserve our su-
premacy. The latent resources of the
empire have not been called upon as
yvet to join in the organization which,
to be effective, must be based on broad,
national and imperial lines, totally de-
void of personal, party or selfish mo-
tives—imperial defence founded on the
principle of five nations with one Un-
ion Jack, one navy, one army, one
throne.

‘““We have arrived at a crisis in our
history as an empire. We aim at no
aggresive action or increase of terri-
tory, nor do we hold out threats to
other nations. We wish to keep clear
of al linternational disputes. We wish
to consolidate the empire for the pur-
pose of mutual advantage and defence.

“But we are determined to holdg our
own, and let all know that our unas-
sailalble supremacy at sea shall be
kept.. Instead of a British navy solely
the overseas dominions are now to
come in and share some of the burden,
standing shoulder to shoulder as Bri-
tons all, to hold what we have. Union
is strength—closer union means greater
strength.

“If the British Empire Is to remain,
it must maintain a nava: superiority
tht is undoubted.

“Part of the Empire is absolutely de-
vendent on the punctual and sure de-
livery of the water-borne food and raw
material supplied by its arteries — the
trade routes.”

Paris Puzzled. by “Mrs. Bonfils
of New York”

Is the Glaimant of a Small Child Who Was
Found in a Paris Strest and Who
Says She Was Stolen.

PARIS, Aug. 31—A little girl appar-
ently about 7 and clad in rags was
found in a street on the outskirts of
southeast Paris on August 6. It took
the police some time to find out that
the language she spoke was Armenian.
After her picture had appeared in the
newspapers a woman, young, well-
dressed with many jewels and speakiig
a mixture of English and French,
claimed the child as her own, but when
she went to the prefdcture of police to
get the girl the child ran to lake re-
fuge behind the commissaire and
showed every sign of dislike toward tha
self-styleda mother.

The mother’s story was that she was
born in Marseilles of French parents

-and was taken at an early age to New

York, where when she was 14 she was
married to an Italfan named Confa-
lone. The year after the marriage Con-
falone died and she gave birth to a
daughter, who received the name of
Annette. When Annette was a y2ar
old her mother sent her to her grant-
father, M. Malheim Sfan Azaef, at
Guina, near Jerusalem.

She married a hotel employee of New
York named Bonfils. A year later she
had another daughter, Marie, and
Azaef being dead, 'Mme. Bonfils had

Bonfils's story was correct
as’'there was no reason shown why she
should have travelled from New York
to Jerusalem to steal an unkndwn
child; but after the first enquiry an in-
terpreter, Jean Paluelo, went to the
commissaire with the following story:

“Two or three days before the child
was discovered the woman who says
she is her mother came and asked me
write a letter for her in English, whieh-
she would nay one franc and the price
of two bocks in the cafe we were in,

‘“The letter was addressed to her hus-
band, M. Confalone, Peter Church, C.
M.. New York. It said that she had
been robbed of all her money and beg-
ged her husband to send some money
at once. It added that she was going
to bring back as a little servant a child
who had heen given her at Beirut by
the grandfather in exchange for fifteen
pounds (Turkish.) '

“ ‘“Unhappily,” the letter continued,
‘the little girl is only causing me
trouble because she is not willing to
come with me; she cries all the time,
and I know that the French laws are
very strict on this subject. I have
brought back a lot of merchandise
from the Orient, but I think I had bet-
ter dispose of it in France, where I
shall have, I imagine, a better market
than in America.’

‘“The woman never sent the letter as
she refused to pay for it and would
not even settle for the two bocks.”

The commissaire on hearing the
story determined to send the chiid to
the Assistance Publilqgue and make
further inquiries about Mme, Confa-
lone Bonfils by having her baggage,
which is in the station at Lyons, seized
and examined. It is learned that
Mme. Confalone-Bonfils on arriving at
Paris with the little girl and her baby
took a room at a hotel at 70 cents a
week, where she gave her name as
Mme. Francois, wife of M. Francois, a
resident of Marseilles. One theory of
the case is that Mme. Confalone-Bon-
fils having never told her husband
about her first child concocted the
story she dictated in her letter, but de-
cided afterwards not to send it.

Inquiries at Marseilles show that the
woman rezistered there as Anna Pur-
no, aged 20, coming from Paris, where
her husband lived. She showed a mar-
riage certificate issued at New York
wherein the bridegroom’s name was
given as Francois Purno. She regis-
tered her baby, Marie, aged 1, but did
not mention the elder girl, whom she
called her servant.

CANADIAN PORTS
GET GRAIN TRADE

New York Produce Men Alarmed
at Conditions.

Will Appeal to Inter-State Gommerce
Gommission for Reduced
Freight Charges.

NEW YORK. Aug. 31—As a last re-
source, the members of the Grain Com-
mittee of the New York Produce Ex-
change intend to appeal to the Inter-
State Commerce Commission on the
ground of water competition in their
fight with the railroads to get a re-
duced rate east of Buffalo, so that this
port may again obtain its share of the
export grain trade. At present, they
say, right in the middle of the open
season, when grain should be moving
outward heavily, the steamships are
going fully laden with grain from Mon-
treal, while those from New York are
practicaly empty.

Canadian ship brokers are obtaining
6 cents a bushel freight to United
Kingdom ports, while ships here can
not obtain cargoes of grain at three
cents a bushel. The members admit
that the railroads are willing to give
them a preferential rate east of Buf-|
falo to compete with the through rates
on the Canadian lines, but they are
afrai of the Central and Western Traf-
fic Association’'s . diverting other
freights from them in retaliation.

The loss of the grain trade from this
port has been severely felt along the
river front, where at least fifteen big
grain elevators are declared to be
standing idle. With the exception of
the business done by the Atlantic
Transport Line, the export cattle trade
has practically disappeared from New
York, and the cessation of the grain
trade in addition will result in the big
cargo steamships seeking business at
other ports,

! movement of rats

return movement takes place as cold
weather approaches. The movement is
noticeable in large cities.

More general movements of rats of-
ten occur. In 1903, a_multitude of mi-
grating rats spread over several coun-
ties of Western Illinois. They were
noticed especially in Mercer and Rock |
Island counties. For several 'years,
prior to this invasion 'no abnormal
numbers” were seen, and their coming
was remarkably sudden. An eye-wit-
ness to the phenomenon informed the
writer that as he was returning to
his home by moonlight he heard a
general rustling in the field nearby,
and soon a vast army of rats crossed
the road in. front of him, all going in
one direction. The mass stretched
away as far as could be seen in the
dim light. These animals remained on
the farms and in the villages of the
surrounding country, and during the
winter and summer of 1904 were a
veritable plague,

In 1877 a similar migration occurred
into parts of Saline and Lafayette
counties, Mo,, and in 1904 another
came under the writer’'s observation
in 'the Kansas River Valley. This val-
ley, for the most part, was flooded by
the great freshet of June, 1903, and
for about ten days was covered with
several feet of water. It is certain
that most of the rats in the valley per-
ished in this flood. In the fall of 1903
much of the district was visited by
hordes of rats, which remained during
the winter, and by the foilowing spring
fad so increased in numbers that
serious losses in grain and poultry re-
sulted.

No doubt the majority of the so-
called migrations of rodents are in

In South America periodic plagues of;
rats have taken place in Parana, Bra—1
zil, at intervals of about thirty years, .
and in Chili at intervals of from ﬂf—l
teen to twenty-five years. These |
plagues in the cultivated lands follow
the ripening and decay of the domin-
ant species of bamboo in each coun=
try. The ripening of the seed furnishes
for two or more years a favorite food
for rats in the forests,.where the ani-
mals multiply greatly. When this food
fails they are forced to the cultivated
districts for subsistence. In 1878 al-'
most the entire crops of corn, rice and
mandioca in the State of Parana were
destroyed by rats, causing a serious
famine.

Geremonies of Worship Handed Down
From Times Beyond the Mem-
ory of Man,

e

BOSTON, Mass., Aug. 31—Splendid in
gold and scarlet is the Bacred Place
of the Chinese. Misty with the smoke
of many joss sticks is the Sacred Place
of the Chinese. But strange and beau-
tiful and fascinating is the Sacred
Place of the Chinese to any one who
by dint of strategy or influence gains
admittance,

The Sacred Place of the Chinese w0
live in Boston is at No. 76 Harrison
Avenue, one flight up. Across its front
the brick building beass the sign in
large gold letters, “Ch's:se Masonic
Temple.” Up and down the door posts
big placards of thin red paper say
many things about the Masons and the
Sacred Place in tortuous Chinese ¢har-
acters. In and out of the door every,
day and all day, go soft stepping Orien-
tals. They mount one flight of narrow
stairs, turn to the right, pass the silent
guard, who looks forth from an ad-
joining chamber to make sure that the
newcomer is no intruder, and enter the
square front room. This is the Sacred
Place.

The room is unusually large# vet in
it there is no space to spare, for the
great idol, Quon Tai, fills three-quart-
ers of the apartment. And here, be-
cause of the great idol, some eighteen
hundred Boston Chinese come to wor-
ship. Not at any appointed day or hour
do they come, but once in a while
throughout the year, by twos and
threes, they -mount the stairs ang en-
ter the Sacred Place to render homage.
Only two hundred of Boston's Chinese
never come to the big s'quare room in
reverent mood, for these are Chris-
tians, who have left the ten-thousand-
year-old faith of their fathers ang re-
pudiated their fathers’ idels.

GLITTER 1S DAZZLING.

One blaze of gold the idol seems at
first glance, a mass of startling yellow
emphasized by spots of red. Jt faces
two windows, and when the sun shines
in the glitter is dazzling. Iixtending
well into the room is a tablelike struc-
ture, on whieh stands odd c:lindrical
vases, full of slender sticks. Against
the wall beyond the table is a huze
mantel reaciaing almost to the ceiling.
This is covered with heavy gilded or-
namentation which gives the impres-
sion of tangled golden vines and queer
shelves and intricate fretwork. Here
and there are massive silver vas2s over-
flowering with brilliant paper carna-
tions, red, pink, yellow. On each, side
of the mantel is a handful of beautiful
peacock feathers. !

Midway between the mantel and the
table is a small pedestal of gold, and
upon this stands a golden sacred drag-
on. The dragon is not large, but it is
beautifully moulded. Tail lashing,
jaws agavn, head raised, he glares
proudly at the worshippers. Behind him
is a recess which looks in the midst of
the heavy gold ornamentation like a
golden cavern. If one goes round to
the side of the mantel and peers
through one may see a small antique
lamp, indistinct in the shadow, that
burhs with a tiny blood red flame. On
the front of the table, at left and
right, smoulder joss sticks of pow-
dered sandal wood—not the sort of joss
sticks one buys to keep mosquitoes
away, but extra fine, deliciously scent-
ed joss sticks to keep gvil spirits away.

In front of the tablelike structure
stands g real. table, its purpose being
apparently to keep worshippers from
crowding too closely about the idol.
The table is topped with handsome
gray marble. The legs are made of
some dark Oriental wood and exquis-
itely carved.

Beneath the table appear more won-
ders. They are contained in a glass
case which forms the lower part of the
tablelike structure, - which 'in itself
forms the front of the idol. Behind the
glass stand small statues, all in gold—
Chinese mandarins or perhaps priests,
with dogs and other animals also done
in gold. They are several shelves of
these quaint little figures, all of them
peering out strangely from under the
marble topped table.

OTHER QUAINT FURNISHINGS.

There is a marble fireplace to the
right of the idol, and above it hangs a
Masonic certificate, displaying the seal
gf the Commonwealth, for the build-
ing actually belongs to Chinese Mas-
ons, although they permit the idol to
occupy one room. Beside the fireplace
is a wooden box about the size of a
soap box, set up on edge and provided
with crimsonl] curtains. The bottom of
the box s covered thick with joss
sticks and ashes, and in a small metal
pot a half dozen joss sticks are kept
burning eternally.

Beside the metal pot are two Chi-
nese cups—the kind without handles—
filled with clear tea, and near them
stands & saucer of Chinese food. Tha
box is an altar, maintained to appease
spirits. For them the joss sticks burn
and the food is provided. Every day
fresh tea is poured into the little
cups, fresh food is placed on the sau-
cer and fresh prayers are murmured
to please the kindly spirits and to dis-
concert those who are evil. Should too
many joss sticks go out or should the
whole half dozen burn down danger-
cusly near the point of extinction, a
soft stepping Oriental places new ones
in the little metal pot and blows them
gently into a vigorous glow.

Most of the worshippers who come
to the Sacred Palace bave not much
of the Americanized -Chinese about
them. Usually their one concassion to
Boston customs is the substitution of
a DBoston straw or felt hat for their
native broad brimmed head covering.
They cling to the conventional Chinese
dress. Their long, black hair is neatly
braided into queues coiled about their
skulls. Their coats are loose and soft,
with wide flapping sleeves. Upon their
feet are cloth shoes that show a gleam
of white or blue, like a bandage.
Their shoes are responsible in part
for the softness of the wearer's step,
but those who frequent the Sacred
Place are naturally unobtrusive. Up
the stairs they glide, ghostlike, as if

At yesterday's meeting of the Board
of Public Works Ald. Mc8oldrick,

The usual answer
to cemplaints was thet its charter had
given the N. B. Telephone Company
the right to do just what it liked with
St. John's streets, to plant fences or
poles along the edges of the side-
walks and to tear up the roadways
whenever it felt like so doing.

Ald. McGoldrick has recognized that
as the company appeirs to have the
upper hand at the present time as far
ag legislation is concerned, it is up to
the city to obtain legislation that will
reverse the position and ernable St.
John to decide how its own streets are
"to be used. With this end in view the
alderman has communicated with cities
where telegraph and telephone poles

Perhaps it is a middle aged father
who climbs the stairs that lead to the
Saecred Place. He climbs théem hastily,
eagerly, yet at the threshold he hangs
back. It is a terrible moment. He has
come to ask if his demure young
daughter, the pride of his heart, will
do well if she weds the suitor he has
chosen. It is impossible, of course, for
his daughter to ask the gods such a
question. Her parent, who has arrang-
ed the match after scrupulous search
for a worthy suitor, must be the one
who interrogates the little golden
dragon. Is the choice a good one? Will
the demure little girl be happy?

To all these questions, propounded
by ambitious immigrant, pompous
plutocrat, anxious father, the little
golden dragon must give answer. And
this is how he does it.

From times beyond the memory of
nian the Chinese gods have command-
ed men to seek them after this fashion.
The worshipper does obeisance before
the golden altar. Then he grasps c?ne
of the odd cylindrical vases containing
the thin little sticks.

Hugh M. Love, the latest and pres-
ent husband, is a former local news-
psper man and ex-secretary of the
Board of Health, Love and his wife
were first married in 1906, and a little
over a year ago she divorced.him on
the grounds of cruelty.

In Chicago, when one ¢f her many
divorces was issued, Mrs. Love arous-—
ed the indignation of Judge Bretano,
whe said:

«This woman’s career has been a
rank travesty on marriage and the
sacredness of its obligations. By five
quick marriages and divorces she has
shown her utter inability to appreciate
the sanctity of the marriage tie. This
dragging of the sacred things of life
through the mire cannot but arouse
the liveliest indignation in right-
minded men.”

Mrs. Love was first married in 1884,
when she was 16 years old. Frank
Nixon Coffin was the first bridegroom.
The wedding took place in Chicago, at
the home of her parents.

She remained Mrs. Coffin for ten
years—her longest record. They were
divorced in 1894, and remarried in
1898. In the following year they were
again divorced. A month later Mrs.
.Coffin was married to James ‘Walker.
che divorced him in 1901, and in the
same year married Coffin again.

She and her former husband of two
terms met by chance in this city, and
the wedding  quickly followed the di-
vorce from Walker. They went to
Catalina for their honeymoon, and a
quarrel arose which led to the third
divorce from <Coffin. The last bit of
marital bliss with Coffin lasted less
than a month,

Mrs, Coffin then took up her resi-
dence at the Hotel Van Huys, and
soon afterward married Perkins Lay-
man, a bellboy in the hotel. They lived
together for three months, and again
came the divorce. Then came Mr.
Love. He went on his way, and now
relurns to her. All her ex-husbands
are residents now of Los Angeles.

Immediately after the conference
Dr. Pugsley, enthusiastic over the
matter, wired the Minister of Trade
and Commnierce, nrging the advantage
of St. John as a terminus for the West
India trade. The result of the tele-
gram will be awarded with interest
bv the producers.

The minister was to meet the ¥arhor
Board yesterday afternoon with refers
ence to the Harbor transfer, but ihis
meeting 'was postponed.

This morning Mr. Pugsley will in-=
spect the dredge W. 8..Iielding, and
the work she has been doing in 'the
past. He will also consult with. tiie
Engineers regarding the - dredging
plans for dredging other parts of the
Harbor. He will also make a gengral
inspection of the harbor aud the
facilities. '

Late in the forenoon, or ecarly in
the afternoon, the Minister of Public
Works will meet the Harbor Eoard,
with reference to the transfer of the
West Side water lots. The agreement
of the transfer has been prepared by
Reecorder Skinner and is now in readi-
ness for the inspection of the ninister.

SHEEP'S JUGULAR VEIN
GHAFTED IN MAN'S LEG

ey .

Operation Performed to Re-establish Deep
Venous Girculation.

PARIS, Aug. 31 — Professor Doyen,
weéll known for his investization into
the origin of cancer, has created a
sensation in the scientific world by suc-
cessfully grafting the jugular vein of
a sheep into a man’s leg. This is said
to be the first time that the operation
in vein grafting has been carried out
between an animal and a human be-
ing.

Dr. Doyen’s patient was suffering
from an extensive arterial aneurism of

the leg which was cured by an opera-
tion, but there remained an edematous
condition of the limb, indicating the -
insufficiency of the deep venous circu-
lation could not compensatc for. Ac-
cordingly, Dr. Doven decided to substi-
tute a sheep’s vein, twenty-five centi-
meters long, for the vein which had
been operated on.

After the patient had been chloro-
formed the sheep's vein was success-
fully put in position, and immediately
the deep venous circulation was re-es-
tablished and the edematous condition
of the leg rapidly di ppeared. The seg-
ment of the sheep’s vein, before being
grafted, was placed in an isotonic salt
solution.

Dr. Doyen, who has just left Paris to
take part in the International Medical
Congress at Budapest, where he will
give a detailed descrintion of this op-~
eration, says that it is one that must
be completed within forty-five minutes;
otherwise the transplanted. vein dies
and is useless.

Hon. Sir
Samuel Henry Strong, ex-chief justice
of the Supreme Court.of Canada, died
tonight after a linzgering illn=ss at his
residence, Queen sireet, Ottawa.

In 1868 he
was appointed to the chancery division
of the Ontario high court, and in 1875
was appointed to the newly constituted
Supreme Court bench of Ottawa, In
the following year he was knighted,
and in 1897 he was made a member of
the judicial committee of the imperial
privy council. He is survived by hls
widow, Lady Strong.

SUCCESS; TOTAL VOTE NEAR 50,000,000
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AMHERST, N. S., Aug. 31.—An awful
accident, with fatal results. occurred
here this afternoon.

«Tf the circumstantial proof be of such character
as to fulfil the requirements of the law of evidence
then I would unhesitatingly and unequivocally rec-
ommend*it.

“Tt must be remembered that this species of testi-
mony 4s not admitted out of consideration of policy
or necessity.

“On the contrary, there is scarcely any cause
{maginable triable in a court of justice the deter-
mination of which is not more or less dependent
npon circumstances. It isa class of proof univer-
sally recognized as being capable of bringing to the
mind the most absolute sense of certainty.

“It reckons with the human frailty and human
£allibility for the precept that it is better that ten
guilty men should escape than that one innocent
man should suffer, and finds expression in the cardi-
aal rule that ‘to justify the inference of legal guilt
from circumstantial evidence the existence of the
Inculpatery facts must be absolutely incompatible
with the innecence of the accused, and incapable of
explanation upon any other reasonable hypothesis
than that of his guilt.’

“See what is essential:—
~  «pPirgt—The circumstances from which the con-
slusfon is drawn must be fully established.

“Becond—All the facts must be consistent with the
hypothesis of ;guilt.

«Third—The+circumstances must be of a conclu-
sive nature gnd-tendency.

“Fourth—The circumstances must to a moral cer-
tainty actually exclude every hypothesis except the
ene proposedvto-be proved.

«yWith these safeguards an unlawful conviction
seems practically impossible.

«During an active and extensive practice in the
eriminal courts of New Orleans, covering thirty
years, I have never known or heard of a case in

which it was-even suspected that an innocent de-
fendant had been convicted on circumstantial evi-

ence.

. «This species of proof lessens the danger of reach-
ing an erroneous conclusion either from the honest
mistake or the wilful falsification of a witness. It
multiplies the number of the facts to be proven and
of witnesses by whom they are to be established. It
lessens the danger of fabrication by reason of the
varying circumstances required to complete t.g.e
chain, When justly considered and properly ap

plied it furnishes the most satisfactory, reliable and
eonclusive of all proof dependent upon human testi-

mony.”

That was be-
fore we heard about the quarrel they’d had—I mean
old Baxwell and the girl. But she hasn’t been seen
since, and we thought, like, that we’d better teil what
we knew.”

The news brought by these informants was con-
sidered and inquiries were made in the neighborhood.
The statements of the two men were corroborated by
others who had been of the group outside the cave
that afternoon. While Baxwell was not one to whom
official attention would be freely attracted by hints
as to a crime, it was felt that the affair was too
gerious to be passed over. Baxwell had reported

the man of my choice. I am free to dispose of myself
as I choose whether or not your ideas agree with my
own.

I have lavished every care upon you,
counting safely that you would never think to sirike
me in what I hold nearest.

You are still my daughter and beneath my roof and
I charge you, leave the man instantly and go to you.
room."” :

The girl exchanged a glance with Katt and siatted
slowly toward the door. She paused at the tlureshold
and looked defiantly at her father.

“It will do no good,” she said. .“I have your blood
in me and you will see I can be as obstinate. Nothing
can keep me from marrying the man I love.”

Katt had moved to the street door. He heard one
last passionate outbreak from Baxwell as the mer-
chant followed his daughter.

“And again I say you shall not. I will see you in
your grave before I will allow you to marry any one
of that religion.”

"A week later strange rumors were afloat and folks
began to look askance at Baxwell as he passed in the
street, wearing an anxious and preoccupied air. He
had never been popular in the commuuity on account
of his austerity and severity. It was known that he
had been in consultation witk the police recently.
People called him a crafty old fox, and whispered
that he was thus attempting to cover himself from
a certain grave suspicion. Feeling against him. in-
creaséd, and one day came two Scotch artisans,
neighbors of the wealthy merchant, who desired to
lay information before the authorities.

He has
places where he stores goods, and this cave is just
next to his house. There’s a tunnel connecting
somewhere inside the rock and a big barred door on
the street. IWhat we heard was a crying like, and a

that his daughter was missing, and public clamor
demanded that careful investigation be made.

Accordingly, in the absence of the merchant, a
party of police in charge of the chief entered nis
house and instituted a search. It was found that
from the rear of the low, unpretentious structure,
which backed agaimst the wall of the mountain, a
gallery had been cut leading into the cave indicated.
This cave was spacious and apparently had been
used as a storehouse for goods. It was now empty.
Hamilton, the police chief, made a careful inspec-
tion of the floor, which was covered with rough
planks roughly laid and raised about a foot above
the solid stone beneath.

In one corner he was -startled to find a large
stain. which covered several of the planks. It had
all the appearance of dried blood. Closer examina-
tion was rewarded by the discovery of several long
black hairs.

On the orders of the chief all the flooring was re-
moved. Stuffed in another corner was found a sec-
tion of a_torn skirt, stained and dried «1to a mass.
From its appearance Hamilton thought that it prob-
ably had been used as & mop to remove part of the
blood from the planking.

Search was then concentrated upon discovery of
the possible disposition of a body, but no advance
was made in this direction. The scanty soil of the
csarden offered no evidence of a burial. One of the
policemen, however, came upon a blood stained axe
in a little tool house. Hamilton found that this, also,
carried a few of the same black Lairs.

Baxwell was placed under arrest immediately on
his return, and every effort was made to induce him
to reveal what he had done with the body. The
merchant-appeared confused when he was charged
with the crime and denled his guilt querulously. He
said that the girl had left home. It was doubtful
in the minds of the authorities if the action against
him could proceed until positive proof of the death
of his daughter was brought forward.

Hamilton’s theory was that the body had been
left in the cave until after nightfall and had then
been taken to the sea. He believed it likeély that
Baxwell had put out a short distance in a boat and
thrown it over. As to the motive, enough was learned
of Baxwell's character to establish that he carried
religious enthusiasm to extremes. Katt was ques-
tioned and described the quarrel in detail, ending
with the significant remark from Baxwell which
had closed it. The young man said that he had not
seen Elezia after their attempt to gain her father’s
consent to their marriage.

Watch for the Body.

Harf_on caused a watch to be kept along tne

points, confident that the body, even if weighted,
would be washed ashore by the action of the tides.
About two weeks had passed in this way without
visible effect upon: Baxwell, who had sunk into a
condition of stupefied indifference, occasionally
broken by periods of frenzy in which he raved about
his faith and his daughter, a party of fishermen
along the Spanish coast above La Linea one day came
upon a floating body of a woman, much disfigured.
It was brought ashore and offered for identification.

Although the features were no longer recognizable.
there was no difficulty in obtaining witnesses who
were willing to swear positively that the body was
that of Elezia Baxwell. It was the proper height,
the hair was black and the remnants of clothes were
identified as garments worn by Elezia and missing
since her disappearance. About the waist of the
body were some shredded strands of rope. From
this it was supposed that a rude attempt had been
made to sink it with stones or other clumsy welights
which had worked loose.

Having thus provided the corpus delicti, the au-
thorities proceeded to erect the case. The principa
precedent circumstance upon which the prosecutién
relied was the disagreement of Baxwell with Katt
and Elezia, To avoid the weakness presented through
the fact that Katt himself had supplied this link
corroborative testimony was obtained from tbe twa
servants. From the rear of the house they had over-
heard the quarrel and were able to repeat phrases
of the words uttered by the merchant which here out
Katt's statements perfectly.

A cloud of witnesses were discovered who could
aid in establishing the prisoner’s religious obsession,
which, as it was made to appear, amounted to a
mania. He had refused to conduct profitable dealings
with firms whose members were not of his persua-
sion. He had exercised a strict supervision over the
religious professions of his servams and had made
regular attendance at church a condition to cntering
and cantinning in his service. On several accasions
he had high words with disputatious individuals on
religious topics, and at these times had exhibited a
rabid intolerance and bigotry. While his excessive
piety was not at all in varlance with the prevailing
sentiment of the inhabitants of the place and had
done much to counteract the unpopularity incident
to his cold and reserved manner with all men it
served to show a state of mind which might easily
have been aggravated into vlolence by opposition
touching him so closely as that of his daughter,

The marks on the floor of the cave were fully
proved to have been made by blood, as were those
on the axe. While lacking a distinctive shade, the
hair was found to offer no contradietion to the belief
that it was that of Elezia. One more circumstance
advanced by Hamilton gave color to the whole hypo-
thesis. He showed that the cave was constructed so
as to form a safe prison. The door leading into the
tunnel to the house was solid and braced with iron.
It was fitted with a strong lock, and when examined
the key was found on the house side of the door.
As for the door leading to the street, it would have
allowed little sound to puass other than that caused
by a violent screaming, such as had been heard with
difficulty by the group gathered outside,

The view of the prosecution, then, was that follow-
ing the scene. with Katt, Baxwell had imprisoned
the girl in the cave, hoping to bring her to his view
by severe treatment; that she had remained there
for two days, probably on scanty fare and visited
frequently with pleading and reproaches by her
father; that findlly a tempestuous climax to their
differences having arisen, he had struck her with the
axe, probably without careful premeditation, and
that he had been able to remove her body in a boat
or thedugh the aid of fishermen employes that night.

The Trial

There was little or nothing to combat the position
taken Dby the authorities. Baxwell recovered some-
what at the beginning of the trial and entered a
general denial of the circumstances alleged against
him. He admitted that he had refused his daughter
to Katt, but declared emphatically that he had not
sald anything about sceing her in her grave before
he would allow her to marry the young muan. He
was particularly unfortunate in this, “for his closing
remark, delivered while he was following his daugh-
ter from the room, was one of the phrases that had
been overheard by the servants. For the rest the
case was entirely circumstantial, :

On the day on which the murder was supposed
to have been committed Baxwell, in great agitation,
had applied te the police for the discovery of his

cording to the written report of the complaint, wa
that he had awakened to find her room empty, Wit
neither note nor sign of her intention to depart. In
attempting to fix the exact-time of thc events of f.:ff
day it appeared that the cries from the cave had
been heard about ten o'clock in the morning. Buy
well’s appearance before the police had been noted
at eleven o'clock.

The servants had not seen Elezia after the quarre
with Katt. Early on the morning of the day in guea
tion Baxwell had been moody and distraught, and
finally had sent them into the streets, bidding tirx
gseek his daughter. They had thus been absent frox
the house at ten o'clock. Since that day Baxwelll
condition, as they and others described it, was suc)
as might Have been induced by a torturing and uu
dermining sense of guilt. !

Baxwell’s behavior in prison was puzzling awn
supported the view that his act had affected L
reason. He remained for the most part in a silem
torpor after his denials at the trial, coming out of i
at intervals to exhibit acute religious mania. Hx«
aroused himself to some sense of his position whee
he was convicted, and again, some weeks later, whex
he was led to the scaffold.

To the jailer who came to conduct him to th«
guards waiting below he made a rational declara:
tion of his innocence, and, apparently fortified by =
more moderate religious enthusiasm than he had yer
shown, prepared himself to meet the end. He walked
quietly among the troops, intent upon his prayera.
In ascending the scaffold he scanned the crowd cols
lected about him and noticed the face of Williarae
Katt in the first rank.

Baxwell paused and looked at the man whosa
testimony, more than that of any other, had con-
victed him, the one, moreover, who had been the
moving cause of the entire tragedy. He turned and
extended his hand. while the guards, willing to aliow
the momentary respite to the condemned, though alerf
for possible retaliation, halted and closed in abouf
him. There was no need for their interference, hows
ever. J

“My friend,” said Baxwell, calmly, “In a few
minutes I shall enter eternity. I wish to die at peace
with all men. Glve me your hand. I pardon you -
freely for the injury your evidence has done me.” ~

Katt, with a hundred pair of eyes upon him, did
not refuse the offer, and the men exchanged theix
last greeting. The younger man was deadly pale
and after Baxwell had released his hand held i
awkwardly before him, gazing stupidly from it.te
to the ascending figure and back again. The memrn
chant, meanwhile, gave himself into the hands o1
the executioner to undergo death by hanging, Ths
functionary, following anclent loeal eustom, began
the preparation for his duties by solemnly crying:—

“Justice is doing. Justice is done.” !

He then advanced with a long black cap, which he
adjusted over Baxwell’'s head. The cap covered the
condemned man’s head entirely and fell about his
shoulders. In another moment the executioner had
fixed the noose in place and was testing the knot.
His next move would be to step off the trap and
release it.

The Revelation. . y

While the crowd watched in strained, preathless
silence there came a sharp, agonized voice and a
commotion near the steps of the seaffold. i

“Stop! Stop! The man is not guilty. I swear it.
It is I who should stand there. Let me speak.”

The executioner paused at his work and stepped
forward to view the source of this strange disiurb-
ance. ‘The guards quickly cleared a space, and from
the confusion came the figure of William Katt,
struggling in the arms of two soldiers. The judge
who presided at the trial was present, and after
hurried consultation with the commander of the
troops ordered Katt forward to explain while the
execution proceedings were haltes.

The young man, greatly agitated, spoke rapidly
ard at times incoherently, clearly overcome by the
sudden release of some great remorse. But his
earnestness and the sincerity with which he told his
strange story left no doubt upon the minds of his
hearers that he was telling the truth.

“I ran off with Elezia Baxwell. She I8 my wife,
in a Spanish town not far from here. She is net
dead. I swear it.”

They calmed him and he described his plot in e
tail. Aeccording to an arrangement made with the
girl he was to come for her on the second night
following if her father wotlld not consent to their
marriage. He did come and they escaped to the
home of a relative of Katt’s, where they were married
by a clergyman.- He did not tell her of his intent
for revenge upen her father and the rest of the atfahr
was carried on without her knowledge,

He returned to Baxwell’s house, finding both the
merchant and the servants gone. Having suppiied
himself with a bottle of blood from a lamb and some
hair eclipped from his bride’s head, he went into the
cave and manufactured the scene of a crime. 'T'ha
portion of the girl's dress was also part.of his se!!ling,
as were the stains on the axe. After he completed
his task he raised the outcery which was heard in the
street. Being something of a mimic he was able to
imitate a woman’s screams. He left the place without
being discovered.

His first intention was to submit Baxweall to g
fright, but the discovery of a woman's bedy in tha
sea put a more serious face upon the matter. After
that he was afraid to come forward, though he was
on the point of doing so several times. He said that
at last he decided to speak at the scaffold and reveal
the cruel prank he had played. -

When the revelation of the astoundinz mistake was
complete and Katt ceased speaking, standing with
bowed head in shame and remorse, the judge turned
to Baxwell. Unobserved during the time when Katt's
story held his hearers spell bound, he had slipped
to the 'planking of the trap on his knees. As tha
executioners, at a gesture from the judze, removed
the noose and the black cap, the merchant fell for-
_ward at full length. Attempts to revive him were
useless and he died without regaining consciolusness.
Physicians gave the cause of his death as heart
failure, and said that he probably had been stricken
Just after the executioner adjusted the noose. They
did not think it likely that he had heard Katt's con-
fession.

Katt was Imprisoned, tried and sentenced to a long
term for perjury and mischief leading to a death.
Rlezla, overcome with horror at the turn of affairs,
of which she had remained in ignorance, made what
atonement she could for her share in it, retired to &
convent for life.

BEES HOLD UP TRAIN
" AND FIGHT THE CREW

Eyewitnesses Tells of Swarms
of Insects Which - Lodged
on Spout of Water Tank

P e

Bystander Prescribed the Water Cure and
Garden Hose Was Turaed on Them
- With Good Resulls.

TWIN FALLS, Idaho, Sept. 1—
Swarming bees are crecited with do-
ing all sorts of unusual things, but
probably this is the first time that a
queen and her retinue and subjects
completeiy tied up a steam road. It
happened on the Harriman system
here when a lusty swarm accomplish-
ed what the National Congress, James
*J. Hill and other well organized agen-
cies have failed to do. An eye witness
brought the story to Spokane. He said
in describing the incident:—

“Tin dishpans, tomtoms, whistles
| and other recognized lures failed to
dislodge the swarm, which had settled
in the spout of the standpipe at the
water tank, where a long train of
freight cars stood on ithe main line
without sufficient water in the. boiler
of the big mogul to pl out. The dri-
ver and fireman did excellent team
work in trying to reach the pipe, but
the bees gave them short shrift and
the men refused to make the second
attempt.

“H. A. Swab, an expert on bee lore,
bore down upon the scene. to capture
the swarm. He was armed with a nail
keg and two long sticks. He sent his
helper to coax the bees into the keg,
but in less than six seconds the assist-
ant had a score of active bees on his
sleeve, and he made a dash toward the
railway station.

GOL. McLEAN'S SIDE
OF GRAND FALLS CASE

Says Provinclal Govt. Had No
Power fo Issue the
Latest Charter

mm——

Authority Is Vested in the Dominion Alone
Under the B, N. A, Act—Argument-
GContinues This Afternoen.

Argument of counsel in the expro-
priation proceedings between the rival
Grand Falls prwer companies was re-
sumed in the Bquity Court room at
11.15 o’clock this morning, with J. N.
W. Winslow, commissioner, presiding.

In continuing his argument in favor
of the old Grand Falls Company, in
which Sir Willilam Van Horne is in-
terested, Colonel McLean summarized
the points which he made on Saturday
last. He contended the duty of Mr.
Winslow, as commissioner, was to en—
quire fully as to the value of the
water rights and privileses of the
land at Grand Falls. The amoumt nam-
ed by the commissioner would be fi-
nally detegmined through the courts.
By the genaral rule of law every pro-
prietor of land has the ordinary use
of the water which flows past his land.
He has also the right to build a dam.
In support of the right of his clients to
construct g dam across the property
in question, Colonel McLean cited a
number of casrs. The vld company
owned the land on both sides of the
stream. The dam did not interfere
with the land owners. The further ar-
rangemnts regarding the flow of water
would be settled afterwards.

Colonel McLean cited authorities to
show that the old compapy had the
absolute right to erect a dam. He con-
tended that no evidence had been
given which would show that the
owners either below or above the pro-
perty would suffer damage.

Mr, Powell had made the assertion
that the charter of the Grand Falls
Power Company, issued by the local
government, gave the exclusive right
to placs a dam . While the charter
had given the company the exclusive
right to construct a dam, there were
other considerations. Counsel con-
tended the lease was subject to exist-
ant leases. The owners had the iease
from the crown and the charter could
not interfere with the privile¢ges of
the old ¢ompany. Again at the time
of the issuance of ths leage to the old
company, the course was taken in the
general advancement of <Canada.
Therefore counsel contended the pro-
vineial government had not the right
to grant the extensive privileges which
they had given to. the Frand Fells
ower Company. Sect. 92 sub-gection
19 C of the British North America Act
declared that power to grant charters
for works of the kind for the gencral
advantage of -Canads'is given exclu-
sively to the federal governmeant.,

The question of damages was next
considered by Colonel McLean. The
charter of the Grand Falls Power
Company gave that company the
power to acquire the water rights and
privileges. The Meutenant governor-
in-council is authorized to enquire into
the value of the lands. In the con-
sideration of the amount of damage,
the commissioner should not lose sight
of the fact that the old company had
intended extensive development.- The
erection of largs pulp &nd paper mills
should primarily be taken into ac-
count in ihe assessment. The old com-
pany could employ the land on the
Dominion side, but the whole opera-
tions by cne company employing both
upper and lower basins is what is es-
sential.

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DR. PUGSLEY MEETS

Terms of the Transfer Agreement Dis-
cussed—Minister Inspecis the
Harbor Dredging.

Hon. Wm. Pugsley was present at a
special meeting of the Harbor Board
held in the City Hall at eleven o’clock.
The object of the meeting was to dis-
cuss with the minister the terms of the
proposed agreement with the Govern=
ment regarding the transfer of the
harbor property held by the C. P. R.
which is required for wharf extension
in exchange for the lots at Bay Shore.

As Mr. Pugsley had not had a pre-
vious opportunity to read the complet-
ed draft of the agreement which is
just out of the hands of the printers,
he was not able to go fully into the
matter. He promised to read it over
more carefully and may again mecet
the Harbor Board on his next visit to
the city, which will be shortly. In the
meantime he advised that the Harbor
Board consult with the officials of the
C. P. R. and endeavor to come to an
agreement with them before submit-
ting the final draft to the Common
Council for ratification. There are sev-
eral sections which have been intro-
duced out of deference to the opinion
of a minority on the board but which
are disapproved by the others. Re-
garding these the minister suggested
that nothing be left on the draft thas
would not commend itself to the best
judgment of the whole board.

The discussion was an informal one
and any criticism of the agreement
was of a general character.

At the conclusion of the conference
the minister left to take a trip around
the harbor to inspect the dredge Field-
ing and take & look at the other
dredging operations which are now in
progress. On his invitation severa] of
the aldermen accompanied him.

WOMAN WINS GOLD
AS ALASKA MINER

Mrs. Laura Hill One of the
First Prospectors in the
lcehound Territory

Wrecked on the Yukon and Nearly Starved,
and Once Carried Over Snow
By a Lunatic.

e

SEATTLE, Wash., Set. 1 — A frail,
soft spoken little woman, seemingly not
strong enough even to face the hard-
ships of a city, yet whose Indomitable
spirit has carried her through dangers
in Alaska that would make the strong-
est man hesitate, and who has faced
them alone, too, is Mrs. Laura Hill,
owner of the famous Legal Tender
claim” in the Yukon ana one of the
pioneer miners of the northern territory
who is now iu Seattle.

Probably every old time mining man
in the Yukon knows of have heard of
Mrs. Hill, heard of her struggles, her
successes and her failures, and has
been willing and anxious to render her
any assistance possible, although she
has never asked it.

“Some women have proved them-
selves better adapted in many ways
for life in Alaska than men,” said Mrs.
Hill. “Many women have accumulated
honest fortunes and the world has ap-
plauded them for it. Others, who went
in for the first great rush for gold, suf-
fered many inconveniences and hard-
ships, but brought our fortunes that
the world has never heard of, for these
women are not boasters.

“1 will always be proud of the fact
that I travelled over the Chilcoot pass
and floated down the Yukon River long
before railroads were even thought of:
I have prospected from Dyea to Nome
and, until 1903, won and lost several
fortunes in placer mining. Since 1903,
however,~ I have turned my attention
to cuartz mining.

“Adventures? Yes, I guess I have had
lots of adventures and narrow es~
capes. Anybody who has  prospected
for years over mountains and glaciers
in canyons and. by rivers In Alaskg
must meet with some adventures. For
instance, my boat was wrecked on the
Yukon once and we lost all our food
but some flour and were obliged to llve
almost a week on bread made of flour
and water and baked on a rock. Once
I was chased out of my tent by a
crazy man and had to run a quarter of
4 mile barefooted through snow and
over the ice %to the neares: cabin. I
broke through the ice once on that 1it-
tle trip and was taken from the .water
more dead than alive. °

“I have travelled for miles and miles
through deep forests, surrounded by
bears and wolves, sleeping’ at night in
the open air without tent or blankets,
and not a soul within many miles, Alse
I have chopped wood, bullt my own
cabins and done my prospecting all
alone. .I presume- that these things
would be called adventures. Up there,
however, all were in the day's work.
Mrs. Hill is one of the few .Alaska
women who has become president of a.
mining corporation. She recently has
incorporated a company capitalized at
$1,000,000 and has associated with her
local people. She says she Is . golng
north again very soon.

“I'm going to personally superintend
the opening of my mine in the ‘south-
ern part of the Yukon territory,” as-
serted Mrs. Hill yesterday, "and if any
man can carry on the work better than
I let him come up and try. You can’t
keep & woman from competing with
men once she makes up her mind.”
