* OTTAWA, July 1.—The government’s
announcement of ‘what it is proposed
to do in the way of assisting the iron
and steel industry will not, it is said,
bé delayed beyond Friday of this week.
The utmost secrecy has been sought to
be maintained in regard to the cabi-
net’s intentions, but the speculative in-
stinct seems to have beén more .than
a match for official reserve, and an
inkling has leaked out of what the

.plans of assistance are to be. At least
‘there are reports moving tonight that

are accepted in the most conservative
quarters as worthy of credence. The
reports are that the government will
bring down two sets of resolutions, one
dealing with iron. and steel, and an-
other with the silver lead product. The
bounties on both are under existing re-
gulations subject. to” reduction after
July 1st. The steel bounty for 1903
would be 75 per cent of the bonus which
prevailed since 1899. The bounty on
refined lead, which started at $5 per
ton in 19801, and was $4 per ton during
the fiscal year just closed, would be
furtiter reduced to $3. The government,
it is said, will announce a complete re-
vision of both bounty acts.

The bounty on refined will, it is said,

. be increased to $15 per ton. The boun-

ties on iron and steel, which together
gave the producers a maximum of
$5.70 per ton, netted the Dominion Steel

‘Company during the fiscal year 1901-2,

$347,436, are to be boosted so as to yield
on a somewhat increased product an
annual revenue of $1,225,000, thé pro-
duct of ore from Newfoundland being
treated as domestic ore. There is a dif-
ference now of nearly a dollar a ton
in favor of the domestic ore, In con-
nection with( these increases it is be-
lieved the minister of finances will pro-
mise a revision of the duties ‘'on struc-
tural iron and steel to come into force
when the Dominion works shall be in
a position to produce these lines in
quantity. -

BURNED TO DEATH.

Horrible Accident to Mrs.
Goldsworthy, an Aged
Garleton Lady.

Her Clothing Caught Fire and Before
Flames Gould Be Extinguished
Her Whole Body Was Fright-
fully Burned.

Mrs., Goldsworthy, an aged resident
‘of Carleton,  was frightfully burned
yesterday meorning. In spite of every-
thing that could be done she died from

her injuries during the afternoon,

Mrs. Goldsworthy, who is about .75
years of age, has been living with her
daughter, Mrs. Edwin F, Clarke, at 91
-Market . Place, West End. On account
of her age and weakness—she has been
in poor health for some time—it was
found necessary to keep a fire contin-
ually for her benefit. Yesterday morn-
ing she was in her own room on the
upper floor of the house, while Mrs.
Clarke was attending to ordinary
household duties downstairs. Sudden-
iy Mrs. Clarke heard screams, and,
rushing up found Mrs. Goldsworthy en-
veloped in flames. She has evidently
been fixing the fire and her clothing
caught from a fallen cinder.

Mrs, Clarke called for help and Mr.
Campbell, who keeps a blacksmith
shop near by, along with a Mr, How-
ard, ran in. Mr, Howard threw his
coat aroung Mrs. Goldswoirthy and
the two men after much difficulty suc-
ceeded in extinguishing the flames. In
doing this Mr. Howard had his hands
and arms very severely burned. Mrs.
Goldsworthy was carried to the street,
where, after a time, she recovered con-
sclousness. Dr, Frank H. Wheeler
was hurriedly summoned, and after
doing - what he could to temporarily
relieve the pain, had the burned wo-
man removed to the hospital. There
it was found that her whole body was
in a frightful condition. From head
to foot she was a mass of burns, her
hair was all gone and her flesh was
quite raw. She died in great pain
shortly afterward. ‘

FATAL CLOUDBURST

Experienced in the: South Part of
Texas—Several Persons Killed.

SAN ANTONIO, Tex., July 2.— A
cloudburst today visited the southwest-
ern section of Texas, causing the death
of ‘several persons and a heavy prop-
erty loss. ‘No accurate reports of the
loss of life can be obtained, as the tele-

iICHARTREUSE GOES UP,

Monks' Expulsion Will Raise the Price
of the Cordial,

It is popularly believed that the mode
of mixing and distilling the herbs is
known to only two persons, the head
of the settlemént and his appointed
successor. The recipe was supposed to
have been preserved beneath the altar
of the chapel in the monastery.,

This line of con-
duct is in striking contrast with that
pursued by the liberals when they oc-
cupied the seats to the left ~of Mr.
Speaker. Harry Corby, who formerly
represented West Hastings, was forced
to resign because a clerk had sold the
inland revenue department some $10
worth of alcohol. Mr. Corby was ig-
norant of the transaction, but the re-
lentless grits demanded his head and
got it. Another instance in which a
conservative suffered similar punish-
ment for a trifling affair was that con-
nected with the resignation of Mr.
Carriere, who was the conservative
representative for the city of Ottawa.
An officer of the public works depart-
ment purchased a few boards from_Mr.
Carriere’s foreman and the then mem-
ber for Ottawa, for this picayune in-
fraction of the law, was forced to va-
cate his seat. The congervative party
today is above such “Jim’’ McMullen
tactics, and it cap pardon an offence
which was committed without the
knowledge of the responsible party.

R. L. Borden, the leader of the oppo~
sition, has taken a strong stand against
the employment of grit lawyers to pre-
pare government bills. Each depart-
ment at Otawa is supplied with law
clerks and the department of justice is
maintained for the'purpose of prepar-
ing government measures and trans-
acting such other legal business as may
be required by the administration. The
ministers, however; take advantage of
every opportunity to place snaps in the
way of their political supporters, and
there are too many bills coming in from
outside quarters for legal services. At-
torney General White of New Bruns-
wick received a nice plum from Mr.
Blair in connection with the railway
commission bill. It is contended ‘that
Mr. ite’s services were particularly
desirable, but it is a little difficult to
understand just how he was superior
to Mr. Blair's own officers in the mat-
ter of drafting railway legislation. If
the law clerks at Ottawa are incom-
petent the government should replacé
them, or if the supply is insufficient,
more should be appointed. But this
running about the country looking for
legal advice is not in keeping with the
best interests of the country and be-
fore the session closes, something more
will be heard from the opposition in
regard to this line of patronage.
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Rumor has it that Hon. Clifford Sif-
ton is shortly to retire from the cab-
inet. Rumor in this case is accepted
as fact, and it is whispered that

"Charles Hyman, the chairman of the

committee on railways, canals and
telegraph lines, will be called to accept
the vacant office. This would leave the
west without representation in the
government, and if Mr. Hyman does
become minister of the interior there
will probably be a howl from the prai-
rie province. Sir Wilfrid Laurier could
not possibly accept any of the western
material for his government unless it
would be Aulay Morrison of New West-
minster. In Manitoba and the North-
west Territories the liberals have not
a single man who is qualified to dis-
charge the duties of a minister of the
crown. They are untiring talkers, but
of administrative ability they are
utterly lacking. Mr. Hyman has made
a fairly good chairman in the railway
committee, but his ability is as yet
quite untried. He is not a big man,
and will never command the respect or
confidence of -any large section of the
electors. His appointment to a port-
folio would be the most convincing
argument that could be offered as to
the poor material to be found in the
rank and file ‘of the liberal party to-
day. The present cabinet, ‘which was
very largely - drawn from the provincial
governments, could not be replaced
from the liberal party as it stands in
the’ commons, and if there are further
vacncies, the business administration
will present a tattered appearance
after it receives the required patches,

Speaking about cabinet ministers
suggests Hon. Raymond Prefontaine.
During the past few weéks the minis-
ter of marine and fisheries has had
ample opportunity to show his quali-
fications as a minister. His bona fides
from all appearances are bad. Mr.
Prefontaine while mayor of the city of
Montreal walked over his opponents
pretty much as he pleased. JHe has at-
tempted to pursue the same policy at
Ottawa, and it is almost unnecessary

to say that he has failed to get away |

with the “high hand.” He was always
slippery and has always been more or
less connected with deals of a shady
character. A large section of the lib-
eral party were opposed to him when
he was called to succeed Mr. Tarte,
and from all appearances the Judg-
ment of his opponents was good. Al-
though he has only. been a minister
for a few months, Mr, Prefontaine has
put through some deals whiech are
neither creditable to himself or his
party. In explaining these little jobs
the minister did not hesitate to de-
ceive or attempt to deceive the oppo-~
sition as to the real character of the
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transactions, He professes to be ignor-
| ant of ‘the mn'{gd:m o"tge b\z:m
‘of his department , and by fiippant
econduct tries to dismiss grave ques-
tions as being of litle or no import-
ance. The opposition has given Mr.
Prefontaine to understand that it will
not submit to such treatmeént, and be-
fore his estimates are finished the iéx-
mayor of Montreal will probably be
convinced ' that "the discharge of . the
duties connected with civic adminis-
tration are not quite as important. as
those which he is called upon to per-
form at Ottawa. e ;
Mr. Prefontaine recently ‘sold the
steamer Rayfleld, which was used in
connection with the hydrographic sur-
veys on the- Great Lakes. She was a
vessel 109 feet long, in good state of
repair and capable of being used in
heavy weather. A liberal firm, Messrs.
Harrison & Son, of Owen Sound, de-
sired to secure her, and Mr. Prefon-
taine was asked to sell. Instead of
calling for tenders for the boat he dis-
posed of her by private sale for $3,200.
His excuge for not sei¥ng her by aunc-
tion or tender was, that it would cost
some thousands of dollars to advertise
her. When Mr. Prefontaine wishes to
buy supplies, he does not consider it
necessary to advertise in the public
press, But sends circulars to different
firms, asking them to quote prices. In
disposing of the Bayfield, however, the
minister seems to have forgotten all
about the circulars and evidently con-
stdered that Messrs. Harrison & Son
were the only people in Owen Sound

cure a bargain,

Mr. Prefontaine is very considerate
in dealing with his friends. He did
not want to hand them over a vessel
which could not be considered first
class, and so he spent some $3,000 in
repairing her. She was renovated
throughout and supplied with hand-
some furniture, all' of which went to
his friends, the Harrfsons, The gov-
ernment also disposed of a steamer
called the Petrel in the same way. No
tenders were ' askeéd for, and another
branch of the Harrison family was
given an opoprtunity to get something
for nothing. Mr. Prefantaine has been
asked to give an assurance that he
will not do business on these lines in
the future. "Phe minister refused, apd
is evidently preparing himseif to dupli-
cate his Montreal record at Ottawa. If
he does, the government will probably
hear something more about it when the
next elections are held.

Compared with Mr. Tarte, Mr. Pre-
fontaine is a mere nonentiy. The ex-
minister of public works was always
active and knew every detail in con-
nection . with his department. Mr.
Tarte was a worker; Mr. Prefontaine
might almost be considered a loafer.
The latter enjoys, the social end of life,
and does not care to deprive himself
of the many pleasures which naturally
come into the way of a minister of the
c¢rown. He spends his nights in a
pPleasant sort of way, whereas Mr.
Tarte devoted his time to work. Mr.
Tarte, too, was the real organizer of
the liberal party in the province of
Quebec, and it was to him that the lib-
erals owed . their success among the
French-Canadians in 1898 and 1800. Mr.
Prefontaine will never be able to as-
sumte the role of an organizer with any-
thing like the success which attended
Mr. Tarte's efforts. He is disliked by
a very large section of the liberal
party, and has been unmercifully de-
nounced by leading ,liberal d®gans in
the city of Montreal. The section of
the party which supported Hon., Mr.
Brodeur, headed by Senator Dandu-
rand, is the sworn enemy of the minis-
ter of marine and fisheries, so that
sooner or later he is bound to cause
trouble in the ranks. Taken all in all,
Mr. Prefontaine is a weak man. He
can never rise to the plane of a cabinet
l. minister and will always be more or
-less of an opportunist. But there are
many things to fear at the hands of
Mr. Prefontaine which are more seri-
ous than his lack of ability, and if his
Montreal record is niot dupljcated here
it will be a matter of great surprise.

A declamation from Cicero against
Catiline by Clarence Wheaton was
delivered in oratorical style. HEdna
Tufts, in an essay entttled ‘‘Endur-
ance,” showed the fruitlessness of
WOrry.

The valedictory was delvered by
William Woods, who leads the gradu-
ating class of 1903, with a percentage
of 93.45. Dr. Bridges before introduc-
ing the valedictorian, told briefly of
his hard work ‘and close application
to study, which have won him the first
place in a large class of particularly
bright scholars.

The valedictory was short, well writ-
ten and well ‘arranged, referring to
some of the leading events of the year
in the history of the empire, the do-
minion and province and to some of the
national and local problems of the
time, ending with a kind farewell to
teachers and classmates.

Before presenting diplomas Dr.
Bridges referred to the honors won this
year by St. John High school gradu-
ates in the University of New Bruns-
wick, Mt. Allison, McGill and Harvard,
the last named university having grad-
uated one of the St. John High school
girls “magna cum laude.” Emphasis
was given here to the study of Eng-
lish, because it was felt that graduateg
from this high school should at leasi
understand the wuse of their owa
language. But an examination of the
botanical collections arranged on ths
walls would show that the class had
some knowledge of natural science.
This year’s class was so large that the
platform was fully occupied and it
would soon be a question where 'the
closing exercises would be held.

The principal expressed regret that
the school had not under its own con-
trol a suitable athletic ground, and sug-
gested that some benevolent person
might do worse than purchase the land
near the Davenport school for the pur-
pose,

After the presentation of diplomas
Rev. Geo. M. Campbell addressed the
class, impressing upon its members the
value of high ideas, of courage, patriot-
ism and consecration to noble pur-
poses,

Thé honor students, numbering
seventeen, were then called to the
front to receive their certificates. Dr.
Bridges observed that parents had been
much concerned over some articles in
the Iadies’ Home Journal concerning
the evil physical effects of high school
work upon girls. For answer to that
“rubbish” he presented the girls of this
honor list, the ones who had studied
the hardest. Did they look broken
down? :

The appeal was 'unanswerable. It
would be hard to find a more rosy and
healthy looking greup of girls. Dr.
Stockton, who was called upon to ad-
dress the honor students, observed that
they seemed to be able to-sit up'&nd
take a little nourishment. The exhor-
tation of Dr. Stockton was in favor
of study and more study. He begged
the young men and women not to let
a single day pass ~without = veaxding
something worth while. A class of
students numbering 13, who graduated
last year, but have taken the twelfth
grade, corresponding somewhat to the
freshman year in college, was called to
the platform. .Dr. Dole, the oldest ‘St.
John high school graduate, briefly ad-
dressed them, referring to the compen-
sation and advantages of preserving,
throughout life the habits and tastes of
student,

Dr. J. R. Inch, superintendent of eda
ucation, has just returned from Hali«
fax, where he attended the closing ex«
ercises of the deaf and dumb institu-
tion there, and in company with
Premier Tweedie inspected the build-
ing, and familiarized themselves with
the methods of teaching and the man-«
ner in which the institution is con«
ducted.

Dr. Inch in an interview with the

Sun last evening at the Royal, said
that he and the premier visited the

Lodge have carried them into an en-
tirely unknown region of physics andi
chemistry, where all analogies . fail '
and all accepted views of the nature |
of matter offer no assistance.

A study of the radio-activity of the |
three new elements, radium, thorium;
and uranium, shows that thres kinds !
of rays are emitted, One Kind consists '
of radially projected atoms of matter
which are thrown into space at the
stupendous speed of 30,000 miles per
second.

These particles emitted by radium
are one thousand times more massive :
than negative electrons, which are al-
so thrown off at a similar speed, and
which have long been known uhder .
the name of radiant matter. They are
positively instead of negatively charg-
ed, and moving faster than the fastest !
flying star, are the most rapid moving
matter known.

PROPERTIES OF RADIO-ACTIVITY

This property of radioactivity has

placed a new weapon in the hands of
the chemical analyst as, superior in
delicacy to the existing methods as
those of spectroscopy were when intro-
duced forty years ago. Matter in
quantities invisible under the micro-
scope, unweighable and beyond the
detection even of the spectroscope,
may now be <«uantatively investi-
gated.
. Every experiment yet made bears
ont the theory of the disintegration
of the original elements into new ele-
ments. As an éxplanation of . this
newly discovered quality of radioac-
tivity, it is found that the process con-
tinues without reference to any inter-
ference by ordinary physical or chemi-
cal forces.

The transmutation of elements is
.still beyond the power of the chemist,
yet it is conclusively proved to bs
proceeding spontanedusly throughout
the universe. If science should one
day learn how to control or influence
this progress the power which would
accrue to man would be something be-
yond the capacity of the imagination
to conceive.

Of course, said Dr. Inch, it is op-
tional with the parents, whether they
send their children to the Halifax in-
stitution or to any other school for
the instruction of the deaf and dumh
that may be founded in this provinca
or elsewhere.

When . questioned regarding the
Kingston Manual Training and Consol«
idated School, Dr. Inch said that he
and Mr. McKean, the architect, had
just opened the tenders for the entira
construction of the. building, and the
lowest figure was $14,790. This was
much in excess of the amount they
proposed to spend in its erection, the
amount being $10,000,

It  had not! yet  been determined
whether to accept this tender or ask
for new ones, but a definite decision
will be reached in a few days. Tha
building will be constructed of wood,
three stories high; with a stone foun-
dation. Besides the regular clasg
rooms it will contain the manual train<
ing department and also one devoted
to domestic science. A school garden
will also be one of the features. Dr.
Inch and Mr. McKean go to Kingstorn
today to locate the sight for this build=
ing, and to arrange other matters inf
connection with it.

The plan to establish a consolidated
school at Riverside in Albert county
has been submitted to the ratepayers
of seven school districts in the neigh-
borhood. Two or three agreed to unita
for the purpose of establishing a con=+
solidated school, but the annual meet=
ing of the other districts has not ye#
been held.

The school will probably be erecte®
during the coming year, said Dr. Inch,
and will be conducted on the same plan
as the Kingston school. Ex-Gov. Mc-
Clelan has given $5,000 towards its
erection, apd the provincial legislature
during th:}:ast session authorized the
expendituré of $1,000 annually for sev-
eral years in \maintaining this' school,
the sums previously
voted for this purpose.

If this school is established at Rivere
side it will be made the grammar
school of Albert county, the present
grammar school being located at Alma.

The children will be conveyed to
Jthese schools in vans, as provided for
{by the McDonald fund.

This' was
much in excess of the amount they
proposed to spend in its erection, the
amount being $10,000,

It had not' yet . been determined
whether to accept this tender or:ask
for new ones, but a definite decision
will be reached in a few days. Tha
building will be constructed of wood,
three stories high; with a stone foun=
dation. Besides the regular class
rooms it-will contain the manual traine
ing department and also one devoted
to domestic science. A school garden
will also be one of the features. Dru
Inch and Mr. McKean go to Kingstons
today to locate the sight for this build=
ing, and to arrange other matters inf
connection with it. ; y

The plan to establish a consolidated
school at Riverside in Albert county
has been submitted to the ratepayers
of seven school districts in the neigh<
borhood. Two or three agreed to unitet
for the purpose of establishing a con#
solidated school, but the annual meets
ing of the other agsiricts has not ye#
been held.

The school will probably be erecteﬂi‘
during the coming year, said Dr. Inchy
and will be conducted on the same plan
as the Kingston school. Ex-Gov. Mec<
Clelan has given $5,000 towards its
erection, and the provincial legislature.
during thejpast session authorized the
_expendituré of $1,000 annually for sevs
eral years in ‘maintaining this® school,
in addition to the sums previously,
voted for this purpose.

R&mlnlscmo of the Rebellion of 1885

Rie! Voluntarily Gave Himself up on
the Advice of Twe or Three of
His intimate Friends,
pp——

(Vancouver, B. C., Ledger.)

The man who captured Louis Riel in
the Northwest rebellion of 1885, is in
Vancouver. Corporal Sloan, of the
N. W. M. P, as he then was, long ago
gave up the.semi-military life of the

profitable occupation of cattle ranch-
ing. - He is in the city with eight cars
of cattle for P. Burns & Co., from the
plains of Alberta,

“Yes,” was his modest reply, to a
query last evening, ‘it was to me that
Louis Riel handed his famious two-
barrelledsshotgun, I knew him well,
for I had been carrying despatches all
through the campaign. In fact, from
the beginning of the trouble before the
Duck Lape massacre, it happened to
be my Tuck to ride.long distances with
important despatches. -

“I was at Fort Carleton, 80 miles
up the Saskatchewan river from Prince
Albert, with Inspector Crozier, and was
sent to Regina with a despatch inform-
ing the then commandant, Col. Irvine,
of the expected trouble and of the
movements of the disaffected half-
breeds. Twice I rode that round trip
between ‘Regina and Carleton, and the
second time Col. Invine sent a despatch
by me to Major Croziep telling him to
do the best he could, as he could send
no men to the assistance of the little
outpost.

“When I got back from the second
trip and handed the message to Ma-
job Crozier, all he said after he read it
was: ‘I want you to get out that
gun and we will show these fellows
what we will do with them.” There
was only one gun, a nine-pounder, in
the fort. Right after that was the
Duck Lake fight, and the half-breeds
came near ' showing s what they
-could -do.

““To the end of the campaign our de-
tachment was right in the thick of the
trouble. The night after Batoche, when
the rebellion was practically over, Gen-
eral' Middleton moved his ‘Readquarters
five miles down from Batoche to Le-
pine’s Crossing. He asked Major Cro-
zier if some of his men could not find
Riel and bring him into camp. To show
how near we were to him all the time,
I-may tell you that he had Teft Le-
pine’s Crossing just an hour or so be-
fore Gen. Middleton moved up. X

“Major Crozier called me in with
my mate, Constable ‘Daisy’ "Wilmot,
an dasked us if we thought we could
locate ‘that man.' We thought we
could, and the next morning, early,
Wwe set out along with another man,
named Armstrong, and a friendly half-
breed named. Hourle.

“Rather an amusing incident was
connected with the way Wilmot and
I became separated from the other
two at first, The  night - before the
old steamer Northcote had gone down
the river, and near Lepine’s, some-
one threw off the boat a three-gallon
keg of whiskey. = I happened down to
the bank just after the steamer had
left and spied the keg. Getting off
my horse, I eéxamined it and discover-
ed that it was a precious find. I rolled
it .in my. blanket, and going up the
bank, cached it in a handy bluff.

“In. the morning, before setting ,out
I called Wilmot to one side and we
rode to the bluff, a quarter of a mile
away, ‘and had 4 welcome horn of grog
before starting off. We cached the
liquor again, and it was not till later
we learned that the keg had been put
ashore for Gen. Middleton’s personal
commissariat.

‘““We rode about three miles, and I
had got a little. way from Wilmot;
and just about 7 lock, was just mak-
ing for an old log house I knew was
near, when I saw a man approach at
the top of a little rise. It was Louis
Riel. .

“He beckoned fo me to come in,
‘and as I knew him well personally, I
was sure he wanted to see me, and
there was no trap laid for me. When
I approached,” he said: ‘Sloan, this is
a bad business. What do you think
I ought to do ? What will become of
me ?

“I told him that he knew very well
what I had told him all along, that he
should give himself up to the ‘big Oge-
maw,’” Gen. Middleton, long ago. I did
not wish to advise him. Just then the
other three men, Wilmot, Armstrong
and Hourie, came up. Riel said the
same thing to Hourie that he said o
me, and Hourie said he thought the
best thing to do was to give himself
up:
‘““Then Riel turned to me, and, hand-
ing me his double-barrelled shotgun,
said, ‘You have been a good friend _of
mine. I:will give you this to remem-
ber me.” Turning to Hourie, he said,
‘Pete, you are a good friend of minpe,
too. ‘I will give you my revolver.” It
was a poor, old-fashioned six-shooter,
and he had no other arms.

“Riel then, at my advice, went
quietly with Hourie toward the gen-
eral’s; camp... L.gave him my police
great coat and mounted him on my
horse so that he would not be noticed.
It was well that I did, for the men of
C. school, who had. lost a good many
cortirades, ;'wete rsavage towards Riel.
I went to the house Riel had come
from and arrested three half-breeds
who had been there with him. Wilmot
and I came along half a mile behind
the others, and by the time they got
into ‘camp, C. school had got onto the
fact that there was something up.
They were wild at us for bringing Riel
in on the quiet without letting them
get at him.” Had they ecaptured him,
I do not believe they would ever have
waited to bring him in.”

SEAMEN’'S MISSION.
H. C. Tilley’s Resignation.

The board of: directors and the man-
ager of the Seamen’s Mission greatly
regret the necessity for the resignation
of their esteemed president, H. . Til-
ly. We déeply deplore the loss we have
sustained by'_his resignation. We know
that Mr. Tiley found it neeessary to
take this step by reason of increasing
and because at

present his health is not as robust as
usual, he does not feel able to perform
the extra duties which this office en-
tails. No one regrets this necessity
more than ‘Mr, Tilley himself,

In view of these circurhstances, Mr.
Tilley requested that he be relieved
from any active work in the manage-
ment of the mission for at least a year.
e assures us that his interest in the
mission is as great, or greater, than
ever, and he will do all in his power to
promote its interests and secure| its
success,

Since Mrt Tilley's connection with
the missign’ he has given lavishly of
his time and strength to the work,
while most of the responsibility has
rested upon him. The mission owes
him a debt of gratitude of which we
are deeply conscious.
~ At the last meeting of the managing
committee, Lady Tilley was present
and graciously presented the mission
with the sum of $500. This sum she
explained -was left by the late Sir S.
L. Tilley to be eventually used in the
work of the Seamen’s Mission in this
port. Because of the debt which is hams
pering the mission at present, hinder-
ing its progress, Lady Tilley has most
generously given ‘the money to the
mission at once.

The aid which Lady Tilley has given
the mission in the past in money, time
and influence is inestimable in wvalue
to the work; her interest is shown in
the present by consenting to serve the
mission still as president of the ladies’
auxiliary, which society has done so
much to aid our work,

At the same meeting Mr. Tilley gen-
erously. placed at the disposal of the
mission the sum of $300 for an indefi-
nite period, without interest, to be used
towards - cancelling the debt; thus
showing in a most practical way his
good will towards the institution he
has- served so long and so well, \

The ‘mission will be in debt still to
the amount of four or five hundred dol-
lars. If this sum can be raised at once
we may prosecute our work untramel-
led.

In the future the work will be so
systematized that the exact sum need-
ed for running expenses will be defi-
nitely known. With the present facil-
ities for work the cest may not exceed
$2,000 per year. A considerable portion
of this May be contributed by the
ships and seamen, but that should be
looked for only in the beginning.

If the society could receive a few
more generous gifts by way of endow-
ment, it would be placed on a footing
that would give the missionary an op-
portunity of giving all his time and
strength to ministering to the men,
rather than exhausting both in trying
to secure funds with which to prose-
cute the work .

Harrigan's Alley, off Brussels street
—a place concerning which much has
been heard, came very nearly being the
scene of a tragedy last night, ana
strangely enough, it was only by a con-
tinuance of the causes which would
have been responsible that fatal results
were avoided,

Among the many more or less disre-
putable persons who live in the hovels
in this neglected alley are George Kirk-
patrick and his wife, The husband be-
longs to St. John and has. been em-
ployed by Contractor Maxwell in the
stone quarry. His wife comes from
Boston and has been in the -city since
the first of the year. She is said by
those living in the vicinity to be ad-
dicted to liquer and of a quarrelsome
disposition.

The couple were married last October
and since that time their married life
has been pragtically ope continuous
fight, Mrs, Kirkpatrick says that with-
in a week of the. day they were mar-
ried her husband blackened both of her
eyes.

During their stay in the shack on
Brussels street there have beén fre-
quent quarrels and the neighbors do
not know which is the more werthy of
blame, Kirkpatrick or his wife. It ap-
pears that he has been in the habit of
beating her and for this she is no doubt
partly .to blame.. Whatever the truth
may be, the events of last evening show
that Mrs. Kirkpatrick considered that
the thing had gone far enough. She
would not- stand any more abuse and
resolved to do away with herself. She
had been working during the afternoon
and on coming home at five o’clock got
info a quarrel with her husband, who,
she says, took aull her money and
brutally beat her. The other side of
the story, of course, is that she started
the fight, but at any rate about six
o'clock she went to a drug store and
bought a bottle of undiluted carbolic
acid with which to end her life. Speak-
ing to a Star reporter thfs morning,
Mrs. Kirkpatrick, in a most cold blood-
ed manner, said that she had planned
to go home with the facid, get into bed
and drink it. She was determined to
take it in her own house, as she did not
want to be dying round other people’s
doorsteps.

Upon reaching the yard she found
that her husband had locked the house,
and he refused to give her the key or
to allow her to enter. Along with her
husthnd were two other men,” whom
she did not know.. They went to a bar-
room to get liguor and were bringing
it back—as Mrs, Kirkpatrick says—with
the intention of giving some fo her
husband, when she interfered and re-
fused to allow them to enter the house.
More trouble ensued and for a time
there was what practically amounted to
a fight. This part is somewhat hagy,
but it appears that Mrs. Kirkpatrick,
finding it impossible to scarry out her
intention of committing suicide in bed,
went into a dark corner of the alley to
drink  the acid. She had the bottle
concealed in her breast and says that
she drew the cork just as her husband
came along to seize her. According to
her story he caught her by the arm
and jerked hér hand. In this way the
acid from the bottle flew out and cov-
ered his face. Others who were present
say that Mrs. Kirkpatrick deliberately
slashed the burning stuff across her
husband’s eyes as he approached her.
After this Kirkpatrick’s face was bath-
ed and he was taken to his father's
home on the Marsh Road. Dr. Lewin
was summoned, and attended to his in-
juries. Luckily it happeéned that Kirk-
patrick winked just as the acid flew,
and so saved his sight. His forehead,
eyelids and cheeks are badly burned,
but no serious results are anticipated.

Mrs. Kirkpatrick today has nothing
tut abuse for her husband and regret
that she wasted the acid on him in-
stead: of drinking it herself. She is a
rather small womah, pale and thin and
bears the signs of a hard and perhaps
reckless life.

An investigation was
made and the two other collars ‘were
found woven into the bird’s nest in a
crotch of the apple tree.

There was also a small lace handker-
chief in the nest. The bird that was
doing the “fiine-art” nest building and
its mate set up a big outcry and peck-
ed flercely at the man in the tree
when the nest was being pulled down.

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PROGRESS OF THE CHAMBER-
\ LAIN PROGRAMME,

Mr. Chamberlain shows no sign that
he fears the issue in the preferential
trade campaign. , 'While the liberal
leaders welcome an ‘issue which prom-

* ises some chance of union in the party
it is Mr. Chamberlain himself who
forces the fighting. He answers let-
ters from all individuals or organiza-
tions who inquire into his policy qnd
ask what may be its purport and
effect. He leads up the debate to this
gubject ' on all suitable occasions.
‘Wherever an opportunity is afforded in
a public address, or at a banquet, Mr.
Chamberlain takes up this theme. If
preferential trade is not made a direct
issue, and the leading issue at the next
general election in Ureat Britain, the
fault will not lie with Mr, Chamber-
lain,

On the liberal side there is a dispo-
sition to raise the cry, or rather two
cries, of alarm. The people are warn-
ed that their food is to be taxed, and
the nation is informed by hysterical
orators that other countries will, retali-
ate if Britain abandons free trade.

The first appeal is the one that is
for the present the_more -effective.
Taxing the people’s bread was an un-
knewn horror to the people of England
until two ‘years ago. ~T!§e time of the
corn law is remembered by only a
small fraction of the population, and
the working men are made to think
that a small grain tax would greatly
increase the cost of living. This false
impression was largely corrected by
the late wregistration duty, which did
not at all increase the price of the

- loaf. Hereafter it will not be so easy
to convince the consumer that a grain
duty is the thing most of all to be
c}rea.ded. He is now prepared for the
informaition that is clearly set forth in
a recent speech of Mr. Maple that even
a stiff duty on. grain would be a less
burden on the working man than the
fax he now pays on tea.

The working man will in the next
few months have his mind cleared of
some of the prejudices and false im-
p?esslons concerning the practical
bearing of the corn laws and the effect
of free trade. He will, be enablad to
look the matter fairly in the face, a
' thing which England has not done for
a quarter of a century,

The attempt to create a panic about
prospective retaliation by other coun-
tries is not likely to succeed with the
“mverage British subject. To be infiu-
enced by fear that protectionist na-
tions should punish Britain for giving
up free trade would be too gross an
exhibition of cowardice. Mr. Bryce
speaks of the danger of offending the
United States, which he describes as
Britain’s 'best customer. But every
student of trade matters knows that
Britain is four times as godd a cus-
lomer! of the United States as the
United States is of Great Britain.
Great Britain has been buying from
the United States four dollars’ worth
of goods tgr every dollar's worth that
the United States has been buying
from Great Britam. y Yet Mr. Bryoce
and other statesmen speal® with bated
‘breath of the possibility of Great Brit-
dintloging this good customer, In 1901

i
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almost exactly sone-half of the exports
'of the United States went to the Brit-
ish Empire and 42 per cent. to the
Uhited Kingdom alone. Only 17 per
cent. of the imports of the United
States came from Great Britain. To
British North : America the TUnited
States sold nearly three dollars’ worth
of produce for every dollar's worth
bought by the United States from Brit-
ish America. To British. Australasia
the United States sold more than six
times as much as she allowed British
Australasia to sell to her. To British
Africas the United States sold more
than twenty dollars’ worth for one
dollar’s worth of reciprocal trade. Only
in the trade with India did the United
States sell less than she bought.

The reason is obvious. The United
States produces for herself. She holds
her own markets for her own products,
while Britain has opened her markets
freely to all commerce.

There can be no retaliation by pro-
tectionist countries against the Brit-
ish Empire for becoming pi-otectionist.
That would be too absurd for any-
thing. And the joke is ‘that British
politicians are the only people who
speak seriously of such a possibility.
Some of them seem to be more than
anxious' tor make foreign countries

‘believe they have a right to forbid
Britain following “their example, This
is a counsel of cowardice,

The Moncton Transcript says that
the St. John Sun and ' the Moncton
| Times are the originators of the in-
sinuation against Mr. Milligan. If the
Transcript means that the Sun charg-
ed Mr. Milligan with the Rothesay
forgery it is d@eliberately and intention-
ally untruthful. The Transcript knows
that the Sun has declared a great
many times that it did not know who
were the forgers, though'it was very
anxious to find out. For the rest this
paper has made no insinuations con-
cerning the forgers and the forgeries
except such as were fully justified.
The forgery was committed for the be-
nefit of the Transcript’s  political
friends, and the crime Jitself does not
seem to have troubled the Transcript
half so much as the condemnation of
it. The crimi‘nals have escaped pun-
ishment through the inaction of the
government~which the ‘Transcript sup-
ports, the government for whose ad-
vantage the crime was committed.
One party worker who, in the interest
of justice, should have told what he
knew about the offence, has kept
silence, and even when formally called
as a witness did not appear. We have
not Qppticed any expressions of regret
from the Transcript that the course of
Justice was hampered and the discov-
ery of the plot prevented by the sup-
pression of evidence.

MORE MONEY FOR TOBACCO.

8 — N
New Duties Will Raise Price of Cigars
$2 a Thousand, Cigarettes 5 Cents

a Package and Plyug' 10 Cents a
Pound.

The smoker must swear off or make
up his mind. to a large increase in his
tobacco bill. ' This, say the local manu-
facturers, who view the situation with
consternation, will be the immediate
effect of the government’s latest in-
crease in the duty on imported leaf
tobacco. Heretofore the duty on raw
leaf’ has amounted to only 10 to 14
cents per pound, but this has been
greatly increased by the change an-
nounced, which provides for duties as
follows:

“Except when used for th® manufac-
ture of cigarettes, 20 cents per pound
on unstemmed and on stemmed 28
cents per pound. When taken for use
in the manufacture of cigarettes, 371-2
tents per pound on unstemmed and 53
cents per pound on stemmed. ~W. en
taken for use in the manufacture ‘of
cigars, 16 cents fler pound :on unstem-
med and 23 cents per pound on stem-
med.” 1

This means an increase of at least
§ cents a pound in the cost of cigars,
which will increase the price to the
trade from $1.80 to $2.00 per thousand.
The increase on cut and plug tobacco
both chewing and smoking will touch
the consumer for about ten cents a
pound or aboat 1 cent increase in the
ordinary plug.

As the increase In cigarette tobacco
is greater than in any other the effect
will be felt here to a greater extent.
Local manufacturers say that this
kil)s the 5-cent package of -cigarettes
entirely and will perhaps raise the
price of the 10-cent packages to 15c.

At the present time the retailer only
makes a profit of 11-2 cents per box on
cigarettes and this is more than wiped
out by the duty. Naturally enough the
retailer will see that his profit is not
reduced, and it i8 not unlikely/he ‘will
take the opportunity to increase it on
all lines.

The object of the new duties, of
course, is to encourage the use of the
home-grown weed, but there -is sofme
doubt as to the success of the attempt,
The Canadian product is said to be un-
suitable for cigarettes, and there is
only a limited supply of the tobacco
which makes up into good cigars. The
piacing of an increased duty on the
stemmed leaf would encour: manu-
facture here, but the ‘government has
also put a higher duty on the unstem-
med leaf, leaving the foreign manufac-
turer in as good a position as ever to
compete with the finished article unless
the Canadian-grown weed, which has
but a trifling tax upon it,.is used. As
it will be some time before very large
quantities of tobacco of the proper
flavor can be grown in Canada, the lo-
cal manufacturers are in a position no
better than before, and the consumer
must “pay the piper.” It is on him
the burdenfof encouraging the growth
of Canada tobacco will fall.

(Kingston, Jamaica, Gleaner, June 18.)

Oue cannot but admire the energy

. mrprise of 8eorge FEustace
Burke. He is the local cemmercial
agent for Canada, and he takes his
work seriously. Not only does he try
to forward the interests of Canada in
this island, but he is never backward
in pointing out' to Canadian business
men their faults and failings as ex-
porters, The result is that Jamaica
and Canada are rapidly coming to
know more about each other, and to
understand each other a great deal
better than they ever did before,

In his last report to the Canadian
government, a summary of which will
be found in another column this morn-
ing, Mr. Burke goes over much famil-
iar ground, but his comments upon the
incfease dnd deécrease respectively, in
some branches of our export trade, are
interesting and suggestive. He shows
how_our fruit trade with Canada is
rapidly growing—a faet which Mr.
Olivier also specially brought to the
writer’s attention the other day; and
he goes on to express the belief that
.our late colonial secretary’s visit to the
Dominion will be productive 6f much
good.  We hope 8o sincerely, but to
what extent our trade will be benefit-
ed by Mr. Olivier's negotiations is a
matter for speculation. "No reader ‘of
the Gleaner requires to .be told
«hat we  heartily desire to see
the. -Dominion ‘and’ "this colony
drawn more closely together. Canada
is a part — a vital and lmportaﬁt part
—of the British empire; Jamaica is al-

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‘With solemn ct;remcmy the old colors
of the 62nd Fusiliers, which thirty-six
Years ago were consecrated to the ser-
vice of God and the Queen, were Thurs-

| day placed at rest in Trinity church

where, until the time-aged silk shall
drop from the mouldering staffs, they
will-hang quietly.

During the exercises the church was
filled and all along the Ime of march
from the ‘Barracks to the church
crowds gathered. The ceremony in
connection with the resting of the col-
ors was a stately and impressive one.

Shortly before eight o’clock, with an
escort of forty. men and' four. ser-
geants under the command of Captain
Harold Perley, with Lieut. Pickett and
second Lieut. A. S. Peters, the colors
were carried from the barracks. They
were borne by Lieuts. Sipprell and
Fleetwood in the centre of the escort
between the half companies. After
the escort came the menh of the regi-
ment without hrms, the whole in com-
mand of ; Lieut.-Col. Sturdee. They
marched ‘up Charlotte street to Prin-
cess and turned-into Germain, where
they halted ‘in line, the band and es-
cort on the right.

Adjutant Major Edwards was then
directed by Col. Sturdee to obtain per-
mission to place the colors at rest in
Trinity .. church.. Proceeding .to the
west door which was locked, he knock-
ed. It was opened by the rector, Can-
on Richardson, and his wardens and
vestrymen. Major Edwards said:

“I .am. commanded By -Lieutenant
‘“ Colonel Edward T. Sturdee, com-
“manding the 62nd Regiment, St.
‘“ John Fusiliers, to state that the old
‘“colors of the regiment are without
‘“ under proper escort, and to crave per-
“mission to deéposit these emblems of
“loyalty at rest and for safe keeping
‘within this sacred building.”

The rector replied: “Inform Lieut.-
“ Colonel Sturdee that the escort may
“enter this church, and that we will
‘“receive the colors as a sacred trust
“and as emblems of loyalty, Christ-
“ianity and civilization.”

--After Col .Sturdee had received Major
Edwards’ report, he addressed the re-
giment as follows : “Officers, .non-
com. officers and men. of the 62nd Fus-
iliers, we are now about to place the

Trinity Church. Refore doing so you
will have an_ opportunity to look on
them for.the last time in front of the
regiment.” .

The escort was then ordered to move
off, and headed by the band, playing
“Auld Lang Syne,” they slowly march-
ed down the line from right-to left and
into the churchyard by the south gate,
the men standing at attention and the
officers saluting the colors held high
by the lieutenants.

As the escort entered the church, the
colors were handed over to Majors
Hartt and Magee, who, with Lt. Col.
Sturdee, followed the escort into the
church. The clergy, choir, wardens,
and vestry met the .escort at the church
door and the whole procession slowly
advanced up the centre of the naive,
singing ‘“‘Onward Christian Soldiers.”

The escort hdlted and turned in-
wards and as the colors advanced, held
aloft by the majors, they presented
arms. After the flags had been carried
to the.chancel, the escort were turned
inwards and marched to the right,
halting and turning, facing the altar,
the men standing with arms at the
slope and keeping their bearskins on.
As the hymn ended, Lt. Col. Sturdee
read the following address :

To the Rector, Church. Wardens and Vestry
of Trinity Church:

Gentlemen—The officers of the 62nd Regi-
ment, St. John Fusiliers, having decided,
with your permission, to place thayold colors
of the regiment at rest, and for safe keep-
ing 'in. this church, the ‘officers, non-com-
missioned officers and men 'are assembled
here today for that purpose.

Consecrated to the service of God and the
Queen on the 24th of May, 1867, by:the late
Reverend William Armstrong, garrison chap-

alty and patriotism, and so emulate -the
deeds of the many citizens of St. John who
have done faithful service in this corps and
under these eolors.

As soon as the address was finished
the flags were handed to Rev. Mr,
Richardson, who, taking one in each
hand, laid them on each side of the
altar, Captain Perley then gave the
command, Present arms, when the
men presented, and remained so while
the rector read the following address :

Trinity Church, St. John, July 2.
To Lieut. Col. Sturdee, commanding 62nd St.

John Fusiliers:

Dear Sir—On behalf of the church wardens
and vestry of Trinity church, I have much
pleasure in receiving the colors which in
the name of the officers of the 62nd Regi-
ntent you have now placed in my hands.

Symbols of loyalty and patriotism, they
will ever serve to remind the young men of
this city and the successive congregations
who will worship in this historic church of
the duty that they owe to King and country.

‘We gladly give them an honored place of
rest within these sacred walls and assure you
that we shall guard them with a jealous
care.

Signed on behalf of the corporation,

J. A. RICHARDSON, M. A,
Rector.

The ‘national anthem was then sung
followed 'by a brief service, consisting
of the recitation of ‘the Apostles’
creed, the singing of hymn No. 439,
“Now Thank We All Our Lord,” and
the saying of prayers for the King and
the royal family. Followjng the pro-
nunciation of the benediction, the na-
tional anthem was again sung and the
escort, which had stood at ease during
the latter part of the service, were
marched from the church.

The colors, which now hang in Trin-
ity Church, were presented to the re-
giment by the ladies of the city in 1867
and were in constant use from that
time until the visit of the Duke and
Duchess of York, who presented a new
set of colors.

During the great fire of 1877 the
cherished emblems were nearly de-
stroyed .

Lieut. Colonel A. Blaine, R.O., was
then in charge of the 62nd, and as is
the custom, the colors were in the com-
manding officer’'s care. When the sea
of flame surged toward the colonel's
home on Duke street, which stood in
exactly the same spot where his pre-
sent home stands, one of the first
things gotten ready for removal were
the regimental co]ors.'

Samuel Blaine, then a mere lad, re-
moved the flags from their poles and
packed them in a trunk with some new
clothing. Leaving the house for a few
minutes he returned to find the home
in flames. , .

Without hesitation he dashed into
the burning buflding, and cutting the
rope from around the trunk, snatch-
ed the flags and reached the open-air
almost overcome with heat and smoke.

His clothing and everything else in
the house, except a pet parrot, was
consumed. The parrot 'is living yet
and is over forty years old. :

Dispute Over Parentage of a Boy
Which Involves an Alleged Charge
of Incest Against Plaintiff.

> '

After the close of the insurance case
in the circuit court yesterday the case
of Denton v. Parker was taken up.

The plaintiff is Annabel Denton of
Providence, R. I, formerly of Quéens
County, N. B., and the defendant is
Converse B. Parker of - Coles Island,
Queens County. The action is brought
for slander, the plaintiff alleging
that the defendant used words accus-
ing her of a very serious and unna-
tural crime, for which, if guilty, she
‘might be liable to fourteen years’ im-
prisonment.

G Fred Colston of Queens county
was the first witness examined. He
had lived at Coles Island for some
time. His wife was a sister of W. H.
Vincent, who is a brother-in-law of
the plaintiff. He had worked for Mr.
Parker, and was accustomed to visit
his store frequently. While in conver-
sation with the defendant, the latter
charged Mrs, Denton with committing]
incest with her brother, Alfred Phil-
lips.

Cross-examined by Mr. McKeown,
witness said that he was always on
fair terms with the defendant. Last
August he was in Parker’s store when
the latter brought the matter up. He
never went to W, H. Vincent to find
out what he knew about it, or to see
if he would give testimony. He did
not go to the defendant to borrow
money with which "to go. to Portland,
in order that he might be absent when
| the trial came off, but might have said
t that he would like to go to Portland
{ for that purpose. He admitted that he
(Colston) had served a term in jail for
theft.

To Mr. Hazen witness stated that he
was in jail three months at Gagetown.
That was fourteen years ago. . Since
that® time he had not been tried for
any criminal offence. He didn’t want
to be mixed up in this case.

Wm, H. Vincent said that he resid-
ed in the parish of Johnston, Queens
Co. Had known Mrs. Denton for 20
years. His wife was a sister. Had
heard that Mrs. Denton was mother
of John Phillips.

Knew Parker, th2z defendant,
had traded with him.

In reference to young Phillips, he had
a talk a year ago last April with Park-
er, The latter passed a few words
pasking if that red headed fellow, mean-
ing Johnny Phillips; had left the coun-
try. If he didn’t come up and settle
@ 'bill he owed him he would sue him
as he did his father, Alfred Phillips,
a brother of Mrs. Denton. Didn’t
kno>w at first what defendant meant
for he understood that Parker was !
the boy’s father. Young Johnny was
going away about that time. Parker
told witness several times that Alfred
Phillips was the boy’s father.

Cross examined by Mr. McKeown,
witness said that he worked at farm-(
ing, lumbering and carpentering Had
known Mr. Parker, also young Phil-
lips, who lived with his mother, grand-
mother and sometimes with witness.
Didn’t know how long Mrs. Denton !
had been away. She stopped three !
weeks this summer with him,

Robert J. PhiHips said that he was
a farmer of the parish of Johnston,
Queens Co., the plaintiff was a cous-
in of his.

LONDON’S AMBU-
i LANCE SERVICE.

The Only City in Europe Lacking This
Public Need.

(London Express.)

One of the most urgent needs of the
metropolis is a properly organized and
well equipped municipal ambulance
service,

London is the only great European
city which. is lacking in an effective
service of this kind, and there is no
European city in which it is" wanted
maore, for, according to the latest re-
turns, there is an average of 500 serious
street accidents every week in the year,
and of these the police ambulandes can
only deal with some 200 at the outside.

The Metropolitan Asylums Board has
& complete horsed ambulance service
in. existence, maintained in a high
state of efficiency in order to meet sud-
den outbreaks of infectious disease.
Under normal circumstances, however,
the service is far la.rgQr than the re-
quirements, and the board is accord-
ingly circularizing all the London local
authorities on. the.subject of extends
ing this into a regular municipal ser=
vice.

In London there is no uniform ByS~
tem of dealing with street accidents;
no central authority controlling ambu-
lances and keeping close touch with
the hospitals, Even the telephone is
unknown as an adjunct to the haphaz~
ard systems which exist. Thus London
hospital receives twice the number of
accident cases in cabs and carts of
those conveyed in our antiquated am-
bulances.

To the objections which are urged
against using infectious ambulances
for ordinary. cases, it is pointed out
that there are only two infectious dis-
eases which might be communicated
to a sufferer in a journey to a hospital
—smallpox and scarlet fever, and spe-
cial ambulances are retained for those
cases, and are disinfected continu-
ously,

In Liverpool and Manchester there
are six horsed ambulances under the
control of the police. In Birkenhead,
Newcastle, Hull, Leeds and many other
towns horsec ambulances can be called
to any part by means of street tele-
phone call boxes,

In New York, a surgeon, with surgi-
cal appliances, medicines and so om,
accompanjes the ambulances te the
scene of an accident. In most Ameri-
.can towns the pair horsed ambulances
flash through the street like fire en-
gines, and there are always horses
ready to be harnessed and doctors on
duty. The average time between the
striking of the telephone gong and
the departure of the ambulance is fif-
teen seconds. 5

In Paris are the best horse ambu-
lances of any city in Burope, and in
Scores of chemists’ shops telephones
have been specially fitted up for acci-
dent calls to the ambulance stations,
and Vienna, Berlin, St. Petersburg,
Moscow and Warsaw have followed the
lead set by the French capital,

Health Department Inspec-
tors to Visit Infants of
Rich and Poor.

Many Obstacles Are Met—First Day’s
Tour Reveals Disposition on the
Part of Mothers to Re-
sent Instruction.

L

(New York Herald, June 30.)

Baby inepection in all parts of the
city was begun yesterday by the new-
ly organized infant corps of the De-
partment of Health, Dr. J. J. Cronin,
the assistant chief medical inspector of
the board, is in charge of the corps,
which includes sixty persons, forty-
three of whom are physicians and sev-
enteen nurses,

The inspection this year will extend
over the entire city, The imposition
that the tenement sections’ alore are
visited ig erroneous. Rich as well as
poor mothers are to be instructed ‘in
baby lore and aided to care for their
infants through the hot weather.

Among the many resuilts Qf the in-
spection will be the gathering of a
great mass of testimony on the effect
of different baby foods, from which the
department proposes in time to be able
to compile an approved 1list of such
Ppreparations,

‘When the corps started out yester-
day morning they were most enthusi-
astic. There weére thirty men and
thirty women, none of them in wuni-
form except that the women all wore
short skirts, plain shirt; waists and
stormproof hats, - When they returned
at night their enthusiasm was some-
what staggered by the sudden realiza-
tion of the task before them.

“They don’'t need to know foreign
languages,” said Dr. Cronin, “as the
symptoms of a gick child are the same
in all nationalities, but those that have
the downtewn districts are not always
able to gain' a welcome from the par-
ents,” L et

One of the physicians, a woman, who
had just come. in, acquiesced in this
statement. “I haven't been able to
accomplish a thing,” she complained.
“I want to be transferred to an Eng-
lish speaking district.” ¥

The corps will visit the parents or
guardians of all babies whose births
have been recorded from last August
until now. They will instruct the
mothers as to the wuse of artificial
foods, the general care of infants, and
especially the treatment of summer
complaints. Printed .directions in re-
gard to all these points in the carg of
a baby .are to be left at all homes
where there are infants;

Herald free ice tickets and Straus’
milk tickets arc to be distributed.
Tickets will also be issued for trips on

The physicians will inspect all milk
shops, and especially those where milk
has been .sold to a sick child.

One instruction which the physicians
will have much difficulty toenforce in
the tenement districts is “to insist that
no beer or tea be taken at all by moth-
ers who are nursed.” This edict will
cause much consternation in the tene-
ments, but the mother’s indulgence in
these beverages is directly respongible
for much infant sickness. 5

HANNA, Wyo., June 80—~Hanna was
the scene of a terrible disaster at 10.30
today when an explosion of firedamp
in the mine Np, 1 of the Union Pacific
Coal Co. snuffed out the lives of 234
men, injured scores of others and
caused the destruction of a vast
amount of ‘property. The explosion
was terrific and con;pletely shattered
the timbers of the main shaft and
numerqus entrances, filling the ,wo'rk-‘
ings with debris, and those of the min~ 3
ers who. were not killed outright by
‘the explosion were buried alive, The
explosion was heard for many miles
around and attracted people from the
adjoining settlements. -

Twenty-eight bodies of tHose working
near the mouth of the mine have been
brought out, all of them horribly man-
gled and some still showing slight evi-
dences of life. The Union Pacific R.
R. Co., which ‘owns the mines, has &
large force working to reach the im-
prisoned men. The flames seem to be
abating and there . is hope -of getting
most of the bodies out by morning.
So. intense is the excitement that no
one seems able to say how the disaster
oceurred, The supposition is that a
careless miner allowed the %flame 'of
his lamp-to-come in contact with'qrg

OTTAWA, Jupe 30.—Sir Thomas
Shaughnessy, préaldent of-“the C. P.
rallway, was in, the city today and had

-a conference with several ministers.

It is said the object ‘of his. visit was in
connection  with' the fast Atlantic ser-
vice. When, tenders - were called for
recently for such service the C. P, R.
did not put in a bid, but now that the
government has definitely: decided not
to accept all offers, it is the general
impression that the only corporation
which can grapple successfully with
the problem which has been engaging
the attention of the public men and
press of Canada for the past ten years
is the Canadian Pacific. No informa-
tion is forthcoming today regarding
the nature of the interviews which Sir
Thomas had with the government, but
it would not be a matter of surprise if
within the next few days announce-
ment was made that a contract had
been entered into under which the C.
P, R. will agree to furrish a weekly
twenty knot service from Québec in
summer and Halifax in winter. Some
ministers unhesitatingly admit that it
was a mistake to.call for tenders, as
was recently done for a hybrid service
of sixteen knots and twenty-one knots
alternately.

At different post offices throughout
Canada tomorrow the first issue of the
King’s head stamps will take place.
For the’ present only five denomina-
tions will, be offered to the public,
namely, one, two, five, seven and te
cents, and after a month's circulatio
the circulation will be suspended until
the present issue of the.Queen’s-head
stamps are disposed  of. The new
stamps are regarded by philatelists as
the most artlstic that have -ever ap-
peared in Canada. The King's face is
turned to the left. He is represented
without a crown and a portion of his
coronation robed is shown. Under the
rules of the Berne convention the same
colors are issued as in the issug which
will soon be obsolete. There is a slight
change, however, in the cblor of the
seven cent stamp, yellow having given
place to a pronounced olive color.
Specimen sheets of the new stamps
were mailed. to the high commissioner
some days ago, and tomorrow Lord
Strathcona will ‘deliver a sheet of each
of the five denominations respectively
to His Majesty the King and to  the
Prince of Wales. It is said that His
Majesty was asked to sclect the photd-
graph placed in the hands of the de=
signer.

In the Ontario camp this year
no battalion mustered more than 180
men out of 253.,. In the London district

yeéar. This was less than the cost of
the Halifax ‘garrison, now disbanded,
and the money .could be devoted to
the militia generally.

Mr. Thompson also advocated fur-
ther assistance to rifle clubs and school
cadets and advocated sending out or-
ganizers to. work up an interest in.rifle
clubs.

Mr. Gourley spoke in favor of giving
every encouragement to the militia.
He was glad to see. the conservatives
were more generous in epposition to-
wards the militia than liberals were.
He declared that Laurier by raising
the cry of militaryism stamped him-
self a demagogue.

Hon. Mr. Fielding, in the absence of
the minister of militia, stated if the
facts were as represented steps would
be taken to make better provision for
the militia.

DEGENERACY OF NERVES,

A German Medical Writer Discusses
‘White Lines on Finger Nails.

BERLIN, June 28.—A medical writer
in the Frankfurter Zeitung gives
some curious particulars about the
white lines which cross fiinger nails.
These are signs of disturbance in the
organism at the time they were form-
ed. They often form during serious
illness.

The proportion of normally consti-
tuted persons who have these lines on
their finger nails is from 10 to 11 per
cent, while 46 per cent of criminals
have them, 47 per cent of the demi-
monde, 48 per cent of idiots and 33 per
cent of lunatics. Sufferers from me-
lancholy show a large percentage, but
the largest. percentage, 75, is among
those who are periodically dangerous
lunatics.

The writer comes to the conclusion
that these lines denote some degeners
acy of the upper pervous system, that
they are not purely physical, but are
connected with psychical, moral and
intellectual change.

BUSY WITH GROPS.

Have Little Time to Think
of Further Pilgrimages.

Poor Class of Settlers—H. P. Johns,
of Yorkton, Describes Gonditions
Under Which They Live
and Work.

(Montreal Sta:r, June 30).
“There is not in the whole of the
west a finer stretch of wheat raising
country than that of the Yorkton dis-
trict,” said H. P. Johns to a Star re-
porter today. ‘“Although we are con-
siderably to the north and our sum-
mers are corraspondingly shorter than

those further'south, yet such is the.
marvellous fertility of the soil that so
soon as the snow clears away and we
get a few warm days the wheat grows
as if by magic.”

H. P. Johns lives at Yorkton, which
is also ths home of the Doukhobors,

‘“What is the condition of the Douk-
hobors af tha present time?”  Mr.
was asked.

“They appear to have settled down
again and are busily engaged in try-
ing to raise a crop this season,” re-
plied Mr. Johns. ‘“They are very
strange people, and, although in time
they may turn out to be good settlers,
yet the feeling exists ih the west that
they will remain a white elephant on
the hands of the country for many
years to come. They have mo initia-
tive, but follow their leaders, who are
nothing more than religious fanatics,
with the most implicit confidence. As
settlers, who, in time, will make good
citizens, they do not compare for one
moment with the Swedes or the Scan-
dinavians, and are even inferior in a
great many ways to the Galicians.”

MAY AGAIN BECOME PILGRIMS.

“Is there any likelihood of their go-
ing on another pilgrimage?”

In reply Mr. Johns said at present
the Doukhobors appeared to be peace-
ably inclined and there was very lit-
tle unrest among them. Of course the
crops were now -engaging their atten-
tion and they had very little time for
pilgrimages. It was quite probable,
however, that when the crops = were
gathered in and the minds of the peo-
ple were free, they would set out on
another pilgrimage. The real cause of
the trouble in the past has been due
to the leaders who had  fanned the
fires of fanaticism that every Douk-
hobor possessed to a remarkable de-
gree.

“Then these people are not régarded
as good settlers in the West?”

“Most certainly they are not. There
is a strong feeling that a mistake was
made when -the Doukhobors were
brought and planted down in the York-
ton distriet. Of course there will be
no inter-marriages with the other set-
tlers as the colony is far removed in
mode of life and customs from the oth-
er races that have settled in the West.
Of coursé, the rising gemerations may
turn out different, but at present we
have a colony of people who are and
will be dependent on the country for
somé time to come.”

Mr. Johns is one of the pioneer set-
tlers of the Yorkton district, and is
loud in his praises of that great morth
land.

To honor Christ is not to dog-
matize upon the mystery of His pre-
existence, but to recognize His Sonship
to God, and by Him to call God “Our
Father.” To magnify Christ 1s to
humble onrselves and obey the voice
of His’ Spirit, wherever it leads, what-
soevet-it enfoins.

While insisting thus upon the suffi-
ciency of Christ’s spirit to lead us into
all truth, we need to be cautioned
against undue assumption of know-
ledge and an offensive advertising of
our obedience.. When a man proclaims
boldly that he is going to do any par-
ticular thing—edit a paper or conduct
a city govértiment—as Jesus would, we
all feel that he is going too far, for
the simple reason that such a procla-
mation is contrary to the spirit of hu-

in heaven.” It was at the close of tihs
discourse that we are told: “The peo-
‘ple were astonished at His doctrine for
He taught them as one having author-
ity and not as the scribes.” His au-
thority was linked with the truth of
the divine Fatherhood. To the extent
that that authority was accepted and
Christ believed, to that extent, were
men led t6 regard God as their Father,
and so Christ’s lordship implied in His
afthority was but tributary to God’'s
Fatherhood, His work was to glorify
. God, not Himself, and to this end he
repudiated the homage which
many wished to pay Him. All'that He
asked was that men should believe in
Him, that they might believe what He
taught them about His Father and
their Father.
I have dwelt upon this only that we
may ‘see clearly before us thé truth
‘which puts 'vitality into bur relations
with Jesus Christ. One thought of
Christ is but a means to an end and
not the great end itself. You remem-
ber that on one occasion our Lord ask-
ed His discipies: “Whom say men that
I am?” “Whom say ye that I am?"
And then Peter answered, “Thou art
the Christ, the Son of the living Gog,”
.the Master blessed Peter ' and said:
*Upon this rock wifl I build my church
and the gates of hell shall not prevail
against it.” Do we realize the signi-
ficance of this incident? Take the con-
fession, “Thou art the Christ, the Son
of the living God.” Seq how it puts
the emphasis upon ist’s relation-
ship with the Father. He is the Son of
the Hving God. Upon that rock His
church is built. Belief in His Sonship
means belief in our sonship, for He was
the Son of Man as well as the Son of
God, and belief in sonship is the great
citidel that withstands all attacks of
evil,

But let us look at it in another light.
How simple are the words of Peter's
confession. It would be difficult to find
any reverent student of Scripture, any
devout soul who knows the gospel
story, who does not gladly make it as
his own confession. ‘“Theu art, the
Christ, the Son of the living God.” It
is a form of words, an expression of
truth upon which we all can agree,
and remembér it was this and only

testant alike, has put in place of the
confession commended by our Lord,
“Thou art the Christ, the son of the
living God.” »

All this but illustrates the evils which
folloy when men pay supreme regard
to the mere name or title to be given
to Christ. The excuse for it all has
has ever been, zeal for the honor of
Christ, as though He would be mag-
nified by a mere form of words. “Why
call ye me Lord, Lord, and .do not the
things which I say?” The oniy thing
that truly honors Christ is obedience,
the practical recognition of the author-
ity of His life and teachings. Nothing
but that makes Him our Lord, makes
us His disciples. It makes absolutely
not the faintest shadow of ‘difference
what we call Jesus of Nazareth or what
opinion we hold upon the mystery of
His relation with the Father. If we do
not do things which He says He is no-
thingto us.

And, per contra, if we do the things
which Christ .says, it matters not what
theory we may entertain concerning
time. What homage of words we may
pay to His divine nature. There is
but one test of faith in Him, of hope
in Him, of love for Him, and that is
obedience. Alas for the honor of His
name or the truth of His mission when
men fall to discussing theories as to
His ‘person, and fight over words.
Christ is nothing to the man who does
not become like Him, though he bows
low at every mention of His name in a
creed, and Christ-is everything to a
man who does become like Him, though
he has ng creed in the accepted sense.
