Notes on Tour:

Much of the ancient history of this part
of India is buried in oblivion. This is
apecially true of the Hindu Kings who,
some thousand years ago, ruled the whole
of thiscountry from Orises to the Godaveri
and had aa the capital of their kingdom frst
Chioacole and then Kalingap which
latter place they seem to have called
Kalings—nagara. These kings were call-
“ Kalings Rajahs” and are meationed by
Pliny : the uames of séme half dozen of
them, who ruled probably between the
eighth sad tenthcenturies,are known from
some copper-plate inscriptions dug up s
few years ago in Chicacole ; but beyond
this their history seems wrapped in ob-
scurity. A low mound is siill pointed out
in Kalingapatam as the site of their ancient
palace, Here gold coins are found after
heavy raine, no langer (b red pepper
seed, ' The edges of . these are uamilled,
sad they are evideotly of great antiquity. I
hiave some of them in my possession, But
they bave not s yot beeo identified with
soy partioular king. 1 am of oplaion that
their presence in such numbers in the
mound s 10 be scoounted for oo
the hypothesis that bere formerly
stood the Rajah's palace, where he was in
the habit (stil] common in Indin) of soat-
tering coin broadoast among the guests on
foative ocossions. Twelve miles north of
Chiencole, in the ancient fort described in
my last, gold, sver, and copper unmilled
coins of great age are also fousd. The
whole country teo, ie flled of sncient ruins
and insoriptions of the gremtest archmo
logioal value—all of which are regarded
by the superstions natives as the work of
the gode in the hoary ages when they are
said 10 have lived in the sarth

Auclent as this country is, itis compar
stively pew to the Britleh. But & fow hun
dred years have slapssd since they estab
lished their firet trading posts along the
ocoast and drove out the Dutoh, Mghtugess,
nod French ia ture. Long after Sheir ar
rival the country wes distracted by the
quarrels snd ssaguinary wars of the num-
erous Rajahs who ruined their own domin-
ioas with Eastern despotism, swd coveted
the possession of their nelghbours’ coustry
with Bastern avarioe. The country was
also overrun by the flerce and orue! Mar1
hattas, before whom the people of the
plaine fled in terror. Then it was that the
treasure now s0 frequently found Lhrough-
out this part of India was buried. A
Hindu’s bank is ususlly bis own houss,
where he digs & bole in the mud floor aad
otores away his surplus rupees. Wells
were ocommon receplicles of treasure i
those fearful times when no man could call
his life his own, let alone his family jewels,
plate, aad stores 6f gold or silver coin. On
the firet alarm these were hastily gathered

The pronunciation of these
names is, in their opinion, emineatly effica-
cious ia removing sin, and in neutraliging
the effects of unpropitions influences in
general ; it would therefore be bad policy,
to say the least, to take them “in vain.”
But profane awearing is not the ouly thing
that defiles the mouth of man; sad just
here the Hindu challenges competion. He
in often abominably feulmouthed, pouring
out torrents of the vilest expressions that
it ever was man’s shame to devise or listen
t0. Women are as bad, if not worse than
men in this particular. Here as every-
where “The tongue is a fire,a world of ini-
quity. . .. . set on fire of hell.” Paul
must have had in mind some such people
s these when he wrote “Let no evil com-
musication proceed out of your mouth.”

These notes are very rambling—and
perhaps will prove nose the less inbarest-
ing because of that. We write as we ramble,
aod contsequently ramble as we write, My
pen is Ao itinesting* pen ; sad those who
don’t like its erratic movements are &t lib-
erty to do what T am about to—drop it.

brass pot, and lowered into the well, where
covered by the water, they restéd secure
from pillage. Bometimes &n iron bar was
placed ncross the well, also beneath “the
water, and on this the pot was suspen fed.
At other times a small cavity or shelf was
left by the workmen at the bottom in the
side whll for tkis purpose. I have read of
s well in one of the southern districts
whioh went dry a few years ago during &
long dry spell (the famine, perhaps), when
some person, on descending to exawine it,
found adcor in the aide opening into & short
prssage. Butering this he found his way
ebstructed by a heavy door which was
fast shut. It was supposed that treasure
was contained therein, but whether this
proved to be the case I do not know. One
thing is certain, the treasure that was un-
doubtedly thrown into such wells, and buri-
ed in the earth of old, has never all been fe-
covered. Finde of greater or less value
are constantly occurring. These finds are
often of the greatest numismatic |
value; frequently including. ae they do |
ancient Roman, Persian, Chinese, and other
coins. The government rule in regard to
treasure trove is :~—Declare and advertise
your find in the Gazette; if no owner is
forth-coming the treasure is yours up to
ten thousaud rupees ; above that amount,
half is yeurs and balf ours.
