This doctrine of the real p is that every par-
taker of the wine and bread contain Christ whale and en-
tire—His divinity, humanity, soul, body and blood, with
all their component parts. Christ's real presence is only in
its mass.

Genuine Christianity repudiates such a. doctrine. Then
if the Christ is not brought nigh to us by the “miracle” of
the mass, are we to conclude that we have an absentee’
