The dealers of St. John and other points of the Maritime Prov-
inces are only buying sufficient pork to carry them through their im-
mediate needs

Why? The dealers claim that if they pay the prevailing prices
in this market, the passage of reciprocity will find them loaded
with a smashed market.

Always when a coutry adopts a
new and definite line ¢ policy, some
special tremendous wrk Is under-
taken, which embodies nat policy and

inevitable as that dayshould follow
night. It may be undemken by mem-
bers of the community whose efforts
may coalesce in severl enterprises,
or the government itsdt may launch
some scheme in the nme of the coun-
try.

Canada furnishes tw outstanding
examples of this. The Jgical outcome
of Confederation was an ocean-to-
ocean Canada. The loical necessity
of an ocean-to-ocean (inada was an
ocean-to-ocean railway,The Canadian
Pacific had to be, It was first under-
taken by the governient, and was
then committed to priwnte hands, with
government assistance

When the abandonmnt of the reci-
procity idea was so quckly succeeded
by a marvelous expanson of business,
and as Sir Wilfrld Larier said, “We
now put all our hopesupon the Brit-
ish trade,” the policy of fiscal inde-
pendence had its sequé in a vast en-
gine designed to estalish that inde-
pendence——the Nationa Transcontin-
ental Railway—which itto be operated
by the Grand Trunk heific Railway
to which the backing of the public
treasury was liberally yiven.
