Investigating Committee Hears

Washington, D. ¢, April 2
to give her exact position, a great field
of floating ice that offered a frigid
barrier to ships hurrying to the reseue
and the mistake of her own captain in
rushing at top speed through an iee
covered -sea, all these combined lo
gend the Titanic and her 1600 vietims
to thelr watery graves in the North
Atlantic. This was strongly indicated
today in testimony before the senate
committee investigating the ocean tra-
gedy,

Capt. James H, Moore, of the steam-
er Mount Temple, which was hurried
to the Titanic in response to wireless
calls for lielp, told of the great st retch
of field ice which held him off.

Within his view from the bridge he
discerned, he sald, another strange
steamer, probably a tramp and schoon-
er, which was making her way out of
the ice. The lights of this schooner, he
thought probably were those seen by
the anxious survivors of the Titanic
and which ‘hey were frantically trying
to reach.

The Captain denounced as “most un-
wise” the action of the Titanic's com-
mander in rushing at 21 knots through
the night when-he had been sdvised
of the proximily of Jce. THE EHouNt:
Temple’s commander testified that he
had spent 27 vears in the North At-
lantie. Whenever iceé was around, he
said, he doubled his watch and re-
duced speed and if he happened to get
caught in an ice pack he stopped his
engines and drifted until he was clear.

The witne! also was emphatic in
his declaration that the ]n)s’iliun"sﬂn
out by the TMitanic was wrong. e
said the ship was eight miles further
eastward than i operators report-
ed. This he declared, he proved by
observations taken the first thing on
the day following the disaster,

With what virtually was a fleet
of steamers within a radius of fifty
miles of the Titanic, the officer said,
that this mistake in fixing accurately

position of ihe steamer wa nl
fatal one. Wilh icebergs and floating
jce covering the morthern sea a ship
of even the size of the Titamic might
well be overlooked throv:h such a
variance, 1

He declared the fact that only so
few bodies have been found was prob-
ably due to the suction which held
the drowning between the decks as
the boat sank aund that those bodies
are still enclosed on the ship,

Senator Smith said he had receiv-
ed scores of telegrams from relatives
of the drowned urging that divers, be
gent by the government to explore l)w‘
ship.

Senator Smith asked the witness if
he did not belleve the equipment of
each sea-going vessel with a buoy
attached to a long cable intended in
the case of a ship sinking to mark the
spot, would not be a good thing.

The splendld courage of the men
aboard the Titanic who gave up their
lives for wowen and children has an
historic parallel in the loss of the
Birkenhead, Feb, 26, 1852. The Birk
enhead was carrylng s Britigh resgl
ment together with a large number
of passengers, and was lost off the
coast of Africa by striking on a hid-
den rock. When it was known that
the boats were barely sufficient to
accommodate the women and children
the colonel of the regiment lined up
his men, and called them to attention,
In thig position they went down with
the ship. This historic action so im-
pressed Emperor Willlam 1. of Ger-
many that he ordered the story to
be read to every regiment in the Em-
pire, The losa of the Rirkenhead is
told in the stirring lines of Sir
Francis Hastings Doyle:
