“In the region of Dvinsk our artil­
lery successfully bombarded an enemy 
column which approached Schlossberg 
from the west. On toe Middle Strlpa 
we stopped an attempt by weak ene­
my unit* to approach, our trenches.

“North of Czernowitz, In the region 
of Rartoczle, we captured the sector 
of an enemy position. In an attempt 
to recapture the sector the enemy 
made five desperate counter-attacks, 
all of which were repulsed with enop 
mous enemy losses.

“On the Black Sea, on January-17, 
our torpedo boats raided the Anatoh 
ian coast, destroying 163 sailing ves* 
sels, 73 of which were loaded with 
various commodities. Thirty men were 
taken prisoner. Other vessels made 
their escape on our appearance.

“Caucasus front: Our troops con­
tinue their pursuit on the centre of 
the Turkish army. Despite the great 
strength, of the Turkish forces, and 
the excessively difficult local condition, 
our troops developed considerable 
success from their coup. The enemy 
was thrown" from his position® and 
retired, suffering severe losses, not 
only in men but in war material of 
all kinds.

Hon. Frank Oliver continued Ills 
speech on the address, In reply to the 
speech from the thaone. He said that 
everyone recognized the propriety of 
providing for the Increase In the 
overseas force» to 500,000 men. He 

* arfcued that If Canada’s aid wgs to be 
effective In the war, It should be 
promptly given. He urged, therefore, 
that the winter should be spent in 
active preparation, so that new troops 
might be ready for the spring cam­
paign. He did not believe, he said, 
that it would be possible to get the 
men by the time that they were need­
ed, unless there were change in exist­
ing conditions. In the first place there 
should be an adequate system of pen- 

ffHKms and provision for the care of 
™ion who returned, suffering from the 

effects of wounds, illness or nervous 
shock, until they were fit to return to 
civil employment. As it would be 
necessary to enlist many men with 
families, the country should under­
take to maintain the dependents of 
such men during their absence. The 
preeàt scale of separation allowances 
and assigned pay was admittedly in­
adequate, and the aid of the Patriotic 
Fund was required. Mr. Oliver was 
of the opinion that the Patriotic Fund 
might be useful, but it should not pay 
what the country should pay directly 
for the support of soldiers’ families. 
He held that under the present sys­
tem the burden of caring for the de­
pendents of men at the front was not 
evenly divided, and fell upon ^he pa­
triotic and benevolent, 'whsr'donated 
money to the Patriotic Fund, and who 
might one day become weary in well­
doing. If the country was called upon 
to meet this expense, everyone would 
be compelled to help. Mr. Oliver hold, 
also, that if the additional troops were 
to be enlisted the government should 
be in a position to place the new re­
cruits In uniform at once, and1 to hand 
them rifles. It should provide suffici­
ent machine guns, and be in a posi­
tion to commence at once to give the 
new units thorough training, and con­
tinue until they were called: to the 
trenches. He complained that in his 
own constituency some battalions were 
not fully equipped with rifles, and 
were not receiving enough rifle prac­

tice. He asked if the Canadians at 
Vuie front were now properly equipped 

with machine guns, if the sixty thou­
sand troops In England were there for 
want, of those weapons, and why 120,- 
000 soldiers were still in Canada.

Mr. Oliver urged that the country 
should make more use of men who had 
already gained experience at the front 
than was being done at present. He 
questioned the wisdom of maintaining 
a force as great in Canada as was be­
ing eent overseas, this being his inter­
pretation of a recent statement on the 
matter by Sir Robert Borden. When 
men enlisted for oversea» they should 
be sent overseas, not kept at home, 
said the member for Edmonton. He 
also complained that the government 
was not keeping the local mllitja on a 
proper war footing, claiming that the 
militia was a real help to recruiting 
for overseas servee.

O There was considerable excitement 
at the Union Depot last night en the 
arrival of the Boston Express at 11.26 
o’clock, a fair sized crowd was present 
in the train shed as it had been learn­
ed that a batch of escaped German 
prisoners would arrive.

When mar­
ched into the guard room at police 
headquarters the prisoners stood 
motionless while the handcuffs were 
being removed by Sergeant Kincade. 
One of the prisoners carried à parcel 
and when asked by an officer what he 
had he replied in very good English 
that it was some sandwiches the sol­
diers had provided them with. They 
all remained silent and were march­
ed down "stairs to the cells, apparently 
taking their capture and imprisonment 
as a matter of course.

How They Escaped
The escape from Amherst was dis­
covered at eight o’clock in the morn­
ing. Col. Morris was immediately 
notified. xOn his arrival at the camp, 
the colonel, with his long experience 
knew full w;ell that the men could 
not get .through the entanglements 
and the cordon of guards—a tunnel 
was the only remaining manner to 
freedom.

With his staff and two soldiers, who 
are Indian trackers and belong to the 
troops stationed at the camp. A tour 
was made of the outskirts of the 
camp. After a short search a small 
hole was discpvere<r^uidemeath an 
out-building some twenty"'yards out­
side the outskirts of |Ehe camp.

St. John, 
6.15.” The deduction followed that 
the men had takdn their departure 
on that train. Word was flashed over 
the wire to hold all suspects and the 
above results justified the conclusion 
arrived at concerning the slip of 
paper.

Through the provident hand of the 
weather man residents living in the 
vicinity of Milldsh and at points along 
the west side of the river are now 
able to cross the ice with horse and 
sleds and secure their provisions from 
the city.

Russian Attack Violent, Germane 
Admit

Berlin, Jan. 20, via wireless to Say- 
ville.—Increasingly violent fighting on 
the Bessarabian frontier is announced 
by the Vienna war office, but it is de­
clared that all the attacks of super­
ior Russian forces have been repulsed 
with heavy losses to them.

The official statement from Austrian 
army headquarters, as received here 
today, says:

"The new battle on the Bessarabian 
frontier has increased in violence.

Nearly Escaped Again

According to word that was receiv­
ed from St. Stephen last night by The 
Standard only the timely arrival of 
the military guard at the SL Stephen 
guard house in the afternoon prevent­
ed the four prisoners from escaping 
from the lock-up, and had they been 
given fifteen more minutes to them­
selves the quartette would have 
escaped, perhaps crossed over the 
line to Calais and, like four others 
would now have their liberty.

It appears that when the Germans 
were placed under lock and key at St 
Stephen they were either not thor­
oughly searched, or one of the prison­
ers was allowed to retain a lange jack 
knife. This knife, with a heavy blade, 
proved an important article ini almost 
giving the Germans another chance 
at liberty. When the soldiers enter­
ed the building they found that one 
of the Germans by the use of the 
knife had been prying at the window 
sash and had the sash partly removed. 
When caught one of them said that 
with about fifteen minutes more time 
he would have had the sash removed. 
Fortunately the guard arrived on the 
scene just in time to prevent the pris­
oners from getting away.

There was quite a crowd of people 
at the SL Stephen railway station to 
see the military guard leaving with 
the prisoners, and as the train stop­
ped at the different station®, and es­
pecially while the guard was changing 
trains at Me Adam Junction the pris­
oners were the centre of attraction to 
numerous persons. The prisoners 
talked among themselves during the 
ride to St. John in the cars and did 
not mind the continual stare they 
were receiving from the other passen­
gers on the traip.

He urged, therefore, 
that the winter should be spent in 
active preparation, so that new troops 
might be ready for the spring cam­
paign. He did not believe, he said, 
that it would be possible to get the 
men by the time that they were need­
ed, unless there were change in exist­
ing conditions. In the first place there 
should be an adequate system of pen- 

jgkftons and provision for the care of 
™ion who returned, suffering from the 

effects of wounds, illness or nervous 
shock, until they were fit to return to 
civil employment. As it would be 
necessary to enlist many men with 
families, the country should under­
take to maintain the dependents of 
such men during their absence. The 
preeàt scale of separation allowances 
and assigned pay was admittedly in­
adequate, and the aid of the Patriotic 
Fund was required. Mr. Oliver was 
of the opinion that the Patriotic Fund 
might be useful, but It should not pay 
what the country should pay directly 
for the support of soldiers’ families. 
He held that under the present sys­
tem the burden of caring for the de­
pendents of men at the front was not 
evenly divided, and fell upon ^he pa­
triotic and benevolent, Wher donated 
money to the Patriotic Fund, and who 
might one day become weary in well­
doing. If the country was called upon 
to meet this expense, everyone would 
be compelled to help. Mr. Oliver held, 
also, that If the additional troops were 
to be enlisted the government should 
be in a position to place the new re­
cruits In uniform at once, and1 to hand 
them rifles. It should provide suffici­
ent machine guns, and be in a posi­
tion to commence at once to give the 
new units thorough training, and con­
tinue until they were called: to the 
trenches. He complained that in his 
own constituency some battalions were 
not fully equipped with rifles, and 
were not receiving enough rifle prac­

tice. He asked if the Canadians at 
Vuie front were now properly equipped 

with machine guns, if the sixty thou­
sand troops In England were there for 
warnt of those weapons, and why 120,- 
000 soldiers were still in Canada.

Mr. Oliver urged that the country 
should make more use of men who had 
already gained experience at the front 
than was being done ait present. He 
questioned the wisdom of maintaining 
a force as great in Canada as was be­
ing eent overseas, this being his inter­
pretation of a recent statement on the 
matter by Sir Robert Borden. When 
men enlisted for oversea» they should 
be sent overseas, not kept at home, 
said the member for Edmonton. He 
also complained that the government 
was not keeping the local militja on a 
proper war footing, claiming that the 
militia was a real help td recruiting 
for overseas servee.

Hon. Mr. Meighen Replies.
Hob. Arthur Meighen, the next 

speaker, replied to some observations 
of Mr. Oliver in the delay in sending 
men overseas. He pointed out that 
millions of men were delayed, month 
after month, in England. It could be 
shown In Canada, as there, that the 
reason for euch a situation were good 
and sufficient. As regards 'Mr. Oliver’s 
claim that the scale of (pensions and 

nces was too email, that would, 
ess, engage the attention of the 

government, though Mr. Meighen re­
minded the House that when this scale 
was tabled last session mo opposition 
voice had been raised in criticism.

Mr. Meighen then took up the mat­

ter of high ocean rates. Those who 
would have the government, comman­
deer Canadian vessels for the carriage 
of Canadian wheat should remember 
that while commandeering of ships 
might be Justified for the -transport of 
munitions, which were the property at 
the country, the case was different 
when it was required for the carriage 
of grain, which was private property.
He also reminded Ms hearers that 
were Great Bribed^ to utilize its power 
to commandeer, to the benefit of Brit­
ish commerce, as against that of oth$r 
nations, Just complaint might arise.

The Solicitor-General then turned

The Shell Committee next occupied 
Mr. Kyte’s attention. He read from a 
New York paper statements made In 
regard to the Steel & Radiation Com­
pany, of which Sir Henry Pellaitt was 
a director, and alleged to be author 
ized by him, to the effect that a profit 
of $2 each had been made on shells 
furnished by the company. The orig­
inal cost of new equipment for this 
plant must, long since, have been 
paid, said Mr. Kyte, so this was a 
case where there was no excuse for 
the high prices obtained.

The member for Richmond then 
stated he would fix responsibility for 
the Shell Committee 
government, despite Mr. Melghen’s 
repudiation of that body. He read from 
the statement on the formation and 
work of the committee made by Sir 
Robert Borden In the House towards 
the close of the last session. This 
statement indicated that oni the com­
mittee, as originally creaited, Col. D.

The executive work was entrusted to 
CoL Bertram, said the statement, 
"who reports to the minister of mili­
tia."

Meighen had stated that If it could 
be shown that the Canadian govern­
ment wae responsible for the com­
mittee, an enquiry would be granted 
Into its affairs; It was now up to him 
to make good the promise. It was 
well known all over Canada, he added, 
that It was impossible to secure shell 
contracts unless the applicant had 
the endorsement of the Conservative 
in the district from which he came.

Mr. Kyte replied that one of the 
largest steel manufacturers in Eastern 
Canada had been obliged to go around 
month after month, seeking contracts ;

As 
a further evidence that there had been 
politics in the shell committee he 
stated that shell inspectors had been 
appointed as part of the ordinary po­
litical patronage of hie own county. 
He read letters in which the Conser 
vatlve candidate in Richmond assured 
an applicant for such a position that 
“all Sydney appointments must be 
through the Borden Club."

With every appearance of honest in­
dignation he would have charged the 
government with assuming control of 
the distribution of contracts at prices 
fixed by itself, solely with an eye to 
its own politcal advantage and to the 
disadvantage of the people. He would 
have demanded of the four winds why 
a committee of business men was not, 
Instead, put in control, and such a 
committee made utterly Independent 
of the government.

“We divorced the Shell Committee 
from the Canadian government in the 
matter of responsibility,” said Mr. 
Meighen. "It is answerable to the Im­
perial authorities for what It did."

The Solicitor-General said that Mr. 

Lemieux had given warning that the 
government could not shelter itself 
behind “the miserabel quibble" that 
the shell committee had ben expend­
ing Imperial money. He recalled that 
during the South Afriggin war, hay 
and oat» for the British government 
were bought through the Canadian 
government. In 1903, when a demand 
for an investigation of these pur­
chases was made by the late F. D. 
Monk, Hon. Mr. Fielding took the 
position that as the expenditures were 
of Imperial money, the government 
was not called upofi to account for 
them to the Canadian parliament Sir 
Wilfrid Laurier declined to permit an 
inquiry by the Public Accounts Com­
mittee. Mr. Meighen pointed out that 
in the present instance, the shell com­
mittee had worked mider the super­
vision and guidance of the British 
government alone.

"And the minister of nàllitia,” inter­
jected Mr. MacDonald, of Pictou, who 
was under the impression that Sir 
Sam Hughes was a member of the 
shell committee.

Mr. Meighen pointed out that Sir 
Sam had attended the meeting at 
wh|ch the committee was constituted, 
and that at which it was disbanded.

THINK IT OVER.

Despite the beet efforts of a white­
washing press, some public men in the 
United States seem determined to 
prove to the world that in America the 
loss of trade is more serious than the 
loss of life.

Evidence brought to light during the 
past two or three days plainly illus­
trates the wonderful system through 
which the enemy secures information 
and the deep laid plans by which his 

^ agents plot to inflict damage to the 
Empire and the Empire’s allies and 
sympathizers all over the world. Infor­
mation secured from the stubs In the 
check book In the possession of Cap­
tain Von Papen, the recalled military 
attache in the German embassy at 
Washington, showed that he had paid 
money to an agent in Ottawa for In­
formation supplied, and also that Wer­
ner Horn, the man who attempted to 
blow up the C. P. R. bridge across the 
St. Croix River in February last, was 
in his pay.

The recent escape of twelve prison­
ers from the internment camp at Am­
herst, the manner in which the under­
taking was planned and effected, coupl­
ed with the fact that the men were 
well supplied with information regard­
ing the country and had sufficient 
money to enable them, if undetected, 
to make their way into the United 
States, should afford food for thought 
It is inconceivable how such a project 
could come so near to being success­
ful without the principals In it having 
friends on the outside, ready to supply 
Information or funds as needed.

There is no desire on the part of 
The Standard to create needless alarm 
but it must not be forgotten that this 
country is at war with a powerful, un­
scrupulous and dangerous enemy who 
will styp at nothing to achieve his 

"emfis. Every Canadian city, and par­

We all have the one common aim 
In this war,—to render every assis­
tance possible to Canada and the Em­
pire.

Three silver blue 
stains brought $266 each, and many 
lots graded as “No. 1’’ sold for $160 to 
$230 per skin. The average price at 
which blue fox skins sold was $114.45, 
an advance of about $72 per skin over 
the last government sales. The beet 
grade of white fox skins sold for $30, 
and the lowest grade for $17, the aver­
age being $24.55 per skin.

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“Both his private banking account, 

with a balance of from forty to fifty 
thousand marks, and Messrs. Malcolm’s 
account, w ith a balance of about one 
and a half million marks, had been 
stopped the night before. The super­
visor took all the papers away to the 
office in which he wa» employed, and 
told Mr. Hanson that he would have to 
submit to that office unopened all in­
coming letters and telegrams and to 
submit for approval all outgoing let­
ters and telegrams.

Han­
son had to pay this petty official fees 
amounting to 1,700 marks a month.

“These were only the beginning of 
Mr. Hanson's troubles. He found that 
his letters were stop^ed’yiby j)ie p^st 
office, and when he tried to~place the 
balances on deposit with the Deutsche 
Bank—the bank with which the firm 
had formerly done business—he was 
met with a refusal. The other banks 
followed suit: ‘I was told by one of 
them that they had come to a private 
arrangement among themselves not to 
pay deposit interest on any English 
money. The Deutsche Bank especiaJly 
behaved very badly.’ The upshot of 
it was that the two firms were brought 
to a standstill, 
could be was most efficiently done to 
injure us in our business and to pre­
vent us engaging in any trade what­
ever.’

“Mr. Hanson was a man of 54 years 
of age. He had been for many years 
a householder and a fairly large tax­
payer, and he owned property in the 
country. Yet on November 6 he was 
seized and thrown into a damp, dark 
stable at Ruhleben. There he was 
treated generally with most outrage 
ous cruelty, so that his health has per- 
manentiy suffered. When he was in 
thi» dismal prison he heard that the 
business of Malcolm & -Co. had passed 
Into the hands of a receiver, ’with full

had, however, no official Intimation of 
this. I also saw later on In the German 
newspapers that a law- had been 
ed absolving the government from any 
liability for any acts which such re­
ceivers or trustees for alien enemies'

This case stands out in terrible con­
trast to the lax, easy-going but honor­
able methods adopted by the British 
Government in dealing with enemy 
firms. Also it should afford to Cana­
dian. business men a fairly accurate 
Idea of what they would have to con­
tend with should the Germans Obtain 
control of Canada Does it, or does it 
not furnish food for thought to those 
who have hitherto acted as if -this war j 
was something entirely foreign and 
not a matter for Canadian concern?

The meeting last night at recruiting 
headquarters, Germain street, was not 
very well attended but the addresses 
were excellent. Rev. Mr. Fletcher 
spoke ‘effectively and the address giv­
en by E. A. Smith, who is a new 
speaker at the recruiting meetings, 
showed careful preparation.

Opt. Mulchaey was chairman. Dr. 
Barton presided at the piano and H. A. 
Allison and P. C. Johnson sang.

Mr. Smith said this war was being 
fought against the most unscrupulous 
enemy of all time. He believed there 
would only be one end to it—the Allies 
would win just as sure as the sun 
would shine. He then reviewed the 
causes leading up to the war and prov- 
etl that the fault lay with Germany. 
Ho paid a tribute to the bravery ol 
the Belgians who had done so much to 
hold back the German advance on 
Paris. The German Emperor claimed 
that a soldier could not be made under 
five years but the Canadians, after 
eight months training, beat the best 
troops the Germans had and saved the 
day at St. Julien and not only saved 
the day but the Empire. The dream 
of the German Emperor was to replace 
Great Britain aa the leading power of 
the world but “thank God, they never 
will.”

Mr. Fletcher said a great many 
people were asking “why don’t the 
Allies start the big drive?” He had 
learned last week for himself, one rea­
son. He had been in the country driv­
ing with the thermometer 10 to 12 
below zero and he had come to the 
conclusion that an army could not do 
very much in such weather. When he 
was In India he used to hunt the wild 
boar and the method they used was to 
take about a dozen dogs with them. 
Ho would take ills place in a clearing 
and wait for the boar to be driven out 
and when that happened he would 
shoot and usually only wound the ani­
mal; they would then set the dogs on 
If. and while they were worrying it H 
would bleed to death He believed that 
Germany today was in the same po­
sition as the wounded boar, though 
still fighting they were slowly bleeding 
to death. His confidence In the final 
victory of the Allies was based on. his 
belief in a God of truth and justice.

Assisted In the Capture

Carlenesa or lack of knowledge on 
the,part of a military guard named 
Johnston, very nearly resulted in a 
fatality at Police jbeadquarters last 
night. The soldier was one of a num­
ber, under command of Sergeant Kin- 
cade who arrived at headquarters 
from St. Stephen with four German 
prisoners in custody. The Germans 
had been placed in the cells 
soldiers returned to the guard room. 
Sergeant Klncade was busy at the 
telephone talking to a superior officer, 
and without any orders the soldiers 
of the guard began throwing tlie 
cartridges from their rifles.

A couple of the soldiers did not use 
much care in the manner In which 
they were pointing the rifles about 
while removing the cartridges, and a 
person who was present requested 
one soldier to point his rifle in some 
other direction while removing shells, 
as the rifle might accidentally be dis­
charged.

The warning had hardly been given 
when there was a loud explosion and 
those In the guard room were startled.

The soldier was 
removing the cartridges, but, fortu* 
nately for the other men jn the guard 
room at the time, was pointing the 
rifle out the corridor towards the office 
of the Chief of Police. The bullet 
entered between the caeeing of the 
door and the wall,. midway between 
the Chief’s bathroom and the guard 
room, made à clean hole in the wall 
where It imbedded Itself.

On hearing the report Sergeaqt 
Klncade immediately left the tele­
phone, and learning the cause, enquir­
ed of the soldier how it happened, and 
then ordered him to proceed to the 
street and remove the remaining cart­
ridges from the rifle. The soldier had 
accidentally pulled on the trigger In­
stead of another part of the rifle, and 
his action was the cause of the rifle 
being discharged.
