Wars, so often waged for economic
ends, usually result in readjustment
of commencial highways. Germany
had hoped for great advantages in this
respect its trade routes were to reach
like tengacles, sweeping away all ob-
structions, into the rich markets of the
world: German routes, built with Ger
man gold, manned with German troops,
sacred $0 Germam interests, and pla-
carded with “verboten”

This embition, like the others mak-
ing up Prussia’'s desire for world-
dominion, has been humbled great
trade-route changes have been effected,
but as a further iromic retribution to
Germany it is the allied nations which
have fallen heir to the benefis they
afford. ‘“‘Hamburg to the Himalayas,”
/“Berlin to Bagdad and beyond,”
“Bremen to Baku”: these were some
of the catchwords emphasizing the
commercial conquests that appeared at
uncertain periods of the war to have
been gained by the German sword.

The opening of the Simplon tunnel in
1906, connecting Paris by rail with
southern Italy, by way of the Swiss
Alps, somewhat disturbed this German
monopoly, as had the tunnel through
the French Alps, completed some time
earlier. Serbian resistance, also, had
checked Austrian and German schemes
for a might of way through Serb ter-
ritory to Salonica and Constantinople

The war was to have rectified this
matter for Genrmany however, it has
in effect served o clear new
highways for the wvictorious ies, ex-
tending through the whole of southern
Europe and embracing the partly de-
veloped railroad systems of Asia
Minor and the Arabian
Eventually there will be trunk lines
from Parls and the importamt Atlan-
tic ports reaching by way of Asia Minor
to India and the Far Bast, and by way
of Suez and the Cape to Cairo Rail-
road to South Africa.

* We have all played the game of go-
ing to Jerusalem, and at present the
parlor game is easier than the'actual
trip to the Holy City. These are the
days of the winding up of the war
There are many loose ends to be tied,
and antil the knots are good and fast,
war regulations and armies of ocoupa-
tion are the order of the day.

As I write, nothing has been officially
and dnternationally settled about Pales-
tine. The British army—thanks be to
God—is in possession. The Turks are
out. But the Peace Conferemce has
not settled the status of Palestine as
yet, and so going to Jerusalem is still
somewhat of a game of chance, and a
difficult one at that

How soon present condifions may
change—tomorrow, next week or next
year, will not apparently depend as
anuch upon Jerusalem as upon Panis.
The questions involved are supposed
1o belong to the grand lquidation of
war claims and to depend for their
solution upon conflicting national ambi-
tfons. That is the common beliaf.

As a matter of fact the future of Pal-
estine has long since been determirved
by prophecy.

The tax gatherer does not use
a whip.

But just because Jersusalem has
some good water now, piped from be-
yond Bethlehem on the way to Hebroa,
and because the street sweepers are
ecanly at their tasks and householders
cam rid their premises of refuse, this
does not mean that going to Jerusalem
is yet an easy task.

Until the question of the near East
18 settled in Paris or Geneva, permis-
sfon to go to Jerusalem must be grart-
ed by the military aunthorities, in the
case of: Americans by the British mili-
tary and consular officials in New
York. . Our party was months in ob-
taining the necessary perindts, although
going to Jerusalem for educational and
relief work.

There are, of course, several ways
of reaching Palestine from the United
States; but unless a direct steamer
can be procured to one of the Pales-
tine ports, such as Jaffa, Haifa, or
Beyrout, which is at present a very
rare chance, the patural way to Jeru-
salem is via France, Italy, Greece, or
through Constantinople amd the still
disturbed regioms of Asia Minor.
Choosing France, the traveller must
have his passport vised by the French
consul at the American port of em-
barkation. In Framce itself there must
be a vise on arrdval and another on
deparunre. The most convenient
French harbor for sailings to Palestine
is Marseilles, and there we wenre for-
tunate in obtaining passage on a P. &4
O liner, now used as a troopship
Only a very limited mumber of civ-
ilians was permitted on the ship, and
there was much necessary red tape in
boarding the vessel.

The landing in Alexandria presentis
special difficulties at this time on ac-
count of the late Natiomalist disturh-
ances in Egypt. Special permits must
be issued, addresses givem, and even-
tual destination ocarefully indicated.
The British have had disagreeable ex-
periences with harmless looking travel
fers who turned out to be Turco-Ger-
man spies and instigators of distuib-
ances.

The new railroad from Eygpt across
the desert to Jerusalem was what made
the conquest of Palestine a military
possibility. It is stifl under wmilitary
control, and used principally for miov-
ing troops and their supplies. Civilians
who obtain permission to use thig road
must naturally expect to submit to
military exigencles; they may only use
the railroad on certain days, and must
have permits and seats assigned to
them by a special department m Cairo.
From Cairo to Jerusalem there is a
sucocession of difficulties which no tour
ist would care to brave, and which
only those who have urgent business
in Jerusalem should wish to face.
Having been provided with permits,
a deflnite time of departure from
Cairo is selected for you. At Kantara
West on the Suez Camal you get out
of the traln with all your belongings,
t0 cross the canal to Kantara East;
but before doing that eanother permit
must be obtained from a mikitary offi-
cer who swelters in @ shack under the
outrageous desert sun.

You are then loaded, bag and bag-
gage, into what we Americans call a
truck and our British cousins oz
torry, along with @ motley colle:
of Syrians, Hebrews, Armenians, e'c.,
and transported with unimagimable
folting in the hot sun amid most per-
tinacious flies across the canal by a
drawbridge constructed of pontoons.

At this hour of the closing of the
war the motto eeems to be, let the
worn out be worn out stil, and let
the rickety be rickety etill. Comfort
apparently does not rank as a military
necessity, mor pride of appearance
either, in these utilitarian days.

Once across the Canal the traveller
finds a vast camp strung over the blaz-
ing sands, where the thermometer
sometimes registers 120 degreas im the
shade. Another halt was made there
by the lorry, before a capacious tent,
wihere an intelligence officer once more
passes in review passports and permits
and grants permission to buy mailroad
tickets ¢o Jerusalem.

‘The formalities ever, the time is seen
to be 3.30 p. m. But the train does
not leave until 11.30 p. m., and where,
oh where, shall the long drawn hours
be spent! There is a shelter, which
has a sand floor in which are fleas, but
it also contains chairs and tables and
thither the lorry—a Peerless by the
way-—transports the muddled, huddled
civilians who are playing at going to
Jerusalem.

tary train that looks tired from too

an old-fas d go-as-you-please race.
Everything seems to go vice versa. The
one car reserved for first~class passen-
gers i worse than second clas, and
turns out to have mo lights, the gas
tank being “finished,” as the Egyptian
train despatcher explains. But this is
all in the game of going to Jerusalem
under war conditjons. Someomne finds
a candle, and a primitive meal is
eaten, of provisions brought ¢from
Cadro and now inseparable in the dark
from quantisies of gritty sand. The
train does not get into motion until
after midnight, being mikitary and
therefore eyeing primted time-tables
askance but all is forgotteh and for-
given them, because at last we are
really going to Jerusalem.

But not so fast as hope expected!
Duy dawns as the train reaches Gaza,
the ¢mall oasis by the sea where the
British after two failures finally gained
a foothold in Palestine—Gaza, where
Samson once carried off the galtes.
‘Thence up to Ladd the train leaves the
desert, and dawdles among rolling
lands not unlike the range country of
our own Far West.

And at Ludd we change trains. The
geme had probably grown too easy.
Lest the pilgrims lapse into &o Iuxu-
rious ease the struggle is renewed at
ithis point for the final mounting imto
the heights of Judea. Once more, bag
and baggage, the civillans are hustied
across the tracks, imio a marrow gauge
train,

By some oversight our porter—oh,
ves, there are porters, and they yell
and sweal-—plunges us into a carniage
that has been reserved for officers, and
when we are settled into it and breath-
ing freely an assistant reilway trams-
portation officer comes and informs. us
that we must mowve — cheerful news,
considéring that every other compart-
ment dn the train has now been pre
empted by Parthians, Medes and
Elaniites.

However, there 18 a quality in dhe
British character that we dare bank
on ‘Thepe are ladies in our panty,
and “women and children first” is one
of the first anticles of British faith.
A glance at the ladies caus the offis
cer to modify his siatement into an
invitation to us all to remain where
we are unless the seats ghall be urgent-
ly required for military purposes. And
you may be sure that no British sol-
dier urgently required the space occu
pied by ladies.

INDUSTRIAL PEACE
MUST BE BASED ON
INDUSTRIAL JUSTICE

ployee With Justice to Both

CThe Associated Preass)
Washington, Dec. §.—There can be
10 permanent industrial veace that 18
not based on industrial justice, Secre-
tary Wilson declared today in his an-
nual veport. Reviewing the present
disturbed industrial sitnation, the Sec-
retary said the means had been found
for vegulating all the other relations
of mankind and that human intelld
gence could find the method of adjust
ing the relatiomship between employer

wrongs might reach a point making
war a necessity, eo industrial wrongs
might accumulate until they provoke an
industrial conflict, the Secretary said
the stability of dndustrial relations
rected on mutual counsel

“Just ae ¢he peace of nations is pro-
moted by frank and friendly inten
course,” he said, “so may the peace of
industry be maintained by the same
methods. “But this intercourse can
not come about unless there is first
recognized the right of collective bar
gaining. The public interest demands
that it be universally recognized, for
the primary interest of the public ie in

peace.

“The denial of organization is a de-
nial of the only means of peaceable
settlement gmn the wage earners
have.”

Calling ettention to the present
prominence of labor organizations of a
revolutionary or lawless type, the Sec
retary declared that the responsibility
for them must fall upon the employer
who opposes the organization of law-
fui trade unions. More and more do
industrial disputes menace the public
as well as employer and employee, the
Secretary said, adding that the right
to strike should be a means of defence
and not a 'weapon of offence.

“The right of any man to cease
working for another for any reason
that is sufficient to himself ig the basic
element of human liberty,” he said.
“The right of any person to refuse to
operate his plant at any time he de
sires to do 80 18 the exercise of a pro-
perty right guaranteed by the Constitu-
tion. 1t does mot follow that becausa
these rights exist it is necessary to
exercise them. They must neverthe-
less be safeguarded

Turning to the qu
cost of lving, the Secre
creased wages did not always bring
the desired melief. Increased produc-
tivily, making more material availaible
for wages and taking the means of in-
creased compensation out of the pro
fite of the employer was the only way
iz which the standard of living counld
be improved, he declared.

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BACTERIA THAT MAKES IRON

The most imaginative among us
would hardly suspect that bugs are re-
sponsible, at least in part, for the
common flatiron and other useful ar-
ticles made from the same metal, Yet
European physicists have known for
some time says Mr. Chase S. Osborn,
former governor of Michigan, in his
autobiography, that there are “iron-
ore bacteria” and the fact is now
commonly accepted in America.

Iron bacteria live in either standing
or running clear waters that contain
iron compoumds; not in turbid waters
and those containing much organic
matter. So active are they in estab-
lishing deposits of ferric hydroxide

{that water pipes of-cities where the

water contains ferrous carbonate have

by them.

Sheaths of dead fron bacteria have
been found in maultitudes in limonite
emormous deposits of
several kinds of iron ore are known
to result from their work. Yet we
know littls about them They may

.{even be at the very threshold of life

It is interesting, however, to note
that the greatest deposits of iron ore
in the world that are being mined are
in arctic and subarctic regions, or in
zones where nearly half the year is
winter, as in the Lake Superior coun-
try. The greater commenrcial activ-
ity in the colder regions may partly

: jace~unt for this, for there are exten-

sive {ron-ore formations in the trapics
and subtropics. ‘But the fact ramains
that iron bacteria live in pure water
and that In the colder regions water
is most likely to be pure.

Although iron bacteria are manu-
facturing new deposits all the time,
this is not of great importance as far
as the supply of iron is concerned.
Jodies of ore are being formed more
rapidly than we uded to think, but

actwal cost of butter to the fornfer.
This month farmers can sell mil
64 cetits a gallon, end it takes 2
gallone of milk to produce a pound of
butter. If Emglish butter were sel
at #ts truwe economic value it would be
sbout $1.24 per pound.

aflowance has been decre d {o eight
ounces, and is expected t0o remain at
that mark for many months The
amount allowed to the confectionery
end sweets trades hws been reduced by
25 per cent. and & further reduction
is expected with the new year.

MOUTH BREATHING

Mouth breathing s not what many
people regard it, merely a bad habii,
which makes a child look a little stu-
pid, but which is sure to be outgrown
in time. On the contrary, it is a ro-
sult of disease, and if ant ccrrected
early imr life it may affect gravely the
person’s whole future,

Anything that interferes with the
passage of the necessary quantity of
air through the nose will cause mouth
| breathing. It may be an obstruction
in the throat back of the nose, such
‘ns enlanged tonsils or—perhaps the
most common cause—adenoids, But
even if you learn by inspection that
the tonwils are normal and that there
are no adenoids, there may be some
trouble within the nose itself, such as
‘a deviated septum or an overdevelop-
!ment of certain parts that obstructs
| the nasal passage to some extent,

lers drawn by cattle are sometimes
used to assist in adequate puveriza-
tion.

The national aversion to waste is
well illustrated in the use of the
bricks from the kangs, or sleeping
platforms of houses, and of the dirt
floors of dwellings as fertilizer. T'his
practice is based on the hereditary
knowledge eof the Chinese that earth
tloors become heavily saturated with
caleium nitrate. When overcharged
they absorb moisture, and become
sticky and wet. Chinese contractors
go from house to house and village to
village, purchasing this soll. The
heat from the smoke flues which
warm the kangs, and the fermenta-

tion and absorption of products of

bustion, add el tg of fertili-
ty to the bricks, and they are remev-
ed every three or four years, and
broken up for immediate application
to the flelds, or mixed with composts.

Wheat foots are often cut from the
harvested straw, and used as compost
material. Valuable and much-sought
plant food is obtained from the bot-
toms of fish ponds, which are some-
times drained in the dry seasong and
converted into flelds,

Straw from thatched roofs, which
must be renewed every four or five
years, is highly prized as fertilizer.
It may serve doubly—first as fuel, and
then as ash.

A very laborious practice followed
by the farmers in some provinces is
the exchange of soil from one field to
another, Thig frequently is done be-
tween mulberry orchards ang rice-
flelds. The Chinese farmer has found

from long experience that it is mutte
ally beneficial to both rice and mul-'
berry trees.

Although there is practically no dr¥
tarming in China, there is & vast
system of canals, particularly in the
rice-growing regions, which serve
both for irrigation and as a meang of
transportation. The country enjoys &
heavy rainfall, and a longer growing
season than is common to the United
States, which lles a mean distance of
about 10 degrees farther north than
Cnina proper. These circumstanoces,
combined with the system of high fer.
tilizatlon, make possible exténsive
multiplecropping.

Two plantings of rice are grown in
the southern provinces, Farther north
there is usually a crop of rape, wheat,
barley, beans or clover, sometimes all
of them together, followed by rice, In
the extreme northern provinces,
wheat or barley is followed by some
variety of millet, soy beans, sweet
potatoes or peanuts.

He
was beaten by a younger and more
powerful sculler, and it is a matter of
opindon as to whether he would have
won under equal conditions. Many
good judges are confident that Barry
weuld win if a second match could be
arranged. The Englishman showel a
lack of judgment in not following bis
rival into the shelter of the Middlesex
shore, for there is no doubt that his
strenuous battle with wind and waves
over the first mile took a lot out of
him, and he sculled without much life
when the smoother water was reached
after passing the Doves. Whaether
Barry sculls another match ar retires
he has every reason to feel proud of
hie record. The first Englishman to
win the world's championship since
1876, he held the title against three
challengers, and made his raputation

23 sec. The next year
Kelley retired in favor of his pupil
J. H. Sadler; but as Chambers beat the
latter, Kelley came out again and beat
Chambers easily in a match on the
Tyne in 1867.

J. Renforth, whose youth and superior
stamina proved too much for the old
champion. The veteran, however,
kept his form well and won a number
of matches for money stakes both a
home and abro up to 1876.

Renforth was a powerful
with a fine reach and good style. He
remained in undisputed possession of
the champlonship up to the time of his
tragic death in 1871, when he was
taken ill while rowing for an English
crew in a four-ared match at New
Brunswick.

Hanlan won flve consecu
tive championship matche 5, but was
jthen beaten in Australia by Willlam
\Beach, of N. 8. W,, a powerful sculler,
over 12st. in weight, but not so finished
a performer as the Canadian. Hanlan
challenged Beach to another match a
year later, but the result was the same.
Beach’s victories were remarkable,
for he was nearly 40 years of age when
he won his first champi onship match
in 1884 ,and in four years he sculled
and won seven matches, and then re
tired. Beach was followed by other
Australian champions in Peter Kemp,
H. BE. Searlé, James Stanbury and
George Towns New Zealand then
took a hand, W. Webb, in 1907 and 1908,
being followed by Richard Arnst, 1908
to 1912,

It was at this penml that Ernest
Barry came forward to regain the
honor for the Old Country. Barry
was born in 1882 near the Vietoria
Docks, and was apprenticed as a
waterman at Putney. He was instruet-
ed in sculling by his brother, W. A.
Barry, who won the English champion.
ship in 1898. At the age of 18 the
young sculler won the Putney Coat
and Badge, and in 1903 he gained an
easy victory in the annual contest for
Doggett’'s Coat and Badge, over the
London Bridge to Chelsea course. He
showed such promising form in varl.
ous handicaps that he eventually se-
cured the necessary backing for a
match for the championship of Eng-
land, then held by George Towns, an
Australian, who had held the title for

nine years, after beating Barry’s
brother in 1899 The match aroused
considerable interest Barry more

than confirmed the good opinlons of his
ability, for he rowed Towns down be.
fore Barnes and won easily. The
