The English Would Then Have 
Neither Franchise Nor Any Other 
Bights—The Negotiations Seem to 
Be at an End.

A Splendid Banquet Tendered Him 
Monday Night — Distinguished 
Guests to Meet Him—His Policy 
Endorse* By Westmorland Men 
-An Able Speech in Beply.

It ie the general assumption that the 
mein object of the British army cam­
paign will be the captore of Pretoria. 
The duration of the eonfllot is a 
matter of 
though the Continental end British 
papers do not express the faintest dosbt 
that it will result in the defeat of the 
Boere end the eddition of their country 
to Great Britain’» colonies. Comment 
regarding the personnel and material of 
tbe British force continue» to occupy a 
large ehere of public attentior. Many 
criticisme appear, blaming the govern­
ment for not permitting the war office, 
months ego, to pnt an adequate defen- 
live force on the probable scene of ac­
tion. But tbe rumors of the forthcoming 
departure of an army corps somewhat 
appease theee critics.

London, Oct. 1—Were peace or war 
dependent merely upon matter» ol suzer­
ainty or the franchise there might be 
some hope that hostilities might be 
averted at the last moment But, ap- 
patently, there le troth in what the peace 
party paper» have often hinted at, that 
is to esy, that the underlying motive 
actuating the Brltleh government 
throughout the negotiations hae been the 
suppression of what they have reason to 
believe wae a far-reaching conspiracy 
tor the establishment of a Dutch feder­
ation bom the Zambesi to the Cepe. 
The authority tor this statement ie Mr. 
Chamboililn hlmtel'. In conversation 
the secretary ol state tor the 
colonies said that one great factor 
of the eitnatlon which could not 
be brought before the public, hr 
fear tout the government’» objecte 
might be misinterpreted, was the oabl- 
neve well defined understanding that, for 
months, a carefully teetered pi A had 
been In progrès» to form » Dutch federa­
tion. He eleo referred to the action of 
the Orange Free State and to that ol the 
Ahlkander member» of the Cepe legis­
lature, which somewhat confirme Mr. 
Chamberlain’» view, tor It ie impossible 
to believe that each importent etepi 
would reeult bom mere eponeneity of 
sentiment on e current dlepnte. It hee 
long been suspected that the cabinet 
were prompted by more vital queatlone 
than the .Oatlander rights, and If Mr. 
Chamberlain le quoted correctly, it 
would appear that Great Britain will 
not atop until reasaured of the absolute 
safety of her supremacy in South Africa.

Negotiations at an Impasse.
Warnoweeeme certain. The extra­

ordinary delay of the Boers in taking a 
hostile initiative is still a pacific cir­
cumstance. Bat it ie of doubtful sig­
nificance when compared with the genu­
ine and far-reaching preparationa they 
ere making for hoetilitiee. The attitude 
of tbe Brltleh government in always, in­
sisting upon sovereign power hae prac­
tically.undergone no change throughout 
the entire negotiations. Every stage 
hae depended upon President Km 
ger. II he wool! not back down when 
the British demande were lese sweep- 
ingly expressed, he can eoercely do so 
now, when they are formulated with al­
most brntsi frankness. The negotiations, 
according to Preeldent Kruger's own 
statements, and judging from all the 
availably information, seem to have 
reached an im pease. Bemora oi the in­
terference of a foreign power continue to 
crop up, but the moetaanguine scarcely 
believe this would tarn the British bom 
their determination, evident from the 
first, to attempt to compel President 
Kroger to submit absolutely to their 
terme, though speculation ie rife regard­
ing the awkward complications which 
might eneue by Gorman or Russian 
diversion in various parte of the globe.

The epees er, » peace advocate, admits, 
regretfully, that the war party ie in the 
saeendansin Greet Britain, end every 
London daily, except the Chronicle, sup­
porte Mr. Chamberlain, with every after­
noon paper, except tee Westminster 
Gaaette, the Star and the Echr. Among 
the country papers, however, some of the 
moet lnfleentiel bitterly oppose a war.

The result of the extension policy wae 
increased traffic, inereaaed revenue and 
instead of the uaael deficit last year 
the road had a surplus of alxty odd 
thousand dollar». He elaimed that the 
beneficial résulta of extension and im­
provements were only beginning to be 
felt Traffic on Intercolonial would ex­
pand and the Increased business would 
not only benefit It» employee but 
the maritime province».

Failures are small and solvent busi­
ness is larger than ever before. Septem­
ber Is the twelfth consecutive month in 
which the volume of business has been 
greater than in the same month of any 
previous year.

Iron consumption, instead of 760,000 
tons per month in 1892. is n^w over 
1,200,000 tone per month, and yet it is 
so far behind the demand for products 
that the capacity of most works is sold 
tar into next year, with sales of 20,000 
tons at P.ttsbnrg, Besiemer pig rose to 
$2350, Chicago coke and Southern pig 
again rose $1, and new furnaces are soli 
many months ahead before they begin 
work. Bars are hard to get at any prior.

Shipments of boots and ehoee from 
Bolton in four weeks have been 390,622 
cases, against 360,699 laet year, 376,781 
in 1897. Sprlog orders are fair, but re­
stricted still by nnwlllingneie of makers 
to contract largely at prices now obtain­
ed , which average «bout five cents ad­
vance, wheie makers deem 7J cents 
necessary. Leather is still very strong 
and e.ll ahead of production.

The wool market ia active with a gen­
eral advance averagirg about half a cent 
on washed fleece, combing and some un­
washed; the entire list quoted by Coatee 
Broc., probably averages about one quar­
ter cent higher.

Strong demand for cotton atrplei 
causea an advance of a quarter cent in 
brown sheetings and drills and a half 
cent in some bleached goods.

Cotton opened the crop year at 6.25 
cents and baa rtien to 6 87, although 
about a quarter more has come into 
eight than laet year from the greatest 
crop on record here and abroad, com­
mercial and mill, are 668,000 bale* lar­
ger than a year ago.

Tie existence of e 
2,000 c, p. light et ■ croeelng having 
proved in meny cases ■ convenience to 
weyfetera, the average alderman la not 
elow in seeing thet the railroad com­
pany, with it* boundless wealth, might 
easily provide such light et ell 
Inge.

An officer of the Flttsburg, Cincinnati, 
Chicago & St. Louie hee given ui the 
partlculara of e case at Richmond which 
wee decided egelnet the ra lroao In the 
lower court, but which ie now pending 
on appeal.
