The defence 
was that the man had died of heart dis­
ease.

London, June 20—During the course

the chancellor of the exchequer, Sir 
Michael Hicks-Beach, informed the mover 
of an amendment providing for a prefer­
ential duty on sugar from the British 
colonies, that he had no intention of em­
barking on such a policy. It would bene­
fit neither this counJtry nor the colonies, 
would deprive the exchequer of revenue 
without benefiting the consumer and 
might endanger trade with foreign coun­
tries.

The chancellor said there was a strong 
feeling on this subject in Germany and 
the acceptance of the amendment would 
mean running a most serious risk of los­
ing the favored nation treatment Great 
Britain now enjoyed in Germany. If pre­
ference was extended to sugar from Cana­
da, Australia would want special treat­
ment for other products, and then for­
eign countries would offer the same con­
cessions to the colonies and ask for simi­
lar treatment. He was not prepared to 
risk -the loss of Great Britain’s foreign 
trade which was greater than the trade 
of the colonies. The preference granted 
by Canada had not greatly 
trade between Great Britain and Canada,

The assembly dosed its proceedings 
this evening at 6.30 p. m* The report of 
distribution showed that 93 vacancies oc­
curred during the year, and 65 were filled 
permanently* x

A resolution was passed expressing the 
church’s sense of loss in the death of Dr.

Rival to American Concern Organized in 

the Upper Provinces.

London, Ont., June 20—American inva­
sion of the cereal milling industry has 
forced the Western Ontario millers to take 
concerted action for self-protection. The 
American Cereal Company, of Chicago, has 
under construction at Peiterboro, Ont., a 
•mill thait will have a daily capacity of 
3,000 barrels flour, oatmeal, split peas, pot 
barley and other cereals. It will have an 
investment of from $1,000,000 to $l,o00,000, 
free of taxes, except on the purchase price 
of land and water, for 40 years.

To meet this competition a company that 
includes the mills of Seafoith, the Ex­
celsior mills of Mitchell, mills at filson- 
burgh, Mount Forest, Lindsay, Embro and 
Woodstock has been incorporated. The 
new Canadian company, which will have a 
capacity of 2,000 barrels per day, will be 
in operation for tiie next crop, and will 
compete for trade in Canada, Great Brit­
ain, the continent of Europe, South Am­
erica and South Africa.

It has decid­
ed that a foreign corporation is taxable 
on its capital stock under the corporation 
tax law of this state, if it transacts busi­
ness in this state, although the business 
is in the nature of initer-state traffic. The 
case will probably be carried to the 
United States Supreme Court for final 
determination.

A. Klepstedn & Company is a corpora­
tion organized under the laws of New Jer­
sey, with a capital stock of $500,000, of 
which $200,000 has been actually issued. 
It carries on a general importation busi­
ness, principally the sale of chemicals and 
drugs. The company claimed that its 
cajutal stock was largely employed m 
foreign commerce and was therefore ex­
empt from taxation under the corporation 
tax laws of this state. Six-sevenths of the 
company’s business was the importation 
and sale in unbroken packages of chem­
icals made in Europe.

Dr. Johnston, of London, moved 
in amendment to -the adoption of the re­
port that the work of the young people’s 
societies be under the control of the Sun­
day school authorities. The. amendment 
was defeated, and the motion to adopt 
was carried.

At the afternoon sitting of tihe general

St. Stephen, June 18— (Special) —George McLaughlin was arrested this 
morning at his home, Baillie, St. James, Charlotte county, the charge be­
ing that he did feloniously and unlawfully kill and murder Harris Mc­
Laughlin on the Scott Eoad, so-called, in the parish of St. James, Char­
lotte county, on the night of May 21 last.

The warrant was issued by Daniel Crilley, police magistrate of this 
town, at the instance of Peel McLaughlin, brother of the murdered 
The arrest was made by Detective Ring, of St. John, and Thomas Campbell» 
marshal of St. Stephen.

The prisoner was brought before Judge Crilley today and remanded 
to the county jail, St. Andrews, until Tuesday of next week, when it is ex­
pected the hearing will take place before Judge Crilley.

Harris McLaughlin lived with his family on what is known as the 
Scott road, between Baillie and the Meadows, and on the evening of May 
21 he left home to drive to Baillie where he called on a Martin Merrill foe . 
the purpose of purchasing a young pig and some seed oats. He left home 
about 10 o’clock and next morning was found by neighbors on the roadside 
badly bruised about the head. The injured man was alive and conveyed 
home when he was attended by Dr. Dibblee, of Moore’s Mills, who found a 
cut on top of his head and the skull fractured for three inches just above 
the ear. There was also a three-cornered cut under the jaw, apparently 
right through, to the month. The'man died from the effects of the wounds

Shipbuilding 1a far more Important jtlst 
now than are railroads, as we are not badly 
off for railway accommodation in Canada. 
If a fraction of the money voted in .aid of 
railways was given in s\ direct tonnage to 
encourage shipbuilding tte beneficial results 
to the country would far .exceed that from 
railways in proportion to the amount given. 
It is customary for the dominion govern­
ment to give to a company construct 
now railroad $2.200 per mile: this is sujfple- 
mented by a like amount frocn our wi- 
tivc local 'governments, making $6,4t^^fèï 
mile or about 25 per cent of the full cost of 
construction.
through any province adds little to its real 
lirosperity, because the men employed are 
of the cheaper class and are only transient 
residents, while the number of men employ­
ed in the operating the road are few. The 
workmen used in shipbuilding are of a higher 
class and by the permanency of the location 
of shipbuilding plants these men become ac­
tual residents and add to the real prosperity 
of the country, and the operating of the ships 
employ a large number of men.

It cannot be expected -that capitalists will 
come to this country to invest in this work 
when they can use all tiheir energy and 
money in countries where direct aid is given 
or large contracts can be obtained.

We have lost much by indifference to this 
question, in the past, but it is now an op­
portune time to deal wiùh it when there is 
an increased development in shipping and 
manufacturing generally on this side of the 
Atlantic.

It is a lamentable state of affairs that we 
have to send all our money abroad to pur­
chase our ships.

To the Editor of The Telegraph:
Sir,—Jn a short note of your editorial col­

in The Telegraph of June 13. referring
to the report that a fast line service from 
Sydney to Southampton covering only four 
days’ passage, would soon bo an accomplisn- 
ed fact, you suggest that it might be more 
to the point to «get a shipyard established 
firs-.

From a practical point of view iti seems 
if too much importance is attached to the 
question of a fast line, when there is not 
in all Canada a,shipbuilding concern actively 
engaged in constructing modern ocean going 
steel ships. Canada once occupied a fore­
most position among nations in the amount 
of tonnage and superiority of her ships, built 
at home, owned and operated by our own 
people. During the transition period from 
wooden vessels to iron and steel we lost this 
great industry almost entirely, the wealth 
of the country decreased by many millions, 
a source of profitable investment was lost, 
and thousands of our best mechanics were 
obliged to seek a livelihood elsewhere. Need 
we wonder if the present ensus will reveal 
a most unsatisfactory condition of popula­
tion. at .Jeast so far as tihe maritime prov­
inces are concerned?

It is cuite incomprehensible «that this con­
dition of affairs has been reached without 
so much as an inquiry, on the part of the 
government of Canada, into the cause of this 
decline, much less suggest any real remedy. 
Even now the government are apparently in­
different to the matter, preferring to side­
track the real issue by efforts to secure a 
fast line which, if the sentimental element 
was eliminated, the practical benefit to the 
country would be small. What we want is 
industries where our people can get profit­
able and steady employment at home. Ship­
building is a natural industry and would 
give work to our young men in construct­
ing ships and employment to many in navi­
gating them.

There can be no doubt that If the govern­
ment would give half the amount proposed 
as a subsidy for a fast line to the encour­
agement of shipbuilding by a reasonable tofi- 
nage bounty, wo would soon have a number 
of yards established, in various parts of Can­
ada for the building of modern steel ships. 
Several large yards could be fully operated 
in providing tonnage to care for our own fart 
developing commerce. The agricultural pro­
ducts from our great west, and the rapid 
development of coal, iron and steel trade of 
Canada would tax these yards to their ut­
most. Governments of other countries have 
considered this matter of such national im­
portance that they have given liberally from 
the revenue of the country to encourage this

the photography of projectiles.

At first the principle use of the camera 
in taking photographs of battlefields 

and fortifications from balloons. Valuable 
work of this kind was done in the 
Crimean and in the Mexican wars. Photo- 
metery, or land surveying by photographs, 
was first practised in the Franco-Pruss ian 
war.

The most important service of the 
camera recently has been in photograph­
ing projectiles during flight and the move­
ments of projectiles and their effects on 
armour-plates and other tragets. It is now 
possible to photograph the air 
rounding a moving bullet and the so- 
called jump of guns and small arms.

Photographs have been taken at the 
Ivvupp works recently in the one two- 
millionth of a second. This marvellous 
snap-shot work has opened an entirely 

field of investigation. Photographs 
taken at this speed catch a moving bullet 
as clearly as though it were at rest. The 
pictures show that the bullet compresses 
the air in front, producing a wave like 
the prow of a moving ship. The buUefc 
leaves a wake of confused air-currents for 
some distance behind it, much the„

ship. It has been found in this way 
that a groat deal of the bullet’s force^ is 
wasted in producing sound waves. The 
photographs taken at this speed of pro­
jectiles striking armour give many curious 
results.
