ards” to west upon., - It “yelieves ' some
of the gentlemen of the 6dium cast upon
them #nd - implicates > others whose
names were not used during the cam-
paign. The investigation shows tha;
Oakes Ames held two or three hundred
shares of this stock—stock that = paid
dividends under the fa-
vorable legislation of Congress—in trust
for members of Congress. Mr. Amcs
swears that he'sold the stock to Con-
gressmen at par when it was worth
three times as much, not for purpaoses of
corruption, but because he had prom-=
ised it to them before it was at a pre-
mium, “‘and if we had gone back on
them they would have gone back on
us, you know” —that is, Con-
gress would have declined to
legislate any longer in the exclusive
interest of the Credit Mobilier.

THE INDIAN WAR.

Fighting an Unseen Foe—Retreat of
the U. S. Forccs with the Loss of
Forty.

San Franciseo, Jan. 20.

A despatch from Yreka, to day, states
that a message had just arrived from the
headquarters of Gen. Wheaton, command-
ing'the troops in the action against the
Modoe Indians. A severe hattle was fought
on last Friday by the-troops uader the com-
mand of Gen: Wheaton, congisting of 250
regulars, two companies of Oregon volun-
teers, 25 California riflemen, under Capt.
Fairchild, and a few Klamath Indians.
making altogether about 400 men. The
battle took place near the eastern shore of
Tule Lake. It appears that -on Thursday
Capt. Bernard weot around the north end
of the lake to the east side, and to the east
of Capt: Jack’s position. He was to ad-
vance against Capt. Jack from the east and
Gen. Wheaton from the southwest, the
forces of the latter to be under cover of the
fireof the howitzers. On Thursday night
such a dense fog enveloped the country
that they could jnot see forty yards. The
two forces were then about twelve miles
apart, though to communicate with each
other it was necessary to go a much greater
distance. On Friday morning Capt. Ber-
pard opened the battle against Capt. Jack,
who had about 200 warriors concealed
among the rocks along a line of two miles
in length. Gen. Wheaton heard the firing
and had no alternative but to move to the
aid of Capt. Bernard without the fireof the
hawitzers. - The' troops fought’ an unseen
fue from 8 in the morning to dark under a
terrific fire, during which scarcely one In-
dian was seen. The loss to the troops were
forty killed and wounded. The loss of the
Modocs is. unkcown The troops were
finally obliged to retreat to their camps.
Bernard's lorees bore the braunt of the bat-
tleand suffered terribly All the cavalry
fought on foot. Awmong the Kkilled are
Frank Trimble arid J. K. Brows, of Ore-
gon, and ‘G. W. Roberts was mortally
wounded. Capt. Perry, of the regulars,
and Lieut. Kyle were slightly wounded.
The movement is called a forced reconnois
sance of Capt Jack's position, The lead
ers say they will take it, but one thousand
men will be required to dislodge him irom
the lava beds. The troops for the present
will ohly try to prevent the Modocs from
raiding on the scttlements and will wait for
réinforcements.,

The Maurder of the Innocents.

Convincing evidence of a revolting crime,
or rather a series of crimes, has recently
been giscovered in Naples, involving the
wholesale murdet of inoocept babes by a
process which tasks the credulity of human
nature:. The person ‘charged with these
crimes is 2 woman named Rose Porro, who
has occupied unpretentious quarters only
three doors from the  litile chapel of San
Severo, on one of the most frequented
streets in Naples. The attention of the
police was first .attracted by the fre-
quent appearance in the Neapolitan jour-
pals of an advertisement, the purport of

which was that persons wishing to relio-|:

quish their claim upon infants coold find
a homefor themby calling upon and paying
a certain sum to Rose Porro. The police
were assigned recently to investigate the
subject, and the work ot their vigilance
was the discovery that an extraordinary
namber of babies were brought to these
apartmonts, and they were rarely if ever
brought away. A close search through
every part of the house was instituted and
in various roomis infants were found sprawl-
ing about the bare floors erying from cold
and hunger.\ The cellar was also search:
ed and here the corpses of four children
were found, and beneath the tiles of the
floor were three other bodies The, house
was taken pogsession of by the police, who
will closely inspect the wdlls to find out
the full extent ot this grievous roll of in
fanticides. - The keeper of the house is de-
scribed as a strong, beautiful and canning
woman-in appearance, with an air of -in-
oocence that would deceive the sharpest
detective.

his vote for enough to take up an outstand
ing note of a few hundreds. Senator Cald
well is coufident ot the value of the plan be
bas iatroduced.

New York, Jan. 21.
The Coal Combination.

The latest facts and'ramors ‘in regard to
the Coal Combination have already had the
effect to virtually advance prices, although
the directors of nearly all of the large
companies. still affirm it is not their inten-
tion to moaopolize the coal trade. Some (f
the parties have taken advantage of the
prospective situation. The scale of prices
just adopted by the Wilkesbarre Company
for coal at Hoboken ér Port Johnson, shows
an advance of fifty cents pes.ton on lump
since the 2d of January. The advanee on
steamer is about 15 cents, on broken 5
cents, on ege 20 cents, on stove 15 cents,
and on ch strut 35 cents. The Pennsylva-
nia Coal Cowpany are still persistent im
their refusal to join. the. new movement.
It is rumored the Lehigh Valley Company
w Il 1 0-operate with the Reading Railroad
in the new movement. An assertion is
made, by what may be considered as reli-
able augnotity, that $25,000,000 have been
obtained by the managing.menof the Read-
ing Railroad from several of the leading
Euglish capitalists, for the purpose ot car-
ryiog out their plans. It is also said the
combination has already made certain of
securing nedrly all the coel lands in the
Schuylkill region.

Notwithstanding all assertions to the
contrary, the fact cannot be disguised that
a gigantic combination will, it possible,
be carried into effect, and eonsumers will
be at the mercy of some of the large cow
panies.

plied for. Foster will then be taken before
tho general term of the Supreme Court
and resentenced. Similar proceedings took
place in the case of John Real, when judg-
ment of the lower court was affirined by
the Court ot Appeals. Fuster's counsel,
Judge Porter, had an interview with the
prisvuer to-day.
