Body Found.

On Saturday afternoon last a Jad named
Thibideau discovered the dead body of a
man floating in the river near the wharf
of Messrs. D. & J. Ritchie’s mill, New-
castle.

Maloney was missing next
morning and apother man had to be ship-
ped in his place, Capt. Dunu of the
‘ Arathusa” thinking Se with one ortwo
more of the crew had deserted. The
boat was afterwards found in Chatham.
From other evidence taken it would ap-
pear that deceased, after going on board
with the other men, determined to leave
the ship, and while sculling the boat
ashore again, lost his balance and fell
overboard. The jury returned a verdict
of *““accidental death by drowning.”
The remains, which were in an advanced
state of decompbsition, were buried the
same evening im the unconsecrated
gr(:gnd of the 'Roman Catholic grave-
yard. .

On Thursday last Mr. John Hogan,
Overseer of Fisheries, made quite a large
seizure of fresh salmon at the Newecastle
railway station. The seizure consisted
of three boxes, containing between forty-
five and fifty salmon, weighing about
six hundred pounds., Mr. Hogan had
been on the look or some‘days pre-
vious, being aware of the fact that there
was a good run of fish, and believing
that many shippers were endeavoring to
ship the fish illegally caught in the close
season. The fish were distributed ac-
cording to imstructions. The Overseer
is now proceeding against the .supposed
shippers, and the case will probably be
tried next week, Mr. Hogan is keeping
a sharp look out at the stations near
here where salmon can bé shipped and
will seize all he can get his hands on.

Shippers of frozen salmon can be sup-

| plied by him with certificates, which, ac-

companying the bills of lading, will en-
sure their fish from seizure.

FARMING AS A BUSINESS.

It may be ‘encouraging to our
farmers to know that ther: are as
many m«n cmployed on farms in the
Upited States as in all the other
forms of manual labor combined.—
The reason of this is thus given by
the Newburyport Herald ;

¢ There is one peculiarity about
farming as a business which dis-
tinguished it from all others. This
is, that it gives one a .iving evea if
he is unskilled and improvident and
incompetent. The shiftiess farmer
does not starve to death, since the
product of a small plot of land, ill
tilled. saves him from that extremi-
ty. A majority of the farmers pur-
sue their calling as their fathers did
before them, and put no more brains
into it than is convenient, and yet
they live in comfort and have
aome ‘uxuries which ouly the rich
can enjoy intown.”

Perhaps however, not many pov-
erty stricken denizens of cities will
take the hin', for as our contempor-
ary further remarks :—

*To a majority of people, how-
ever, the town lifeis so attractive
that they prefer want and the pros
pect of pauperism, with plentiful so-
ciety and the excitements and variety
of collected humanity, to the moro-
tony of the country, with its freer
air, greater abundance of all the real
necessaries of life and the nearness
to the soil which is the natural re-
fuge of mankind ”

The f{armer’s boy who is lured to
the city hy the pleasures city life is
supposed to afford, makes a mistake.
There is no more independent life
than that of the farmer--noné which
ensures an easier living, or even as
much enjoyment, for so moderate an
outlay. We are oftentimes surpris-
ed that this fact is not more appreci-
ated than it.is. Let anyone travel
through our country districts and
he cannot but be s'rack on every
band with the evidences of thrift
which everywhere meet his eye. To
exchange the advantages and inde-
pendence he enjoys for city life, is
mere madness on his part. 'The
over-crowding of citiea with people
for, whom there is nothing to do is an
evil to he contended with. Thisis
the gmistake our farmers make in
going to the United States instead
of remaining oo their farms at hom~
making an honest living. They
find when they go into the large
cities that there are thousands on
the same errand, looking for some-
thing to do; and this no doubt is
the secret why there is so little de-
sire on their part, at the present
time to ry it.

Have good skelter prepared for all
of the farm tools when not in nse, and
protect.them from tbe sun and rain.
The way of leaving the implements in
the fields is not a good one. When
‘the plows are sheltered give the parts
that are liable to rust a thin coat of
paint.  The paiut keeps them from
rusting and is easily scoured off. If
no paint is about & heavy coating of
lerd or tallow will answer, but it is
not as good as paint. The plow that
remains in the field all winter cannot
be used with ease until you have lost
a half a day from #&ork s-ouring it,
and the rust bas devoured about one-
third of the share and mould-board.
Ilmplements jast twice as long if shel-
tered. It is a sign of a bad and care
less farmer to- see his implements

scattered throughout h's fields where
he leaves them when he gets done
with bis work.

The Housekeeper wisely advises
as follows: Teach the sons and
dsughters first of all not io expect
to accomplish in a day what others
have taken a life time to do.
