exhibition of 1913, the greatest held in the 
! city since 1863, was formally declared open 
by Lieut. Governor Wood this evening. The 
ceremony took place in the amusement hall, 
and addresses were delivered by His Honor 
the Lieut. Governor, Hon. John Morrissy, 
Minister of Public Works, on behalf of the 
provincial government, and by City Clerk J. 
W. McCready, on behalf of the City of Fred- 
ericton.

The Lieut. -Governor was attended by 
A. C. B. Hamilton-Gray, A. D. C., officer 
commanding No. 3 station Canadian Regi- 
ment, and by Mr W. M. Cruikshank, private 
secretary. Members of the city council, city 
officials and officers of Agricultural Society, 
No. 34, by which the exhibition is held, occ- 
upied seats upon the platform.

Lieut.- lovernor Wood in opening expressed 
his pleasure at being called upon to formally 
open the exhibition. The occasion was of 
particular note, as it was the fiftieth annivers- 
ary of the Fredericton exhibition. The fair 
spoke well for the farmers of that portion of 
the pros ince adjacent to the provincial capital. 
His Honor paid a tribute to the agriculturists 
of the province, and particularly emphasized 
the importance of agricultural societies.

Hon. Mr. Morrissy made a strong plea for 
farming as the greatest occupation afforded by 
the province. He complimented Fredericton 
upon the excellence of the exhibition and 
expressed the hope that the financial success 
of the past would be repeated. On the North 
Shore, increased interest was being taken in 
farming. The farm was a good investment. 
It would be better if the people bought farms 
instead of bonds or western lands. As a mat- 
ter of fact he was a farmer now, and was do- 
ing better by his farm than by any other busi- 
ness in which he was engaged.

Mr. J. W. McGready, the city clerk of 
Fredericton, welcomed the visitors on behalf 
of the city. The Fredericton exhibition in 
the half century of its existence had become 
an important factor in the life of New Bruns- 
wick. Fredericton itself was developing, par- 
ticularly with regard to railroads and bade 
fair to the “Hub” of New Brunswick.

Montreal, Sept. 18—His face be- 
grimed with soot and his clothing 
in a delapidated condition, Arthur 
Thomas Perch, 19 years of age, a 
graduate of the famous Harrow 
School, of England, appeared before 
Judge Lafontaine in the Arraign- 
ment Court charged with deserting 
the steamer “Sargasso” at Quebec 
on July 13.

Berlin, Sept, 15—Great sensa­
tions are promised in the coming 
trial for usury and swindling of 
Countess Elizabeth von Trenberg, 
the daughter of a poor tailor, who 
acquired her title by marrying a

The Princess exhausted her credit 
within a couple of months, and 
thereafter no dinner was served her 
until the $100 for that day had been 
paid. More than once it happened 
that dinner grew cold and the Prin­
cess hungry while her secretary 
skirmished around trying to find 
someone who would consider it an 
honor to pay the Princess’s board 
bill for that day in order that she 
might have something to eat.
. It was during these searches, 
which daily became more difficult, 
that Matachick learned of Countess 
Treuberg and her ability to raise 
money. A meeting of the Countess 
and Prinness followed, and the 
Countess not only succeeded in ob­
taining numerous loans for the 
Princess but obtained credit for fine 
gowns, robes and furs at numerous 
establishments, for all of which, it 
is alleged, Mme. Theuberg exacted 
usurious commissions.

When even the wonderful resour­
cefulness of the Countess gave out, 
a plan was made, and it is charged 
executed, whereby the Princess 
ordered books aggregating $50,000, 
paying for them with a cheque and 
immediately reselling them else­
where for $20,000 cash.

This addition to 2,000 men who 
already idle means the stoppage of 
the handling of farm produce, and 
the result will be famine prices in 
foodstuff, which is already the case 
in other commodities. The diffi­
culty probably cannot be solved 
by the importation of commodités, 
as the members of the Transport 
Workers' Union would probably re­
fuse to handle imported goods.

A paralysis of business is steadily 
creeping on the city. Five hun­
dred carmen were locked out today, 
and many sailors and firemen were 
paid off, because shipping is idle 
and freights are lying on the quays.

Twenty-four of the largest em­
ployers in the city held a conferen­
ce last nigh., and decided to lock 
out all members of the Transport 
Workers, and it is expected that in 
a few days every trade will be in­
volved.

INS Toronto, Sept. 13 — Because of un- 
happy experience during the last 
three years, the Sovereign Fire As- 
surance Company of Canada, with 
headquarters in the Temple building 
Toronto, has been forced out of 
business.

The Canadian business of the 
company has been taken over by 
the Phoenix Fire Insurance Com- 
pany of Hartford, Conn., while the 
policies sold by the company in the 
United States are being taken care 
of by the New York company.

The Sovereign Fire Assurance 
Company had an authorized capital 
of $2,000,000. and a paidup capital 
of over half a million.

Until three years ago the com- 
pany was doing business exclusively 
in Canada; then it was decided to 
try the United States field, and 
agencies were established in various 
parts of the country. The company 
suffered some heavy losses in New 
York State and had been losing 
money for some time. One misfor-

Admirable for New Imperial 

Scheme

Two $1,000 Bills in Pillow-

increasing attention which is being 
directed to the adoption of oil as 
fuel in the British nauy, it is inter- 
esting to know that oil lands in dif-, 
ferent parts of the Empire are being 
seduously developed.

In this connection Viscount Sel­
by, who is chairman of the Eastern 
Canada Company, and who has just 
returned from the Canadian fields, 
supplies interesting details. In the 
course of a conversation Lord Selby 
remarked that he was greatly im. 
pressed with what he saw and heard 
daring the visit. The most favora­
bly situated oil fields in Canada, 
from a geographical and strategtical 
point of view, he states, are those of 
Gaspe, which extend from the sea- 
coast on the Bay of Gaspe, on the 
Gulf of St. Lawrence, for several 
miles in a north-westerly direction.

It was in the Larocque District, 
in the North-west, that a consider­
able number of wells were put down, 
and good supplies of oil of a good 
quality obtained. What is known 
as an anti-clinal formation extends 
from this district in a south and
