The long looked for advance of the armies
ting inst Richmond has taken place.
esterdey the final preparations were com-
pleted by the withdrawal of the greater part
of the Army of thc Potomac from the trenches
and massing it in the rear ready for & move.

The 1st division of the 2nd corps; with part
of the' 6th corps and 9th corps, held the entire
liné from the Appomattox on the right‘to some
three miles west of the Weldon on
the left, All the baggage trains, &c., were se n
to City Point.

At 2 o'clock this morning Gen. Hancock,
with the 2nd brigade and 3rd division of his
corps, moved alohg the Vaughn road, running
southwest, and after crossing Hatcher’s Run,
found the rebels entrenched in their new made
works.

Gen. Hancock at once charged them on the
flank, and drove them out, capturing 20 ﬁn.-
sonérs. mostly cavalry, among whom was 8
Venable, ‘an acting adjutant, but in what Ge-

and found the rebels posted at its junction with
the Duncan Road, which runs north from the
Vaughn Road to Boyntown Road.
