Could Not Understand.

He 
bad no idea whatever of a railway, 
and thooght of the project as a vast 
machine, the movements of which 
might be bard to control, and danger­
ous in the extreme.

I told him, and then he ob­
served, “I hears it is a terrible thing 
to yell. Does it yell most in the day- 
time or in nights?"

My explanations were not intelli­
gible to him. He meditated for a 
while and then broke out, “ How does 
they fasten it?"

Agriculture Oats and Horses.

Of late much attention is given, 
writes the Paris correspondent of the 

Farmer, to the growing of oats, 
whose price keeps relatively high as 
compared with other grains. There 
seems to be a reluctance to employ 
substitutes for oats in horse feeding; 
certainly no ration for a horse can be 
composed without oats for they con­
stitute a special ailment for the horse 
whether the animal be intended for 
draught or speed or both combined. 
Oats contain certain matters that in a 
most marked manner facilitate the 
digestion, promote the well being and 
develop the energy of the horse. It 
is a grain easily digested in itself, 
while being etrengtbening and nutri- 
tive without forcing to fatness. With 
bay, chopped straw and fair exercise, 
oats impart to horses firmness of 
tissue, energy or fire, endurance and 
aptitude for sustained work.

Professor Willkensa German has 
invesitated the subject of hereditary 
color in the coats of horses. In the 
case of 1000 productions of pure Eng. 
lish blood horses where sire and dame 
were of the same color, that color was 
transmitted 856 times to the progeny. 
In 1000 cases where the colore of the 
parent were dissimilar 437 foals had 
the color of the sire, 508 that of the 
mother and 55 different from both. 
Foxy-red is the hue most reproduced 
when the parents are of the same 
color; brown when they are of differ­
ent colors. Black is the rarest shade 
reproduced in crossings; only 116 
cases in 1000 when the sire is black 
and but 92 when mare ie so. When 
the breed is but half-blood, the ratios 
are not very markedly different. Nor 
does Arab blood exhibit much varia­
tion from these proportion standards 
save that when sire and dam are white 
the number of foals of the same color 
is 900 per 1000. But the color black 
is here again markedly rare. When 
the foal represents a coat different 
from both parents it is foxy-red that 
dominates and which represents the 
inheritance of a color belonging to an 
early ancestor. Representing sexes, 
here complexion is unequally trans- 
milted. When the parente are of un- 
like hues, brown is the prevailing 
color for mares and white for stallions. 
There is no precise explanations for 
these divergencies. It is suggested 
that the better the work of food as­
similation takes place during the 
period of gestation the more the off­
spring will resemble the mother. In 
any case where the color of either 
parent dominates there will dominate 
its corporeal form also.

CHEESE.

Cheese, says Dr. Patterson in the 
N. E. Farmer, may be said to be one 
of the most staple articles of food 
which wo have. It may also be men­
tioned as one of the earliest kinds of 
food used by man. The Bible makes 
frequent allusion to it as in use by the 
early Jewish patriarchs and frequent 
reference is made of this article, of 
diet in the earliest Hebrew records. 
There can be but little doubt that the 
cheese of that early period was in­
ferior to that of our own time.

The reason for this doubtless lies in 
the fact that the chemical process 
which to-day enters into and makes 
the cheese superior was not under­
stood at that time. This chemical 
process is in a word, that factor which 
causes the milk to curdle before it 
naturally becomes sour. Various 
methods were at first adopted to ac­
complish this result, among these 
may be mentioned, vinegar, cream of 
tartar, muriatic acid, etc. ; but nature 
from her laboratory suggested a bet­
ter than there. Observation detected 
the fact that the milk liken into a 
calf’s stomach Would quickly curdle, 
even while it was yet sweet. As a re- 
suit rennet, which ie simply a calf’s 
stomach properly prepared, came into 
use, and is now almost universally em­
ployed for this purpose. It is also 
claimed that rennet is in its best con 
dition for this purpose when it is a 
year old. Daring the last twenty- 
five years not only has a sufficient 
quantity of cheese been made in this 
country for our own use, but also large 
quantities of this produce have been 
exported to Europe, and it is believed 
by many that America is destined to 
become the great cheese market of the 
world.

In nutritive power and especially 
in nitrogenous matter, cheese ranks 
high as an article of diet. The abood- 
ant presence of starch in bread, and 
which is the element wanting in 
cheese, makes the latter a very ac­
ceptable adjunct to the workingman’s 
loaf. The question which arises with 
reference to this article of food is not 
so much in regard to its nutritive pro­
perties, but as to digestibility. Cheese 
is used both as a food and because of 
certain corrective powers which it ex.

should a large quantity be eaten at 
one time. Those people who are 
habitually subject to constipation 
should not cat much if any cheese. If 
the digestion is good, and the bowels 
regular—other things being equal— 
the presence of cough, lung troubles, 
or catarrhal inflammation would not 
debar one from a moderate use of this 
article of diet.

It is interesting to compare the nd- 
tritive quality of cheese with other 
foods, one writer having tersely said 
that “so far as fat is concerned beef 
has three times as much as bread, and 
cheese three times as much as beef, 
and so far as muscle forming consti­
tuents are concerned, beef ie three 
times as valuable as bread, and cheese 
once and a half as nutritious as beef.” 
Thus we see that obeese has an im­
portant place on our dietary, and like 
other good things if rightly used ie 
beneficial to the physical needs of 
mankind.

In drying cows in the fall or early 
winter, when the milk ie rich and 
thick and the eowe, perhaps, a little 
feverish from change of feed or ex­
posure to change of weather, there ie 
more need of watchfulness than at 
some other season of the year when 
milk ie poorer and more easily ab­
sorbed away. On no account should 
milk be left so long in the bag as to 
become thick. The best way to dry 
off cows is to milk daily or at regular 
periods, leaving back a part of the 
milk at each milking. This is the 
most effective way to diminish seore- 
tion. By this means the oldest milk 
in the bag will be drawn out and the 
newer secretion left back as a check 
to the formation of more. This prac­
tice will dry a cow of her milk at any 
time, though the flow may be very 
large. Should the bag show any in­
dication of fever by its incressed 
warmth, the exhaustion of milk should 
be nearer complete, or perhaps all of 
it bad better be milked out for a while 
till the fever ie abated and the bag be­
comes soft and limp. Cows which 
are not in good health are more liable 
to give trouble in drying them than 
when they are well and vigorous. 
The weakly ones should therefore be 
carefully looked after. Some dairy- 
men are in the habit of reducing the 
feed when they wish to stop the milk. 
If the animale were in high flesh and 
highly feed this might do, but it is 
seldom advisable. Cows that have 
been milked a whole season usually 
become thin, and need an increase in­
stead of a decrease of feed in the fall. 
It is much better to let the milking 
run a little longer and feed liberally 
than to pinch a cow. Excitement, 
worrying by dogs, the hurrying by 
noisy boys, kicking and pounding 
of an angry milker, or any similar- 
treatment, will be sure to reduce the- 
richness of milk several per cent.

BEANS.

Among the various matters of speci­
al interest to the farmer disclosed 
daring the past year, says an Ameri­
can paper, has been the heavy impor­
tation of beans from Europe. It can 
be safely stated that not one farmer 
in fifty has ever given the subject a 
thought, but why ie not very clear. 
There are no secrete about the cultiva- 
tion of beans, nor Is there any need 
for skilled or expensive labor in con­
nection with their cultivation, gather­
ing and assorting, and it is singular 
that Canada and Europe can ship pro­
fitably and pay a duty of too cents 
per bushel on them io addition to 
heavy freights and incidental ex­
panses. They have come from Europe 
lately not only by the hundreds of 
esr loads but by the thousands of 
cars, a quantity somewhat startling in 
its extent aod showing that the pro- 
duets of this country during the past 
year or two must have been surpris­
ingly small. Canada finds the States 
a market every year for her surplus 
crop. We submit the subject to the 
thoughtful consideration of our farm- 
ers, many of whom are devoting their 
time and labors to crops that barely 
afford a living to give the bean busi­
ness a trial.

BEST ON EARTH
The Virtues of Celery.

New discoveries—or what claim to 
be discoveries—of the healing virtues 
of plants are continually being made. 
One of the latest is that celery is a 
cure for rheumatism ; indeed it is as­
serted that the disease is impossible if 
the vegetable be cooked and freely 
eaten. The fact that it is always put 
on the table raw prevents its thera­
peutic powers from being known. The 
celery should be cut into bits, boiled 
in water until soft and the water 
drunk by the patient. Put new milk, 
with a little flour aod nutmeg, into a 
saucepan with the boiled celery, serve 
it warm With pieces of toast, eat it 
with potatoes and the painful ailment 
will soon yield. Such is the declara­
tion of a physician who has again and 
again tried the experiment, and with 
uniform success. He adds that cold 
or damp never produces, but simply 
develops the disease, of which acid 
blood is the primary and sustaining 
cause, and that while the blood is 
alkaline there can be neither rheuma­
tism nor gont. Statistics show that 
in one year (1876) 2 640 persons died 
of rheumatism in this country, and 
every case, it is claimed, might have 
been cured or prevented by the adop 
lion of the remedy mentioned. At 
least two-thirds of the cases named 
heart disease are ascribed to rheuma­
tism and its agonizing ally, gout. The 
proper way to eat celery is to have it 
cooked as a vegetable after the manner 
above described. The writer makes 
constant use of it in this way. Try it 
once, and you would sooner do with­
out any vegetables, with the exception 
of the potato, rather than celery. 
Cooked celery is a delicious dish for 
the table, and the most conducive to 
the health of any vegetable that can 
be mentioned.—Leeds Mercury.

A horse’s bead indicates his charac­

ter very much as a man’s does. "Vice' 
is shown in the month and eyes; in­
telligence is shown in the eyes and 
the breadth between the ears and be­
tween the oyes; spirit in the eyes and 
in the nose, in the mobile nostril, and 
in the active ears. The size of the 
eye, the thinness of skin, making the 
face bony, the large open, thin edged 
nostril, the fine ear, and the thin, fine 
mane and fore-top, are indications of 
fine breeding, and accompany a high 
strung nervous organisation, which, 
with good limbe and muscular power, 
insures a considerable degree of speed 
in the animal. The stupid, lazy horse 
that drivers call a " luok-head,” has a 
dull eye usually, a narrow forehead, 
and contracted poll. He is not repre­
sented in this group, but occurs not 
infrequently, is always a blunderer, 
forgets himself and stumbles an 
smooth ground, geta himself and 
owner into difficulties, calks himself, 
is sometimes positively lazy, but often 
a bord goer. He needs constant care 
and watchfulness on the driver’s part. 
A buyer of equine flesh should be able 
to detect the good and bad qualities 
of the animal he contemplates pur­
chasing. This valuable knowledge is 
only acquired by a careful study of the 
various parts of horse physiognomy.

Dr. Wright, in the Bulletin of the 
Tennessee Board of Health, says that, 
soon after it became the practice to 
transport eggs in large quantities and 
to long distances by railroad trains, 
it was found on their arrival that 
adhesion had taken place between the 
membranes of the yolk and those of 
the shell, so that the yolk could not 
be turned out of the shell unbroken. 
On examination by experienced 
pathologists, this was found to be the 
result of inflammation; the material 
of adhesion was found to be precisely 
the same as that of the plastic exuda­
tion in inflammation of the lungs or 
bowels. It will at first seem absurd 
to speak of inflammation in such an 
unformed mass as an egg, but this 
arises from our forgetting that, struo 
tireless and unorganised as it seems, 
the egg, even when fresh laid, is a 
living being, and capable of disease 
from external causes. The cause of 
this inflammation is undoubtedly the 
shaking and friction from the motion 
of the cars, and it cannot bat render 
the egg more or less unhealthy, as the 
products of inflammation can never 
be as salutary in food as those of 
healthy growth.

GENTLEMEN.(Telegraph)
Attorney General Blair has applied to 

Judge Fraser for an execution against the 
body of the plaintiff in this case, or non-pay- 
ment of costs of a decree dissolving an in- 
junction. The application was made under 
Chap. 89, O. S., sec. 68, which reads: The 
court shall have power to enforce perform- 
ence of iu decrees and orders by execution 
against the body, or tbo goods and chattels, 
lands and tenements of tbo party made liable 
to such decree or order; * • • e judge 
may at any time make an order for any such 
execution, to issue on application of the party 
entitled to the same.

Mr. W. R Wallace, on behalf of Mr. Wet- 
more, opposed the application, relying on 
chapter 38. consolidated statutes, sec. 28. 
et seq: “No person shall be arrested or im- 
prisoned after judgment in any civil suit, or 
for making default in the payment of a sum 
of money except as in this or any other chap­
ter of the O.8. provided.”

Mr. Wallace declared thet sec. 68, chapter 
49, does not provide for imprisonment on non- 
payment of costs only, and that outside of 
enforcing a decree or order to do some act 
the only instances where arrest could b- just- 
rifled would be those enumerated in sub, sec 
6, esc.
