Prevention or Cure?—By Margaret A. Bartlett. i

Mrs. Brown is one of the compara-|
tively few women who takes a cold|
seriously. She believes that one can
never tell where a cold is going to
end, nor into what it is going to turn.
Even though the cold remain “just a
cold,” she doesn’t believe in having
one merely because everyone around
her has one. Neither does she be-|
lieve in letting her children run about
among people who have bad colds,

| thus exposing them to the cold germs.

Her children are strong, healthy,
robust. They sleep in unheated rooms
with windows open wide, winter and|
summer. They eat only plain, nour-
ishing foods—good bread and butter|
and milk, fruits and vegetables, well-
cooked meat of the non-greasy var-

| iety—and thus never have indigestion.

They play out of doors in all sorts
of weather, and when they are in the
house in winter, they are in rooms|
which are aired frequently and which,
are never overheated. Neighbors |
“hug the stov ‘hen they come to|
call: they wonder why the whole fam-|
cold”: |
they shiver in a temperature which |
in summer they would have called|
“yery warm”—and go home and bake|
in rooms heated to eighty degrees or
more, rooms which have not been thor-
oughly aired since the first freeze of
the season. These neighbors and their
children have colds from the begin-
ning of the ‘“closed season” till its
end, and they marvel at the fortune
which keeps the Brown family cold-
less for month after month.

Some there are who call Mrs. Brown
a cold-crank. Ailthough she is a very
sweet, gentle woman, one always
ready to do good,'and one who never
ﬁpvai(s ill of neighbor or acquaintance,
she has, nevertheless, many who are
by no means her friends, in the neigh-
borhood, all on account of the way she
feels about colds. On several occa-
sions she has sent children who have
come to play, home because they bore
unmistakable evidences of bad, con-
tagious colds. True, by so doing, she
once side-stepped the \vhooping-cough“
and again kept her children from|
having scarlet fever. The mothers of |
the children sent home knew that,
and yet they were angry at Mrs.
Brown for not letting their children
remain to play.

It is hard to have these people an-
tagonistic; it is decidedly unpleasant
to know they are using uncompliment-
ary terms in discussing her with other
acquaintances. Sometimes Mrs. Brown
feels almost ready to give up in her
fight against the cold habit—almost;
but never quite. She sees too many
pale-faced, washed-out looking chil-
dren about her, too many little boys
and girls suffering from adénoids and
enlarged tonsils, wnich she feels sure
had their beginnings in constant colds
and their consequent irritation of the
throat and nose: she sees too many
children with weak eyesight or im-
paired hearing as a result of some
children’s disease which had its begin-
ning in “just a cold”; she sees too
many running noses, and hears the
outbursts from too many irritdted
lungs, to make her willing that her
children shall acquire the habit by
taking cold which these other chil-
dren have. |

Mrs. Brown feels that she has
worked out the problem of how to
keep her family free from colds.

| Brown fam

The only difficulty she now encount-!
ers is in keeping children who have
colds away without incurring the
wrath of their parents. Folks around
her believe colds to be a necessary
evil, and of no great importance, un-
less they “happen” to turn into pneu-
monia, or measles, or diphtheria or
gcarlet fever or some other such seri-
ous disease. They let their children
run at large, go to school, and church,
even when they are sick enough with
a cold to be in a warm bed. And all
the time these children are spreading
cold germs, giving their cold to who-
ever will take it.

Mrs. Brown does not believe that
is right. She talks against the run
ning at large of children with colds,
till there many who, as I’ said
before, call her a cold-crank. Baut do
you not agree with her? If so, see
that your children stay in their own
yard when they have a cold; see if
you can't solve the problem of con-
tinuous colds by living the way the
y does, and by all means
do not be offended if someone who is
trying to keep the cold habit at arm’'s
length from her family sends home
one of your children who is suffering
from a cold. You wouldn't speak ill
of a woman who drove a deadly rat-
tlesnake from her .door-step; why,
then, be angry at her she turns
away a . cold-carrier?

How Hail Insurance Works.

Hail insurance is practically only
a term in Eastern Canada, but in the
West it signifies something of vivid
importance. Measures known as
Municipal Hail Insurance Acts are in
force in each of the Prairie Prov-
inces. These Acts provide a system
of mutual insurance under which
rural municipalities can operate to
tax each other for the granting of
compensation to individuals for losses
incurred by hail, which are often very
serious. How the systemn works out
and the extent to which it operates
in Saskatchewan and Alberta are set
forth in the November number of The
Agricultural Gazette of Cunada. Each
claimant is entitled to receive not
more than five cents per acre for every
one per cent. of damage from hail
he has sustained. To some this may
not appear a very liberal provision,
but when it is understood that the
number of claims filed in 1919 in
S hewan were 7,838 and that the
total indemnity paid amounted to
$1,011,776 a different vie will ob-
tain. For one storm alone that oe-
cured in July of the year referred to
claims amounting to $1,100,000 were

sfied. In Alberta the total losses

the same year were $508,000
against a valuation of $12,000,000 in-
sured. Besides the system under
Government supervision there are 86
companies in Saskatchewan that ac-
cept hail insurance and that paid cut
$1,7650,000 in 1919 for losses caused
by hail.

Electricity in the Bathroom.

Speaking of deaths in bathtubs to
which electrical appliances were at-
tached, the British Medical Journal
says:

No one with the most elementary
knowledge of the danger of an electric |
current would immerse himself in the
ordinary household bath and then pro-
ceed to administer treatment from any |
plece of apparatus connected with the
ordinary lighting circuit; nor, indeed, |
would he allow anyone elge to ad-!
minister such treatment. It is prac-
tically useless to attempt to insulate
an ordinary bath fitted with metal
water pipes and a waste pipe, and a
person immersed in a bath becomes
an excellent conductor for electricity.

In a properly fitted bathroom the
switches, lights and wires should be
so arranged that it is Impossible for
anyone, while in the bath to touch any
one of them with any part of his body.
Furthermore, all these fittings should
be at a distance from the pipes, and
care should be taken that no defect
s possible, and that the insulation is
perfect.

Vegetables That Are Benefit-
ed by Freezing.

It is known by most gardeners lhat}
cabbage, parsnips, turnips, salsify,|
and carrots are not injured by freez-|
ing, provided they thaw out while in|
contact with the earth or soil, but it|
is also a fact that certain winter|
vegetables are not at their best until‘
they have been frozen hard at least|
once. while in the ground., Parsnips|
and salsify especially, should stand inAf
the ground until there has bcen}
weather cold enough to freeze several!
inches, then the roots may be dug and
stored in an open pit and covered
with dirt. The covering may be
sufficiently heavy to prevent further
freezing if it is desired to go into
them during the winter, but it will
do no harm if covered only a few
inches so that they will freeze and
thaw several times. They will be of
better texture and flavor by having
frozen. Turnips should not be al-
lowed to freeze more than once, and
cabbage also keeps best if covered
well after the heads have frozen once
or twice and thawed out under ground.
The stalks should also be covered with
soil when in storage, as the frost wil]
come down them into the head if they
protrude and are allowed to freeze

Nearly all the country papers have
raised their subscription price from
$1.50 to $2 per year This has been
made necessary through the increased
cost of publication. In common with
the city dailies and the trade and 88
publications, the country papers ve
been brought face to face with a very
serious situation and have been forced |
by self-preservation to increase their
subscription price. It is to be hoped |
that no more of the country weeklies
will be forced to suspend publication.
Already there has been a lengthy list |
of papers forced into the hands of the
receiver.

No matter how efficient city papers
may be, they can never take the place |
of the country weekly.

this side of their paper

After all, we have more confidence
in the crystallized judgment of the
country editor than in the shoutings
and rantings of the average city pa-
per. There is more time for mature
thought and ripened judgment in the
country, The rural editor is nearer
to his constituency and is better able
to summarize and express the opin-
ions of his readers than is the city
writer. The Farmers' Sun wishes to
country papers every possible success
in their efforts to put their publica-
tions on a better financial basis, and
trusts that as a result of increased
prosperity will come an editor's cor-
ner.
