Ottawa Labor Delegations Want It on the
Mint and Geological Museum. .,

Ottawa, Nov. 5.—A committee from

. the Allied Trades and Labor Associa-

tion of Ottawa waited on the minister
of public works today and asked that
the experiment of day labor be tried
on new buildings, such as the mint
and the Geological Museum, which are
about to be erected in Ottawa. They
argued that the best work was done
by day labor.

Mr. Tarte pointed out that he had
always been in favor of day labor, and
had done a good deal of work in this
way, but there was the government
and House of Commons to be dealt
with. He was but a very humble
member of the administration. There
were parts of the country where he
would not recommend day labor, but
generally speaking he favored it. He
would do what he could for them.

BRITAIN ACCEPTS

The American Proposition Relative to Clay-
fon-Bulwer Treaty as Basis of a
New Agreement.

Washington, Nov. 6.—Ambassador
Choate, who arrived in Washington
last night, called upon Secretary Hay
and had a long talk about the pro-
jected Hay-Pauncefote treaty.

Lord Pauncefote, British ambassa-
dor, has notified Secretary Hay for-
mally that the British Government ac-
cepts the American proposition rela-
tive to the Clayton-Bulwer treaty as
the base for a new treaty. Within a
day or two the state department will
begin the preparation of the conven-
tion itself. It is possikle that this

work will be finiShed in about two
weeks.

ONE MILLION HATCHETS.

Chicago, Nov. 6.—The British Gov-
ernment has given an order for 72,000
dozen, or 864,000, boys’ hatchets, to the
Bouth Chicago tool works. It has
been taken by one tool company, which
manufactures the greater percentage
of the axes of the country. It is the
largest order ever given, and is for
use in South Africa, each soldier be-
Ing given a hatchet. The order was

offered English manufacturers, but
declined.

DREAM SAVED INSURANCE.

Terre Haute, Ind., Nov. 6.—Miss
Nettie_vPalmateer, a school teacher of
this city, who was to have been mar-
ried to John E. Ellabarger, who was
killed last night at Judson, Ind., says
she had a dream three months ago
that Ellabarger was killed in a wreck.

Winnipeg, Man., Nov. 6.—A trial
shipment of ten tons of black mica,
consigned to Manchester, England, has
been made from the mica beds on Ice
River, east of Golden, B. C. If this
shipment gives satisfactory returns it
will mean a great deal for Golden, as
Ice River is only a few miles from the
mouth of Beaver Foot River. The
