That little child is the pet and
sole care of the London officers
while they have leisure.

“Just think of this poor little in-
nocent being made a victim of the
war,” writes the Tondon man.
“Doesn’t it make your blood boil?
Then imagine how we feel who are
here to see the pretty little child
mangled, and to see the grave of its
grandmother, who died with the
child in her arms. Any German
who could delight in that sort of
thing deserves no mercy, and will
get none.”

In a letter received some time
ago, Lieut. Butler mentioned that
some officers had been sent home
becaus2 of a failure to get troops
“up”’ at Neuve Chapelle at a time
when many lives were lost.

BRITAIN EXTENDS
APOLOGY T0 GHLE

Regrets Sinking the Cruiser
Dresden After Internment

attacked and sank her.

The note delivered by the Chilean
minister to Great Britain says that the

'FRENCH DEPOPULATION

PARIS, April 15—5:40 p.m, — Vital
statistics for the first half of 1914, which
have just been published, show that
there were 20,000 more deaths and 4,000
more births than during the same
period of 1913. The number of mar-

riage decreased 2,000; The net diminu-
tion in the population of France during
the period covered by t}xose statistics
was about 17,000, while  the population
of Germany increased nearly ‘500.000-,
The Temps comimenting on these
statistics says the problem of depopula-
tion is one which must receive most
serfous attention after the war.

CHAPTER IX.

LETTUCE AND OTHER SALAD

CROPS.
[By Prof. Spade.]

Quick, continuous growth and a cool,
moist soil are essentials of lettuce and
other salad crop culture. However, let-
tuce is very easy to grow, and is in-
variably a seed bed crop, coming to
quick maturity, and leaving the land
ready for a succession crob.

Common sense and a little action will
do more for the household's supply of
lettuce than any expenditure of money.
A good spot of ground and plenty of
water and good seed are really all that
are required. The grower, with slight
effort, can keep the weeds out of his
crop.

A good salad cannot be made from
wilted or stale plants. Thus, the best
salads are practically prohibited to
people without their own garden. The
plants should be freshly picked within
half an hour before meal time.

Lettuce may be followed by cabbage,
caulifiower, celery and various other
later crops. Successive sowing can be
made as often as once every ten days
or two weeks. The ordinary spring
variety grows quite well in summer.

Lettuce is commonly grown in rows
from § to 12 inches apart, and thinned
later to make the plants stang 6 to 12
inches apart in the rows.

GROWING MUSH ROOMS,

Amateurs are cautioned by experts not
to attempt mushroom growing on a large
scale. The amateur who wishes to grow
the family supply in the cellar may pre-
pare a bed by obtaining stable manure
without much straw, and turning it over
at intervals of three days until well
mixed.

LONDON, April 16.—2:49 a.m.—A
Petrograd dispatch to the Daily Mail
says:

‘““While denying categorically that
Austria has made any direct peace ad-
vances to Russia, officials here admit
that peace suggestions have come from
the Pope at the instigation of private
persons in Austria-Hungary.

“The Pope’s communication merely
asked whether, if Austria were willing,
Russia would enter into mnegotiations
with a view to peace. The answer was
that if Austria desired peace she must
ask the Allies for their conditions, |
which would then be considered and |
communicated to the Austrian Govern-
ment.”

RUSSIANS CLAIM
FURTHER ADVANCE

Germans Renew Thelr Effors Against
Ossowetz—Attempt a Failure,

PETROGRAD, April 15.—(Via Lon-
don, April 16.—12:35 a.m.)—The official
communication issued by the war office
tonight says:

“At Ossowetz Wednesday the enemy |
ineffectually attempted an advance on
the Russian position. |

“In the direction of Mlawa we were |
successful in outpost fights. !

“On the left bank of the Bzura River |
Russian outposts occupied Koundtzen,
Sochaczew region. |

‘“In the Carpathians the Russians ad-
vanced slightly in the region north of |
the Uzsok Pass, where 200 prisoners |
were taken. The enemy’s attacks on
the heights of Semuth and Volosate, |
near Yamorow and to the south of |
Koziouwka were successfully repelled.” |

AUSTRIAN REPORT.

VIENNA, via London, April 15.—8:10
p.m.—The {ollowing official communi-
cation was issued today:

“In West Galicia. near Ciezkowice, on
the Biala, a Russian attack made early
on the morning of the 14th failed.

“On the heights on both sides of
Wysockie, on the Stry, strong Russian
forces attacked our positions, but wera
repulsed after severe fighting. In a
counter-attack we captured an import-
ant height, taking three officers and 661
men prisoners.

“In the remainder of the Carpathians,
except in some sectors, there were only
artillery engagements.

““In Southeast Galicia and Bukowina
no actions are reported.”

FRENCH
OF ENEMY'S STAFF

PARIS (via London), April 15—
The official statement issued by the
war office tonight says:

““A German aviator dropped bambs
on the hospital at Mourmelon. By
way of reprisal for the bombard-
ment of Nancy by a Zeppelin, one
of our aeroplanes dropped five bombs
on the German headquarters. All
the projectiles fell on the buildings
in which the imperial staff were in-
stalled at Mezieregs and Charleville,
We also bombarded the station of
Freiburg Im Breisgau.

New York, April 16.—Nelson W. Ald-
rieh, former United States senator from
Rhode Island and for years prominent
in Republican political circles, died a
his home here today of heart disease.

United States General Manager.

Nelson Wimarth Akdrich held a seat
in the United States Senate continuously
from 1881 to 1911. The influence ex-
erted by him on governmental affairs
was best illustrated by the fact that
when he was satirically introduced to
an audience as ‘“‘the general manager of
the United States,”’ that appeilation
lived through the Administration of Mc-
Kinley, Roosevelt and Taft.

Probably the greatest parliamentarian
that ever served in the Senate, Mr.
Aldrich had no difficulty in maintaining
leadership of his party. As chairman -
of the finance committee, he was called
upon to assume a large share of the re-
sponsibility for all tariff and financial
legislation before the Senate.

Revised Tariff.

He participated in the preparation of
no fewer than six revisions of the tariff
and bore the burden of labor incidental
to them. The Payne-Aldrich tariff act
was engineered through the Senate by
him aftéer many weeks of skillful
manoeuvring and hard fighting.

Mr. Aldrich was born in Fester, R. i,
November 8, 1841.

The following article entitled ‘“‘Fire”
was found on a dead German after
the battle of Neuve Chapelle by a
Canadian officer and forwarded to his

wife. It was printed in a paper pub-
lished secretly. by the Germans in
Lille and called the War Gazette. The
cdate of the paper was March 3, and
the article wags written by Lieut.-Col
Kaden.

“As children, many of us have played
with it, some of wus have seen an
outbreak of fire. First a small tongue-
like flame appears; it grows into a
devastating fury of hate. We out
here in the field have seen more than
enough of it.

‘“‘But there is also a fire of joy, a
sacred enthusiasm.
