BROUGHT DEATH FSE-zIsu-orar

Petrograd has been resumed.
SOME RESIGNATIONS.

London, Sept. 14.—The Petrograd cor- 
respondent of Reuter’s, Limited, states 
that Vice-Premier N. V. Nekrasoff has 
informed the press that he and M. I. 
Terestchenko, minister of foreign af- 
fairs, have decided to leave their posts 
in the cabinet, considering that their 
participation in the Government nar- 
rowed their political horizon, and being 
only business ministers without party 
support, they did not possess sufficient 
strength in the cabinet. The vice-pre- 
mier also announced the withdrawal 
from the cabinet of M. Pieschehonoff, 
minister of food and supplies. Other 
changes in the cabinet include the re- 
tirement of Tchernoff, minister of ag- 
riculture, who will be replaced by M. 
Askventieff, present minister of the in- 
terior, who in turn will be succeeded by 
M. Kischikin, a Constitutional Demo- 
crat. M. Kischikin enters the cabinet 
unconditionally. M. Koareptife, minis- 
ter of communications, resigned because 
he did not consider it possible to execute 
Premier Kerensky’s order to take cer- 
tain measures against Korniloff.

Village of Popovo, Near Tsarskoe Selo, 
Thursday, Sept. 13.—Having obtained 
the only permit issued by the chief of 
the Petrograd district staff to a corre- 
spondent since the beginning of Gen. 
Korniloff’s revolt, the Associated Press, 
early this morning, arrived at this vil- 
lage, which is the headquarters of the 
staff of a rifle regiment of the guard 
which, with two other rifle regiments, is 
engaged in holding the front opposite 
the famous "savage" division.

The situation here is as follows:
"Although all danger of an armed 

struggle is now excluded, the "savage" 
division still is not agreed to surrender 
on the terms granted by the Provisional 
Government last night, but it has form- 
ally pledged itself not to attack the 
Kerensky forces. With its artillery and 
machine gun detachments, the division, 
which is composed of tribesmen from 
the Caucasus, is quartered peacefully in 
villages south of this place without en- 
trenchments, outposts, sentries or re- 
connoitring detachments.

"Passing within forty yards of the 
Popovo Church are the governmental 
lines, but the Kerensky forces also have 
no intention of attacking, as negotia-

tions are proceeding and there is a pros- 
pect of a settlement being reached be- 
fore nightfall.

"Russian emissaries and officers con- 
stantly are passing into the camp of the 
Caucasians carrying proclamations 
signed by Gen. Filopenko, the supreme 
commissioner, advising the troops of 
the ‘savage’ division to abandon their 
officers and to march to Tsarskoe-Selo 
Likewise tribesmen from the division all 
the time are coming into Popovo with 
plans for a settlement."

MISJUDGED DIFFICULTES.
London, Sept. 14.—Gen. Korniloff 

played and lost because he misjudged 
Russia’s economic difficulties as a po- 
litical crisis, according to observers 
here today.

All reports received here indicate that 
the rebel general either possessed, or 
at least only utilized, a very small force 
in his advance on Petrograd. Possibly 
he diverted other rebellious troops to 
guard the fighting fronts.

His Mistake.
But the smallness of his force sent 

to take the capital was evidence that 
he misunderstood the Cabinet crisis 
then beginning to appear. Apparently 
Korniloff thought Kerensky was totter- 
ing and that a new leader, pledged to 
drastic steps, like himself, would sweep 
into power. What happened was that 
Kerensky rallied his supporters and 
instantly various factions forgot their 
differences. The Cabinet held har- 
moniously together in the face of the 
revolt.

LONDON, Sept 13.—Via Reuter’s Ot. 
tawa Agency.—From a high British 
naval authority Reuter’s has received 
the following information:

"Despite talk in certain quarters, 
there is no reason to believe, and 
there is certainly no evidence, that Ger­
many is adopting new tactics in U- 
boat warfare. Nobody claims that the 
menace has been overcome, but per­
sons should not, because of that, blindly 
swallow all of Germany’s claims.

"The Germans talk contemptuously 
about the loss of one of their U-boats 
monthly. They know that to be non­
sense. I am not going to inform the 
enemy by quoting actual figures, but 
I can tell you that action against U- 
boats during the last three months has 
yielded what 1 will call good results, 
in the destruction of these boats.

Time Limit Soon Due.
"Doubtless German underwater activ­

ity is very high at present, but this 
should be taken in conjunction with 
the facts that the latest and third defi­
nite date fixed by the German high 
command for its complete success over 
us is the early part of October.

"Regarding recent reports respecting 
losses in the Atlantic from the action 
of U-boats, German claims are not 
borne out by the facts. In this area 
there has, for obvious reasons, been 
increased enemy activity. but our 
counter-measures are proving success­
ful. In this class of warfare the fight 
is, and must be, a stiff fight, but not­
withstanding increased building and 
activity on the part of the enemy, we 
are more than holding our own, and 
with the help of time, which is on our 
side, success is assured."

The 
gun was then turned on a boat con­
taining the crew of six, of whom three 
were killed, and the remainder badly 
wounded.

On the following day the schooner 
William of Dublin was stopped and 
sunk by a submarine. The open boat 
in which the crew left the vessel was 
shelled with shrapnel, but only one man 
was wounded.

WASHINGTON, Sept. 13.—News, of 
Premier Kerensky’s determination to 
instill better discipline into Russia's 
armies created almost as much grati­
fication today as reports that General 
Korniloff’s attempted coup will have 
borne good fruit, in the opinion of of­
ficials and diplomats. Such an ac­
complishment would remove one of the 
great weaknesses of the new democracy 
and. it is believed, might go far toward 
infusing a spirit of order and co- 
operation into the civilian populations 
errthose industrial support the war so 
largely depends.

Kerensky’s plan is believed to be to, 
restore discipline by making it plain 
that military commanders shall have 
full authority to dictate military move­
ments, by rooting out the persistent in­
terference of soldiers’ committees with 
commanders’ orders, and by retaining 
the present system of government civil 
commissioners at the front to advise 
men in the ranks and provide a certain 
check on ill-treatment of soldiers.

Assured of Justice.
By this arrangement the death pen­

alty for violation of orders might con­
tinue to be imposed by court martial, 
subject to limited review by the civilian 
commissioners. The forces opposed to 
the death penalty could be satisfied by 
assurance that the commissioners 
would prevent unjust sentences

General Alexieff, who was made chief 
of staff when Kerensky assumed nom­
inal command of the armies, and who 
probably will be virtually commander, 
is both an advocate of strong authority 
for directing officers and a friend of the 
civil commissioner system.

Recent reports from the Russian 
front indicated that, the soldiers’ com­
mittees. although said to have been 
shorn of their referendum power over 
general orders, still persist in trifling 
interferences, which sometimes mean 
delay and disaster.

But Robespierre and the Jaco­
bin» were more like the Russian Maxim- 
alists in their fanatical impracticality, 
though the latter have no chance, ap­
parently, to get power into their clumsy 
hands. Finally, if not Korniloff, then 
still another may yet loom up as a 
Napoleon, coming to the gates of 
the capital to restore order and com­
mand by the voice of the cannon

traitors to the revolution, conspiring 
to bring back the tyrant and to betray 
the country to the Germans It is this 
general atmosphere of mutual suspicion

ANNOUNCES CABINET

Majority Stand By Word.
On Thursday the cabinet suspended 

its sitting to allow Renault and other 
Socialist radicals to go to the Chamber 
of Deputies to meet their partisans. Re- 
nault alone submitted to the group’s 
resolution, the other members of the 
party named for cabinet positions de- 
clared that having pledged their word 
to Prof. Painleve they were unable to 
withdraw. They returned to the pre- 
liminary cabinet meeting, thus allowing 
Prof. Painleve to complete his combina- 
tion, Jean Dupuy abandoning the port- 
folio of agriculture to take the place left 
vacant by Renault. These events are 
expected to show that the new ministry 
will start life without the assurance of 
active support from the unified Social- 
ists. The role played by the unified So. 
cialists throughout the crisis is general- 
ly condemned by the press as compara- 
ble to that of the workmen’s and sol- 
diers’ delegates in Russia.

ORDER-IN-COUNCIL TABLED 
IN COMMONS PROVIDING

FOR EXEMPTION BUTTONS

ANOTHER PROMISING | 
DEVICE FOR DEALING

WITH SUBMARINES

German Crown Prince 
Consulting With Kaiser 
on the Polish SituationNEWLY COMPLETED 3

LONDON, Sept. 13—The Ger- 
man crown price has arrived at 
Berlin, according to an Ex- 
change Telegraph dispatch from 
Amsterdam. He has had a long 
conference with the emperor, 
regarding the matter of the 
Polish situation, as mentioned in 
the pope’s note.

OTTAWA, Sept. 13. — An order-in- 
council providing for the issue of war 
badges by the Canadian Government to 
members of the Canadian Expedition- 
ary Force who have honorably retired 
or been honorably discharged, or who 
have been rejected as medically unfit, 
was tabled in the House of Commons 
today.

Heretofore there have been no pro- 
visions for special distinctive badges 
to be given exclusively to men who 
have seen active service overseas. 
Badges for this purpose have been is- 
sued by the voluntary efforts of the 
Canadian patriotic fund and the St. 
John Ambulance Association, to a 
large number of the returned men. The 
order-in-council states that great value 
is attached to these badges by the 
holders, and that it is desirable for the 
Government to take over and continue 
their issue.

Four Classes.
These men who are entitled to re- 

ceive badges are divided into four 
classes. The first class consists of 
members of the Canadian Expedition- 
ary Force who have seen active service 
at the front, and in case of officers 
who have been honorably retired, or in 
the case of N. C. O.S and men who 
have been honorably discharged, or 
been returned to, or retained in Can-

of the Canadian Expeditionary Force, 
not included in the preceding classes, 
who have been honorably retired on 
account of old age, wounds or sick- 
ness.

Class four consists of those who, 
prior to August 10, offered themselves 
for active service and were rejected as 
and are still medically unfit.

"For Service at Front."
The order-in-council prescribed the 

form of badge to be issued to the men 
of each class. For Class A, the Union 
Jack button, bearing the words "For 
Service at the Front," similar to those 
at present issued by the Canadian 
Patriotic Fund, will be continued.

A silver badge to be issued by the 
imperial authorities will be given to 
the men of Class B. The men of Class 
C. will be given a metal button bearing 
a crown the word "Canada" and also 
"Honorable Service." For the fourth 
class a metal button bearing the words 
"Honorably Exempt" and "Canada" will 
be issued.

Forms for Application.
Applications may be made on forms 

supplied for the purposes and proofs, 
consisting of discharge certificates or 
medical certificates of unfitness, must be 
furnished by applicants.

The order-in-council provides that 
everyone now in possession of a badge 
issued by the Canadian patriotic fund 
must apply to the authorities to have 
the same registered and obtain a cer- 
tificate. Failure to do so may render 
the wearer liable to a fine of $500, or 
six months in jail. Penalties for mis- 
representation, falsely wearing a badge.

Missions Abroad.
Britain and U. S. Experiment- 

ing With Invention.

FOX TRAILERSNO UNIFIED SOCIALISTS New York, Sept. 13.—A special to the 
Tribune from Washington says:

"Great Britain and the United States 
are experimenting with an anti-sub- 
marine device, which is said to be more 
promising than any of its predeces- 
sors. The nature of the invention is 
not disclosed, but even representatives 
of the British Government, who have 
been disappointed often in the past, 
and who are naturally less optimistic 
than our own navy men, are hopeful. 
In addition, the convoy system is be- 
ing extended, and is still proving sue- 
cessful, which probably accounts for 
the reduction in losses announced this 
week.

"All in all, the submarine situation 
is believed to) be better in hand than 
at any previous time. Or, put it an- 
other way, the defence against U-boat 
attack, has more than kept pace with 
the improvements in U-boats them- 
selves. The recent dispatches from 
London calling attention to the gravity 
of the submarine situation are sup- 
posed to refer rather to the exhaus- 
tion of the Allies resulting from U- 
boat destruction of merchantmen, than 
to the success of the U-boat at the 
present time."

They Have Been Stumbling- 
Block, Condemned by 

the Press. FIVE MODELS
Paris, Sept. 14. —The new - French 

cabinet contains a new ministry, at first 
called the ministry of propaganda but 
later changed to ministry of missions 
abroad. Owing to the absence of Frank- 
lin Bouillon, the new post is not listed 
with the other ministry designations in 
the official journal. The new ministry 
consists of 15 titular ministers, four 
ministers of state, and 11 undersecre- 
taries.

The new ministry is divided among 
five senators, eleven deputies and two, 
Louis Lecheur and Albert Claveille, who 
do not belong to Parliament. The 
eleven undersecretaries are all members 
of the Chamber of Deputies. Sixteen of 
the new cabinet members have been min- 
isters of or undersecretaries in previous 
cabinets and three are former premiers. 
The political groups represented in the 
new ministry do not include the unified 
Socialists.

Seven of Old Cabinet.
Premier Painleve represents the So- 

ialists-Republican group, while the So. 
cialists-Radicals have three members, 
the Radical-Left three, the Republican 
Union of the Senate three, the Repub- 
cans of the Left one, and the Radical 
Republic Union: seven members. Seven 
members of the Ribot ministry retain 
places in the new cabinet. The most 
noted perhaps of the Ribot ministry to 
oe Rene Viviani and Albert Thomas.

The Ribot ministry failed late Sunday 
night when M. Thomas withdrew and 
Professor Painleve followed him, being 
unwilling to remain in a cabinet where 
the unified Socialists were not repre- 
sented. Professor Painleve’s first com- 
bination met the same fate last Tues- 
day night, when the unified Socialists 
also refused to co-operate with him 
principally because Alexandre Ribot re- 
mained as a ministry.

Tried Again.
As President Poincare insisted upon 

M. Painleve continuing his effort to 
form a ministry he resolved on Wednes- 
day not to give the Socialists represent- 
action. At the last moment a new ob- 
stacle rose, when some thirty members 
belonging to the Socialistic radical 
group, which numbers 170, being the 
largest in the Chamber of Deputies, af- 
ter a meeting, sent a delegation to Prof. 
Painleve to inform him that they op- 
posed the creation of ministers of state, 
and to claim the ministry of the interior 
or justice for the group’s president. 
Louis Renault, instead of the ministry 
of the state, which had been offered to 
him. Eliminating ministries of state 
would have meant the dropping of Louis 
Barthou, to whom there has been much 
opposition since he introduced three 
years ago the military service bill. The 
group’s protest was transmitted to Re- 
nault.

A Little Kitchen Heater can be attached to the end of your gas range. It will burn 

coke, coal or wood. Two cooking holes on top. You can keep fire over night if you wish. 
It will give you all the heat you want in your kitchen.

An eminent American authority on public health. C. E. A. Winslow, profes­
sor in this department in the Yale School of Medicine, New Haven. Conn., takes 
the same view as Dr. Hill in regard to the importance of pasteurization of milk 
as the only safe course. He expressed himself as follows in a paper on "Safe- 
guarding the Health of Children," which was read at the annual meeting of the 
Ontario Health Officers’ Association held in Toronto in May of this year:

"For some infants artificial feeding will always be a necessity; the 
; provision of a safe artificial milk supply is, therefore, a necessary part 
|of a general program of child saving.

"We can go far towards securing clean milk by an adequate system 
; of farm and store inspection, coupled with bacteriological and chemical 

examinations of the product. The milk supply should be graded on the

: basis of scores and bacteriological counts, into three grades, now gener­
ally recognized as suitable for the use of infants and of adults, and for 
cooking respectively. Even after all this is done I am strongly of the 

• opinion that a further step still should be taken in the pasteurization of 
1 all milk supplies, and particularly of all those designed for infant use. 

Clean milk and safe mille are not synonymous terms. Bitter experience 
has taught us that no possible system of safeguards can prevent oc­
casional exposure of milk to an unsuspected incipient case or carrier of 
the germs of typhoid fever, septic sore throat or scarlet fever. When 
this happens, one touch of the finger, one cough over the pail will do the 
business. Again and again this has happened in elaborately constructed 
and conscientiously operated dairies. Even the exclusion of tuberculous 
cattle, theoretically a simple matter aside from the question of cost, 

I has failed in some of the most famous certified barns of the United
States.

"I am strongly of the opinion that there is no such thing as a really 
safe milk supply. As in the case of water supplies, we try to secure as 
high an initial purity as possible, and then filter or disinfect, to secure 
absolute safety, so here we should keep the milk supply as clean as 
economic conditions will allow, then make assurance doubly sure by 
pasteurization."

What do you do with the fish "left-overs," the left-overs of the fish dinners 
which have been occurring with a patriotic frequency of late? Is it fish balls 
with potato and bread crumbs, bound together with a beaten egg? Perhaps it 
is creamed fish, or a fish omelet.

If you don’t know about it already, there is another and most delicious way 
for you to serve up those fish left-overs, in a dish fit. for a king for breakfast, 
for luncheon, or as the "back-bone” of the tea, which is the evening meal.

It is a fish dish which in the days before the war was a great favorite for 
breakfast in homes of the old land, and homes which had much to command, 
such as the palace of the Archbishop of Canterbury. Nevertheless, it is by no 
means an extravagant dish. Rather, indeed, does it fit in admirably with war-. 
time thrift adventures. It Is called "Kegeree,” pronounced something like| 
"kedjerie," and has as its foundation principles fish and rice. Any cold fish will| 
do, though white meat is preferred.

Mrs. David Williams, chairman of the food conservation committee, gives her| 
recipe for "Kegeree" as follows:
'teaspoonful mustard, 2 soft boiled eggs, salt and cayenne to taste. Pick the fish 
i carefully from the bones, mix with the other ingredients, and put all in a sauce 
pan. Heat thoroughly. Kegeree should be served very hot.

"It is the method Mrs. Grant-Harris gave some months ago for clarifying fat 
for cooking. I mislaid the paper, and though I have a kind of idea. I am not ex­
actly sure. I have asked a number of others who remember about it, but who 
failed to keep it. I know ever so many who would be glad to have it, especially 
when they are trying to do all in their power to conserve food and to keep down 
expenses."

The moral of all this seems to be that when some hint or recipe which makes 
a special appeal appears, the wisest thing to do is to clip it and file it in a big 
envelope or paste it in a scrapbook for future reference.

In this case the information called for is Important enough to take up space 
a second time, so here it is, just as Mrs. Grant-Harris gave it the first time: 
This is my guaranteed method of rendering and clarifying fat: I put in a deep 
bowl and sprinkle liberally with salt; then I pour boiling water over it. After 
that, I let it stand till it is perfectly cold, when the fat, thoroughly clarified, can 
be scraped off the top. The sediment, as you know, sinks to the bottom. Some- 
times it is necessary to repeat the process two or three times, for example, where 
a dressing has been used in cooking the chicken or meat. Fat with an onion 
flavor could not very well be used as shortening, but would come in useful, say 

|for frying potatoes, where there is no objection on the part of the members of 
|the family to the taste. I clarify bacon drippings in exactly the same way, 
though I, perhaps, use smaller quantity of the salt. Rendered and clarified in 
tills way, any strong taste is entirely removed from the fat. By repeating the 
process with any dripping or fat, a beautiful, clear cake of shortening is| 
obtained."

This method was obtained by Mrs. Grant-Harris from a famous domestic| 
science teacher in England several years ago. She recalls the fact that it was ! 
also used by a cook in her home when she was a small girl, one who had pre­
viously been employed in a very good confectionery.

correspondent termed a few weeks ago "holdups on the local market." "Emptor" 
writes as follows:

Dear Miss Armstrong,—Going to market has always been held up as 
one way to beat the H. C. of L. Dwellers in towns without markets are 
envious of those which do possess them. Let producer and consumer get 
together and the predatory highway-middleman will be put to rout. 
Some such notion was mine until I visited the London market.

The first thing that strikes one is the diversity of the display. 
Ranged on horse and horseless vehicles are vegetables and fruits of 
many kinds. Venturing inquiries, one is now amazed at the variety of 
prices. Of course the qualities vary, but it is difficult for the ordinary 
person, standing out-of-doors, in a great crowd of people, to make such 
comparisons of quality as will allow him to judge fairly of prices.

One is forced to the opinion that one needs to haggle to do good 
business. Further, a vague feeling comes to one that the old injunction 
stands good, caveat emptor, lot the buyer beware.

A further complication reveals itself. I inquire of a woman the price 
of her butter. It. is 45 cents a pound and, of course, I have to carry it 
home. I go to one of the regular dealers in the market, a middleman, 
and get good butter for 43 cents, delivered to my house. Can it be pos­
sible that the honest countrywoman is doing what the wicked railroad is 
said to do, charging all the traffic will bear?

Now undoubtedly there are too many middlemen. Yet give even the 
devil his due. I go to my grocer and can buy at a price which I know 
is the same to all. I need not haggle. The goods are graded. I need 
not fear about quality. Even if I have to pay a little more, it is really 
an insurance. This is not an apology for the middleman or an attack on 
the market. Rather I would raise the question if there can not be de­
vised some system of supervision in the market which gives the average 
person who wants simply to pay a fair price for honest produce, a fairer 
chance.

In conclusion, let. me congratulate you on your interesting depart- 
ment, and the manner in which you keep through it questions of live 
interest before the public.

THE "SENSITIVE” EGG.
It is to he hoped that every woman who attended the Western Fair this 

week has paid a visit to the Dominion Government poultry and egg demonstra­
tion in the Process Building. In a striking manner, an object lesson is given 
in regard to the right and wrong way of poultry farming, caring for and mar­
keting eggs.

Large companion cases contain models which more effectively tell the story 
than any lecturing for a year could do. In the first is shown the dirty barnyard, 
the unclean henhouse crawling with vermin, the eggs gathered irregularly from 
under sheds and other places, where they become contaminated by the surround­
ings. The wrong way is to leave them exposed to heat in the kitchen, to pack 
them carelessly for market. Next stage in the journey to the consumer is the 
country store, where possibly the eggs are left in the window in the sun or 
subject to deterioration from contact with decaying vegetables or strong flavor­
ed foods which have a way of penetrating the porous shells.

At the railway station the eggs are dumped on the platform, exposed to ail 
kinds of weather.

The right way is entirely different, good poultry stock to begin with, sur­
roundings as clean as it is possible to make them, care in feeding, attention to 
gathering the eggs regularly and storing them in a cool, clean place. Step by 
step in the second case, every effort is made to deliver the eggs to the consumer 
in the best of condition.

Switching over from the first, or haphazard method, to the second and 
scientific, has in a few years raised the standard of the egg industry in Prince 
Edward Island from far down in the scale to probably the top in Canada. The 
old comforting myth has been exploded that "an egg’s an egg, and when an| 
eating-house is too dirty to dream of swallowing food there, it is always safe 
to order two hard-boiled eggs." The Government education Is teaching that no 
product is more sensitive to environment or more subject to deterioration than 
an egg, hence the necessity for production and marketing of this food under 
the most sanitary conditions obtainable.

The statement gives the text of a 
verba! note presented to the minister 
of foreign affairs by Sir George 
Buchanan, the British ambassador, and 
proceeds:

"The representatives of the allied 
powers met under the presidency of: 
Sir George Buchanan to deliberate on 
the situation created by the conflict 
between the provisional government 
and General Korniloff. Conscious of 
their duty to remain at their posts for 
the defence. if necessary, of their 
nationals, they at the same time con­
sider it of the highest importance to 
maintain the union of all forces in 
Russia for the continuance of a vic­
torious war. The view which they 
unanimously declared was in the inter­
est of humanity, and anxious to pre­
vent irreparable calamities, they offer­
ed their good services with the noble 
aim of serving the interests of Russia 
and the work of the Allies."
